| MISSISSIPPI.

Review of the Proceedings of the Dem-
ocratic Convention—The Colored Del-
egate Webster—HIs Nomination
and his Speech.

He Offers the Party Some Wholesome
and Timely Suggestions—Follow La-
mar’s Advice—* Deal Justly and
Fairly By All Classes
and Colors.”

Discussion on the Adoptlon of the Plat-
form — Singleton’s Speech — Assur-
ances of Support of the Ticket
by Defeated Candidatea—
Closing Scenes,

From a Staff Correspondent of the Appeal.|
Jacksox, Miss.,, Angust 2.—The State
Democratic convention, the largest ever held
in Missisaippi, has concluded itn work. Inre-
viewing the magnitnde and chacocler of this
convention, ils mbportant objects and the
nominations it made, as well as (he resolu
tions and platform adopted, there are man
things of no ordinary bearing tobe recounted.
A noticeable and novel feature of this Demo-
cratie jmlnvention was tblebla{ge gtémber of
negro delegates appointed by the Democracy
from the different connties of the State. In
Grenada county, for instance, twenty-five col-
ored men were elected as delegates. The col-
ared delegates of course occupied seats among
the white people in the convention, and were
roqw‘,rnizn.*dpzn its deliberations and proceed-
ings. This is the firet, thotigh it will not_be
the last; time in the history of Mississippi De-
mocracy where colored men will be given rep-
resentation. Perhaps thizs no longer
donbted question of equal rights to all, wre-
spective of previons condition of race, color,
servitude or Lirthplace, illnstratad and proved
as it has just been, when n usarped
Presidency of the nation might seem to give
the Repulilican parly addilional pretences for
deceiving the creduolity of the negro, will
serve to establish and perfect the precedent
for the future in the Democratic part-es of the
southern States. Among the candidates for
secretary of state was General Joseph R.
Davis, & nephew of Ex-President Jefierson
Davis, and a gallant commander in the Con-
federnte army.~ Yet this gentleman, worthy
as he is of the emolvments &nd honor of the
office to which he aspired, and the duties of
which he would have discharged satisfactorily,
did wot receive one-half the voles as
did John D. Webster, a colored eit-
izen of Washington county, from which
be was sent as n delegate to the Demoeratic
convention. 1t is not to make, nor even
arouse, aoy unpleasast comparison that these
facts ave written. The Democratic party in
:‘“E‘m“ipll’_i; which honestly and consistently,
and may be, as the nation should say, patn-
otically 1gnored, and by no means whatever
recognized the right of his frandulency, Hayes,
in the platform of resolutions, to occupy his
usurped office, did recogmize the rights of
negroes, and expressed its willingness to con-
fer office upon them. This fact, as attested
by the proceedings of the Democratic con
vention which has josk adjourned, is an argn-
ment more potent and a truth more undenia-
ble than could ever be upset by the sophistry
or obscured by the deception of all the Re-
publican orators in America. During the
sitting of the convention to-day, Danel E.
Johneon, a colored delegate from Panola
county, made the following speech:
THE COLORED DELEGATE'S 8PEECH,
Mgu. Coateman—DBefore we {nto nomi-

nation of secretary of state, I desire to make
a motion. 1 beg of the convention not to be
too technical, but bear with me for a few
minutes, and [ {hink | can explain my posi-
tion satisfactorily. 1 believe | am the only
colored delegate upon the floor, but I repre-
sent thousands of colored Conservative voters
in Mississippi, Sir, I move that we, the rep-
resentatives of the Demoecralic-Conservatives
of the State of Mississippi, in convention as-
sembled, do nominate a colored man for a
position upen the State Democratic-Conserva-
tive ticket. As the motion has been seconded
you will pardon me if' I consume a few of
your precions moments in support thereof. It
15 thrown in the face of colored men who
vote the Conservative ticket by their friends
and relatives, *‘that you have gone back vpon
u8; you don’t feel our interest, and are work-
ing aguinst it."" And, sir, they go further and
say that *‘the colored men who vote the Con-
servative ticket do it knowing that the Con-
servatives care nothing tor them." Now,
gentlemen, when 1 back tomy county I
want to go with a clear conscience, and tell
them that I do feel their interest and have
proven it by advocating therr cause
n this convention. [ Interruption].
You will hear me for my cause.
Cries of “Hear him!" *“Go on!”
I'here are some thivgs that should be done
because they are right, and there are other
things that should be dous because they are
expedient; but, gentlemen, this should be
done because it is both right and expedient.
It is right, because the colored voter was
promised that if he would give his aid in rid-
ding the State of the Radicel pest, and by it
lift from her neck the yoke of oppression, he
should share the upo'gﬂ; of wvictory and pros-
Eﬂnl)'. And, sirs, this promise must be ful-
llad; for if it is not, then we deserve and
will receive the same epithet that we have
thrown in the face of the Radical s =X
party of broken promises.” It is right, be-
cause the colored voters of Mississippi are in
the majority, and of course should be repre-
sented in its capitol. It is right, because
when the State of Mississippi was heavily op-
pressed by the iron heel of Radicalism, and
there was no other help to which she dare
appeal, the colored voters were appealed to,
and enongh thousands of them stepped man-
fully forward to the runks of conservatism to
overcome o Radical magority of forty or fifty
thousand, and gave ua the State by the
handsome majority of thirty thousand in
1875, and over sixty thousand in 1878, Is
the luborer not worthy cf his hire? 1t is
right, because on account of the colored vote
Mississipp1 has six votes m the Louse of con-
gress, whereas she would have only
three if 1t were not for them,
I might enlarge upon reasons of why this
measure is right, but it is pseless. 1 know
the convenlion readily agrees with me that it
is right and jost. And, gentlemen, it is also
expedient, for several reasons. Should this
convention nowminate a whita ticket, and
should there be an independeat ticket brought
out, and that be mixed, then, sirs, as o nat-
ural consequence there will be a concentra-
tion of the white votes upon ope side, and
colored votes upon the other, which will in-
evitably bring trouble upon us; for as long as
the white vote and colored vote arve solid,
one against the other, we may expect tronble.
But we may think there is no danger of hav-
ing an independent ticket in the field; yet we
are aware that the Radicals have formully
disbanded as a Stata party, and that they
hed some ohject in view when .they did so.
They evidently thought it policy. e Dem-
oeratic party ormulli disbanded n few years
ago, and we all see thers was policy in it.

A feature of collateral and
of somewhat local interest is the resolution
asking Federal aid for the Texas Pacific rail-
roul. The H:ecm.l telegrams to the ApreaL
show that General A. M. West, of Holly
Springs, opposed this resolution in the plat-
fi t that Senator Lamar, of Oxford, fa-
‘\ion.-cl and ureged its adoption, which was
one,

General West said he favored Fedaral aid
for the construction of a southern Pacificrail-
road, but objected to the same being asked
for the Texas Pacific, or any other incorpora-
tors_being named in the resolution. He
moved, as an amendment, that the words or
name “Texas Pucific’’ ba stricken out, and
“*a southern Pacific railroad™ be substituted.

Senator Lamar said that this vesolution had
been introduced by the committee without his
knowledge, advice or suggestion. He dis-
claimed the paternity of the resolution, hnt
favored it; andremar that both the Demo-
cratic and Republican parties in congress had
placed themselves on record as favoring the
construciion of a southern Pacific railroad.
The name of the Texas Pacific, he said, was
inserted in the resolution because this com-
pany owns the franchises and nght-of-way of
the proposed road, At his request, General
West withdrew h"j’ amendment, and the reso-
lution was adopted. :
