Indeed, us a criminal expressed it, it
is a pleasure to be fined by him; he does it
so politely and kindly.

The city officials who have been occupy-
ing quarters at the courthouse have returned
to the city-bal- l, that building having under-
gone the necessary repairs. Since they left
the courthouse presents a deserted appear-
ance, and no longer can you see around there
tho ward politicians, speculators in scrip,
contractors, etc. All these now go to the old
city-hal- l, as does also the sheriff and United
Stab's marshal whenever they have a few
mandamusses to serve. The city officials now
have elegant, quarters, and they look as hasrv
as if they were on a strike.

Yesterday, at the criminal court, before
Judge Logwood, George Sparks, negro, was
out on writ of habeas corpus, praying that he
be discharged from the county jail, where he
and Jim Monroe have been resting for sever-
al days, they having been sent there by the
recorder on the charge of committing a name-
less crime. After hearing the evidence and
the arguments of the counsel, Judge Log- -'

wood took bparks s case under advisement.
and will announce his opinion in a few days.
Quite a large audience appeared at the court-
house, and appeared to enjoy the arguments
made by the attorneys and the testimony of
the witnesses. The testimony was too dis-
gusting to report or print.

As is usual on Saturday niehts, several
drunken citizens, male and female, were es
corted to the statiouhouse last evening. Men
get paid off on Saturday, and having money,
and not ha-vin- to labor next day. they in
dulge in a few drinks too many, become in
toxicated, think that the town belongs to
them, get into controversies and fights, let
loose a tew Indian yells on the
streets, etc. The guardians of the public
peace take all this as most insulting to the
majesty of the law. and the perpetrators of
the outrages are collared and, if necessary,
hand-cune- d and marched into the city prison.
As the poet most charmingly saug

COLORED STRIKERS

On the War-rat- h Threaten to Barn and
Destroy, Tear I'p and Blow Down,

and Play the Devil Generally. .

Onr City Authorities, Determined on
Peace, Put AH the Police and Three

Military Companies Under
Amis.

Yesterday afternoon a report got in circu-
lation throughout the city that several hun-
dred colored citizens, who are employed on
the landing, on boats and in st ires, intended
to go on a strike for higher wages. It was
understood that the strikers would visit the
elevator of the Memphis and St. Louis packet
compaay, at the foot of Beale street, and on
the arrival of the down-rive- r boat they would
board her and compel the crew to quit work
and strike for higher waires, and prevent
anybody from going to woik in board until
the compuny's agents agreed to advance their
wages. Several hundred colored laborers,
instigated by evil-mind- white and black
men, have been holding meetings and agi-
tating this movement for several days past.
Last Friday night they attempted to get up a
meeting on Beale street, and did hold a
meeting. Among them there is an under-
standing that a strike would be inaugurated
throughout the city by the colored laborers
employed in the different occupations of life.
Why this movement should be gotten up now
is one of those things that a fellow can t find
out, and why the colored men should
get it up is a darker mywterj-- .

1 here are hundreds of white men out of em-
ployment throughout the city who would
gladly take their places should they (the
negroes) quit work, and should the black man
come ia collision with the white man, the
former goes to the wall, just as he did during
the riots which occurred here several years
ago. Last evening, however, when negro
employes were paid off by several business
houses, they informed their employers that
they were not going to work again until their
wages were raised. Tbe men were promptly
iiformed that their services could and wodld
ue dispensed with in the future. This shows
that an organized scheme had been concocted,
and it was (he intention of the men to get up
a strike. Last night the police force, fullv
armed, visited the elevator at the foot of
tseaie street, and remained on duty lor sev
eral hours, so as to prevent any disturbance,
threats having been made bv colored men
that such disturbances would tak.e place. Tbe
f 'liiclrnua xxr finnrila IVlft Rillff Cifcv I4rvu Jmil
Captain Reudelbuber's artillery company
were under arms, tully prepared lor
any emergency, and were able and
willing to put down any . outbreak that
might have taken place. The men remained
under arms at their armories np to eleven
o'clock at night, and only retired when as
sured by the police authorities that the
threatened outbreak would not take place.
that the would-b- e rioters had concluded to
refrain getting up a disturbance, at least for
the present. The most complete arrange
ments have been made.so that at a given signal
the military companies will fall into line, and
will be backed by numbers of well-arme- d cit-

izens in the preservation of law and order and
the protection of life and property. Should
the rioters attempt an outbreak, it will be no
child's play on the part of the military, and
but few blank cartridges will be used.

Tbe Relations) Between Labor andCapital.
Editors Appeal An article copied in

Friday's Appeal from a newspaper called
Public Accounts, contains this sentence:
''The man who has a dollar is the natur.il
enemy of the man who is without one."
This is the old fallacy, so fruitful is evil

there w a ncasary antagonism
between capital and labor. In what respect
am I injured or the worse off if my neighbor
has a dollar, which 1 have not, nnless, in-

deed, I torment niyselt by the exercise of an
enviou.t temper at what 1 suppose to be the
better lortune of another, or, still worse, covet
his possession V I could certainly be no better
off if he were as impecunious as myself. On
the other hand, t have muscle and skill,
which iny neighbor needs, but of which he
could not avail Limself cniera bo Lad the
money, for with the dollar in his possession
he is able toconipensate me for iny labor;
without it he cannot. His having the dollar
is therefore an advantage to me, but none to

him, except as it can pbcore the object of his
desire, whatever that nay be, whether my
skill and labor or something else. So far
from labor and capital ting natural enemies,
they are natural allies tnd friends. Indeed,
labor is comparativey worthless with-
out ' capital to empoy it; and capital
is only useless lualier without labor
to make it productive. Capital is wealth, but
not the only wealth. Muaole, brains and
skill are but different ferns of property. He
whose skill and labor poduce him one thou-
sand dollars a year is jist as rich as the man
with money employee in trade that yields
him the same income. That reasoning, there-
fore, is at fault which rraya capital and labor
in deadly hostility toeach other. They are
not foes, but friends list cannot prosper with-
out each other. But, ;on ask me, are there
no antagonisms between them ? I answer,
none. There are somitimes foolish conflicts
between capitalists tnd" laborers, injurious
alike to both parties, jut nbne between labor
and capital. It is v the interest of capital
that labor should le fairly remunerated.
Capital itself suffers vhen labor is unrequited.
So, too, labor injuresitself by not lieing con-
tent with fair wags. It is only by mutual
and friendly that the best inter-
ests of both are promoted.

The most beau'iful monument ever reared
by the hand of affection in thi.-- State, or jer-hap- s

in the south, is that which now
adorns Calvary cemetery--, near Mem- -'

phis, and last week was erected to
the memory of the late Colonel John W.
Dawson and Mr. Eugene Magevney. The
sculptor's art lias been exhausted in the pro-
duction of a beautiful and appropriate de-

sign, comprising seven figures, each a little
larger than lite, having a deeply religious
significance, surmounting and surrounding a
square shaft, which rests upon n base of great
strength and much beauty, having orna-
mental scroil-wor- k corner supports and four
entablatures.on which are inscribed the names,
with the date of birth and death, of the two
well known citizens who repose near by.
Rising thirty feet in the clear, and standing
on the summit of the most northern ot the
many ridges which intersect Calvary, two
niajettic figures arrest the eye, standing out
clear against the sky, representing the risen
Christ and an angel, typifying the christian's
triumph over death, supirted by the Lord.
The face of the Christ is of the traditional and
beautiful cast which art has made familiar
for many hundred years, and the angel ex-

presses a blissful repose and security, enfolded
in the Savior's embrace. The Lord supports
in His left hand a cross, the upper part of
which stands up and away from the group in
marked relief, the angel holding in her right
hand a crown of thorns, emblematic of hnr
release from the world and its trials. Below,
and surrounding a square shaft, on which
tiiese rest, and whih rises from a base of re-

markable beauty and great strength, we find
a figure of Mary, the . mother of Jesus, M ary
51agdalene and two angels, one holding the
cup which the "man of sorrow" in the gar-
den of Gethsemena prayed might pass; the
other the nails by which His uands and feet
were pierced, and which typify His cross
and pasrfion.

Louis, after suggestions prepared by Mrs.
Colonel John W. Dawson, relict of the gallant
and noble soldier and daughter of the excel-
lent citizen, to perpetuate whose memories it
stands, this beautiful work is a monument
worthy to grace any temple or city of the
dead in the world. It bespeaks the worth o!
those whose names are inscribed upon it, and
tells of the unfading and unfailing affection
of the wife and daughter. No one of the
soldiers who gave their lives for the soutli is
more worthy than the husband of Mrs. Daw-
son of being thus perpetuated. His con-
stancy, courage and endurance are part of

Important Siinenvery by Ir. Henrylrapcr.
New York Tribune: A discovery of im-

portance to science is announced by Dr. Henry
Draper, of Hastings-on-the-IIudso- n. It is
well known to students ot the spectroscope
that while tbe black lines that indicate the
presence of metallic vapors are so abundant
in the solar spectrum as to leave no room for
doubting that most, if not all. the metals are
ignited in the sun, there is yet an absence of
the hnes that characterize nearly
all the substances. Hy-
drogen is excepted from this sweeping
rule, but there are many seasons for
classing that gas with the metals. Various
theories have been put forward io explain the
absence of ic lines from the solar
spectrum, and the fact has even been used to
throw a doubt over the nebular hypothesis,
which necessarily assumes that the constitu-
ents of the sun cannot greatly differ fioin
those of the earth. Dr. Draper's discovery,
if it be confirmed, sl;ows that at least one
and probably several ic substances
arc present in the sun. In a paper read be-

fore the American philosophical society last
month, he gave the details of experi
ments which eppear to prove thai
oxygen forms ope of the sun's constituents.
Its presei ce is indicated in the cpeotrum, not
by blacK, but by bri' ht liuis. T make this
more apparent, Dr. Draperbas photographed
with the spectrum of tho sun a "comparison
spectrum' of common air the air being
ignited by P.: e electric sparks of a Lt.yden
jar. The "comparison spectrum" gives the
bright lin- -- of oxygen and hydrogen, and
also (from the terminals of the battery used )

those of aluminum and iron. The lines of
the metals serve to check the accuracy
with which the two spectra of the
snn and of the air are matched. These
spectra are produced without ihe iuterven-tio- a

of the engraver, by Bierstadt's Albert
type process, and appear as a frontispiece iu
the American Journal of Science and Attn.
If it is conceded that these are bright lines
on the solar spectrum showing the presence
of oxygen, it seems probable that the dis-
covery of the other aubUon-jea- ,

sue! as niUcrfon, chlorine, sulphur, carbon,
etc., may be similarly made. A new view of
the sun's constitution will then follow, since
the circumstance that the bright lines flow
from the non-meta- ls indicates that their
quantity in the sun is probably erionno.ts as
compared with the metil;.

Into the KCody of her Slanderer
A Warning to Sneaks.

Des Moines, Ia., July '23. Miss Caroline

White, a young girl of seventeen, hits created
a sensation by shooting Wm. M. Holland, a
married man, having a wile and seven chil-
dren. The details of the affair nre given by
the Sigourney Xeirs: "On Monday last,
shortly before dinner, Miss White called at
the house of Thomson Yocum, and stated
that she had come to look at a quilt pattern.
This was given her by Mrs. Yocum, who told
the servant girl to step in the other room with
Miss White, and the would wait on the table.
The harvest hands, amongtliem Mr. Holland,
being then about reidy for dinner. Nothing
to excite particular attention was noticed in
Mi-- s White's look or actions, alihotigh it is
now remembered that she did, while sitting
in te loom, place the door looking toward
the table iu the dining-roo- slightly jar.
Mr. Yocum, being unwell, was not long at
the bible. Just us Mr. Holland was about
finishing .dinner, Miss White walked out to
the table and presenied a paper, telling him
to sign it.which lie refused to do, and stepped
outdoors.

This he did quickly, and the weapon
was in a second lowered by Miss White, and
ired at the piosfrate and lifeless tody of
nouana. uie men got nom ot ner,
the chambers of the pistol proved to bo all
empty. Whether the full five shots were
fired is not known, as in the excitement none
remembered distinctly, If all were fired,
one failed to take effect. One shot grazed the
face, doing no damage. One entered the
temple, one over the right eye, making its
way through tbe brain, and another to the
left of the veiteb.a1, ranging upward through
the center of the heart, and between the
fourth and fifth true ribs, lodging beneath
the skin. It is thought that the ball passing
through the heart was the first one fired after
he had fallen liielecs." The cause of the act
is said to be that Holland had repeatedly
stated that Caroline was unchaste, and that
he had had iuUrcourse with her. which re-

New Yoik World: A Paris dispatch an-
nounces the dath, from in Switzer-
land, of M. Blanc, proprietor of the gnm-Llin- g

hells in the famous little territory of
Monaco. Monaco is an Italian principality,
though French territory bounds it on three
sides and the Mediterranean on the fourth.
Formerly, when it included as well tbe com-
munes of Hoccabruna and Mentone (ceded to
France in l, after the annexation of Nice
and Savoy, in return for an indemnity of four
million francs,), it had an area of some fifteen
square miles; now, including the town of
Monte Carlo, it is reduced to Mime six square
miles. Its population in lti7 was three
thousand one hundred and twent; -- seven, the
townsmen numtoring one thousand eight
hundred and eighty-seve- n. The fertile soil
and smiling climate, the beauty of the noble
coat scenery, and the gleaming Mediterra-
nean which bathes its chores, make Monaco
a little natural paradise. Its sunshine and
mild air are so useful in the cure ot pulmo-
nary complaints, that it has become a foriniua
ble. rival ot Nice as a sanitary resort and
watering-place- . It has other attractions and
points of interest of a more imposing char-
acter to commend it alike to traveler or
reader. Historically considered, Monaco, if
not famous, is at least a very curious place.
The reigning Prince Charles HI is an heredi-
tary peer ot old France as duke ot Yalenti-noi- s,

and a grandee of Spain of the first
class, as well as head of tbe Grnnwald dy-
nasty, which dates back to 9iW. This noble
Genoese family, under the protectorate
now of one power, now of another, held its
principality till early in the last century it
passed, on the marriage of the last heir, a
daughter, into the bands of a Frenchman,
Jacques de Goyon Matignon, Count de '1 y.

Saint-Simo- n devotes a characteristic;
note in one of the earlier volume-- ; of his

to the house as follows: "M. Grimatdi
had obtained for himself the title of a foreign
prince by tiie marriage of his son with the
Duchess de Yalentinois, daughter of M. Le
Grand (Louis of Lorraine, Conite d'Ar-magnac- ),

who enjoyed the sovereignty of a

At
lat the youth and his father grew tired, and
took away Mme. de Yalentinois with them to
the little rock.

M. de Monaco
was no longer young; he was a perfect-
ly well-bre- d man, and had always passed
for such; besides, he was almost blind
in both eyes, and wore a w

which almost excited fear, it jutted out so
far." In the time of the count's grandson
Honore IV, Monaco wa3 united with the'
French republic, but it was restored to luui
in 1815 and placed under Sardinian protec-
tion, Sardinia recognizing the independence
of the little principality, and only reserving
the riarhts of garrisoning it and of naming
the commandant. In 1S-1- the Sardinian
government annexed, not without a protest
from the then prince, who bore the lovely
operatic name of Florestan I, the two com-
munes of Koccabnina and Mentone.

In 1S&S, the pope
scpaitd Monaco from the diocese of Ntce, in
consideration of the prince's agreement to
establish a toireJ.ictine abbey, the abbot of
v.hich should exercise cpis.-ojia- i functions
in the principality. Pro'. s.bly hi.? holi-
ness never dreamed of the rival estab-
lishments which his princely beneficiary was
meditating. With a territory so small and a
pedigree so ancient, tho prince- of Monaco
ought to be the voucg "King Cole" of mon-arch- s,

and to rufe over a people as remarka-
ble as his realm. Ue does. None of them
are peasants.but all of gentle birth. Charles V,
who hated to make two bites of a cherry, hav-
ing ennobled ail the Monegasqiies in a lump.
Nor do they pay any taxes, since the decree
of February 8, 180y, which abolished in the
principality all taxes, duties aod fees, and
remitted all arrears that might be due to the
prince. All the revenue of the prince is f ur-
nished by the company of which M. Blanc is
was the head. The Ktablissemeut des Jeu.r
has built a magnificent casino and a jjraad
hotel, and established ,at Monaco ;n perpet-
ual session the high conjjrei3 of Europeon
gaming. The JUano brothers, Louis and
Francois, like the illustrious Benazet at Ba-
den- Baden, were forced by a spasm of Ger-
man virtue to abandon their knrsaal at Hem-bur- g,

for which they had paid a hig'u, annual
rent, beside expending on its construction
half a million fntnes. They were notiffinl
