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THE THREATENED STRIKE.

Acting vpon the sober second thought, the
cqlored men who on Saturday threatened the
city with riot and bloodshed have resolved to
seck peaceable means of redress. This is as
it shoald be. If the packet companies and
steamboats will not pay as much as they
think they deserve for a day's labor, they
bave only to go out a fow miles into the
country to find plentyof work at good wages,
with comfortable quarters and abundance of
seasonable food. We have never heard of plan-
ters having a superabundance of labor at this
time of yewr. Indeed, the demand has al-
ways exceeded the supply. To the country,
then, we would advise the discontented ne-
gro laborers to go, who swarm upon our
levees eager to catch at any odd job that
promises enough returns to enmable them to
bridge to-day. The planters will reward
their labor bountifully, and insure them
against a possible visit from the traditional
woll who iz always yelping at the poor
man’s door.

A Costly Mystem, but One that s Mak-
ing Froflts in Civilizing the FPeople
2% Wellas in Money  How it
was Constructed,

Comparison of the Old Mode of Freight
Businesas— A Ntate of Thing~ now
Disappearing—C Being
Broken Down—Weaith
Being Better Pis-
tributed.

New York Sun: The creation of a wast
network of railroads in that repoted strong-
hold of immobility, Hindostan, is one of the
marvels of the time, and is already beginning
to revolutionize the industrial and =ocial con-
ditions which bave cramped for thirty centu-
ries the energies of the peninsula, The trav-
eler who alights from lhis railway-carriage at
Benares eannot but feel that the holy city of
the Drakhming has received a shock more fa-
tal than Buddhiet reform or Moslem conquest,
and that even the system of caste, now ex-
posed to the constant friction of the modern
spirit, must at last disintegrate and disappear.
The first Anglo-Indian ra:lway was begun in
1853, and at the date of the terrible Sepoy
revolt there were not five hundred miles
operation. When, however, the direct au-

ority of the British government was =ubsti-
tuted for the East Indin cempany, it recog-
nized the absolute mnecessity of iron roads
which should connect the capitals of the three

great provinces, und permit the rapid
movement of troops to the furthest
bounds of Hindostan. But while the de-

cisive motive was stragetic, railway cornmu-
nication was demanded on the strongest com-
mercial grounds. The land journey from
Bombay to Calenttn was a business of many
weeks, while the sea route was long an

troublesome, involving, as it did, the doub-
ling of Ceylon, We need not dwell on the
unheard-of cost and pains with which the
rich products of the interior were brought
down to ports of shipment, or with which
British wares in turn were made to reach the
upper country. This state of things is now
fast vamishing. Premising that the railway
system of British India has been constructed
nartl_r by the vice-regal gorernment, but
mainly by prnivate companfes who have a
State guarantee of interest on their bonds,
and often on their stock, we may mark the
extent and direction of the principal lincs,
The Calcutta railroads, which are the most
important, take, for the most part, a north-
east course; there 1s, however, one line now
finished as far as Goalandu, on the Brahma-
pootra, which will speedily be pushed to Dar-
jeeling, on the frontier of Bhotan, with a
probable branch to the capital of Assu, the
seat of the prosperous tea industry, A= to
the great northeast trank line, 1t follows the
vialley of the Ganges, unsealing the saceed
cities, Benares and Allahabad, connecling at
the latter pomnt with a railway from Bombay.
Still pursuing the same northeasterly direc-
tion, the muin road touches at Cawnpore,
whenee a branch runs to Lucknow, next
reaches Agra, then Delhi, and then the ter-
minus, Lahore. We ought rather to say the
former terminus, for since the Russian con-

quest of Khiva, an event which
has caused sach profound  escite-
ment in  British India, the Caleutta
line has been rapidly pressed forward

toward the fortress of Peshawur, on the fron-
tier of Afghanistan, and commanding one of
the chief passes of the Himalayns. When this
extensisn is completed, the whole length of
this trunk road will be sixteen hundred miles.
We should add that from Lahore a line,
whose extremities have been built and are
now workmlf. descends in a southwest direc-
tion to the Indus, and thence to Kurraches,
at the entranee of the Persian gulf. This
port already has a considerable trade, and,
should the projected Uphrates Valley railroad
be execu(es. must become one of the most
important entrepots of Indian commerce.
Bombay may almost be said to rank before
Calcutta as a focus of Anglo-Indian railways,
three great roads radiating from this point
toward the north, northeast and southeast.
Al present the northern line stops at Wad-
hwan, a distance of some four huondred miles:
but it will soon Le prolong.d in two direc-
tions, one fork going to Kurachee, the port
above mentioneﬁ? and the other jomning the
line from Delhi to Jeypore. The northeast
line traverses central India, following the
valley of the Nerbudda, and when completed
will place Bombay in more direet connection
with capital of Bengal. A third and very
nmﬁvorlnnt road pursues a southeastern course
and places the west coast in connection with
Madras. We ought to mention that n new
and veritable air line between Bombay and
Calcatta is in course of comstruction, and
working as far as Whanda, whenee a short
branch leads to the remarkoble coul and
iron district which has lately attracted so
much attention. Passing finally to Madras,
the third railway center of Hindostan,
we find a trifurcate line, whose several ter-
mini aré Nagaptan, on the Bay of Bengal;
Beypour, on the Arabian gulf; and Tuticorin,
on the southern tip of the peninsula opposite
the island of Ceylon. In this vast network of
iron roads, in most respects admirably
planned, we notice one conspicuous defect—
the journey by rail from Midras to Celeutta,
by way of Bombay and Allahabad, is so cir-
cuitous and lengthy, covering, as it does, a
distance of more than two thonsand miles,
that the route by sea is naturally preferred.
The direct outlay of the government for An-
glo-Indian railways is between s:xty and sev-
enty million dollars, but on the thirty-first of
March, 1576, the amount #xpended by the
séveral private companies fell but little short
of five hnndrad million dollurs, interest on the
whole of thia snm being guaranteed by the
state. It is worth remark, as showing the
comfidence of English capitalists in the stabil-
ity of the British empire in India, that of the
sixty thousand share and bondholders in
these roads, less than one and wbalf per cent.

dostan is diminishing as the gase of imported
coal decreases, the pative mines alveady
vielding more than the quantity consumed,
When we measure the impetus imparted by
wron roads still inchoate to the .‘I'in{ulhnrﬂ of
tea, cotton and zinc, and consider the depos-
ita of counl and iron for the first time made ac-
cessible, we incline to think that a perfected
railway system may, at no distant day, place
British India in the front rank of productive
and comwmercial states. Nor is this all. The
poverty of the people has beenin a large
nwasure chargeable with the permanence
and rigidity of thewr castes. But of such in-
stilotions wealth has in other countries
a solvent, and it is already certain that her
railways will give wealth to Hindostan.,

- | THE HOWGATE EXPEDITION.

Departure from New Loadom — The
mchoonrr Florence — Her Oficers,
Crew and Equipment—Frepared
for a Long Yeyage.

The Plans and Purposes of Captaln
Howgste — When he will Follow
Tyson—Mkelch of Both Men—The
Little Craft Fiorence.

New Lowxpox, Coxs., August 2.—
I'he schooner Florence, Capbun George E.
Tyson, muster, sailed at ten minutes past ten
o'clock to-duy from this port for the Polar
seas, The Herald has heretofore given a
voluminous account of the purpose for which
she sails—viz., to establish a depot of sup-
plies on  Northomberland Isle, apon which
the main Arctic exploring expedition, which
eails in July, 1573, under Captain H. W.
Howgate, United States army, 1s to draw for
subsistance while prosecuting its search for
the North Pole. So much has been already
written concening the expedition, of which
that of the Florence is [‘h'&illlil!ill‘)‘, that only
a brief reference to ite plans will be necessa-
rv. The Florenes will arrive at a it on
Camberland island aboot August 25th.  She
will cruise therefrom afier whale, and, when
a eargo of bome and il is made up, go into
winter quarters and establish what the sci-
entific world will know as the Howgate Polar
colony. Captain Tyson's duties in this re-
=ard are to engage, us soon as possible after
i:_u arrival at the island, at least a dozen Es-
quimaux families, who, by long and actual
residence in the Arvetic regnon, are inored to
the hardships and discomiorts of a northern
winter; secure &  hundred  or more
dogs, n quantity of native sledges
and material for __cloth-
ing, the construction of which the
native women will be employed during
the winter. In July, 1878, Captan Howgate
himself will sail in command of the main ex-
pedition. This will touch at Disco, on the
Greeland const, about Aveust 1st, and there
be joined by Captain Tyson o few duys later,
he transferring to Howgate's vessel the ac-
cumulated stores gathered through the win-
ter., Thence the vessel ander Howgate, with
its own and Tyson's erew, will move north-
ward, establishing at suitable distunces sub-
bases of sypplies upon which to fall back in
the event of such a step being made neces-
sary. Captam Howgate's pluns thereafter
cmbrace, beside the grand search for the
pole, the collection of full meteorological, hy-
drographical and geologic data, and gener-
ally & more comprehensive knowledge of the
unknown north lands than is now possessed.
Just how the main exiwdit_ion will be
equipped it is yet too early tosay. Much
depends upon the future action of congress
whether or not it be what experience teaches
it shonld be, The vessel uosed will be
larger than the Polaris, and, like her,
propelled Dby steam and  sails. _What-
ever science has constructed for astronomi-
cal and ether cognate scientific researches
will be at Captain Howgale's command, if
his wishes are carried out, and the fullest
equipment otherwise given him. Of private
aid he is assured, as several wealthy gentle-
men are deeply interested in his schemes.
Captain Howgate is an officer in the United
States army, detailed to the signal service
corps, in which he stands pext mm rank to
(ieperal Myer. A cool, self-poised and thor-
oughly practical man, he has all the enthusi-
asm of Captain Hall, without that uniortu-
nate explover's defects of judgment and po-
efic temperament, He was a member of the
connmttee which congress ordered to investi-
gate the loss of the Dolaris. Captain Tyson
will be remembered as the assistant sailing-
master of the Polaris, who, for six menths,
drifted, with eighteen companions, on an ice
floe, after they had, by a peril of the sea,
been separated from the Polaris. He is nearly
fifty years of age, and has passed much of
his life as & navigator in Arctic waters. He
has many of the qualities needed for an expe-
dition such as he commands. and will doubt-
less bring it to a successful calmination.
With Captain Tyson go two young men,
Orray Taft Sherman and Ludwig Kumlein.
Sherman is a gradoale of Yale (1871),
is  about twenty-two years of age,
strong, resolute, ambitions and enthusiastic.
Protessor Loomis, the meteorologist of Yale
college, recommended him fo Captain How-
gate as one peenliarly litted for meteorolog-
ical researches. A pleasing coincidence is re-
called by his name. The name of his grand-
father, Orray Tait, who was a manufacturer
of woolens in Providence, was given fo a
whaleship in which Captain Tyson sailed as
master from New Bedford in 1362, Kamlein
goes as naturalist from the Smithsonian in-
stitute, upon the recommendation of Prof.
Baird, the distinguished scientist and mem-
ber of the fish and fisheries commission. The
Florence iz a craft of fifty-six tons burden, and
twenty-one years old. She is a good =ea-boat
and n fast smler, and the improvements lately
made upon her have made her roomy and
convenient. She is bountifully supplied with
food, equipments, and armament. OfF the
latter she bas sixteen rifles and muskets, six
thousand ball cartridges, one thousand buck-
shot, two barrels of common powder and two
hundred pounds of rifle powder. Yesterday
she was photographed, as she lay in the
stream. [Photographs were also tuken of her
officials and crew. The latter are young
men, the oldest being only twenty-four
and the youngest ninetecn years of age. The
names of officers, scientists and men are as
follows: George E. Tyson, New London, mas-
ter; William Sisson, New London, first mate;
Dennison Burrows, New London, second
mate; Eleazer Cone, New London, steward-
Orray Taft Sherman, Providence, metecrolo-
gist and photographer; I.ndv-rli‘ Kuamlin,
Madison, Wisconsin, naturalist; Richard B.
York, Norwich; William A. Allin, Sag Har-
bor; James W, Lee, New London, and Joel
. Buttles, Granby, seamen; Charles Henry

London, green bands,  Reese has been em-
ployed a5 a printer in the New London Tele-
gram office for some months past, Captain
Howgate, who has been in New London since
Monday, is pleased with the choice of Cap-
tain Tyson, to whom the selection of the ves-
sel was left, and is confident that vnder that
gentleman a highly successful result will
crown the work of the preliminary expedi-
tion. Captain Howgate returned to Wash-
ington Wednesday evening.

PRISON REFORM.

Work ef the Conferemnce—¥Plans for the
Amelloration of the Condition of
Convicts—The FPaper of Dr.
Wines Adopted.

New York Herald. |
Newrponrt, R. 1., August 2.—The confer-
ence of prizon reform adjourned this after-
noon. The eommittee—Frank B. Sanborn,
of Massachusetts; Samuel Alhson, of New
Jorsey, and Mr. Hall, of the Pennsylvania
legislature—appointed yesterday afternoon to
review the syllabns presented by Dr. E, C.
Wines upon a complete sy=tem of preventive,
reformative and penitenbionry institutions and
discipline for o Stude prison, made their report
to-day. 1hey recommended the adoption of
the paper, with the exception of certain de-
taile relating to contract labor in prisons un-
der State contract: of district prisons or
houses of correction, and ope or two other de-
tails of the paper about which different opin-
tong are hkely to prevail. The paper was
then discussed, some being of opinion that
Dr. Wines's theory might do for one State
and not for another; the Ohio delegation be-
licving that his system would not work in
their State.  Mrs. Sophia L. Little, of Rhode
Island, gave an interesting statement of the
work of the Prisoners’ aid uasseciation of
thizs State, with a plan proposed and partly
executed of establishing a temporary indus-
trinl shelter for discharged prisoners. This
was regarded by the conference ns an impor-
tant step in the right direetion.,
Hon. John W, Andrews, in behalf of the
Ohio delegation, expressed the pleasure and
profit of the delogation in joining in the exer-
cises of the conference. Colonel T. W. Hig-
ginson -'x]{?.iﬁml pleasure, in  behalf of the
people of Newport, that the conference had
neld its session here, and saad that if it had
no' been entirely private, many prominent
citizens and summer-residents would have
besn pleased to bave been present, and to
have otherwise expressed sympathy with the
chjects of the meeting. A motion was car-
ied and a committee appointed to publish
proceedings of the conferemece, together
with the paper prepared by Dr. Wines, and
arrangements will be made to give it as wide
a circalation as possible.
ORIGIN OF THE MEETING.
The conference originated with the Ohio
boswrd of State charities, who invited Dr,
Wines to confer with them and to aid them
in the task Llefore them. The conference,
however, s indebted to Dr. Wines for the
lurge attendance of gentlemen prominent in
matters pertaining to prson reform. A com-
mittre of State charities of the Ohio board
o authorized by resclution passed at the
L=t grmeral nssembly to exnmine nto the
cticabality of district prsons for the pun-
shment of winor offenders, and Lo report

upon plune before the next generul nssembly,

and they express themselves as being consid-
r_-mblg enlightened, and that the conference
would be of great benefit to them. [t was
not until to-day that the Ohio delegation as-
certained that the legislature of Pennsylvania
and New Jersey had also appointed commut-
tees to examine into the same matter, which
was taken as proof that the subject of the
conference was engrossing attention through-
out the country.

RBishop innuﬂl;n Interesting Contri-

ation.

The map of the “seat of war’ and the two
papers were shown in the editorial room of
the American last night, and were examined
with great interest. The grave man who
sits in the southwest corner of the sanctum,
and who was once a tolerable Greek scholar,
made out to read a few paragraphs in the
Greek paper, all of which contamned allusions
to the Turko-Russian war. But the Turkish
print baffled the whole ‘“‘lay out,” and the
outlandish characters could no more be de-
ciphered than Horace Greeley's. The arch-
mological editor had seen nothing like it in
his researches into ancient or modern hiero-
gilyphics. and the stenographer couldn’t make
it out. The young telegraph editor, who has
been reveling in the stady of Turkish maps
gince the war, showed particular interest in
the map, and looked in vain for Kurs and
Adrianople, but he didn’t recognize them as
thz;f' were printed. At any rate, the papers
and map will prove interesting additions to
the collection of the Historical society.

The First Mayor of Chicago.

_Hon. William B. Ogden, who died at his
villa-residence at Boscobel, near High Bridge,
New York, on the morning of the third, was
the first mayor and, for many years, a resi-
dent of Chicago, He had been in feeble
health for nearly three years, and for the last
eight months had not been at his office in the
National Park bank building, althongh he
had taken regular daily carriage-drives till
the end of last week. The valae of the estate
left by Mr. Ogden is variously estimated at
from five to ten million dollars. Most of the
property is in the west. He owned a large
estate in Néw Jersey, where his ancestors
came from, besides his vsluable estate at
Boscobel, where, for the last six years of his
life, he resided. This residence led him to
devote much attention to the improvement of
transit facilities in New York, and among the
many schemes projected that of an under-
gronnd railroad came from Mr. Ogden. He
remained o bachelor till 1575. Then, at the
age of seventy, he married Miss Mavian Ar-
not, cldest danghter of Mr. John Arnof, the
well-known railrond and real-estate owner of
Elmira. Miss Armot was more than - fifty
years old at the time of her marriage, and
survives Ler husband. In his younger days
Mr. Ogden had been engaged to a young lady
who died befofe they were married. He was
afterward engaged to ancother lady in the
west, but the marringe never came off. This
lady is still living. Mr, Ogden leaves a
brother and three sisters.

Tooth and the Arc;blalmp of Canter-
bury.

New York Tribune: The Archbishop of
Canterbury, after releasing, er cathedra,
Rev. Mr. Ridsdale from his allegiance to his
conscience, essayed to bring back another rit-
ualistic goat info the fold. But Rev. Arthur
Tooth, who ran amuck of the Horsemonger
jail, has a tough skull, and prefers to go
oose. The primate calls the “‘martyr's"’ at-
tention to a resolution passed by the convoca-
tion to the effect that *‘no alterations from
long-sanctioned and usual ritual ought to be
made in our churches until the sanction of
the bishop has been obtained thereto.”” Mr.
Tooth does not deny that this resolution was
“formally adopted after muture deliberation,
and pablished in the records of convocation,”
but he objects that it has never been techni-
cally ““promulged or put in use” with the
royal hicense. hen he was prosecuted un-
der the civil law he protested against any at-
tempt to coerce his conscience through the
machinery of the courts, and appealed to
“the living voice of the church.” When he
is invited in compliance with that “living
voice” to abandon vestment and posture, he
declines on the ground that the sanctions of
the civil power are lacking. The “livin
voice'' 1s a convenient phrase, but Mr. Too
reserves to himself the right to determine
whether 1t is tuned to the right key. In other
words, the convocation is fallible. Dut who
is infallible? Is it Rev. Arthur Tooth?

Blaine on Ben HIill.

Rochester Democrat and Chronicle: Sena-
tor Blaine, while at Rye Beach, New Ham
shire, “‘talked back™ in regard to Ben Hill's
recent assertion that “Blaine knew less of
the constitution than any man in public life,"
saying, in conversation: *‘In debate, Hill is
ready and wordy, and windy, but utterly il-
lggical, and always easily entrapped. Hill
was an old Whig—not an original secession-
ist: but he endeavors now to keep even with
the Democeratic extremists of Georgia by ex
tra zeal. But bhe is not wholly trusted by
them, and his election to the senate was
ruther an accident. John B. Gordon, Philip
Cook, and Democrats of that kind, fight shy
of Hill. They know him to be a man far more
dangerous to his friends than to his enemies.
Personally, Hill is amiable and agreeable,
industrious m committes and watchful as a
logislator. His principal lack is in not hav-
ing a ‘level head,” and this leads him to
mike foolish and ridiculous speeches.”

The other candidate for the office,
and one who was at first believed to have the
preference, is Judge T. M. Cooley, of the
State supreme court of Michigan, senior pro-
fessor of law in the Univermity of Michigan
and author of a work on *“Constitutional
Limitations."” The appointment of Judge East
will be a new phase of the peace policy to-
ward the south.. The circuit embraces the
States of 3Tennessee, Kentucky, Ohio and
Michigan.

The Ohio Platforms.

New York World: The Herald considers
that the Repablican platform of Ohio is, upon
the whole, very nice. The Evrening Post, af-
ter comparing it with the Democratic plat-
form, or perhaps before, concludes that there
is a choice, that “‘the Republicans have done
a good deal better than the Democrats,”
and that “‘every honest and intelligent voter™
in Ohio ought to choose the Republican side.
Our grief at this decision of the Post is some-
what ass by the reflection that there
pever was an occasion on which the Post did
not finally conelude that the only thing for
every honest and intelligent voter” to do
was to vote the Republican ticket.

JEFFERSON DAVIS,

The True Story of his Capture— He was
mot Dinguised Inany way SMays n
“Yankee, full of Yankee
Prejudices”

We are in receipt of the Angust number of
the Southern Historical Society Papers,which
is exceedingly mteresting, taken up, as it is,
mainly w'th letters from distinguished offi-
cers who served with the great chief, upon
the causes of the defeat of General Loe,at the
battle of Getiysburg. From it we copy the
following upon the capture of Mr.
Davis, president of the Confedernte States:

We regret to see that in an article in the
Philadelphia Times Genernl Wilson revives
the stale slaunder that Presideot Davis was
captured in a woman's disguse. We hope
to present before long a full statement of llI
facts; but in the meantime we give, without
alteration, the following statement of a Fed-
eral soldier who was present, and which fully
offsets the statement of General Wilson, who
was nof present at the eapture:

JEFF. DAVIS' 8 ALLEGED DISGUISE,

Portland (Maine) Argus: 1 am no ad-
mirer of Jeft Davis. | ama Yankes, born be-
tween Saccarappa and Gorham Corner; am
tull of Yankee prejudices; Lut 1 think it wick-
ed to lie even about him, or, for the matter,
about the devil. | was with the party that
captured Jefl' Duvis; jsaw the whole trunsac-
tion from the beginhing. I now say—and
hOt)e you will publish it—that Jeff Davis did
not have on at the time he was taken any
such garment as is worn by women. Ho dud
have over his shoulders a water-proof article
of clothing, something like a “havelock,” It
was not in the least concealed He wore a
hat, and did not carry a pail of water owr his
head, nor earry pail, bocket or kettle in any

ay. To the best of my recollection, he car-
ried nothing whatever in his hands. iz wife
did mnot tell any person that her hushand
might hurt somebody 1f he got exasperated.
She behaved like a lady, and he as a gentle-
man, thougl manifestly he was chagrined at
being taken inlo custody. Our soldiers be-
haved like gentlemen, as they were, and our
officers like honorable, brave men; and the
foolish stories that went the mnewspaper
rounds of the day, telling how wolfishly he
deported himself, were all fulse. 1 know
what I am writing aboul. 1 saw Jefferson
Davis many times while he was staying in
Portland several years ago, and [ think I was
the first one who recognized him at the time
of his arrest. When it was known that he was
certainly taken, some newspaper correspond-
ent—I knew his name at the fime—fabricated
the story about his disguise in an old wo-
man’s dress. [ heard the whole matter
talked over as a good joke; and the officers,
who knew better, never took the trouble to
deny it. Perhaps they thought the Confed-
erate president deserved all the contempt
that could be put upon him. I think so, too;
only I would mever perpetrate a falsehood
that by any means would become history,
And, further, 1 would never slander a woman
who bas shown sotmuch devotion as Mrs.
Davis to her husband, no matter how wicked
he is or may have been. 1 defy any person to
find asingle officer or soldier w{m was present
at the capture of Jefferson Daviz who will say,
upon honor, that he was disguised in wo-
man’s elothes, or that his wife acted in any
way unladylike or undignified on that oceca-
gion. I go for trying him for his crimes, and,
if he is founnd gulty, punishing him. Bat |
would not lie aggut. him, wken the truth will
certainly make it bad enough.
