A correspondent signing hmsell 8t
Louw," in the London Cotfon, publishes a
communication in which he angurs the very
best results to the cotton trade on both sides
of the Atlantic from the labors of the Liver-
pool mernational cotton convention. He says
that the specinl reports by the delegates of
each cotton exchange represented from Amer-
ica, the reports from the delogates from the
various contingntal povls, couplod with the
very full and detailed reports from the Liver-
pool cotton brokers® association, all showing
Jjust how the cotlon is bought, sampled,
classed, weighed, exammed, compressed,
shipped, then received and generally handled
in Liverpool and the continent, will make o
very valuable document for all engaged in
the business to possess, As these re-
ports are all to be put in book form
for general distribution, it iz reasonable to
predict a complete revolution in the trade, and
the consequent abolition of many things that
are burdensome to both buyer and seller, and
which have now only the sanction of *‘cus-
tom™ to uphold them. Among other abuses
to be swept away this correspondent thinks is
the arbitrary clussification of *Orleans.” He
says: “The trade is shifting; cotton is seeck-
ing new markels and new outleta to the sea,
owing to the rapid building of railronds all
over the cotton belt of Ameriea. This brings
the river bottom cottons freely into what is
called the interior markets, thence distributed
to the various seaboards, and thence on to
all European markets. Thus, you see, the
spinner or merchant can get the strong staple
cotton as freely in Memphis, St. Louis and
other interior and rapidly-growing markets
as he can in Now Orleans, Hence the orders
are going largely to those points where they
can get the best of cotton, and pay nothing
extra for the privilege of calling it ''Orleans,”
as the cotton comes largely from the strong
lands along and mear the varioas river bot-
toms by rail, which, before the construction
of these roads, the only outlet was down those J
rivers to New Orleans. Hence the term “Or-
leans' bas beeome, to a very great extent, a
distinction without a diffceence. It caters to
the interest of the few and to the injury of
the many, and the general trade shows dc-
wands that this term “Orleans’ be discontin-
ved, and American cotton offered upon its
merits, regurdless of which particular point
it was shipped from.

“Girace Darling” of Ameriea—

Bravery.

All who come to Newport, rich or poor,
have a curiosity to see Ida Lewis, the *Grace
Darlmg™ of America, who bas made her
nume famous by saving lifo at the peril ol
her own. She and her sister live at the light-
house, or Lime Rocks, in this harbor, and
they kindly care for their d mother, who
lives with them. Miss | attends to the
light, and we have yet to learn of a single
complaint being made against it by any of
the numerous mariners who visit these parts,
and it is hoped no politician will ever gxd it
in his heart to have the hght placed in other
hands. Miss Ida is fuir-looking, about thirt
years of age; but it is nol likely that she wi
L'.'.'ur'fet married again. It will be remem-
bered that she was married a few years ago,
and that she soon afterwnrd returned to ﬁe
scenes of her childhood, being thorouﬂ-hly
disgusted with married hife as she found if,
and with the determination to remnin at the
lighthouse and care for her mother, as long
as the latter should live, at least.

CLERICAL UNIFORMS

In the English Established Church-—
Heow Clergymen May be Arrayed
—The Quention being mtill
Agitated—HMintorieal
Farects— A Free
Review.

London Standard: Rev. Lord Alwyne
Compton seems to think that be has “found
out o way"' by means of which the intolerably
vexed question of ecclemastical vestments in
the Chorch of Englund may be at once and
definitely settled, and recently his sumptuary
scheme was propounded to the lower house of
convocation. The new plan possesses atleast
the merit of simplicity. It is suggested that
to the common prayer-book should be a
pended a new rubric, setting forth that “‘n
snying anyfpublice prayers or ministering the
sacriments or rites of the church, the minis-
ter shall wear a surplic with a stole or scarf,
and the bood of his degree,” or, if he think
fit, a gown with hood and scarf. Neverthe-
less, ““it shall be lawful for him that minis-
tereth in the holy communion to use with the
surplice and stole a cope or vestment, pro-
vided always that such cope or vestment s?u]l
not be introduced into any church other than
a eathedral or collegiate church without the
consent of the ishop.' Coald such a rabric
—omitting only from the text the ambiguons
word “‘vestment”"—be added to the prayer-
book, and could obedience to it be
enforced by an authority from which
there was mo appeal, peace might, on
one important point at least, be conferred on
the distracted Church of England. No mod-
erate Protestant could object to the clergy-
man who read prayers being arrayed ina sur-
plice and a stole or scarf—the stole, of course,
to be black,and not a parti-colored band glit-
tering with gewgaw ornaments, As for the
hood of degree, that academical emblem has
been worn time ocut of mind by Anglican
clergymen, essentially distinguishing them as
it does from foreign Roman Catholic priests,
who have geperally been bred in seminaries,
and have rarely taken any academical degrees
at all. When we come to consider the law-
fulness of the celebrant gt the cormmunion
table wearing a surplice and cope, 1t must at
once be conceded that the cope per seis a per-
fectly legal article of raiment for an Anglican
priest. The officiating clergy at St. Paul's
would probably be wearing copes (o this day,
Lut that the splendid wardrobe of the metro-
porlihan tbnsilica havin be'euh dispersed at Ll{e
reformation, many of the most gorgeously
embroidered co , chasubles and dﬂfffatics
were purchused by Spanish merchants resi-
dent in London and exported to Spain,where,
notably in the sacristies of the cathedrals of
Toledo and Burdgoa. these relics of the antique
Pauline splendor are yet exhibited to curi-
ous strangers.

wise opposed Lord Alwyne Compton, deliv-
erved himself of the amazing postulate that
“we should be content with natters as they
stand at present.”” It is, then, the archdea-
con of Lincolr’s opinion that a “‘state of ex-
asperation” is the proper and normal condi-
tion in which the affairs of the church should
remain? According to his reasoning, we are
never to hear the last of these fierce disputes
as to whether it is or is not lawlul for a cler-
gyman to celebrate the comimumion attired in
an alb, a stole, a chasuble, an amice, a girdle
and a maniple. Dr. F. G. Lee and the ritu-
alists insist on the use of such vestments.
As for the cope—which, if we are to believe
the ritualists, should be worn not at the com-
munion, but in processions and at funerals.
Dr, Lee tells us that itis in shape an ezact
semi-cireie, with a border or “‘orphrey” on
the strmaght side, frequontly vory rioh, with
figures omblazoned thereupon, and some-
times the entire vestment is covered with di-
aper work, A cope, opened ont, should be
ten feet long on the straight side, and it
should be fustened across the chesl by a clasp
called a “‘morse.” Finally, the embroiderer
is directed to glorify this garment with “tab-
ernacular niches of saunte or devices, heraldic
and syuiboliesl.” The Romunisst hold, on the
the other hand, that the cope should be worn
thrmiFhout the mass by bishops and priests,
and the clasp or brooch, which the ritualists
call & “morse," is by real Catholies termed a
“hille.”"  If matters of ecclemastical raimant
are to stand as they have stood before, it is
plain that every clergyman may claim the
right of wearing a cope—if he is [loolish
enough to wear one out of a cathedral or a
collegiate church—fashioned and bedizened
entirely in accordance with his own will or
leasure. As it is, the ecclesiastionl man-mil-
iners and upholsterers, whose price-lists com-
prise such ritualistic “‘properties™ as **hair-
shirts' and “disciplines,’” are prepared to fur-
nigh some very swee'?mingﬂ in copes, stiff—
like Milton’s prose, as described by Macaun-
lay—with gold and embroidery; and if every
persom is to have a cope of his own, and it
may please one gentleman to disport himself
in a damask table-cover spangled over with
gold and silver, while another horrifies his
congregation by sppearing in a blazoned gar-
ment like unto a san benito of the holy in-
quisition, printed saints only being substi-
tuted for painted fiends. Archdeacon Deni-
son was opposed to the enactment of a new
and final ornament rubric. The venerable
ecclesiastic evidently prefers the “state of
exasperation™ to a settlement which would
afford no loophole for insubordination to
clerics who are nolthing if not motinous. Can-
non Gregory again mildly advised the trial of
that which is virtnally an impossible experi-
ment. He Bugﬁfstcd that *‘lhe present prac-
tice should kept within reasonable
bounds.” By whom should it be so kept?
It is precisely becanse the ritualists persist
in launching into more and more unrenson-
able practices in the way of costume that
moderate Protestants wish to sec a new orna-
ment rubric authoritatively fixed and definite-
l‘f; abided by, The uniforms of the army and
the navy are fixed under the queen's warrant,
and sealed patterns which can in no way be
departed from are deposited in the proper
departments, It would not be tolerated
that an admiral of the blue should
appear in a helmet, a coirass, and jackboots,
on the plea that such was the garb erst worn
Ly Admiral Blake,.or that a captain in the
First Life Guards should turn out in a buff
coat and baodolier, and a slouched hat and
feathers, urging that such was the attire worn
in the year 1650 by the Earl of Marlborough.
Clerical attire, after all, is onlya kind of uni-
form; and what that uniform should be
ought to be settled by nct of parlinment.
This iz not the option of the liberal dean of
Westminister, who considers that “‘our grand
and majestic prayer book'* would be disfign
by any rubrical allusions to copes and CEHLEII'
bles; yet a day may come when a right rev-
erend bishop—not a Dean Stanley—might be
called upon to wear a cope, and might wear
it as lawfully as Bishop Bloomfield did. In
the end, Lord Alwyne Compton’s resolubon
was carried, with the omission of the embar-
rassing word “vestments;" but the laity are
still left in ignorance of the precise kind of
cope which a Protestant clergyman should be
privileged to wear,
