THE DEMOCRACY SURE TO WIN IN
. NEW YOREK.

If all that we can gather from the leading
papers of the country is true, Mr. Hayes will
be confronted in the senate by an opposition
that, so far-as it has developed, threatens
alurming results, at least to his nominees.
Morton, a few days ago, threw out again to
the winds the bloody-shirt, out of which for
several years he has wrung so much agony.
Ben Wade, speaking for the outsiders, has
reiternted his denunciation of the President’s
adoplion of the Democratic policy of peace
and good-will between the States. Blaine
has manipulated the Maine convention so
that it in a roundabout way sustains old Ben,
and now Conkling, the ablest and most
statesmanlike of the Republican leaders,
comes in hot haste from the highlands of
Scotland, where he had been rusticating and
intended to rusticate for the summer, breath-
ing out threatenings of opposition that, if
they take shape, may cost the adminis-
tration something more than uneasiness.
A very intelligent correspondent of
the Chicago Tribune—a paper by the
way which cannot be charged with
Democratic leanings—makes a careful review
of the Republican sitnation in New York,
growing oul of Conkling’s return and this
proposed opposition of his to Hayes. He
states that, so far from the Democratic party
being divided, it was never better organized
or more nearly equs! to victory; that all the |
leaders are on the alert; that they know the
weak points of their Radical opponents, and
are intent on nothing so much as victory.
He says:

“The fight this fall would be of little im-
portance were it not for the fact that one-half
of the State senate is to be elected and all the
members of the assembly, The senators who
may be elected will participate in the election
a year hence of a United States senator to
succeed Roscoe Conkling., The present sen-
ate is composed of nineteen Republican, elev-
en Tammany and two anti-Tammany Demo-
crats. The last assembly stood seventy-one
Republicans to fifty-seven Democrats. It is
very certain that the Democrats will make a
desperate effort to eapture the senate. The
fact that Tilden aspires to be Mr. Conkling's
successor will tend to defeat this object, Fc.r
there are many Democrats who would prefer
defeat to success with Mr, Tilden as leader.
It is searcely probable that the legislature will
be changed in its political complexion, partly
from this cause, and partly for the reason
that Mr. Conkling will make prodigious ef-
forts to be his own successor in order to vindi-
cate himself and rebuke the President, who
has wholly ignored him. The State
officers to bLe elected are secretary of
state, comptroller, treasurer, attorney-gen-
eral, and canal commissioner. The present
imcumbentz, Bigelow, Oleott, Ross, Fairchild,
and Thayer, are divided into Tilden und anti-
Tilden men, and each faction will seek to pre-
vent the nomination of the other. Should
the Demoerats succeed in electing their can-
didates for State officers, which seems now
highly probable, there will be little hope of
saving the State in the next Presidential
campaign. The Democratic organizatioff
will by that time have become too solid to be
overcome. Wilh the loss of New York, the
chances of the Republican party will be pretty
slim, especially if the causes which are disor-
gunizing it here are attended with similar re-
nalis elsewhere.”

Ingreasing the weakness, if we may use the
expression, of the Republicans, this corre-
spondent states that Mr. Conkling has been
urged to espouse the cause of the Federal of-
flce-holders, most of whom owe their places
to him, and to maintain them in their offices
against the wish of the President by an appeal
to the senate. This altempted, we shall have
another split in the Radical ranks, and pres-
ent prospects of victory will be changed into
certainty, As in Mississippi and Alabama,

their dilemma through Democratic disaffec-
tion, but even this hope is denied them,
and the correspondent concludes “‘that the
“.chances for Republican successes in this
“ {New York) State this fall are very slim.

THE BISSISSIPPI CAMPAIGN.

From all tnat we can learn, the independ-
ent movement is making headway in some of
the counties i Mississippi—making head-
way as it always does, not in any justified
dissatisfaction of the people with the Demo-
cratic party, but in the disaffection of am-
bitious but disappointed office-seekers who
have not been able to use the party, to stock
conventions, or wheedle the members of it
into the belief that they, above all others,
ought to be acknowledged leaders and elected
to office. If there is more than this in the
Independents, not alone of Mississippi, but of
Memphis and elsewhere, we have yet to learn
it. They have, of course, much to say aboud
the decadence of both the great political par-
ties—that is the burden of their song—but
beyond this imaginary grievance they have
no basis upon which to rest a difference or
frame an excuse for breaking with our
party. They want office, and office they
must have at any cost of consistency. So,
with condemnation of Democracy and Dem-
ocratic conventions upon their lips, the Inde-
pendents of Missisgippi, in the hope of win-
ning to their aid the Republicans of the State,
proceed to hold meetings and nominating con-
ventions, at which the routine is observed
which they so unstintedly condemn in the old
parties, and the result is the nomination for
office of persons known to have been disap-
pointed candidates before Democratic con-
ventions. To suppose that a game so desper-
ate as this, the pretenses tor which are so
shallow, and which is altogether want-
ing in principle, will win, is to sup-
pose the Democrats of Mississippi want-
ing in the sagacity which they have
hitherto employed to relieve themselves
from the rule of Radicalism. Only a few
months out of the clutches of that party, it is
not to be expected that they will voluntarily
return, that they will stultify their record,
confess themselves wrong, and assert, what
no one can believe in the light of passing
events, that a Radical is better than a Demo-
cratic government. And yet that is just
what the Independents ask them to do. They
covertly and sneakingly make a bargain with
the Republicans which contemplates a divi-
sion of the offices, and then proceed to de-
nounce as unworthy of public support the
party which has redeemed the State, curtailed
expenses, reduced taxes, and driven from of-
fice a pack of thieves, the most un-
blushing that ever cursed a State—
and all that a few impatient, hun-
gry office-seekers may secure places denied
to them by the Democracy. We trust the
good people who,by renominating Stone, and
whose good sense, good hard horse sense is
certified to by the platform adopted at Jack-~
son, will not permit themselves by any ap-
peals, personal or otherwise, to be drawn into
a movement jthat means division and] death
to the great party to which Mississippi owes
g0 much, They must see that any encour-
agement given to the Independents is so
much taken from the Democracy to strength-
en the defeated Radicals. A fact so self-evi-
dent appeals to them with more force than
the mere statement of it to *“‘stand by the
flag,”" and “hold the fort.”” To fail now is
to _help ‘the enemy. The success of Inde-
pendency is the success of Radicalism, and
that in Mississippi means a return o the
methods and crimes of the Ames administra-
tion.

How shiftless as a political leader Mr. Mor-
ton has got to be is evidenced in his Oregon
speech. Time moves, but he stands shll.
Like old Ben Wade, he has but one idea.
The south is to him a veritable mghtmare,
from which he cannot escape. He dreads the
return of the southern States to their old-
time ascendency in the politics of the coun-
try. He fears the restoration of peace and
good-will between the States. To him it
bodes no good. The place he has so long
held at the head of his party he knows can

The list was furnished by

Captam James Homans, a careful and expe-

rienced pilot of St. Louis, who states that all

the pilots regard these snags as extremely

dangerous to navigation. * We call tire atten-

t.on of the government authorities to the ne-

¢zz1tt of their removal, now that the riveris

getting so low as to permit of their easy ac-

cess, We reproduce the list, and hope that

those in authority will cause the earli-

est possible atlention to be paid to the
removal of obstructions which are sources of
much anxiety to pilots, and thus prevent what
may cause any day the destruction of valuable
steamboat property and perhaps great loss of
life. The snags are accuraiely located as fol-
lows: One in the bend below Cairo, one on
the point below Norfolk, one in the bend be-
low James Bayou, two inthe crossing at head
of Island No. 10, one on point above New
Madrid, one on Nolan Point, oneon Darnell’s
Poirt, two in the bend of Island 14, one in
bend below Hailes Point, one in the crossing
at Island 26, two at Borum'’s one at Bullitton
tow-head, one at Fowler Island, one on Craig-
head's Point, one in the cut-off, five in the
outlets, one opposite Island 40, one above
Bradley's, three at Paddy’s Heén. In ad-
dition to the above, Pilot Harry Matson, of
the Anchor-line packet Belle Memphis, fur-
nishes the Appearn with the following list of
terrors to river navigation and their accurate
location, which developed between Vicksburg
and Memphis on the last trip up of that pack-
et: One at Duckport, two in head Paw-Paw
Island, one below Duwalls, one below Skiloh,
five below Hays, two in head Island No. 95,
four or five in a bunch in bend below Lake
Providence, four in crossing Possum Point,
one at head Sarah Island, one in crossing at
head Mathews's bend, one below Auburn, one
above Sunnyside, several above Greenville,
one at Floreyville, two in Concordia bend,
two below Robinsonville, several from mouth
St. Francis to head island, one in crossing at
Shoofly, two at foot Fox Island, one at foot
Burdeau's chate, three al head Burdeau-s
chute, one at point at head Burdeau, ten
from head Burdeau to Richard's house, sev-
eral at Dr. Peters's, one above Government
light'on Blue's point, several up shore below
Bennett's, one at Star landing, one at DeSoto
Front, one in head bend at Cow Island, one
in bend at President Island.

EN ROUTE

From Del Norte to Arkansas—The Rafl-
road Lines—The Coantry, the Crops
and the Prospects.

On Traix 1N Missounr, August 9.—The
journey from Del Norte was on down the Rio
Grande, which valley is being rapidly fenced
up and improved, and across a sage-brush
talle land to the terminus of the Denver and
Rio Grande railroad, sixty-five miles east of
Del Norte. It was glorious to hear the whis-
i1 ui the engine after four hundred miles of
tr.uvel in the mountains, three hundred afoot;
it was a glorious ride around the sharp curves
arcund the mountain-gides nearly two miles
above the level of the sea; it was dehghtful
to look back upon the dark mountains and
know that they were all crossed, and that the
rushing railroad train would bear you swiftly
to your home again, though yet far, far
away. At Pueblo, took the Atchison, Topeka
and Santa Fe train in the morning, and by
the next morning was in Emporia, Kansas.
This is a new and very important road, and
leads right on to Kansas City, Atchison, and
Leavenworth. From Emporia took the Mis-
gouri, Kansas and Texas road and ran down
to Parsons, Kansas, and there took the main
line same road and ran up by Fort Scott, Kan-
sas, Clinton, Boonville and alia, Missouri
to Moberly, Missouri, and there u.bangeci
on to the St. Louis, Kansas City and North-
ern road, and came down to St. Louis. The
corn crop all along these great lines is luxu-
riant. e wheat is in stacks; the oats are
in shock mostly. The pastures are full of
cattle and hogs, all in good to fat condition.,
The houses are generally substantial and
comfortable, and many of them elegant and
beautifully adorned. The towns appear to be
active and improving, and well-built churches
meet the eye in every town. Few regions of
onr counfry present more evidences of pros-
verity than these rich regions of eastern Kan-
nas and Missouri. From St. Louis down over
the great St. Louis, Iron Mountain and South-
ern railroad the country soon becomes broken
and hilly, and in places mountainois., At
Ironton you see vast piles of pig-iron—enough,
it would seem, to su;:ﬁfrthe continent for a
season. Still onwar ives the train, wind-
ing its way down the course of Black river,
with lands on either side and fields of
corn in the valleys. The suit of the Union
Trust com m New York, to throw this
road into the ds of a receiver, failed, and
Thomas Allen still presides over the head of
this great corporation, so essential to St.
Louis and Memphis in their outlet to Texas.

1t is ndw certain that if
the case rcaches any point in which usage
does not absolutely require the solicitor-gene-
ral to prosecute it, he will not put in an ap-
pearance. The government never instituted
the prosecution, and is thoroughly dis-
gusted at its results; such, for in-
stance, as the reprinting of the
Knowles book in the provinces, where
a commercial traveler is said to be employ-
ed for the sole purpose of taking or-
dess for it.

“Thomas Bazley, having twenty-one hundred
and seventy-nine signatures. One of the
drollest accompaniments of the case is the
int for point travesty of it by the rtualists.
e book published by their **Society of the
Holy Cross," entitled The ['riestin Absolu-
tion, Las been the sulject of a prosecution in
Glasgow, where a vendor of it was fined and
imprisoned under the law against obscene lit-
erature. The Society of the Holy Cross have
convened and discusged the situation, and
have resolved that they will stand by and de-
fend the book. The excilement is causing
the republication and sale of that also, and
the printers of it dare not claim any copy-
right in it. All the ¥ulp:lx are fulminating
on the subject, one of the chief thunderers
being the mew canon of Westminster. But
the anti-confessionnl party cannot out-
thunder the ritualists. For instance,
Rev. C J. Ridsdale, of *“‘Folkestone Ritual
case”’ notoriety, preaching last Sunday in de-
fense of the terrible book, said: *‘I wonder
why some one does not stand up_in the hounse
of lords and briag & charge against the bible
(especially Leviticus) as an immoral book. 1
have heard indeed that Mr. Bradlaugh in-
tends to do s0.”"  To which Mr. Bradlaugh
answers: “‘Mr. Bradlaugh not beinga mem-
ber of the house of lords has no right to stand
up there and repa' to what Mr, Ridsdale sug-
sts, but is glad to know that Rey. C. J,
ﬁ?lsdnle thinks the bible may be fairly at-
tacked as an immoral beok. Mr. Bradlaugh
has long thought s0.”” At the meeting held
a few days ago, the ritualistic leader, A. H.
Mackonochie, placed the clergy in relation to
the book in the same category as a physician
in relation to a medical work.

We approached the coast through open,
grassy fields, beyond which, on the edge of a
lofty bluff, stood the gray old mansion of the
venerable poet, Richard H. Dana.

When 1 first read his poem of “The
Buccaneer,” as a boy of seventeen, he was
already past middle life; when, in 1848, |
heard his conrse of lectures on *“Old Foglish
Literatare,”” 1n New York, and was thereby
led to the study of the ballads, the dramat-
ists, and Wordsworih, he was called an old
man, yet here he sat befor: me, his long
white locks streaming iv the wimi, his eyes
undimmed, his voice unbroken, his intellect
evidently as clear, calm and sound as ever. It
seemed alwmost incredible.  Dana was born
before Byron, Shelley and Keats; he was old
enough to have remembered Mozart, Burns
and Cowper, had he met them; he was
eighteen when Schiller died; he was the first
mabture man who recognizad the genmius of
the boy, William Cullen Bryant. Born in
1787, he will be ninety years of age in No-
vember, and moy ieasonably hope to see
many succeeding birthdays. Age has only
given to him its repose and dignity, not its
lines of ruin, and 1 trust some arlist may be
found to perpetuate for us his ncbe and ven-
erable head,
