Ihe Assisiant Secrotary of State, Does not
Hesitate to Characterize the Recent
Evenis on the Border as
Most Ontrageons,

The United States is Tired of Mexico’s
Falr Promises—We are on the Eve
of a Possible War with the
Sister Republic.

BrowssviLLe, Tex., August 16.—Much
excitement has prevaded here for the past
few days over information that some fifteen
Mexican desperadoes had cros=ed from Ca-
margo to Rio Grande city on the night of the
eleventh instant, and hberated prisoaers from
the county jail of Starr county. All sorts of
rumors bave been circalated ever since. The
party which crossed from Camargo were
Joined by others from this side, their main
object being to rescue from the jail Segundo
Garza, one of the most noted murderers on
this 4rontier, & man who boasts of lLaving
killed more than twenty Americans, and who
was at the time under arrest for the crime of

murder. The other prisoner, an officer of
Rocnbedy, was teucull aiscotad Fnar horse-

stealing. It is believed that this oulrage was
committed by desperadoes paid by Escobedo,
in order to interrupt the friendly relatione ex-
isting between the oflicials of the Diaz gov-
ernment and those of the United States on
the frontier, All possible efforts are being
made by the civil and military authorities of
Mexico to have these parties captared and re-
turned to the anthorities at “Rio Grande city,
and there is but little doubt that the parties
will be brought to jnstice. General Bena-
vides, specially commissioned by President
Diuz to investigate and report upon the fron-
tier troubles of this border, armved by the
last steamer from New Orleans. Last even-
ing he visited the military autborilies here,
and was received with the usual houvors paid
to officera of the rank of major-general. Sa-
lates were fired, troops paraded, and all
courteszios extended by General Sweitzer to
this distimguished guest and representative
of the republic of Mexico. Benavides is just
from Washington, He expresses himself as
confident that the Diaz government will be
remognized in a few days, and caitle-steuling
from Texas will be at an end, under the vigi-
lance of the troops stationed on the fromtier
by President Diaz. The Escobedo party have
evidently abandoned all holrfu of getting up
n revolution in favor of Lerdo on the Rio

Spectal to the New York Herald,)

Wasnmsoron, Aungust 14 —Acting-Secre-
tary Seward, of the state department, says
thut mo late offivial advices have been re-
ceived by him relating to the raid of Mexi-
cans on the jail at Rio Grande city. He does
not hesitate to characterize it as a most ont-
rageous proceading and a most glanng viola-
tion of international and treaty obligations.
He says that not only will this government
insist upon prompt pursuit and capture of the
desperadoes, but will also exact their signal
snd immediate punishment. Every one of
the off: nders must be brought to justice, and,
in addibon to the demand for this having
been made by the militury authorities and the
governor of Texas, the United States will
also prefer a similar demand, and a claim
will be made for reparation for the insult
given to the Awerican flag aud the violation
of the territory protected by it.

A FEATURE OF THE TREATY.

He alluded to one good feature of the ex-
isting treaty with Mexico in the fact that

representation first to the central government
of that country. Demand may be made di-
rectly upon the State, local and even military
authorities in the immediate vicinity for tie
seizare and punishment of the outlaws. If
this shall not be done as is requirad by the
Mexican authorities, then it is probable that
the United States troops will forthwith, under
General Urd's instraction, proceed to perform
that duty irrespective of what the consequence
may be or what may be thought by the Mexi-
can government about the invasion of its
territory.
ATTITUDE OF THE UNITED STATES.

The fact of the matter is, it may be author-
itatively announced that the United States
government in dealing with Mexico is tired of
fair promises, and will now require perform-
ancea. If the latter power cannot furnish
sufficient means to do it on the border, then
the former will proceed to supply the defi-
ciency forthwith irrespective of resalts. This
is the whole situation so far as the United
States is concerned.

THE DIAZ MINISTER.

Senor Mata is still very much concerned
about the unfortunate and unlooked for sitna-
tion in which this oceurrence has placed him
while pressing his negotiations for the recog-
nition of Diaz. He telegraphed General
Benavides, who is now at Brownsville, to-day
to confer altnonce witth;!nemllCauiltIles. a"lélld
o do everything possibile to captare the raid-
ing murderers, and when this was effected to
turn them over immediately for punishment
to the United States civil or military anthori-
ties, na may be deemed most expedient.

THE DIPLOMATIC EFFEC?.

Acting-Secxetarf Seward says that the raid
and murder will materially influence the
diplomatic negotiations pending for the
recognition of the Disz government, and post-
pone their conclusion for & considerable length
of ime. Senor Mama is also impressad with
the same conviction, and feels considerable
regret at the consequent unfavorable attituds
to which affairs have been ULronght by this
casus belli. Tmportant advices are exoected
to morrow. Outside of official circles the
prevalent opinion here among leading politi-
cians is that we are on the eve of a possible
war on the Rio Grande Lordee.

Benavides's Posltiou.

Wasmixeroxn, August 15.—No advices
bave been received here by Eenor Mata to-
day from General Benavides councerning the
course which eventa are taking on the Mexi-
can border in to the cutrage at Rio
Grande cily. me tures weeks ago thbe
State department had uvuder discassion the
defects of the present treaty between the
United States and Mexico touching extradi-
tion.

he shall be at once arvested and surrendere
to the Umted States for punishment, and,
second, where a erime is committed in the
United States, if the criminals take refuge
into the interior of Mexico the purties are to
be mrrested and punished the same asifit
bad happened in Mexico.

1
have the most able recollections of Brat-
tleboro. 1 thank you cordially for what you
have doae, for there are few spots dearer to
me than this. My father left hore sixty years
ago next month, and moved to Ohio, whera
I was born; but my older brother and sister
were born here.  'When a boy eleven years of
age, forty-three years ago, I first came to this
place on a visit to my uncle, who then lived
in this village. During my visit | walked
over the road by which I rode this morning,
and from the very house where [ slept last
night. The place was beauliful then; there
have been many changes since, but the bean-
ty continues and has been enhanced. I hope
the beauty and prosperity of Brattleboro will
continue fo increase, and I hope that again
and often 1 shall come hither to meet yon.
But1 am extending my remarks beyond two
or three sentences, and so I must close by
again thankinz you for the hearty welcome
you have gaven me,

The rewarks of the President were received
with cheers. - The band discoursed airs fa-
miliar to the President, who thereupon re-
marked that in this respect the band exceed«d
any other he had h@unf in the State. Hand-
shaking was 1enewed, fathers holding up
thoic children, and old and young passing in
rapid succession. As the train moved slowly
away a colored man took the hand of Presi-
dent Hayes, saying: “[ worked hard to make
you FPresident, ” to which the latter replied
that he hoped he never would regret it.

Evarte, and brought to the residence of Sce-
retary Evarts here. A reception was held at
five o'clock in the grounds of the Evarts resi-
dence. Some twenty-five hundred people
participated and manifested much enthusiasm
toward the President. Mrs. Hayes also re-
ceived guests and many shook hands with
her. Bhe was quite plainly dressed and there
was an absence of elaborate toilets on the
part of the ladies of the party. The Presi-
dential parly dined with Mr. Evarts to-day,
and to-morrow they dine with Mr. Slaughter,
who has Messrs. Devens, Key, and Senator
Morrill, of Yermont, besides Hon. Wm. H.
Hunt, of New Orleans, as guests,

At the close of the formalities of the recep-
tion the President retired to the piazza, and,
after resting a moment, addressed the as-
sembly sobstantially as follows: “I will
speak a few words with ithe people with
whom 1 have been shaking hands. Wa
never feel guite wequainted with one
another until we have heard each
other's voices, and having an opportanity to
make the acquaintance of the people of this
most delighttul part of the United States,
we want to talk a Ettle.

Aud the Widow of the Italian Maggioll,
who Died Withont Receiving the
Rite of Extreme Unction, the
Last Saerament of the
Church.

The Plous Priest, True to the Teachings
of his Church, wants the Dead Man's
Bones Dug up and Removed from
Consecrated Gronnd,

New York Times: A great deal of exate-
ment prevails in the town of Vincland, New
Jersey, over the conduet of a Catholic prest
who fms announced a determination to re-
move from the cemetery of his parish the

of a man who died recently without
having attended to certain duties prescribed
by the religion he professed. The priest is
tev, Father Vivet, pastor of the church of
the Sacred Heart. Heis an Italian by birth,

and minister to a congregation composed in
great part of his countrymen. The dead man
wag osech, N aqzjoii. also an Italian. He
nad been sick for exghteen months previous
to his death. Though he always acknowl-
edged himself a member of the Roman Cath-
ohic church, he neglected to make a confes-
sion of his sins at last Eastertide, and he died
without having received the rite of extreme
unction, the last sacrament of his chuarch,
During his sickness his family became in-
poverished, and his wife, a fral and sickly
woman, had great difficulty to provide for his
needs and those of four young children. At
the time of his death his house was almost
destitute of furnitore, and he left no means to
defray the expenses of his funeral. Some of
his conntrymen, actuated by 2 benevolent feel-
ing, aided his {amily for some Hme, and one
of them, Mr. Joseph Sanguinitia, a com-
paratively well-to-do man, living on Landis
avenue, paid for the grave in which Maggio-
Ii"s body was interred. Mr. John Moran, one
of the trostees of the Roman Catholic
church, received the money for the grave, and
no objection was mude by Father Vivet to the
interment of Maggioli’s body in “‘consecrated
ground.”” Between August 4th, when the
funeral took place, and Inst Friday, August
10th, the pastor appears to have determined
that the body ought not to repose with the
bones of *““faithtul’ Catholics. On the latter
date he wrote to Mrs. Maguioli requosting
her, “through courtesy™ merely, to remove
her busband’s body from the Catholic ceme-
tery, because Maggioli had *‘died without
having attended to his Easter duty, and with-
ont calling for a priest daving his sickness.™
Father Vivet also informed the poor widow
that unless the corpse was exhumed before
Monday, Angust 13th, he wounld have it
taken up, and charge the expense to her.
This notice was served by a constable, which
fact intensified her fear and sorow. She
burst into tears, and declared that she had
no means to defray the expense of exhuming
the body. She declared that there was no
real reason on the score of religion for the re-
movzl of his corpse, as her husband had al-
ways been a Catholie, mud only failed to ask
the ministry. of a priest in his sick-
ness, Dbecause he did not suaspect
he was going to die. The gituation
of the poor woman, and the bigoted
action of the priest, were brought first to the
notice of the Italian society, and afterward to
that of the citizens of Vineland generally,
and it was deterinined by them that tho body
should pot be touched. A lawyer was em-
Q_io_','ed, who imwediately wrote to Father

/ivet, nolafying him not to distarb the body,
nor cause 1t 1o be disturbed, on penalty of
punishment in accordance with the provision
of paragraph 122 o/ the revised statutes of the
State of New Jersey. ['he penalty preseribed
is & fine of two thonsand dollars, iiaprison-
ment at bard labor for five years, or both, at
the discretion of the court. The Italians held
an important meeting in Vincland on Sun-
day, at which steps were taken to prevent the
Catholie priest, by lezal or other means, from
carrying out his threat of exhuming the re-
muins of Maggiochi. Father Vivet visited
Newark on Monday to consult Bishop Corri-
fsm. but the result of the vizsit is not known.

e is at present uncommunicalive, but evi-
dently clings to his determination to procure
the removal of the body. He has abandoned
his first position, and now claims that there
was a prior sele of the grave, which iuvali-
duates Mrs, Maggioli's right. The Italians,
and, in fact, nll the inhabitants of Vineland,
are determined to resist the exhumation of
the body.

VIVET'S 8BTATEMENT.

New York World: Father Vivet passed
the greater part of the day in Vineland, and
late in the afternoon went on to his church in
Millville, where he told his story of the atfair
to a World reporter. Father Vivet is thirty-
five years old, of medium height, black hair
and eyes, full high forehead, and pale face.
