Ibere has been no
actual outbreak among these Indians since
the war commenced, but there has been a
manifest uneasiness among them.and many an
instance of impudence on their part has been
ronorfpd hv the settlers.

was obliged lo leave the Bulgarian legion, op-
erating as a separate body, to their fate. Of
the Bulgarian legion, which was originally
sixteen hundred strong, only four or five hun
dred managed to reach bchioka pass. Exclusive
rff the Bulgarian loss. General Gourko lost
three thousand men in the Cerhtiner on the
thirtieth and thirty-fir- st of Julv. Durina--

Gourko's retreat through the narrow Dalboka
and Hainkoi passes, which was accomplished
on the second instant, the wounded died like
flies from the jolting of their conveyances
and exposure.

Hainkoi pass, the objective point of all being
Yeni Saghra. Tne result was the destruction
of the Bulgarians and the rout of Gourko,
who had, however, previously effected a junc-
tion with the left column. Gourko marched
upon Desranti, on the road to Eski Saghra,
ignorant of the fact that some thirty thou-
sand Turks confronted him. The Turkish
batteries swept the road; nevertheless Gourko
came into action, sending forward five bat-
talions of infantry, covered by artillery. He
had forty-eig- ht horses killed in one battery
and eight in another. The Turks made des- -
peiate attempts to turn his Hants, but were
repulsed by the assistance of Prince Levcht-enberg- 's

cavalry, who had cut their way out
trom i.8hi baghra, where the Bulgarians were
beset by twenty thousand Turks. Gourko,
small as was his force, resolved on an at-
tempt to succor them, and in the meantime
determined to maintain his position, but his
resolution quailed before the appearance of
two massive columns or lurks marching on
his flank, and he had to leave the Bulgarians
to shift for themselves, and made good his
own retreat.

That Lowers Over Hayes's House His
Administration to be Subjected to the

Severest Criticism by the Repub-

lican Members of Congress.

Charges to be Made on the Floor of the
House and Senate of 111-Wi- ll, Unwis-

dom and Inconsistency Vials of
Wrath to be Uncorked.

Washington correspondent of the New
York Graphic: Having conversed with three
Republican members of the next congress,
within three days, the condensed sum and
substance of what they said is at our disposal.
If these mutterings of the storm should lead
the administration to take steps to avert the
storm's ravages, your prophetic journal will
have gained a new hold upon the President's
gratitude. It seems to be universally assumed
that the Hayes administration will be subject-
ed to the severest criticism by the Republican
members of the coming congress. Some go
so far as to say that the President and certain
members of his cabinet will meet with con-
temptuous personal treatment and wholesale
public denunciation. It is conceded, how-
ever, that the Republican antagonism to the
administration is less aggressive since the
Ohio convention. But according to the sub
stantially concurring voices of our communi-
cative congressmen, the grounds of attack
upon the executive will be about these:

i irst it will be maintained that the ad
ministration, in endeavoring to prove itself
non-partisa- n, has proved itself non-Repub- li

can; that it has done nothing to build up and
consolidate the Republican party, but a great
deal that tends to disintegrate and break it
down; that it has commanded all active Re
publicans whom it can control to cease to la-
bor for the cause, thus by implication cen
suring them for activity in that cause in the
past; that the few appointments the admin-
istration ha made nave added to it no po-
litical strength and gained no political points.

upon the iriesident, Mr. fc,varts and Mr.
Schurz in the next congress in this, that the

Third All three of the congressmen whose
complaints we are formulating insist that the
delay for half a year in making appointments
to fill vacancies, and in removing notorious
plunderers or incapables from office, results
in making many enemies and no friends to
j, i r a mi a a. - j ltne administration, mat it is a ternoie mis-
take to suppose that oltice-seeke- rs have no
friends and no influence. That Bob Inger-sol- l,

for instance, has more admiring friends
and a larger following than any member ot
Haves '8 cabinet, lhat scores of the most in
fluential Republicans have personally and by
letter urged his appointment to a foreign
mission. That these mdorsers not only feel
offended because their indorsements are
treated with contempt, but that all the ad
mirers ot the great Illinois orator are dis-
pleased because so incontestdbly meritorious a
case is not promptly disposed of on its merits.
The thousands of applicants for position and
the hundreds ot thousands ot their tnends
whose wishes and recommendations have
been treated with studied insolence and un-

studied neglect, form the most active element
in politics, and at the same time the most in-

fluential. That this element will be as full
of activity in its hostility to public men who
scorn them, as it was of zeal in its efforts to
elevate those men to power.

Fourth It is a complaint not conhned to
members of congress that this administration

too dilatory m action in all things; that
it spends too much time in deliberating and
too little in doing: that it never concludes
anything; that it decides nothing, the decision
pf which it can possibly postpone; that it has
talked and palavered hve months oyer the ap- -

cabinet is a debating club, which does not
take into account the brevity of human life;
that the electric wires have for five months
been informing the public from two to five
times a week that the "cabinet has had under
consideration to-d- several important foreign
appointments and other public matters, but
no conclusion has been reached, "tne presi
dent has decided not to act hastily," etc. The
fact is. these members say the President acts
neither hastily nor deliberately he does not
act at all. It is even said that the President's
course is often characterized bv more vacilla
tion and indecision and downright timidity
than that ot liuchanan.

Fitth Uur congressional tnends argue
that it is a bad symptom for any administra-
tion that its prominent political friends in
congress have been alienated irom it. Blame,
Conkling, Howe, apencer, the i.amerons,
et al., have been dnven ott and not one
Democratic supporter has been won over.
The administration has established no cordial
relations with any Republican elements. It
has not tne active alliance ot iiamunus, iJns
tow. Morrill. Hartranft. Fish, nor any of the
old Republican leaders. It is neither in nor
out with Grant. In point of fact, it is neither
in with nor out with the great body ot the
Republican members of the nest congress, so
far as has been yet publicly made known.

But, lastly, these exasperated law givers
affirm that they will "see" whether the ex
ecutive can snub members of congress with
impunity; that the executive will find that
that is a game that two can play at; that the
President will find that congress can get
along without him quite as well as he can
ceib alonor without them: that if ha will do
nothing they want done, they will do nothing;
that he wants done. The English of which
is. that the President must make executive
appointments at the dictation of members of
congress or he will get no support or supplies.
Can the President, if forewarned, be fore
armed and fortified?

Hia Speeches Prove him Very Grateful
for the Cordial Reception he met

Everywhere, and yet he
Nudges Key, the Ex-Reb- el,

Again.

Crawford Hocse, N. H., August 21.
vresident Hayes and party leit l abyans at a
quarter to eight o'clock this morning and by
special train passed through the notch. Ihe
morning was clear and warm, pnd the ob
servation from the cars gave a fine view of
th" mountamsrUpon reaching North Con
way, at nine o'clock, carriages were obtained
and the Kearsarge house visited, where a re
ception was held by the executive and cab-
inet. The greeting was the warmest given
in New Hampshire. The spacious parlor was
hlled to overflowing by the guests of the
house and citizens of the town, anxious to
grasp the Land of tho President and his ac
complished wife. At Glen station a few mo
ments were passed in handshaking. The
cheers of the crowd as the train moved awav
expressed more fully than words the feeling
tney entertained. At a Elation at upper
tsartiett a number ot citizens were congre
gated, and passed along the car, shaking
nanus witn president and Mrs. liayes. The
nde from this point was much enioved bv all
The train was stopped at a convenient point,
allowing a fine view down the valley of the
Saco and the old Wiley house. The party

general handshaking took place, and Mrs.
Hayes had a few pleasant words for the la-
dies, when the party left for Fabyans, where
the train was taken. At Bethlehem coaches
were provided for Maplewood, where a speech
of welcome

was made by Francis Wells, of
mi i .i t i mi i i v i aitrniiaaeipnia. ine iresiaent replied: "i
thank you heartily for this welcome, and I
have no trouble in choosing between beau-
ties of nature and beauties spoken." At the
same time advancing, the President took the
hand of the nearest lady, and continued
shaking hands with all present.

Teams were immediately taken for the Sin-
clair house, where the President was greeted
by thousands of people, a band of music and
enthusiastic cheers. From the balcony the
President spoke as follows :

"Fellow-Citizen- s I thank you cordially.
one and all, for this cordial greeting, and I
wish it were possiblo 1 could form the ac
quaintance of each of you and take you by
the hand, but our journey allows but a mo-
ment at each place. I am sure that vou don't
desire me to make a political speech. You
are too sensible a crowd for that, but I em
sure that we agree in a few things, however
much we may differ in others. There are
many things about which we can differ, such
as business and secular affairs, without dis-
cussing our political differences. Now we are
agreed as Americans, 1 think that all parts of
the constitution shall be obeyed, parts that are
new as well a parts that are old; that it will
be a grand thing to dwell together in
unity. We have disagreed inthenastthrouch
the evils of war which the country haa borne,
but these things are past. Let us have a
brief period at least of perfect harmonv and
unity. We have with us a lew people who
are associated with me in oihee Secretary
Evarts. Attorney-Gener- al Devens and Post- -
"tri n uncial Key, . Applause at- - eacn

name. I dou't see, that you make much dif-
ference in these people, although the last had
the bad taste to vote against me, and this is
his first visit north. But he is with us in tine
common intere.t. The results of the war are
to be accepted by all people of all parts of
the country both north and south. 1 have
now the pleasure of introducing to you Postma-

ster-General Key."
Messrs. Jvey, Devens anclrvarts made short

speeches, and the party drove to Littleton,
taking the train for Plymouth. Short stops
were made on the way to give the President
an opportunity to bow his acknowledgements
to the people assembled. At Plymouth the
President was escorted by the citizens to the
hotel, the school-childre- n, bearing flowers,
lining the pathway. From the stairs of the
hotel the President said:

'Ladies and Fellow-Citizen- s I thank
you very sincerely for this very cordial wel-
come given us this evening. I am quite sure
that nothing could b more satisfactory than
a hearty reception like this. The school-
children little girls with flowers were here
in token of the good feeling you have not on-
ly toward us Tout all our countrymen of
every State. If there is any sentiment
has guided what we have done, it has been
for a common nationality. It has been our
desire to do something for all the States. We
have felt that the war should end, and that
peace should spread through all our borders.
We hope as a result ot this that men
haL --io longer bo said to belong to

States of Louisiana, Maine and Iowa, but be
citizens of a common country. Beyond these
questions ot general good, there are questions
that all may differ in; there are ditierences
about policy and means of accomplishing

desired ena, out we ao believe
that all good people everywhere desire
reconciliation; that the laws are to be obeyed,
and that the rights of each and every citizen
should be respected, whatever his race or
color. That being done, we may be citizens,
not of a country or State, but ot a free and
united country. It is because I believe
that you desire this that I see
you gathered here together, Dem-
ocrats, Republicans and Independents.
It is my hope that at the close of my ad-
ministration, we may say as Jefferson said:
'We are no longer I ederalists and no longer
Republicans, but now we are all Federalists
and Republicans, and so for this
night at least, let us say that we are all
Democrats and all Republicans, and, better
than that, all Americans."

lhe fresident was enthusiastically ap
plauded, as was also Mrs. Hayes a moment
later at her appearance. 1 he President in
troduced Secretary-of-Stat- e Evarts, who made
a bnet address, and the i'resident then pre-
sented Postmaster-Gener- al Key, saying; I
shall now introduce a gentleman who
did nat work with us in the
late struggle, and who had the bad
taste not to vote for me; but he believes, as
we do. in the results of that exeat strutrerle.
which have been embodied in the constitution
of the United States. He believes, as we do,
that the new part of the constitution, like the
old, should be observed. He believes in the
thirteenth, fourteenth and fifteenth amend
ments now, which means that there is to be
no more slavery in this our land, and that all
men of all colors shall be equal, and is ready

Mr. Key spoke in a humorous vein for a
few moments, and closed by saying that,
seriously, he was very glad to represent that.
notwithstanding there had been trouble be-
tween the north and south in the past, there
is now no occasion for it. It becomes us,
then, to cultivate good relations. As I travel
up and dowp your stream, I hear tha hum of
machinery. You manufacture our cotton,
and we have mutual interests in common-
place.

Attorney-Gener- al Devens spoke a few
word3, when dinner, followed, after which a
pleasant evening was enjoyed by all. The
following is President Hayes's reply to Sena-
tor Blaine's invitation:

Proposed Reorganisation and Reformor Mew l'rk Customhouse Kejcnla-tton- q.

Washinhton, August 21. The report of
the commission on weighers and gangers of
the New York customhouse is under consid-
eration at the treasury department. The
commissioneas agree that a reorganization is
demanded, and think it important that the
departments of weighers and gaugers shall

each have a practical expert at the head, upon
whom should rest the responsibility, and that
each assistant, who, like the cbiet, should be
an expert and a man of character, should in
his turn be responsible for the laborers select
ed by himself. The commission say that un
der the present system a large number of
weighers who recoive salaries of twenty-fiv- e

hundred dollars per annum, and who are as
signed respectively to weighing districts, ren'
der but little, if any, personal service to the
government. Cards closely resembling
United States obligations or securities are so
frequently used as advertising mediums by
business firms that the government, for the
protection of the people, has determined to
stop the practice by prosecuting all engaged
in tne work in the tuture.

Proposition or Adjustment of Lossesby the Pittsburs Itiot.
Philadelphia, August 21. The com-

mittees of the board of directors of the Penn-
sylvania railroad company and of the Mari-
time exchange, had a consultation to day
relative to the adjustment of the losses in-
curred at Pittsburg during the strike. An
agreement was arrived at by which suits will
be brought against the Allegheny company,
and it was understood that, after the neces-
sary data shall be prepared, the claims of
merchants will be presented prior to those of
the ramoad company, who will assist the
business community in the suits. Statements
are now being prepared to show the amount
of loss sustained by the merchants of this city
by the destruction and delay of their goods
in transit.
