Those who threeor
four years ago received two and three dollars
a day now rly accept fifty cents. All
labor has been forced to submif to reduced
wages." We ocught, in a candid spirit, to
search the cause. If the government, cither
in its legislation or administration, 1s at faalt,
we ought to apply the remedy. This work
concerns us all equally. Therefore, I speak
to you, Republicans and Democrats alike, It
I do not convince your judgment, I will not
wound your just susceptibilities. 1 criticise
politics, not motives.

OHIO IS A FORTUNATE STATE.

Its soil is fertile, its climate is healthful, its
mines are rich, its population is hardy, enter-
prising, intelligent. The lake, the riv-
er, the Marietta, the Baltimore and
Ohio, the Pittsburg and Fort Wayne, the
Pittsburg and St. Louis, the Atlantic and
Great Western, the Lake Shore railroads, lhe
intersecling canals and railroads from north
and south, bring all its parts into easy com-
munication. Nature, always bountiful, has
given it an unexmptionab[’;' abundant har-
vest.

Now, why
i8 this? There must be a cause. What 1s
it? One fact confronts us in this inquiry.
The laws of taxation, the laws of the tanff,
the commercial system, the financial system
—these tonch the very life and being of the
whole social and industrial fabric. The Re-
publican party has established and adminis-
tered these laws and these systems.

The first measure largely
increased the indebtedness; the second di-
minished the currency in which that indebt-
edness can be paid; the third effectually
and necessarily destroys the industries and
energies by which the meaus of pay can be
earned.

1s it part of the
duty of any government—is it within the
limited and delegated powers of our govern-
ment—+{o secure

And if it were within the legal powers, how
shall it be accomplished? By what process
can governments decide what private speca-
lations shall be made, and Frovide that all
gpeculations which are legal shall be profit-
able? The courts are open *‘to adjust con-
troversies, recoucile interests and establish
Jjustice and equality between employers and
employes.”” If their process is slow, 1t should
be made speedy; if their machinery is cum-
brous, it should he made simple. What
other tribunals are needed? What other
functions conld be performed unless, indeed
it be intended to deprive both employer and
employe of all free agency, and to require
them to submit to all things—the giving em-
ployment, the rendering service, the rate of
wages, the quantum of labor—to the arbi-
trary dictaiion ofthis ‘“‘statutory arbitration."”
This declaration either means nothing or it
means greatly too muoch. 1t is either a cun-
ningiy devised phrase, meaning nothing and
intended to deceive the workingmen, or itis
a revolution in our government fraught with
the worst evils to the workingmen them-
selves. Capital and labor! the fair and hon-
est adjustment of profits between them! This
has been the problem of the ages—it will be
the problem until men shall become perfect,
or government shall be able to make them do
the deeds meet for tY:er_ﬁ:'ctitm.

1t may appoint inspectors and other officers to
secure these ends; it may, perhaps, exercise
still other powens, in the case of common car-
riers, and of railroads, which extend from one
end of tL¥fcontinent to the other, in which
it is part owner, by subscription or donation;
but when 1t goes further and assumes to take
laliorers under its especial and paternal care,
to make them the wards of the nation it be-
littles and injures them.

the weary life, the breaking human hearts
which I see around me, and the heroic forti-
tude with which men and women and chil-
dren encounter them, If these weary ones—
some struggling for bread alone, some strain-
ing every aching mnerve for a higher moral
and mental life—could be lifted up, and ev-
ery obstacle to their progress could be re-
moved; if every human being could be ele-
vated and made to take his proper station as
man, above forms, above propeirty, above cap-
ital, I would welcome the means whatever
they might be; revolution 1 government,
revolution in society, the subversion of every
cherished theory, the abasement of evory
cherished idol —and thank God that I had
lived to see them successfully employed.

The question has been brought into s 1
prominence just now by the strikes suh-
sequent riots. No man approves, every
rig-ht-thids;?ﬁgurmmdemns and deprecates
lawless vio toward person or properly,
and believes it should be restrained and pun-
1shed by the strong arm of the law. Few
believe that strikes accomplish any immedi-
ate good. They agree with the platform of
the Workingmen's party adopted at Cincin-
nati, that they are the fruaitless efforts of
workingmen to secure their economical eman-
cipation by guerilla warfare against individ-
ual employers. Yet, let us not deceive our-
selves or do wrong to others. Strikes are the
loud mutterings, the open acts which suffer-
ings produce.

STRIKES ARE THE PROTEST WHICH SCANT
FOOD AND SCANT CLOTHING, AND POOR
HOMES, MAKE AGAINST GHREATER REDUC-
TION.

Strikes are the voice of discontent, and dis-
content, restless as it is, for along time, aye!
s0 long as possible, bears *‘the ills we have.”’
Happy men do not strike. Prosperous men
do not strike. The smiling faces of well-fed
wife and children donotpermit men to strike.
There were bad men, and wicked men, and
ill-advised men, who wilfully did wrong and
committed crime, but at the bottom of this
great upheaval there was a_cause, and that
cause was the inability of willing, honest, in-
dustrious men to obtain work and earn wages
for wife and children. Wages were low, men
were working on shorttime; wages were long
unpaid, families were buying on credit at the
retail shops; wages were to be reduced still
lower, and no prospect of prompter payment.
You might as well try to check the thunder
in the sky, as to suppress the wail of human
angmsh extorted by these conditions. Unless
the cause shall be removed, strikes will be
made and violence and crimes will ensue.
We have heard much in this connection,
and at this time of the conflict of labor and
capital. Undoubtedly this was a most un-
natural conflict between the men who work
and the capital which was seeking to give
them employment. The railroads and their
employes should be allies and friends. With-
out labor the capital invested is wholly un-
rodoctive. Without human labor employed
irectly on them, the rails and engines and
cars are wholly useless, and daily depreciat
ing. This capital and this labor supplement
each other. 'fhey should always co-operate.
They should never antagonize. There has
been gross mismanagement of railroads.
Rates have been cut, ruinous competition has
been carried on, compacts have n made
with insincerity, to be broken with dishonor.
But business has been stagnated, the bulk
carried thas fallen off enormously and been
subdivided. Receipts have been correspond-
ingly diminished, dividends have been passed,
and expenses mecessarily must be reduced;
and so the conflict came between the labor
and the capital, which were closely interde-
ndent. l;iut down at the bottom, underly-
ing this conflict, which 1s but an incident and
symptom, there is a

that capital which employs no haman labor,
which works with no human hands, which
never pauses by mght or by day, in winter-
snows or summer-heat, or awntumn-
rains, which never Wearies, never
rests, never loses, but ever gathers in
its increase and its interest—and that
capital which employs labor,feeds enterprise,
stimulates industry and brings into activity
and co-operation the hand, the head, the
busy brain, the cunning ingenmty, the pro-
ductive energies of all the forees of accumu-
lated wealth and human vigor. It is the con-
flict between that power which seizes the pro-
duction of others and that power which itself
produces. It is the conflict between the
money power and the industries of the coun-

By the money power I mean those whose
aim, and object, and purpose in life is not by
energy, and enterprise, and industry,and the
co-operation of capital and labor to add to
the ageregate wealth of the world, but by
legislation, interpretation and combination to
mﬁllsto the value of accumulated money.
Every man knows that this can be done only
by decreasing the value of every product of
labor and skll, destroying or making doubt-
ful the profits of all enterprise, di ing
all business. In this struggle the money
power has been successful. Energy, eater-
prise, business lie prostrate before it.

was ed. Greenbacks depreciated 1m-
mediately in the hands of the people,
sale of bonds was monﬂm]izedfegy the capi-
talists. The five-twenty bonds were by law
of their issue payable in greenbacks. ere
can be no question of that fact. Thaddeus
Stevens asserted it when the law passed. The
Republican conventions of Ohio, Indiana,
Illinois, Iowa and Michigan declared it. Sec-
retary Sherman, in his place in the senate,
six years after the passage of the law, assert-
ed it. The Cincinnati Gazette, within two
months, has admitted that it never doubted
that interpretation of the law. Yet a Re-
publican con passed the law of 1569,
whereby it was declared they should be paid
in coin.

CHIcAGO0, August 23.—General Howard
telegraphs from his camp on Shotgun creek,
Idaho, August 22d, as follows:

To Genernl Crook:

I am operating in your department near
Henry's lc&ir Bamg' bridge, with the scouts,
arrived last night by stage, and will be of
material service. The hostiles are just now
aiming toward the Crow country.

Vireixia Crry, MoxT., August 23.—Two
scouts from Fort Ellis, who got here at six
o'clock this morning, report a squaw camp
on Henry's lake, but they are breaking camp
and moving toward Greyer basin,whence they
left yeatergay morning. Lieutenant Leary,
Howard’s commissary, says when he left the
front the Indians were fortifying at a place
called the Lava Beds. He thinks General
Howard struck them yesterday.

The Independent’s special from Fort Shaw,
Montana, August 20th, states that news from
Fort Benton states that there are indications
of an outbreak among the Gros-Ventres, As-
simiboins and Piegans. Sitting-Bull 15 at
Fort Peck. - Nez Perces scouts are on Marias
river. Sixty horases were stolen from Twenty-
Eight-Mile springs and Blackfoot agency.

Sarr Lage, August 23.—General How-
ard's foree, in pursuit of the hostile Indians,
passed Pleasant Valley, Idaho, on the nine-
teeth, on their way souith, and went as far
south on the stage road as Dry Creek stage
station, eight miles south, then turned east-
ward toward the head of Camas creek. The
hostile Indians had crossed the range some
fifty or sixty miles to the westward, and had
arnved upon the s road on the sixteenth,
taking possession of Hole-in-the-Rock stage
station, twenty-six miles south from Pleasant
Valley. The Indians desiroyed the telegraph
line in that vicinity, and stopped the stages
and all travel uron the road, and were in the
neighborhood of this station for three days.
The Indians had been for nearly two daﬁ'.-
without water when they srrived upon the
stage line, and their stock was much scat-
tered and in bad condition. They stopped to
gather all the loose stock and feed tge ani-
mals, using or destroying all the grain at the
station, and destroying all the [l)Jroperty there,
including some twenty sets of harness. The
Indians left Hole-in-the-Rock station on the
nineleenth or twentieth, on the approach of
Howard, going east or northeast, and sur-
prised Howard's men who had charge of
the pack asmmals and loose stock. At
daylight on the morning ol the twentieth,
at Camas Meudows, which is about twenty
miles from Dry Creek stage station, the Ind:-
ans got away with about one hundred ol
Howard’s pack animals and also about thirty
horses belonging to the Montana volunteers.
Captain Norwood and Colonel Sanford fol
lowed the Indians with three companies of
cavalry, and overtock them about six miles
distant, when there was a skirmish in which
one soldier was killed and six wounded. The
wounded soldiers were taken to Pleasant Val-
ley station, where one named -Samuel A.
Glass has since died. Howar heen roin-
forced by Oaptalu Dambndge Fort Hall,
with one company and about fifty Bannock
Indians, and 18 at present in pogsuit of the

arty, who are supposed to be making for
Flenry's lake,which 18 about sixty n#les north-
west from the stageroad where the crossing
was made. Howard's force was camped yes-
terday morning on Shotgun creek, which is
about forty-five miles distant from the stage-
road. On the twentieth Howard's force was
increased by the arrival of Colonel Miller
with about two hundred and ninety infantry
in wagons. Howard bad with him about
two hundred and fifty cavalry in addition to
the force with Captain Bainbridge. While
Howard was caniped at the junction, eighteen
miles north of Pleasant Valley, he sent sixty
men and some Indian scouts across the coun-
tTrE to Henry's lake to intercept the Indians.

18 command did not find any Indians there
and returned, and passed Pleasant Valley

esterday on their way after Howard. All
Eut eight or ten Virginia Citf volunteers have
gone home. The Indians have not been in
apy hurry or apxious to avoid a fight. They
seem to be making their way toward the
Crow country, on the Yellowstone. The
freight train of James Hayden, on the Sal-
mon river road, is sup posed to have been de-
stroyed by the Indians, as a number of mules
belonging to him have been found on the
stage road; also mules of another train, be-
longing to Colonel Shoupe. A courier is ex-
pected from Howard t_ﬂ:day.

IN MEMORIAM.

Wiliinm 6. Townes.

On the 16tk of August, 1877, passed away from
the scenes and troubles of earth, Mr. WiLLIAM G.
TOoWNES, at Oxford, Miss., his remains being brought
to Memphls, and, on the 17thk, burfed at Elmwood,
by the side of Dr. James M. Townes, who diad In
in this ecity of yellow fever in 1267. It is fit that
these kindred spirits—a palr of nature’'s noblemen—
should rest side by side. Nelther claimed to be
christians, and yet both practiced the christian vir-
tues, and left In no living man a doubt of thelr In-
tegrity, or a suspiclion that they were unprepared to
die. Some are rich, and honor fades away with
thelr memory, when the incentive to it has passed
into other hands; and some have fame, whieh 1s be-
gotten of notorfety, and are crowned with laurels
which the more obscure have belter won; some are
elevated without merit, or depressed In spite of It,
as thelr ascending or descending stars of fortune
may wax or wane, and the world misjc and for-
gets them. But “an honest man 's the noblest
work ol God,” and his name s more endurl
than the marble on which 1t Is Inscribed, and wi
live while generous and truth loving hearts exist to
attest 1t. Mr. Towxes was born at Amelia Court-
house, Virginia,on the tth day of August, 1511,
and was therefore sixty-six years and ten old at
the date of his death. In early life, and abou: the
year 1835, he moved from Virginia, and became &
cotton-planter 1n Yallobusha eounty, Miss., near the
town of Grenada., And belng an exemplar to all of
temperance, industry and energy, he made rapld
an' and was ope of the most successful of

rmers, until the eivil war struck down all southern
Industries. Since then he has engaged in no other
business than the care of his estate and the social
and humanizing employments of life. He never
married, Janlus E, h, formerly a member of
the Mempbia bar, Hon. E. 8. Fisher, of Milss,, and
F. A. Tyler, Esq., of Memphls, married his sisters.
Two of the brothers married daughters of the late
Col. John L. Thomas, of Holly Springs, Miss. He
wias one of a large family of brothers and sisters,
who ministered to him In hils last moments, and
bow In aflliletion to ' he dispensation of Providence
which called him away. Nothing was wanting at
the home In Oxford of Mrs, Ellza N. Townes, the
widow of his brother, which was ible of human
accomplishment to soften his sufferings or prolong
his life But the fiat of the King of Kings must bs
accomplished, and he has been taken from earih to
a better realm. He rests from his labors. .
