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A White San Xamed Williams. Sew
Residing: la the HLxth Civil Dis-

trict. Kills Oae Xecro and
M onads Another.

Faets as Related bjr a Friend or the
Dead Man The Cause of the Dim-cu- lt

j-- a Quarrel between Wil-
liams and a Brother of

the Slain.

At half-oa- st six o'clock yesterday afternoon
two negroes, Henry Davis and Wash Eason,
were shot by a white man named Williams,
in the sixth civil district, seven miles north-
east of this city. So far as we have been
able to ascertain the facts as related by a
colored man, the circumstances of the fatal
shooting are as follows: Yesterday Williams
and Scott Davis, brother of Henry Davis,
came to Memphis and had a quarrel about
stock jumping into the former's field. Scott
Davis swore out a warrant before Justice
Winters. As Williams left town before he
could be arrested, the warrant was intrusted
to Scott Davis, who was authorized to place
it in the hands of the constable of the
sixth district. Late in the after-
noon. Henry Davis. who lived
in the same house with his brother, Scott
Davis, proceeded down the road, being ac
companied bv two other nctrroes. Ben Hum'
phreys and Wash Eason. Henry Davs had a
musket, but neither of the other negroes were
armed. When they approached the
house of Frank and Thomas Push,
brothers-in-la- w of Williams, the latter being
armed with a double-barrell- ed shotgun,
halted Davis, and asked, "Where are you
going?" When Davis, according to our in
formant s statement, replied, l am going
about my business." Williams fired and the
negro fell mortally wounded, one buckshot
enterine his neck, one his jaw, and a third
his forehead. Wash Eason, seeing Davis
fall and the blood oozine from the wounds.
told Williams that he should rot have shot
the negro. This offended Williams, who
then emptied the other load cf buckshot into
Eason 's risht shoulder. Realizing what be
had done. Williams and another white man
seized the musket of Davis, mounted their
horses and fled. Davis was carried
home. but died in a few min
ute. Dr. Hunt probed Humphreys's wounds,
which are serious, though they may not prove
fatal. It is supposed that Williams fled to
Fisherville, where he makes his home, but
had been assisting his brothers-in-la- w on
their farm, in the sixth district. It is said
that Henry Davie, havinsr heard of
the difficulty between his brother
Scott and Williams, armed himself and
went down the road to meet the
latter: It behooves the sheriff to see that
Williams is arrested and brought to trial.
Whether rieht or wrong, Williams must be
arrested. There is no little excitement among
the negroes in the neighborhood where the
homicide occurred.

Formerly Tiffany, Wriaht, Johnson,
Coleman and Williams, and who has

been Married l'erhaps Fifteen
Times The Confessions ot

an Adventuress.

Philadelphia correspondent of the Cincin
nati Enauirer: A scandal in high life that
has attracted much attention was rehearsed
m a Camden (iNew Jersey) court to-da- y on
the hearing of George F. Benkirt, formerly a
prominent Philadelphia merchant, charged
with the larceny of a one thousand dollar note
from Mrs. Anna Walhngiord while at Uape
Mav. Mrs. W al linerord is a beautilul woman,
whose victims are strewn from the Atlantic to
the Pacific. Her testimony was remarkable
in its frank admissions of the vagaries of her
life. In response to questions for the defend
ant, she said she was born on a steamer com
ing from Italy, and landed in New York,
where she first resided in the United estates.
She was part of the time in New York, and
rart of the time in Georgia. Her maiden
name was Whittemore. He father
resided in Georgia, off and on, ever since
she can recollect. His occupation was that of
a planter.. Witness had been married, fche
was never really married but once. She never
had but one husband. Witness has traveled
through the west some, and through the
north some. She has passed through Kan
sas, bui has not been there tor tour years.
Has Teen in Illinois and Missouri. She
doesn't remember whether she was ever in
Leavenworth. She doesn't know whether
she was in a hotel in Leavenworth in 1863.
She has never registered as Mrs. Wright, and
never was in Nashville. Witness does not
remember whether she was married in 1868.
She was not married in 1869 to a man named
C. C. Collier. She does not know him. She
does not know whether she ever lived in
Leavenworth. To the best of her knowledge
she never had a man named C. C. Collier ar
rested in Leavenwoith on any charge. Wit
ness was never the proprietress of a saloon
on Shawnee street, Leavenworth, Kansas.
She does not remember nor know any one
there. She was never arrested on any charge
m her life. She does not remember having
ever answered to anv complaint made against
her in any of the western States. She haa
gone under the names of Wallingford, Tiffa
ny, Wright, Johnson, Coleman and Williams.
Has been married less than fifteen times, per
haps more. 1 don t know how many times l
went through the form of being married.
Witness was never married to a man named
Stickney. She never passed under that name,
and never Knew any body by that name.
Witness has a claim against the Pittsburg,
Columbus and bt. .Louis railway company.
The suit was brought over a year ago, at the
time she lost her baggage. She received her
check at Logansport, Indiana, and the bag-
gage was checked to Richmond, Indiana. She
denied that she was married to a son of Rev.
Dr. Tiffany, of Washington. Had no hus
band in Chicago, but spent some time at the
Palmer house, she said, over two years. There
was a cutting up among some ladies and gen
tlemen in St. Louis, and I went through the
form of marriage with Mr. Tiffany. I call it
man and wife when the parties live together,
and we never lived together. Mrs. Walling
ford succeeded in proving that she had a good
deal of money, and had recently disposed of
considerable property settled upon her by
her admirers: but in view of the fact that
her testimony as to the one thousand dollars
alluded to have been taken by Benkirt was
unsupported, and that she admitted herself
to be an adventurer, the court dismissed her
complaint.
