RATLROAD CHARGES.

The Report to the Chamber of Com-
meree In 1467.-% -3 Reduction on
Leocal Charges Demanded
by our Business Mcen.

The Conclusions which Lead to this
PDemand-The Little Hock Rail-
road’'s Resistance Approved
by all Classes of our _

FPeople.

Eprrons AprEaL—It is s mistake to sup-
pose that the Memphis chamber of commerce
tirst took action on the important subject of
excessive ruilroad charges 1o 1871, In 1867
this matter was thoronghly discussed in the
_\qum?:pl papers, and Sn 1568 the c<ham-
ber .o commeree  a Epoinlet_l commit-
teea to wail upomn the railroad offi-
cials and ascertain all the facts they
could. I have before me the able report
made to the chumber by the committee ap-

inted to confer with the officers of the

emphis and Charlestm road. That com-
miltee was composed of J. T. Petiat, J. C.
Neely and W, R. Moore; and they say that
the Inw Limiting fieight charges to thirly-
five cents per one hundred pounds per. one
hundred miles had been sometimes violated
by over-charges on that road, though the
charges were often muoch under the qu
ones. Mr. Gates also made a report on the
Mississippi and Tennessee, aud said, among
other things, that the Memphis and Ohio
(Memphis and Louisville now) chs
twenty-five per cent. less than the Mississippi
and Tennessee, and thirty to fifty per cenl.
more than the Memphis and Charleston. [t
is presumable that these roads are now mak-
ing charges 8o fair as to avoid any complaint,
as all this was nine years ago. cannot but
ask you to publish some extracts from the
brwf. but very suggestive, report wade by
Messms, Pettit, Neely and Moore., These ex-
tracts do not refer to any law, but appeal to
the good, practical sense of railroad mana-
gers, and will commend themselves to the
public generally. I quote-

We are of opinjon that it 1s not only to the Inter-
est of Hemphga. but that of the road, l.nuI funhor‘ urL
duoe ILs rates of charges on many leading and nee-
essary articles; and we are slso of opinion that the
local truvel over the road would ba much ter if
the passenger rates could be reduced. Hundrads
would then visit our city wno cannot now do S0 on
account of the high rates of travel. We do not wish
to convey the idea that the passenger rates on the
road are exhorbltant or higher than othar roads, but
we are thoroughly convinogd that a reduction of
rates would not Nnd so 1anny empty cars attachiad to
the passenger or frelght-trains, herever paople
can trave! convenlently and eheap, they will send
thelr products and If we wish to control the
trade of the country tributary to Memphis, we must
offer extraordinary Inducements, and remove as far
us possiLie every obstructlon. We have no time to
lose; that which legitimately belongs to us 18 pass-
ing by very mapidly. Citles nbove and below us are
uaking bold and desperate efforts to reduce us to
the Inslgnicance of 8 wood-yard or flag sistion. It1s
folly for ua to e Innctive and complain of raliroads
and packet-lines becanse our trade does not tlourish.
1t 13 our fault, and not thelrs, and 1s wholly atiribu-
table to want of energy and entarprise In our busi-
ness property holders.

best reme:dy tor the evil eomplained of, to-
wit: A general and voluntary reduction of
charges on local businesas, to correspond some-
what with the charges on through business.
T'her sensibly conclude that, as a rule, no

carries anything or anybody at a loss;
and that if low charges will increaze through
business to such an extent as to make it
profitable, the same rule should hold good as
to (oonl business. Much has been said and
written to prove that low charges iwill in-
crease revenne; bu* none can state the argu-
ment with more brevity and force than these
gnﬂemﬁn did when they said, ten years ngo,

Singularly enough, _;. the
resent contest between the Memphis and
Eittle Rock and the St. Louis and Iron Mogn-
tain railroads illustrates the wisdom of the
licy urged by the committee in 1868, Oar
ittle Rock' road has not only won hosts of
friends, at home and abroad, by the stubborn
resistance it has made to injustice and dicta-
tion, but also because it has clearly demon-
strated that low rates increase business and
revenues, It now charges two dollars for
cnrryin_f passen from Little Rock to
Louisville, five ﬁundred and twenty miles.
This is not half a cent a mile, and yet, as 1
bear, the receipts from through travel bave
actually increased. This is simply because
they have no “‘empty cars,” from thirt{ to
fitty through sengers going over the line
where five and six went before the reduction.
Of course vo one would urge so low a rate as
halfa cent a mile for local travel, but would
not three cents a mile largely increase reve-
nues as well as passengers? Would not
such a reduction popularize that road wilh
local passengers as the reduction on through
travel bas done with through passengers?
Would not such a step invite the people of
that State to make Memphis their great trade
center? ls not Memphis vitally interested in
securing the trade of that State whose won-
derful resources are now being properly un-
derstood and appreciated? Is she not much
more interested m turning the local trade and
travel to her than in turning the other travel
through her? It may seem presumption ia
me to venlure any suggestions to such men
as Pritchard and Smith, whose large railroad
experience is o well and widely known and
so highly esteemed; but may not their refusal
to reduce rates for locul travel be unkindly
construed by the people who built the road?
Without the money of Memphis and of Ten-
nessee and Arkansas it never would have
been built. Have not these people just cause
to say to the officers of that campany: *‘Yoeu
reduce your rates for throungh passengers,
who are strangers to you and who never gave
you a dollar to build your road, but you will
not reduce to your friends who live on your
line, who are permanently there, and who
must use your road in passing from Mem-
phis to Little Rock; the men without whose
money your road would never have beeg
built—these men youn hold down to the same
high charges.™ ‘ho will say there is no
Jjustice in such a plea as that? What is said
of the Memphis and Lattle Rock may be as
justly said of all our other lines. No gane
man would wish to see them injured by any
step they might adopt; bat, whil’e every other
department of business is lowering prices,
shonld mot our roads do so too? Their
qu prity hangs mainly on  whatever

uilds up Memphis and the country.
I beliave the New Yurk Central has four dou-
ble tracks from Albany to Baffalo, with stee!
rails; and the cost per mile must be three or
four times that of ourroads. Yetits passen
ger rates are limite ! by law to two or twoand
one-half cents per muie, a part of the reccipts
going to the State. But look at the results
of low fares! Population has so rupidly in-
creased in the region lying ten or fifieen
miles ench side of it, that it is now estimated
one-fourth of the people in the State, outside
of New York and Brooklyn, may be found
within ten miles of that line. I&is almost
a continuous village from Albany to Batfalo
with eight or ten cities, and a densely settleci
country ten to twenty miles back. The travel
18, of course, enormous; and no cars are
97;15;}'. because low fares invite travel and
trade, Is it folly to believe that low fares
would produce like results here, though to a
much less extent? Has it ever besn tried on
our roads? If not, why not make the experi-
ment? We learn few things save in that
way. Is not this experiment worth trying?

Rallrond Forfelts its Land Grant of
Three Millions of Acres Because it
has Failed to Puash to Weather-
ford from Fert Worth.

What the Enemies of Govermor Hub-
bard have toMNay about a Supposed
Deecision of the Attorney-Gien-
eral of Texas in the Case.

Austin Gazefte;, 21st: The Texas and
Pacific road have, within the last
few days, forfeited their immense land
reservation from a failure to construct their
road from Fort Worth to Weatherford, in
pursuance to the terms of their charter. The
attorney-general will, at a proper time, insti-
tute a suit in the district court of Travis
county, for vacating the land reservation to
that company. In consequence of the agita-
tion of the sulject of granting the company
an extension of time at the last session of the
legislature, an act was passed providing that
in the event the compful{ did forf=it there-
servatior the lands should be held for the lo-
cativn of the three millions of acres of land
designated in the constitution for building a
new capitol in Austin and for other purposes.
It follows that on a decreefmaking a forfeit-
ure,] the=e jands are not subject to loeation
and entry as other landsol the State. There
is a grave quest'on underlying this subject as
to the power of the legislature to heal the
forfeiture of {he reservation at a subsequent
meeting of the body. It is thonght by some
that under th enew constitution it would not
have the power to doso. If correct in this
position, a great good would result to the
State in securing three millions of acres of
valnable lands for bailding a new capitol.

The road was entitled to six-
teen sections of land to the mile under a new
charter, had the old one been forfeited, and
there was no injustice done to the Stste. The
Texas Pacific company occupies a different
sition. They have absolutely failed to
uild the extension from Tort Worth to
Weatherford, and do not propose to build it.
They drew twenty sections to the mile, and
have a reservation of many million acres.
Their forfeiture has occurred quite recently,
and there ie no meeting of the court until
October having jurisdiction in the matter.
At a proper time the abtorney-general will
bring swmt, and it will then be time enough
for the enemies of the administration to cen-
sure his action.

The Cosl-Mivers Siate Their Griev-
ances Lefore Comrt.
Cuicaco, August 24.—The coal-miners in
the vicinity of Lasalle, who struck July 27th,
appeared in the United States court this
morning and filed a petition respecting their
grievances, which wers, that after baving ar-
ranged with H. B. Plant, receiver of the
Northern Illinois eoal company, to mine coal
for seventy-five cents per net ton, and to re-

Terrible Tales of Russian Atrecity—
Men, Women and Children Put to
Death Under Cirenmstances
too Painful to Contem-
plate.

Desperate Effort by the Turks to Carry
Shipka Pass—(iloom and Despond-
ency of the Russian Peas-
antry—Eflects of the

Praft. :

NeEw Yorg, Avsgust 24.—The Turkish
minister of foreign affairs informs his diplo-
matic agent= abroad that the Hussians, on en-
tering FskiSaghra, disarmed the Mussulmans
and employed Mokdars to fetch them ont of:
their houses, and (hat eleven hundred were

ut to death. When the Russians entered
vatz, filteen women and children, who were
fleeing from the invaders, were put to death.
Others, to escape outrage or death, had to
abandon everything, even their children,
Every Mussulman house in Lovatz was ml-
Ia After the recapture of the town the
Hussians carried devastation and carnageinto
the neighboring districts. The Russians
drove out all Mussulman inbabitants of the
village of Herste, and burned all the men
and some of the women; only one woman
escaped. Seventy Mussulmansand the imaum
of Yuklem were shut op in a barn, which
was fired. Forty-four other Mussulmans
were massacred, and the Mussulinan women
outraged. Eight young girls who re-
sisted were killed, and two wore - burned
with the men. The greater part of the other
women and children were taken outside the
village and with their children at their side
were slanghtered. Twenty women and chil-
dren who escaped the massacre were rescued
by Ottoman troops. The Eaglish military
attache himself witnessed all these horrors.
The Russians disarmed the Mussulmans of
Eski Saghra, Kezanlik and the neighboring
villages, and distributed the arms among the
Bulgarians, who drove down four hundred
Mussulmans to the river Tundja and massa-
cred them. At Ilski Saghraand its neighbor-
hood, the Bulgarians continue to massacre
the Mussulman population. The atrocities
are committed by the Cossacks and Buolgari-
ans. The women and children who had
sought refoge at Khidir Keni were massa-
ered, and other - families shutup ina granary

These lands would probably sell for (rom [ewere delivered by our troops, among them

several women and children who were wound-
ed. The Buolgarmans put to the fire and
sword the Mussulman village of Safedja and
several others, after having carried off the
women and girls whom they outraged, killed
and mutilated horribly. One woman and
her two sons were the only persons saved.

London.

Lompox, August 24.—The correspondent
of the Daily Newws at the Russian headquar-
ters explains the mystificaiZon which has
arisen concerning the reported capture of
Bainkoi pass by the Turks. He says: “‘On
the sixteenth instant a column of Suleiman
Pasha’s force attempted strenuously to force
the pass. It has been reporvted that they were
successful. Bat though the column did in-
deed force its way into the defile, it was there
g0 roughly handled by the Russian artillery,
and b? a teFiment. holding the pass, that it
was compelled to retire.”
The Times’s Vienna correspondent remarks
relative to the attack on the Shipka pass, that
all along the main range of the Balkans,espe-
cially along the Tundja vallez-, the face of the
mouuntain is a procipitous rock, uu‘uuﬂ.l whigh
the road leads up in steep curves. However
muc the bulk of the pasha's forces miwy be
inured to mountain warfare, and however
heroic the efforts he has made within the last
two days may have been, it will be little short
of a miracle if they should ultimately sue-

A Moscow correspondent writes of the war
in Russia, that the peasants are being called
off to join the imperial army from all direc-
tions.

Families are brok-
enup on all sides, and the wives are selling
the household furniture. The streets
of Moscow are thronged 1n many
places with household goods. The price of
provisions is rising proportionately; among
the upper classes homes are in the
same state of change; those who have refired
from the army or navy ave, in many cases,
recalled; all will, it 15 presumed, be sum-
moned in the course of timé. While I write
a general call is being made for all to serve
in tge militia, and notices to this effect have
Leen served on all those residing in number
one of the six divisions of Moscow.
