THE NEW--

Movement In the 'ame and Proposed
to be In BehaH of the Workingmen

First Steps Toward the Organi-

zation of a Third Party.

Anything to Beat the Democracy Much
Confusion Definition of the Word

Workingmen Very Radical
Views About Capital and

Capitalists.

Last nurht about two hundred and fifty
persons assembled in Cochran hall, pursuant
to a call for a mass-meetin- g ot workingmen.
As already stated, the object of this meeting
was to organize the workingmen into an asso
ciation, and then to nominate candidates for
city offices. The assemblage at Cochran hall
last night was composed ot more than ordm
ary intelligence, and embraced mechanics,
carpenters, machinists, and laborers gen
erallv. As a meetiner of workingmen, the
assemblage was thoroughly representative,
though there were lawyers and old politicians
present. The proceedings were stormy, and
several times it looked as if the meeting would
break up.

MR. J. E. MERRIMAN.

a well-know- n Republican, called the meeting
to order, and stated the object 01 the
same was to brine about reforms in va
rious measures relating to the interest of
the workingmen and the general good
of society. Mr. Merriman said the party
which this meeting was to organize would
accomplish this. Mr. Merriman then nomi
nated Mr. Robert Fletcher as temporary
chairman.

This announcement was followed by a vote,
but confusion ensued and there was a divi
sion of the vote.

Some one asked who Mr. Fletcher was
Mr. Fletcher said that he was formerly con

nected with the building interests of the city,
but is now eneaced in the saddlery business

Some one in the crowd asked the chairman
to state how Mr. Fletcher treated his men
when they lost their tools by fire in his house.

Alter some discussion, Mr. Fletcher was
selected as temporary chairman.

mr. Fletcher's remarks,
upon taking the chair, were listened to with
marked attention. He said this was the first
meeting of a public and political character
that he had attended for thirty years, during
his soiourn in Memphis. Having been a car
penter and built nearly all of Memphis, up to
the war, he said he was a thorough working-ma- n.

The meeting was in response to the
treneral demand throughout the land.
By the oppression of the poor and labor-
ing classes, and the arrogance of capitalif-ts-,

a number 01 Questions would come betore
the people, one of which was the circulation
of money and the public debt. He did not
know but what repudiation would be a good
thing. Cheers. Mr. Fletcher then alluded
to the accumulation of the public debt, and
said that he did not know that it was incuni
upon the people to pay all debts unless they
had been rightly contracted. He was for
the workingman, was with them always, and
would do all in his power to assist them in
whatever they asked for, if such was asked
m an honorable and proper manner. Mr,
Fletcher then suggested that a secretary be
elected.

The members of the press were nominated,
but as they declined because of repqrtorial
duties, the meeting proceeded to receive the
names ot others.

Mr. William Horgan, clerk in Menken
Brothers store, was presented forfsecretary.

Objections were urged against Mr. Horgan
as he was not a mechanic, nor engaged in an
industrial trade.

Some one complained that half of the au
dience was composed 01 lawyers.

Some one suggested that as two factions
were present it would be proper to select two
secretaries.

Mr. Thos. Koffod said the meeting was in
the interest of the workingmen and not for
any factious purposes. The workingmen
should act as one man, and then they might
accomplish eoinothing.

The meeting had become somewhat bois
terous, though good feeling prevailed.

Mr. Cornelius Rawlins's name was present
ed for secretary, but he withdrew in favor of
Mr. xiorgan, because ne wanted narmony.

Wo dislike to bring our
work before the public in this way, but regret
that it is not better understood, which must
be our apology for answering the article, read-
ing as follows :

DOES VIRTUE PAY?
Does reclaiming reclaim? Is an Important ques-

tion worthy of the consideration of those good
people who are begging and working for I he

support of the lallen women. While this Is going
on numbers of honeet, virtuous women are silently
working their lives out for a mere pittance, and no
one begs for tbem . r their children or helps them to
succeed In the hard struggle for existence. W hen
people cease to be virtuous it seems as II the world
essays the role of the good Samaritan Immediately.
This explains the hitherto Inexplicable phrases
" And nothing Is but what Is not;'' "Virtue Is Its own
reward."

If the writer of this article will refer to the
report of the Ladies' christian association, he
will see that the branch of christian work to
which he refers is only a part of the work of
the Ladies' christian association Two per-

sons are employed by this association, whose
duty it is to look after what is called the
"honest, virtuous poor" one at the intelli-
gence office, No. 168 Main street, to secure
employment and situations for all, free of
charge to them; and another person to visit
the poor and needy, and attend to their bodily
and spiritual wants. If the writer of this
article will forward us money, instead of un
kind words, we will see to its proper
appropriation. The writer "answers his
own question, "Does virtue pay. by saying
"Virtue is its own reward. And it has
been the duty and obligation of the good and
virtuous, ever since the sacrifice of the Son
of God for the sins of the world, to work for
poor fallen humanity in whatever form it
may be found. If all were --virtuous there
would be but little need of christian work
If we stopped to a&k the question whether
person was worthy of help, we would find
very few worthy poor. There are many
mitrhtv reasons for reformatory work: some
of them are set forth in the annual report of
the Ladies Christian association, lhe re-
proach and disgrace resting upon this class.
however well-deserv- ed it may be, makes it
necessary to extend to them temporary shel-
ter and support while endeavoring to reclaim
and ht them tor earning their own livelihood,
In illustration ot my position 1 will give an
extract from the letter of a young woman
who has been with us about six months, and
who has shown every evidence of a change
of heart in her upright and exemplary walk
and conversation. bhe lett tbe mission on
obtaining permission of her friends to return
to them, and this is what she writes:

I fear I am compelled to return to the Home, as I
And that I am very unwelcome at home. Mother
has not told me to leave, but she has, in various ways.
shown that she Is not anxious for me to remain at
Lome; In fact, she has shown a very willing spirit
for me to leave again. She avoids me whenever she
can, and papa seems to sanction all she says and
does. My brother will not speak to me, so, upon the
whole, I feel very much out of place, and have come
to the sad conclusion that I am not wanted; but I
am going to try all in ray power before I do leave. I
shall surt-l- do tmy duty toward them all, and then.
If they still wish me to leave, I will do so, and I am
afraid It will be our last parting. I have one sweet
assurance lelt me, and that Is that our dear Saviour
win not turn my soul away when 1 come home to
Him.

Such are the words of one we feel every
way worthy 01 a latner s and mother s love,
in that she has forsaken sin and returned to
them, seeking their pardon and forgiveness.
How different from the father in the parable
of the "Prodigal Son," who fell on his neck
and blessed him, and ordered the fatted calf
to be killed that he might make merry and re
joice, or this my son was dead and is alive
again; he was lost and is lound; and they be
gan to be merry." Such is our Heavenly
t ather s reception ot the sinner, ilow glad
we would be if there were no such sinners to
help. "The whole need not a physician, but
the sick. "I came to call not the righteous,
but sinners.

From an Appeal Correspondent.!

Hernando, .Miss., August 20. Hie
last few weeks of frequent heavy rains and
persistent dampness have di veloped an un
precedented amount of sickness in the coun
try, lhere is no end ot chills, bilious at
tacks and remittent fever. The doctors have
been kept unusually busy, and some of them
have themselves succumbed to the malarial
poison. . Nor doea this sickness prevail in the
bottoms only; up about Hernando the same
unwholesome influence is felt, and, indeed.
everywhere throughout the country. Since
the conventions settled the question of nomi
nations, there has been comparative calm in
the political world. The absorbing interest
ot a lew weeks ago has given place to a se
rene determination to wait quietly till the
time comes, and then each man do his whole
duty. 1 never knew the negroes to take so
little interest in politics since their enfran-
chisement. Their whole souls are now taken
up with picnics on a gorgeous scale, in which
mere crops out an imitation 01 tne wnite peO'
pie's "grand rallies" of last fall, and a de
cided modeling of some of the features of
the Mardi Gras procession. Like Scientist
Darwin's chimpanzes and Prince de Ourang-Outan- g,

our colored friends have a great pro-
pensity to do what they see other people do,
especially the "white lolks. On Ihursday.
August 16th, there was a vast assemblage of
colored people in the Coldwater bend neigh-
borhood. They mustered a procession at.
least eighteen hundred strong, with numer
ous wagons, some 01 them decorated and
bearing thrones, on which were seated
"queens," reminding one of the tableaux
vivants on the platforni-car- s at the carnival.
There was a company of cavalry, a body of
mtantry, and marshals wearing scans
and plumes. For music, three drums, afife.and
an accordeon. .Picnic grounds had been
elaborately prepared by careful clearing off
and the erection of an arbor. They had quite
an extensive collation, and wound up their
enjoyments with a dance. Crops are all laid
by, and cotton promises a very short yield.
The excessive wet weather has caused it to
shed its leaves and forni3 under a species of
blight, and there 13 some appearance of rust.
The corn crop of the county is unusually
good, and many farmers now have wheat to
sell. A good flouring-mi- ll is very much
needed. Such an enterprise would at this
time, and in the Coldwater bend section, be
an excellent investment for capital. The fruit
crop with us is abundant, but remarkably in-
ferior in quality peaches small and detect-
ive, and watermelons almost a totid failure.
The free schools are now open, but here the
colored people have the advantage in the
number of schools and amount of patronage.
I visited, not long since, the model farm ami
residence of one of DeSoto's most successful
planters, Mr. Don Dockery. His house,
planned by himself, is a handsome cottage,
on a rising ground, presenting two sides to
the road; a Targe circular yard, set in blue
grass, and lively with turkeys, guineas and
chickens. His gardens and fields, back of
the house, are models of judicious manage-
ment. All the choicest vegetables he has
now in the greatest profusion, with prospects
of an abundance till frost sets in. The secret
of his successful farming and gardening he
declares to be the discriminating use of fer-
tilizers. Mr. Dockery has a couple of calves
which will compare favorably with the fa-
mous short-horn- s, though of common stock.
