Janes, United States commissioner, for
thmr AppeArine belore the next
term  of the Unpited States court, at
Memphis, General Palterson and Mujor
Waldron to unite with Senator Harns and
General Atkins in a petition to Judge Tiizg
to suspend all jodgments and penalties
agrminst them, sa far as fines, 1mprsonment,
ete.. are concerned, but not as to forfeitures.
From the fact, that from the very moment
that an illicit distillery is erected or an illicit
tobaceo m¥nufsctory 1s started, they are for-
feited to the United States government, and
it is thé sworn duty of the revenue officials to
seize all such, and rhey have no discretionary
powers. In cases where the officials bave in-
tormation of the whereabouta of an illicit still
or tobaceo press, no resistance is to be made
to the scizure thereof, though only bne man
be sent for the purpose.  We are informed by
Senator Harris that it is believed by those
best informed thsl the parties in that section
auainst whom writs are out will como for-
ward and make the bond required, and, also,
that there ] i any doubt
to the success petition to Judge
I'vigg. It is to ba hoped that all ot
those epgaged in defrauding the internn
revenae will accept the proposition, and
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“wipe out and commence over again' —nol |

commence defrauding the government again,
but commence to pursue a different course,
and wll will be well,

DEVIL'S LAKE, WIS,

A Delightfal Summer Retreat—A Hadl-
enl Meetipg  Paper on Home Cal-
ture—An Ascent of the RHocks
~Mouthern Visitors,

Devit's Laxs, Aogust 18.—“God made
the country,’” sud the poet, but popular tra-
dition seems to have assigned to'the devil the
workmanzhip of some of
most  picturesque portions.  Here,
wilds of Wiscousn, i a hitle gew of a lake
bearing b name, [t lies, hke a moantain
goblet of the pods, rimmetl by bold  bluffs
and rough, rocky chiffs, “lfeeding no nivers,
fird by no rills," yet ever full, deep and pore.
The lake is a mile and o quarter in  length,
and three quarters of a rle in width, It de-
seribes o reflex curve throogh the bluffs,
which are in some places five hundred feet
high, nnd rise perpendicalarly from
ter's edge. The blufls lie on the east and
wost banks, and also touch the south bank,
leaving, however, open glades on*each side
of the south bluli. Between the south and
east bLloffs Le (he vineyards and pleasare-
gmundn of Kirkland., At the m.'r[l! end of
the luke is the farm and pretty residence of
Louis Ulaude. Here, too, is the famoussum-
mer hotel,onee known as the Minni-Wauken,
bat now as the Chif house. If the ideal sum-
mer-house be, ns | have heard it assected,
“chiefly piazzas and shade tiees,” then this
must be a model, Such a place answers us
a compromise for an instinctive love tor the
freadom of tent life and a civilized desire for
the modern conveniences. The pumzzas can
pe used as parlors, sitting-rooms, drawing-
rooms and librarics; to these the comfortable
dining-rooms and sleeping-rooms of a ram-
bling Swiss cottage formsa plensant appendix.
This morning groups of people were on the
piazzas and under the shade trees.  Some ol
them were chatting of far-away places und
people, some of them were readinge of distant
climes and times, and perhaps all were un-
eomnscionsly listening to the strange story
which pature bas to tell, but which none but
a poet or an artist dare veature 1o translate.
There was & mysterious chant of the wind
among the pines on the cliffs just above us,
and its rougher rustle through the leaves of
oak close at hand. Belore us lay the lake,
motionless in the morning sunshine, and on
Lhe opposite shore rose the huge high piles of
rough stone, whose angular outlines have
never been softened by ime. On the rocks
themselves there soems to be few clefts or
crovioes, or  places where clinging moss or
ferns or creepin uszes can gather and
mantle theyy n.‘k-‘ﬁn-:sn. but where they have

been rudely heaped together the sand has |

drifted, and here the gracious pines have
sprung up and their unfading verdure con-
trasta winter and summer with the
rocks of the wierd, wild clifts which over-
hang the lake. it is heresy to say that this
scenery is not beautiful, yet [ did say it to
mysell more than once as [ glided over the
lake in the little steamer, and looked vp at
the great slone heaps which seemed to bave
been vroken bythe pick and hawmer ¢f some
Titanic  road-builders. Neverthelesa  the
scene does possess a wierd fascination, and
the expression  of  power which s
associated with the upheaval and
rending of these vast quartzite
vocks fills ome with a sense of awe,
and does snggesl an outbreak from the infer-
nal regions. One could imagine Satan him-
self as acting fireman to the volcanic force
which has biown up these strange rocks, and
that some underground sea had rushed in,
put out the fires, and filled up the crater with
wlittle Inke. The highest point is in
center of the west blull, and is called Eagle
Rock.
