Fraud Atiempted to Le FPlayed by a
“Ring "™ in the Preparation of =
Platform and Admission or
Memberns,

Quextion : Will the Workingmen of
Memphisthus Allow Themselves
to be Cheated ¥-FProper Deifl-
uition of the Word
Weorkingman.

Forrors Arpear—Last Saturday evening
the workingmen met at Cochran hall to take
counsel together and effect an onim:iznﬁnn
for the purpose of putting a full ticket in the
field at our next cily election, and the writer
believes they would select a ticket that wounld
be an honor to themselves and respected by
tkbe business men ot Memphis. Last Tuesday
eyening there was a meeting to prepare a
platforgm. So soon as this mecting was called
to order, four platforms were unexpectedly
presented for their consideration; also rules
and regulations to govern a central club. The
workingmen began to smell a **political ring,”’
and moved to refer all these documents to a
committee to report Thursday evening, to get
these papers in the hands of workingmen,
What was the result? Our n being
inclined to drfeat their wishes, afhpomted a
committee of four, consisting of the gentle-
wen that had presented the platforms. en
the workingmen found thal the “nng" was
so picely formed and they were rob of
their nghts, Thursday might very few of
them made their appearance; the ring had a
large majority, and their piatform was adopt-
ed. 1 will give your many readers the sec-
ond section of the “ring’’ plutform: “We
consider all men that make their living by an
honest calling, workingmen.”” This opens
the door to admit all cliques and rings, and
takes the organizalion out of the hands of the
honest workingmen. The leaders of this
“ring'’ dare not put their platform before the
mass-meeting of the workingmen for adop-
tion, but they propose to read their platiorm,
rules and regulations governing their central
club, and notily those that wish to join their
organization to come forward, sign this val-
un‘ﬁ:dmumenl, and pay fifty cents. Let no
workingman sign this platform and e
a member of tnis “‘political ring." Should
the workingmen, Satorday night, wish to
perfect their orgamzation, let them select an
execolive committee of true workingmen.
L&t this committee be composed of mechanics,
men who work at skilled labor, or who work
for a esalary. Mechanic includes every class
of mechanics; “‘skilled labor" includes men
who work at every trade, let him be printer,
hatter, butcher, baker, shoemaker, etc.; men
that work for a salary includes every man,
from the man that drives the dray to the
bank-president. Let this executive committee
have entire charge of the workingmen's party
for the next city election, and fill all vacancies

that may occur in their commiltee.

THE SEVENTH CAVALRY

Reunion at Estival Park Yesterday—
tirand Paradejof the Veterans, Es-
corted by the Chickasaw Ginards
and Blafl City Grays.

Addresses and Speeches on the Oceasion

by Ex-(onfederate OMicers now Dis-
tinguished Civillians—The Bar-

berue & Success.

The Seventh Tennessee cavalry association
enjoyed a gala day on yesterday in this city,
it being the day selected for the annual re-
umon of the association, com aa it 1s of
the sarvivors of the gallant regiment that in
Forrest's command during the war covered
iteelf with glory and laurels on many a hard-
contested field when men marched up and
met death with that bravery which true sol-
diers ever display when fighting for princi-
ple and the land they love. In the forenoon,
at ten o'clock, the members of the associa-
tion assembled at the county court-r@om at
the courthouse and perfected mrangements
for the celebration. Badges, tickets
of admission, street-car tickets, etc.,
were distributed not only to the members of
the association. but to the surviving members
of all other commands of the old Confederate
states army. The colored men who acted as
servants and cooks in the Seventh Tennessee
cavalry were not forgotten. These men fol-
lowed the wavering fortunes of the ‘‘stars
and bars,” and stuck to the old regiment
from the beginning of the war until the sun
of the Confederacy set at (isinesville, Ala-
bama, where the regiment stacked arms and
surrendered. The colored men were fur-
nished with badgzes, tickets, etc., as were the
white men, and many an old soldier took es-

ial pains to pay these faithful colored
men all the attention possible. This shows
the feeling which naturally exists between
the white and colored man of the south.
At half-past ‘eleven o'clock the Looming of
cannon Frr;n Captain Reudelhober's lighf
artillery company of two twelve-pound Nat
poleon guns gave the signal that the street
procession was forming on Main street, in
front of the courthouse, on the corner of
Poplar, under direction of the chief marshal,
Colonel Thomas H. si:vood judge of the
criminal court of Memphis, who was assisted
by a staff composed of members of the Sev-
enth Tennessee regiment.

The Procession.

At twelve o'clock the procession started in
the following order: .

CHRISTIAN BROTHERS COLLEGE BAND,
composed of students. These young gentle-
men rformed several soul-stirmng airs
along the line of march, and were generaliy
complimented by the citizens upon their pro-
ficiency 1n music.

THE CHICKABAW GUARDS,
in strong force, under command of Captain
Bob Duncan. The *“‘Chicks” attracted no
little attention on account of their attractive
appearance and general soldierly bearing.
LIGHT ARTILLERY,

Captain Rendelhuber commanding. The guns
of this company consists of iwo twelve-
pounder Napoleon’s. The guus, cassion-men,
ete., were in field order, and presented a fine
military appearance.
BLUFF CITY GRAYS,

Licatenant Frasier Edmonson commanding.
The company, in their gray uniforms pleased
all eyes. It recalled the daps when the men
in the tattered gray uniforims of the old Con-
federacy marched, fought, bled and died on
tields of war. The Grays bear an honored
name, being called after that crack company
of Memphians, the Bluff C:t; Grays, who, in
the old One Hundred and Fifty-fourth Ten-
nessee regiment of infantry, and later in the
old Forrest regiment of cavalry, did good
service in camp and field.
