DREADFUL ACCIDENT.

A Bailding Falis, Buryiag a Number
of People Under the Debris—One
Woman Enewn to be Killed
and Four Other Pernons
Supposed to be.

Causes of the Accident—Neglect of
Contractor Digging for a Foundn-
tion to Mirengthen walls of
House Destroyed—MNearch-
fog for the Dead.

CixcrxxaTi, Sepltember 5.—An excavation
on Longworth street, below the foundation of
No. 74, a dwelling mlLoining. undermined
the walls of the latter buiiding, and it fell,
about four o'clock this evening, with a tre-
mendous crash, burying a number of Euzople
under the ruins. Four women were buried
under the wreck; one of them, Mrs. Keam,
was killed; three were released uninjured.
Five men were injured more or less severely,
two of whom, it is thought, fatally. It is
stated that four persons are still in the ruins,
and a large force of workmen are busy in
endenvoring to release them.

The scene of to-day’s terrible disaster was
Nos. 74 and 76 Longworth street. At the
latter place an excavation was in progress
for & new building, and the digeging had
gone below the foundation of No. 74. One
of the inmates of the latter stated that their
landlord was notified last Friday that the
building was unsafe, but had taken no pre-
cautionary measures. To-day workmen had
commenced to brace up the building, and
were busy in the pit they hud dug when the
wall fell, completely demolishing No. 74 and
carrying away the division walrllietween that
and the house adjoining, rendering the latler
unfit for habitation. No. 74 was a bourding-
house for fancy women, who rented rooms
from Mrs. Kean, and at the time the ac-
cident occarred contained seven women
and two or three men. The ex-
act number of the latter cannot be as-
certained, as those uninjured failed to re-
port. Mrs. Sue Kean, the landlady, was in-
stantly killed. John W, Dustin, a visitor at
the same house, is injored internally, and it
1s thought fatally; John Finnegan, foreman
of the men at work in the excavation, is
dead, buried under the debris: Hugh Quig-
ley, laborer, killed instantly; Louie Dowling,
injured internally; Lottie Williams, back
hurt. Other women were more or less in-
Jured; one, a colored servant, is missing, but
it 1s thought possible that she escaped. The
workmen were engaged up to a late hour to-
night searching for Finnegan’s body, but
were unable to find it.

Remarks were
made by Messrs. Woodruff, Hyde, Cannon
and Taylor eulogistic of the deceased and the
great work he had performed. The body
was inclosed in a plain redwood cotfin, and
was borne to the grave by the employes of
the late president.

GIVEN TO THE FLAMES,

A Whole Block of Buildings, and, it is
Thought, More Than One Hundred
Lives—Many Persons Wounded—
Origin of the Fire ina
Piano Factory.

Only Seanty Streams of Water to be Had
—VYain Efforts of the Firemen—A
Steam Fire-Engine Destroyed—
Three Hundred and Fifty
Families Homeless,

New Yonk, September 3.—J. P. Hale's
piano-factory on West Thirty-fifth strect was
utterly destroyed by fire this morning. It is
ramored that one hundred lives have bLeen
lost. The flames extended to the south side
of the street, destroying the entire block be-
tween Tenth and Eleventh avenues, also M.
Connolly’s barrel factory, J. Graham & Co.’s
milk factory and several houses sonth, J.
Walker's charcoal factory north of Thirty-
fifth street, and a block of frame houses be-
tween Thirty-fifth and Thirty-sixth strects.
A steam five-engine was burned, the liremen
being unable to get it out in consequence of
the mtense heat.

The Post says the factories and other build-
ings named 1n Thirty-fifth street were re-
duced to ruins in about three-qoarters of an
honr. The fire-steamer Fuller was anchored
at the dock at the foot of Thirty-fifth street,
and lines of hose extended from it to Elev-
enth avenue, to supply river water to the No,
2 engine; the hydrant at the corner of Tenth
avenue and Thirty-sixth street was entirely
empty, While the fire was at its hight
water was so scarce that the tenants of houses
which caught fire from sparks were

UNABLE TO OBTAIN WATER

in pails, except by damming up in the gutter
the water which came from the fire-hose. The
firemen made every exertion possible, but the
lack of water constantly hampered their ef-
torts. They succeeded before noon, however,
in getting the fire under control, although it
was then still burning fiercely in some of the
buildings. The walls of the brick buildings
fell from time to time with a beavy crash, In
the confusion prevailing it was impossible to
obtain any details of losses, and very difficalt
to make even an approximate estimate of
their total amount; the lowest estimated the
latter at one million dollars, and many per-
sons place the amount at a much bhigher fig-
ure. It is reported that many hves were
lost, but rumors om this point are very
conflicing. It is probable that some work-
men in the piano-factory were unable to es-
cape, but the number 13 not known by any-
one, The fire is believed to have broken out
in the fifth story of*the building, and 1t is
known that some workmen in the upper
stories bad great difficulty in escaping. (gne
workman named Edward Peckmaster
JUMPED FROM AN UPPER WINDOW

and was taken up in a terrible condition. His
skull was fractured and many bones broken.
He was removed to the stationhouse and died
in a few minutes. A few other workmen,
whose names were nof ascertained, were seri-
ously injored. They were sent to Bellevue
hospital. A woman is known fo have diad
during the fire, but reports differ as to whether
she was injured in attempting to escape from
the building or died from illness aggravated
by the excitement end shock. It is believed
by many persons in the neighborhood that
from twenty to forty workmen perished in the
piano-fuctory, but thus tar this i- merely sup-
position, Three alarms were given in rapid
saceession, and u large loree of firemen, en-
ines and trucks responded to the calls, The
E‘ t produced by the fire was intense, and
the firemen were obliged tokeep at considera-
ble distance from the buminﬁ building. It
is probable, however, that they counld have
preven the fire from spreading il they
had had a suflicient supply of water. The
hydrants supplied
ONLY SCANTY STREAMS,

and some became entirely drained in a short
time, A row of brown stone apartment
houses, on the side of Thirty-fifth street east
of the factory, burnt so rapidiy their inmates
were able to save but a small portion of toeir
property. A number of shanties on the other
side of the street were also burned. The
establishment of W. B. Brown, 541 West
Thirty-fifth street, is gutted. A strong wind,
which vecred from point to point, whirled the
sparks and fragments of burning material in

directions. Sparks were blown to Tenth
avenue, and set on fire a number of frame
buildings occupied as stores and dwellings,
and three structures, Nos. 440 to 463 inela-
sive, were burned. Some of the occupants
gsucceeded in remeoving part of their furni-
tare to the street, but most of it was de-

stroyed.
THERE IS NO HOPE

that a vestige of the block bounded by Thirly-
fifth and Thirty-sixth sireets and Tenth and
Eleventh avenues will be left. The schoo!-
house on Thirty-fifth street 1s alveady entirely
demolished, and the tenement-houses on the
four sides of the block are 1n ruins. Sparks
from the burning buildings lighted upon the
canvas of the gospel tent, and it was con-
sumed. The conviction is growing that the
loss of life will be serious, and several ambu-
lances are in the neighborhood. One author-
ity says there must be from seventy-five toa
hundred bodies buried in the ruins. Another
statement is that some bwenty-five or thirt

THE STATES SAVINGS

Bank of Chicago—Spencer. the Runa-
way President. Goene to Europe—
Some of his Transactions,

Cricaso, September 3.—The advisory com
mission in the States savings bank matter
had a consultation to-day in reference to the
advisability of sending a detective after Mr.
Spencer.  No conclusion was arrived at,
though it is thought that they will make an
effort to bring him back.

It was recently discovered that the Ameri-
can Exchange national bank, of New York,
held one hundred and twenty thonsand dol-
lars of South park bonds in trust from the
defunct States savings bank. The agree-
ment by which these were held arrived this
mormug, and it appeared that the States
wishing to raise money some months since,
deposited as collateral two hundred thousand
Chicago and Pacific bonds, but as they de-
preciated, put in addition thereto the South
park bornds.  The latter will pay the indebt-
edness of the States savings bank, and the
former are worth from fifty to eighty cents on
the dollar, and will remain to the credit of
the bank’s assets. Besiwdes this, the letter ac-
companying the agreement states that there
is at the American Exchange, to the credit
of the State savings, but to what account is
not explained, one hundred and twenty-five
thousand dollars in canal bunds, worth about
ninety cents on the dollar. It is supposed
that Spencer intended fo realize on these Le-
fore leaving for Europe, but was unable to do

THE WAR.

The Fighting and Losses by Thursday’s
Battle—Confessions by the Russians
of a Sore Defeat—How ihe
Tuorks Mastered Them.

Suleiman Pasha has Given up Shipka
Pass and Marched Away from it—
Charges and Courntercharges of
Barbarities too Horrible to
Contemplate,

Tarkish Barbarities,

Sv. PerErsnure, September 3,—The Ruoz-
sian government hias sent to its ambassadors
abroad a dispateh, saying: *‘Besides (he sov-
eral cases of Tarkish barbariiies alveady pub-
lished, the troops, on ocenpying the batteries
1n Shipka pass, found there a heap of heads

onging to Russian soldiers, whose muti-
lated bodies were discovered in the neighbor-
hood, Correspondents with the [|ossian
army say that in the corly struggles in Shipka
pass not one wounded Hussian who fell in the
place temporanly occupied by the Turkish
troops was found alive., From twenty
to thirty of these unfortunate men
had been  decapitated. and several
of the bodies were found with the feet,
hands, ears, noses, and other parts, cut off,
and breasts slashed by yatagans. Heads had
been carried into the Teekish camp. where
they were fonnd by the Hussion troops after
the occopation of the works. The contrac-
tion of muscles and the tension of members
showed that the horribie tortures of mutila-
tion had bLeen inflicted while the victims
were alive. One body was decapitated and
otherwise mutilated. [twas extended on the
litter where it had been placed when wound-
ed, and not far from it the bodies of two
letter carriers,also decapitated, each of whom
bore thejbadge of the red cross.”

B‘uuuian Barbaritiea.

ConstasmTizorne, September 3.—The
Turkish minister of forcign affairs has ad-
dressed a dispatch to the diplomatic agents of
the Porte abroad, saying that every day
brings to light a great number of Mussulman
women and children belonging to the district
of Kazanlik who escaped the massacre of
two hundred and fifty Mussulmen. All
the women and children were
found barefocted and in a most deplorable
condition. A number of women and children
could not be recovered, having been massa-
cred by the Bulgarians. Twelve thousand
Mussulman men, women and clildven fall
into the hands o1 the Russians and Balgari-
ans; two thousand were rescued by the impe-
rial troops, and measures were taken to de-
liver the rest, but news was received that
every Mussulman who remained in Kazanlik
had fallen a victim to the Bulganans. The
women and children were made prisoners and
taken to the Balkans.

Russian'Acconnt of Thuraday's Batile,

Loxpoxn, September L.—A correspondent
with the czarowitch's army says of Thursday’s
battle: General Zconoff, who commanded at
Karason, had about three thousand infantry,
five hundred cavalry and ten guns. No less
than twenty thonzand Turks lormed the ad-
vance. 1t was odds zix o one foreight hours
before the Huossians left the village, and fir-
ing was almost continuons during the whole
day. After the Turks had caterel a
portion of the village the Russian in-
fantry bheld their ground for two
hours awaiting reinforcements. At langth
three hundred came, and for lwo hours more
hot firing epsued, during which time the
Turks were continually being reinforcpd by
massges of troops. 1f was now certain we
must lose our position; but the retreat did
not begin fairly until fonr o’clock, the tight-
ing having commenced at eight o'clock in
the morning, when from along the line came
suddenly back exhausted infantrymen. The
only only remark passed was ““I'here are too
many.”” General Leonoff and his siaff
were indefatigable in their exerbions,
‘When the retreat began it was an ugly one,
and from one little rize to ancther we went
each time until the fire was too hot for us, and
at last, when the great body of Circassians
hovered upon our right flank in the maize
fielde below, our Cossacks and Hussars were
sent down to meet them. Our position was
finally yielded, and we stroggled back
to Gabrova. Suech of our wounded
as could manage to crawl away
did so, while the infantrymen bore
back uthers on their rilles. We gave up our
horses to wounded officers, and we finally
gathered a few hundred of us at the foot of
i hill along the winding vead which leads to
Karasan. The result of the loss at Kavasan
is not important unless the enemy succeeds in
forcing the hights which we now hold.
The crarowitch’s army is necessarily broken
up and divided in small masses and detach-
ments ab difterent places along the whole line
of front from (inrgevo to Tirnova. Speady
concentration is impossible—frst, from want
of troops, and second, only on account of the
great distances and narrow roads.  Our pres-
ent posibion is admurable.
