The New Rales of the Cotton Exchange,
which Gio inte Effect To- Day.

Oficial Announcement by the President
of the Appointment of Special
Supervisors,

Supplementing our mammoth annual state-
ment of Seplember 1st, in which the material
progress of our general business interests was
duly set forth, we have this morning the
satisfaction of presenting to the readers of
the Arpearn the official announcement of
President Pettat, of the cotton exchange, that
ths milcs and regulations adopted IL)' that
body im May last for the thorough protection
of cotton while in the cty, and in transit, will
go into effect to-day. It will be matter of
congratulation with all intercsted in the cot-
ton trade of Mewmphis that the services of
three such valunable men as Messrs, Moshy,
Powell and Smith have been secared for the
delicate and respounsible position of supervi-
sors, and the members of the exchange, espe-
c}aliy. will no doubt feel that this wise auc-
tion of the president and board of di-
rectors will go far toward insorm
the harmonious worinng ot the supernsor§
system in our market. This action on the
art of the cotton exchange has un especial
saring upon cotton, and wmarks emphatical-
cally & new era in the history of our cotton
¢. It is a vigorous step in the direction
of reform in the method o doing business in
cotton—a step which, though perhaps as little
needed here as in any market of the country,
was nevertheless requisite—shounld be taken
in order that Memphis might keep pace with
her rivals in the enforcement of every safe-
guard for the protection of cotton in ware-
house, on levee, at depots or presses, or while
in process of receipt or delivery. Other mar-
kets, where supervision has been enforced for
a year or two past, have used the fact to the
detriment of Memphis. This pecular ad-
vantage cannot be longer claimed by them,
for the Memphis market to-day, by the ac-
tion of the exchange, assumes a position of
equality with any market of the country in
the point of protection of the interest of
shippers and buyers. While as regurds price,
the records of the past year show conclusive-
Iy that planters and merchants have realized
more clear money for cotton shipped to this
market than to any other—qyuotations having
been uniformiy sustained at the highest
poink, while incidental charges bave been in-
vasiably less.

by the board of directors, they will m? upon
warchousemen, weighers and receivers to
come forward without delay, eomply with
the rules, and receive their license, elc. In
presenting the above-named appointees to
the members of the cotton exchange, the
president and board of directors feel assured
that in them the trade will recognize men of
strict integrity, nndoubted ability and sound
Judgment, and that they will, by a faithial
dischurge of the delicate duties devolved
upon them, insure the success of this grand
mcvement on the part of our exchange lor
the protection and preservation of our cotton
trade. To this end ! ask the co-operation of
each and every member of the exchange,
feeling assured that a fair test will demon-
strate its ultility.

RULES AND ORDINANCE.

For the information of our planting friends,
and as reference on part of city dealers, we
reproduce the rules for the protection of cot-
ton 1n warehouses, on levee, at depots and
resses, and during process of receipt and de-
ivery, ns adopted by the Memphis cotton ex-
change, May 6, 1877:
Rune 1. Fuctors’ samples drawn {rom cot-
ton bales for exhibit on the market shall not
exceod six ounces per bale, dry cotton, and
shall Le taken from the bale at one drawing.

RuLe 2. Trimming sample holes, pulling
cotton from the sides and edges, or o(rler ex-
posed parts of the bale, for the purpose of
making loose, 18 nefarious and reprehensible
in the extreme, and is hereby prohibited.
Rure 3. All warenounsemen ch: with
the duty of weighing cotton, shall be licensed
as public weighers by the cotton exchange,
aund shall be required to execute a bond in
the sum of thousand dollars, to faithfully ind
honestly perform the duties of soch, and shall
take an oath to observe faithfully and consci-
entionsly the rules and regulations of the ex-
change with rqgud to weighing, sampling,
and the general handling of cotton in ware-
houses, and to report to the board of directors
of the cotton exchange any violalion of such
rules and regulations as may come within
their knowledge.

RuLe 4. Buyers' samples dmwn from
cotton bales shall not exceed six ounces per
bale, dry cotton, and shall be taken from the
bale at one drawing.

RuLk 6. The borings taken from cotton,
on examination by buyers, or their recrivers,
after sale, saall not exceed one pound per
bale, dry cotton, which borings shall be col-
lected 1n sacks, weighed by the warehouse-
man in presence of the receiver, and retained
by the warehoaseman subject to the order of
the purchaser of the cotton. Itisalso here-
by made the duty of all warehousemen in this
uity to keep a book, in which they shall record
the names of all sellers of cotton delivered
from their warehouse, the purchaser of the
same, and the amount of borings arising from
each lot delivered.

RuLe 6. The practice of
or laborers all or a portion o
loose cotton, as compensation for services, is
wrong s a business policy and in morals, and
is hereby expresely forbidden. Any person
or persons guilty of a violation of this rule
shaﬁ? on conviction thereof, be expelled from
the exchange by order of the board of di-
rectors, and shall be ever thereafter ineligi-
ble to membership. . _

Rure 7. Boyers' receivers shall be licensed
by the cotton exchange, and shall be required
to take an oath to faithfully and honestly
perform the duties imposed on them in ac-
cordance with the rules of the exchange, and
to report to the board of directois any viola-
tion of enid rule: which may come within
their knowledge.

Runk 8. To secure the faithful and efficient
execution of these rules, and any others now
in force, or which may hereafter be adoEted,
the prisident of the colton exchange is here-
by authorized, and it is hereby made his
duty, to sppoint, suhject to the approval of
the board of directors, three competent and
reliable men, as a epecial police, to look after
the handling of cotton af the depots and
landings, at the warehouses and cotton
presses, and while in transit in any part of
the city, whose duty it shall be to take cogni-
zance of any and every violation of the rules
of this exchange, gr of any city ordinance
“earing on the sume, or of any dopredations
upon the nghts of property in cotton, whether
specially prohibited by the rules of this ex-
clisnge or not; and report such violation or
depredation in wnting to the board of diree-
tors of the exchange, speaifying the npames,
time, place and extent of such violation
or depredation, giving every particalar
which be necessary to such informa-
tion as will enable the board of directors
to institute proeeadings against the offenders.
It shall s.}’:?,be the ;iuty of sugh special police
to prom arrest any persom Or persons
whc?m they shall have reasonable cause to be-
lieye to be guilty of illegal depredations upon
the rights of property in cotton, anywhere in
the city limits, and to arrest all persons found
with loose cotton in their possession, or offer-
ing the same for sale, not known by them to
be cottonm [uctors, or cotton buyers, who may
lawfully come into the possession of loose
cotton, or who cannot otherwise properly ac-
count for the same. They shall arrest any

person or persons known or suspected by them
to have been gmity of buymng or dealing
in any way 1n loose cotton which they

know or have cause to suspect to be
stolen cotton. It shall be their duty to weigh
samples and borings whenever they have rea-
son to belieye the same is in excess of the
quantity allowed by the ruies of the exchange,
and to keep a strict walch over the iogse cot-
ton made at the several warchouses of the
gity; and whenever they have reason to be-
lieve the quantity is excessive, they shall re-
port the same to the hoard of directors of the
exchange for their action.

AN ORDINANCE HEGULATING THE BUSINESS
OF BUYING AND REPACKEING LOOSE COT-
TON IN MEMPHIS.

Secriox 1. Be it ordained by the General
Council of the cily of Memphis, That any
person engaged within the corporate limits
of the city of Memphis in the business of buy-
ing and repacking loose cotton, shall be
deemed a merchant or trader, and that no
person shall engage in such business except
after taking out a werchant’s license in the
mode preseribed for merchants generally,and
complying with the terms and conditions of
this ordinance.

Sec. 2. No person shall engnge in the
business aforesaid unless his license state on
the face of it that it is taken out with a view
to engage therein, and in addition to the oth-
er conditions prescribed by law and ordinance
for taking out a merchants’ license, such per-
son shall give a bond in a penalty of one
hundred dollars, conditioned that he will
keep in & book specially provided for that
purpos?, a daily rvecord of the name of each
seller of loose colton and the quantity of each
purchase, and that he will keep such book at
all times open to the inspection of the special
police hereafter provided. Failure to com-
Iy with this ordizunce, or the terms of said
sond, shall be deemed a misdemeanor, and
ehall subject ihe offender to a fine of not less
than five nor more than fifty dollars.

Sec. 3. The special police, appointed by
the vresident of the fcotton exchange for the
better protection of the cotton interests of
the city, shall be enrolled in and part of the
police force, having all the powers of regular
policemen, and subject to all the provisions
of law and ordinance applicable to the regu-
lar force.

The fire and police commissioners shall
have power to remove such special policemen
in their discretion.

The city of Memphis shall not ba liable for
the pay or any other expenses of such special
police force.

According to Official JInformation,
Crazy-Horse's Band has been Ef-
fectually Dishanded.

The Advance of Lame-Deer's Party has
Already Come In,and Everything
is Quiecf at the Agencies.

————

Cricaco, September 5.—The following of-
ficial documents were received at military
headqguarters to-day:
CHEYENNE, Beptember 6, 1877,
To Lieutenant-General Sherldan:
Your dispatch of to-day received. Crazy-
Horse was at the bottom of the whole trouble
at both agencies, and yesterday his band was
dismembered by the soldiers and our Indians,
mostly by the latter. The members of his
band are being distribuled among the other
bands. Crazy-Horse is now a prisoner, and
I have ordered Bradley to send him off where
he will be out of harm’s way. You can rest
assured that everything at the agencies is
perfectly quiet, and will remain so. The ad-
vance of e-Deer's party has already come
in, and the balance will be in in four or five
days, with the exception of five lodges that
went to hunt up Sitting-Bull. [ have
given the neces orders about dis-
arming them as they come in. This is
the end of all troubles, as far as all the Sionx
are conceraed outside of Sitting-Bull. 1 take
one bundred carbines with me from Green
river for the Snakes, or will get them off the
next day after my arrival, or the same day,
if possible. If possible, ] will push Merntt
up that way, so as to strengthen Hart's party.
Give me all the information you getin reﬁnrd
to the Nez Perces as quick as possible. The
successful breaking up of Crazy-Horse's band
has removed a heavy weight off my mind,
and I leave here feeling perfectly easy.

The companies of the Third cavalry and
about three hundred and fifty friendly
Indians were sent out yesterday morn-
ing to disarm Crazy-Horse's band. The
viﬁnge bLroke up very early in the morning,
and were stampeding when our forces reached
the ground, About seven miles out about
forty lodges were captured, and more were
captured last might. Friendly Indians are
after the balance, and will capture them, I
think, as they went toward Spotted-Tail.
Crazy-Horse escaped alone and went to Spot-
ted—'fail. He was arrested there last night,
and is now a prisoner. Sevenly-five people
of Lame-Deer's band surrendered at Camp
Sheridan yesterday. They state that the rest
of the band, numbering over five hundred,
under Fast-Bull, will in in four or five
days.

IDhstrict- Attorney
Wildy was still at San Rafael day before yes-
terday, hoping soon to start home with the

ys. The cause of this outbreak is assigned
to the intelligence lately received in Lafron-
tera, that Villagerara, the expelled governor
of the municipal district, had abtained re-
cognition from the supreme ?::emment of
the republic, and had started from Mazatlan
with two hundred federal troops to land on
the Lower Californio cost and reinstate him-
self in power. The uprising is believed to be
for the purpose of organizing. Badillo and
the secretary being staunch adherents of
Villagerara, wore marked for immediate
seizure, and probably would have been shot
without delay, if captured. Deputy-Sheriff

esolved » That we heartily indorse the hon-

est and earnest efforts of Prestdent Hayvs, Lo
the face of numerous and serious obstacles,
to reform our civil service, and to restore our
whole nation to a condition of barmony, fra-
ternity and prosperity, and while we may in-
dividually, in some instances, differ in opinion
with him as to the feasibility of the method
employed in the main details of its execu-
tion, yet we have implicit and abiding confi-
dence in his sincenty, capacity and patriot-
ism, and pledge to him a constant and active
sympathy and support in all the measures
conducing to the rapid furtherance and speedy
accomplishinent of these highly-important
and much-desired objects.
The second resolution is as follows: :
Resolved, The electoral commisszion having
been created at the urgent solicitation of the
Democratic party, and after the oft-repeated
declarations of its leaders in both houses of
congress that no faclion could cavil at its de-
cisions, we witness with profound astonish-
ment the assaults of that party upon the
august tribunal of its own creation because
its decisions disappointed their expectations

The third resclution calls upon the Repub-
hean members of the State and National
legislatures to assist in the return of the
prosperity of the country by adopting such
mensures as will conduce to that end.
The fourth and fifth resolutions oppose
any grant of more than one hundred and sixty
acres of land to any one person, and oppose
re-issues of patents by act of congress,
Sixth—That the long and successful exist-
ence under the laws of con of the double
coin standard warrants us in demanding an
early repeal of the legislation which demor-
alized silver and established an almost ex-
clusive gold standard; and we therefore favor

Eighth—Weare in favor of law,and against
lawlessness and anarchy,with all their attend-
ant horrors and crimes; equoal rights; in
making laws, impose egua.l daties in obeying
them when made.

Nintb—That while we hold in equal re-
spect the rights of capital to control its in-
vestments and of labor to determine the
value of its services, we deprecale any asser-
tion by violence of the rights of either; and
we assert it as the duty of’ all citizens to hold
their respective rights within the just limita-
tions of law, and that any attempt to coerce
others by unlawful means ahoul{l{be promptly
repressed by such lawful authority as the exi-
gency demands.
The remaining resolutions, except the
eleventh, which favors a protective tariff, re-
late entirely to State affairs.

Assocliation in Hession at Saratoza -
Opening Paper by David A, Wells
on the

“Relations of Economical Laws to Pab-
lic and Private Morality"—A Study
for the Times.

Sararoaa, September 5.—David A.Wood,
president of the American social science asso-
caation, opened the scesion here this evening
with an address on ““The relation of economic
laws to public and private morality.” He
eaid for eighleen centories controversies on
this subject had been on abstract reasonings,
not going to experience. Taking up the early
social condidon of Europe, he said it was con-
trolled by aspirit of antaconism betwean man
and man, nation and nation—false economic
laws that what one man gained, others lost:
so each state souizht to impose tolls and re-
strictions, not only on trade between nations,
but also of ecities, derived from imports on
frade, and each trade and occupation was
fenced in by unions and guilds, secrels and
mysteries; no one could be allowed to follow
a trade, except he was a frceman of the town
or city. He stigmatized as inicrnal the sys-
{em by which freemen in trades surroumied
them;lvea'.:h He read the edict of Turgot, the

t French minister, against guilds. There

e said, it had come to ﬁ‘;umnsidere
that the right fo labor was royal, a
right which he denounced as  a
heresy to be rejected; the right to labor is in-
herent in man and inalienable. The rela-
tions of labor and capital under the rules ab-
rogated by Targot were crude and unperfect.
By them capital was destroyed and accumu-
lating prevented. Lavor, through its repre-
sentatives, did its best to prevent and hinder
advancement. Every nation sought to
monopolize trade and prevent other nations
from sharing therein. Wars were declared
and carried on to break down trade riyals.
[t is only through a study of English trade-
laws that the true cause of Amencan revolu-
tion can be found. Restrictions on trade
were the main causes. Otis’s argument of
writs of assistance was inst a system
which authorized the searching of houses for
contraband goods. He compared these anti-
revoluti writs with those issued in New
York city waithin five years, which, instead of
searching for , searched for private
papers to find evidence of illegal trade. Such
false economic laws made the people
a nation of law-breakers. John Hancock
was the very prince of contraband traders,

The conference of the commission of the
charities branch of the Social science associa-
tion, oPcned to-day, John V. L. Pruyn presid-
ing. [t was stated that the nomber of in-
sane now 1n the State of New York is seven
thousand, fifteen hundred of whom are cared
for by friends.
Mr. Elmore, president of the State board
of charities of Wisconsin, reported that that
State since 1865 expended 1n charities six
million dollars. The proportion of criminals
in the State is much less than in the States
adjoining. An asylam for the chronic insane,
of whom there are over three handred in the
State, is needed.
The secretary of the board of charities of
Michigan reported werbally fifty-two thou-
snnd two hundred and ten persons in all
the riouses, and relieved temporurily, and
in all the reform and penal institutions of the
State. The cost of maintaining dependents of
all kinds of charitable and penal institutions
is seven hundred and thirty-five thousand
dollars, two-thirds of which 1s for what may
be called pauperism.
Theodore Roosevelt, of the New York State
association of charities, said the pauper tramp
must be made to work, and must have a sen-
tence which will compel it.
The reprosentative froma Missouri ve a
discou ng report of the institutions in that
State, schoolhouses as well as penal and be-
nevolent institutions, but improvements are

e department of jurisprudence Prof.
Hunt, of Lonisiana, read three interesting
letters, writ'en in 1821 and 1822, by Chan-
cellor Kent, to Edward Livingston, with ref-
erence 1o the civil and military code, pre-
pared by the latter for the State of Louisiana.
I'hey have never been published.
John P’. Townsend, of New York, read a
paper on savings banks at the afterncon ses-
sion of the main department of social science.
He eriticised sharply the conduct of the mana-
gers of savings banks in building extrava-
gant offices, and® alse h supporting large
salaried officers,
Gamaliel Bradford, of Boston, read a paper
on the prospects of resumption. He thought
them rather faint as things are now man-
aged, and regarded it as highly important
that the secrety of the treasury have
a seat in congress,
Discussion was opened by Mr. Ensley, of
Tennessee, who spoke of money and its cone
nection with the welfare of the people. We
have never had a stable currence; it fluctu-
ates with the lawa of supply and demand.
Money 1= no more a fixed standard than any
other commodity. He advocated greenbacks.
Oa the subject of ““Taxation,” 8. B. Chit-
tenden, of Brooklyn, said that overwhelming
taxation came from the nback delusion.
The general government led off in repudia-
tion when congress repealed the law with-
drawing and cancelling the greenbacks.
Greenbacks are the worst enemies of capital,
and if npet withdrawn maunicipalities with
heavy debts will repudiate. The same folly
of those who contend that more greenbacks
are needed to relieve the distress is shown by
the fact that more greenbacks are now in cir-
calation than when the panic commenced in
1873. The government has nothing to do
now but to fund the greenbacks. The labor
of the country is more in need of the with-
drawal of greenbacks than capital.

The remains of M. Thiers were placed ma
coffie, and the procession left St. Germain at
five o'clock in'the evening, followed by a re-
gpectful crowd. On arriving in Paris an iw-
mense crowd was found {.-ollec%cd nlm]niz the
route of the procession through the Elysses
andu:l rtionpol' the Boulevards.

Minister Noyes having presented his cre-
dentials at the appointed time to President
MacMahon, said: *I bave also great pleas-
wre to bring with me an expression of the
wishes of the President of the Upited States
for the well-being of vour excellency and
the health and happiness of your faumly, as
well as the peace antﬁ prosperity of the French
people. My compatriots remember with grat-
1tu:ﬁ3 the opportune and effective assistance
rendered by France to our ancestors while
fighting for national independence. 1 shall
not be able better to interpret the desire and
feelings of the President and the American
people than by endeavoring, as 1 shall have
pleasure in doing, to cnltivate, strengthen,
and perpetuate the warmest sympathies and
friendly relations between the two countries."
