THE CUBAN LEAGUE'S

Manifesto on the Present Nituation of
Affsirs 'u Coba—Why our Goevern-
ment Should Acknowledge the
Independence of Cuba.

Tie Diflicalties Spoin Encounters—Her
Lossesin Men nud Money—Our Own
Pecuviary Losses by the Fro-
longed Civil War.

The executive committee of the Cuben
league met in New York on Thursday, Gen-
eral M. T. M'Mahon, president, in the chair.
The committee on present situation of
affairs in Coba presented thewr report, which
was adopted. 1t points out that, although
our republic has never helped spy Spavish
colony which has rebelled since 1510, it has
given moral support to and acknowledged the
rights of every colony on this continent that
has boldly claimed and maintained them, ex-
cept Caba; and that there is no longer an
reason why the policy of John Quincy Adam’s
administration should become traditional.
When, in 1848, the Cuban patriots began to
consider the question of azhreviog their inde-
pendence, theirs was the orly Spanish colon
n South America that appreciated the ad-
vantages of free government, and a hatred of
Spapish rule was univer.al among them—*‘a
revolutionary element,’ the report says, ““the
terrible force of which has been abundantly
proved by the result of the revolution com-
menced 'u Yara by a handful of brave men,
who, mn the face of all the power of Spain,
concentrated in this discontented colony, 2ad
without arms or money, without aid of men
or "mwtrfli!m abroad, entebrg:l_ up-on; ws‘ar

inst the foreiga o r, believing irmly
?ﬁe co-operation of their brothers, and hop-
ing for the active sympathy of good men
in all free and independent countries.
These hopes have been realized in a very
slight degree, for, although it is true that the
republic of Pera has recogaized the independ-
ence of Cuba, snd has loaned ce1in sums of
money to aid the cause, and that in other re-
ublics of South America Cuban agents have
wen permitted to work with some degeee of
freedom in securing, though in small quenli-
ties, the elements of war, it is nevertheless
indisoutable, and there are ample proofs to
estabyish it, that the co-operation of the Spen-
igh- A merican countries, fiom the sthmus of
Panama to Cape Horn,would have been more
than sufficient to destroy forever the Spanish
power in the Antilles had it not been for the
attitude taken by the government at Wash-
ington, as monifested m the message of the
executive—on alilade which could not fail to
produce a certe’n restraint on the part of the
weaker governments, who understand it not
merely as a sign of indifference to the Cu-
bans, but as notice to all the world of our op-
position to the accomplishment of Coban m-
dependence through the agency of any gov-
erament other than our owa.”"

The repori shows the consequent difficul-
ties vuder which Cuba has labored since, in
spite of which the greater part of the island
is now subjcct t2 the patriot srms, and Spain
has sacrificed two hondred thousand men,
while fitty thousand Cuban lives testified to
the oneltered resolution of the pabiots. The
Spaviprds mantin themselves in the sea-
ports through the'r ships-of=war. They doso
by reason of the ref of the Urited States
to recognize the belligerent rights of the neu-
trality laws. Under Grant's administration
twenty Spanish ganboats were fitted out and
armed iu this port to cruise against a colony
with whom the United States were at peace.
The committee hold that Cuba bas a right
to compla’n of such neutrsliy. They say
say that the most favorable thing that can be
claimed for the Spenish 1s that their govera-
ment is 1 no wmediate denger; but they
argae that the mageitude of Spe'n’s finan-
sial sacrifices to cerry on the war—when they
have foiled for some {ime past to pay the
pensions of widows and orphans, or even to
pay fheir troops regolarly or maintain them
properly—shows that the end. is not far dis-
tant. her note from public documents the
fact thal the expowwation of sugo~in cases
and h: eads from Havena sand Matewzas
in the brst six months of 1877 was 147,824
tons, as against 235,458 tons n 1875, and the
fulling off in the total exports for the disti:ct
of Cardenas in the same period was in sugar
from 105,226 tops to 59,813 tons, and in mo-
lasses from 90,000 hogsheads to 23,0 hoE-
heads. They show that the imports of the
Urited States from Caba were, 1n 1874, 86,-
272,4%6; 1875, 66,745,527; 1876, 58,717,693 —
a decrease of nesrly one-third in two years;
and they say that as aresult of the great fall-
ing off of the cron in Cuba th’s year, esti-
mated at about ficteen per c2nt., the same re-
salt may be predicted. They add:

“The mure fact that sugar is less abondant
has produced a h_i%her price in our markets,
and this pu.ce will cerainly increase when
we pass from abundsnce—be it ater or
less—to an absolute sce-city of the ariicle.
‘We shall then find less return from our glun-
eral productions in the market of Cuba, less
ocoupation for our merchant morine, as well
m diveet traffic with that island as with
other portions of the commercial world, and
sn increasing scarcity for our forty-five m-
lions of consumers of an article which has
bececome indispensable. And hére the ques-
tion may occur, What are the interests which
our government represents and needs to de-
fend? Untl now, it appears that the con-
duct of the adwinistration at Wasl“ngion
has had for its object a continuation of Span-
ish dominion in Cuba; pm-tlj because certain
high commercie! interests deem it for their
adventage, and partly because the treasury
depe-lment did not deem it wise to diminish,
either in whole or part, the mi'lions of dollavs
which the national Lreasury derives by the
imlpo:‘lntmn ‘of frait from the Spanish An-
tilles."

The committe point out that Spain bas
lost her colonies one by one through gov-
erament; that Cuba, gu.evously texed at the
rate of eighly-for> dollevs a head, while the
Spanierds ave taxcd only seven dollevs a
head, has nodrﬁprescnt?fion in] m {mi iant:.l
legislatore, end her prople no political rights;
and that Spe™m ;'npoaes heayvy dulies on the
colome! products of which she consrmes orly
one-twentieth per.. In conclusion, the com-
witlee say that the time has e.ived when
congress may justly rccogaize the inde?end-
ence of the islend, or, at least, *he be'iger-
ent 1.ghts of the Cubens.

Denial Reviewed —-He Evades the Flor-
ida Case, and Bases his Contradic-
tionm om the Louisiana Case,
which has Never Been
Called in Question.

A Very Adroit Plece eof FPettifoggery,
which is Proven to be Sach by a
Journal that Still Charges him
with Goleg Baek on the Facts.

New York Sun: An explanation has at
last been offered in behalf of Judge Bradley
respecting his alleged misconduct as a mem-
ber of the electoral commission. It is fouond
in the columns of the Newark Daily Adrer-
tiser, a journs| with which he is haowa to
ma‘ntain relations of unusual mi‘macy, end
is in the following lan E

“It is just as well that Ee full fact should
be known asa matter of history. Judge
Bradley had already decided in the Floiida
case that he could not 10 behind the returns
of the State officisls. In the Lovimiana case
be finally, and after anxious thought, held to
the same opinion, but of the two sets of re-
turns he chose the one he thonght the most
authentic and lege!. That elected Hayes.
As to the doubt whether Judge Bradley covld
have prepered a wrillen opinion on one side
while he was expressing different opinions
ora'ly on the other, the racts ave worlh tell-
ing, and we dare to assert them without any
otEer anthorization than our chollenge that
they cannot be contradicted. The mornin
before the opinion was given, Senatyr Ed-
munds had goessed out Judge Bradley's de-
cision, but he did not know it.  Up to that
time, as we understand, the opinions deliv-
ered had been oral. There may have been
one or two exceptions. At the session next
day, Senator Edmunds whisoered to Judge
Bradley that, as the opinion he was t> give
was to be decisive, it ough® to be in witing.
The argnment had not then closed. Bradley
accepted the suggestion, and, sit‘'ng at b
place, dashed dowa the decision on paper
within an hour, ‘u the presenc?* and dvi ng
the debate of bis colleagues. He was subse-
quently urged t> eplarge the srgoment, but
it stauds in the printed repori just as it was
then written. And, therefore, Jud% Field
1s very correct in say.ng that Judge Bradley
did not, at any time before, ‘read’ to him #n
opimlon.”’

It will be noliced that Judge Bradley here
evades the charge made age'nst b'm. He
to'ks of the Lovismana case, saying that he
“‘had already decided iu the Florida case that
he could not go bebind the State officials.”
Now it happens that the opinion which he
communicated to Judge Feld the eveniug be-
fore the judgment of the commission was
made up, and which he changed beiwcen
evening snd moroing, was bs opinion in the
Floi:da case, sad not *n the Lou'siana cese;
and when he Lurns away to ta'k of the latter,
instead of ta'k'ng of the former, he says
notbing to the point, #nd, n fazt, on'y ad-
wits that the Flei.da case is on which he has
reasons for not desiring t> explain bimself.
That there may be ro misenderstanding, we
will once more repeat the facts as they have
come to ovr kaowledge. In the Florida case
Judge Bradley 2 «ived at the conclusion that
the votes of the Tilden elr zfors must be ad-
miied aad those of ihe Hayes electors re-
jected. This conclusion he communicated to
Judge Field the evering before the tiibunal
was to act finally nnonnﬁmz quesiion; and he
also communicated to b m the covrse of reas-
oning through which his conclusion had been

ed, snd by which it was to be justified
ond maintained. Daring the night, howev-
er, seventeen co'.inzes, more or less, were
gathercd about bis house, having brought
there Republican politicians end Pacific rail-
way men, and the nex{ moir‘ng, when he
came int) the tubonsl, he voted exactly con-
trary to the way in which he had mformed
Judge Field he had resolved to vote. Yet,
when his opinion came to be pubhshed, bis
argament was substantislly iden: ‘cal with the
argument upon which, as he had previously
communicated to Judge Field, the admission
of the Tilden votes, snd the rejection of the
Hayes votes from Floiida wes {5 be based.
This is the case a5t Judge Bradley, and,
as we have sa'd, bis navcat’ve respect'ng the
subsequent action of the f«ibumal on the
Louisiana question does notb'ng to relieve
bim from the perlous altitade in which he
i_:qs placed bimself by his conduct in this af-
air.

York. Pennsylvani : and Ohlo—What
an Aecute Politieal Observer
has to Say About It

Me Thinks Ohlo and New York will

THE LAST

Tarkish Defeats — Great Galleulry of
the Russian Troops—Schobelofl
the Hero of the Day.

Loxpox, September 5.—The Russian offi-
cial account of the fighting at Kadikoi, near
Rustchuk, says that on Tuesday the Turksh
force from Rustchuk and Rasgread cantared
Kadikoi and occupied it 1or a
very short time, but were subsequently
driven out, with great Joss, by seven bat-
talions of jofentry and eight sotnias of Cos-
sacks, with twenty-lLwo guns. The Russian
loss is thirty k*lled and one hundred aund fifly
wounded.

An official dispatch fvom Prace Merbinski
says: “Laftcha bas bren taken, after
twelve hours hard fighiing, despite
i* - natural sirength, its si ‘orz fortficalions,
and the stubborn resistance of the Turks.
General Skobeloff was the hero of the
day. Our loss has not yet been exactly
ascertrined. General Kasgildiajeff was
wounded.”"

BugargsT, September 5.—The battle at
Lovatz was commenced by the Turks, who,
disquieted by the great increase of the Rus-
sians before *he town, attacked them fiercely.
The Russians repvlsed nine successive as-
saults, and fina'ly drove the Terks bak into
town, which they entered with them. Tae
struggle continued in the siceelz vnll the
Turks were driven out from the other side of
the town in great disorder. They rel reated,
followed by Genera! Schobeloff’s cavalry
brigade, which had by his gallaniry largely
contributed to the Russisn success, The
r}l‘nufhter was great, especinlly among the

urks.
