THE COTTON-WORM

Appearing in the Fields of North Mis-
sissippi—Great Damage Feared to
the Growing Crop.

Additional information concerning the ap-
pearance of cotton-worms in Mississippi was
received yesterday., In DeSoto, Panola, Gre-
nada and Tallahatchie the worms have ap-
peared 1n countless numbers and eat every-
thing in their way except grass. These worms
are said to be the regular army-worm, though
there are two distinct species. Both are rav-
eénous, and readily consume all the leaves on
on a cotton or corn-stalk. So far these worms
have not done very greaf damage, as they
have but recently aﬂpcaretl. They generally
move in a straight direction, leaving, in
many instances, acres of cotton untouched.
The worms do not eat the ball, but consume
the green buds and leaves. Ten miles east
of Horn Lake the fields are full of these
WOrn:s., In the region about White
Haven, near the Mississippi  line,
great damege has been done. Mr. N. Nail,
of DeSoto county, Mississippi, says that
owing to the devastation of these worms his
cotton will not realize more than one bale to
five acres. [ These worms, he says, are balling
up, and it is mow thought that eggs will be
deposited and another swarm come in time
to devastate the late cotton. In the counties
along the river the worms have also appeared
and are said to be doing damage in the cot-
tonfields. The worms age the stalk and
also eat the green buds, thereby stunning if
vot stopping Ee growth of the cotton.

Since writing the above we learn that the
worms are equally as bad in portions of West
Tennessee and Arkansas.

AFFRAY.

Ed Marray. a River Man, Alleged to
have been Shot by Jules Rozier.
of Bt. Louis—Wound
Pangerous.

About a quarter past one o'clock thismorn-
ing Ed Murray was shot and badly wounded
by a person said to be Jules Rozier, who is
well-known here as traveling agent for a St.
Louis house. From what can be learned, it
seems that Rozier had a misunderstanding
with Billy Edmunds, and got a pistol
which he flonrished wund threatened
to shoot. Ed Murray, who, with
Frank Filynn, was present, interposed to pre-
vent Rozier shooting. Thereupon Rozier
eaid, “I'll give it to you,” andfired. Murray
groaned, and, with Flynn, walked up Main
street, and thence down Madison near to Sec-
ond, where he fell from exhaustion,
hia coorse being marked with Dblood.
Dr. Buddake, being summoned, examined
the wound, which 15 in the right thigh and
presents on ugly appearance. Rozer de-
nies that he shot Murray, He made no effort
to escape, and was conducted to the station-
house by Officer Simonds. As the aflair will
be investignted we withhold comment.
Young Rozier has many friends in this city
who will regret to learn of his trouble.

THE UNION DEFPOT.

No Definite Action yet Taken by the
Hailroads — Modifientions of the
City's Demands Desired by
the Companies,

[f will be remembered that the different
railroad companies azked the cily council last
winter for the right of way to lay tracks and
to ereci o nnion d ‘:uat. After soma delibera-
tion the cily council granted the petition, but
im o resincted sense. The city demanded
certain obligations from the railroads, and
thesa were set forth in the form of a contract
or other agresment for the acceptance of the
companies, Since then no definite action
has been taken by the railroads, and it is now
impossible to execate the provisions of the
proffered contract, which, among other
things, requires that the union depot be fin-
ished in fifteen months from Janvary 1st,
1877, The tome of the contract which the
city demands is by no means acceptable to the
railroads and their policy. The ohjectioz-
able provision in the conmtruct ia
the one that requires the railroads
to obligate themselves that the city shall
have and retain a lien on all improvements,
ete., made by the companies. While the
companies would obligate themselves to faith-
fully comply with the regmirements and exe-
cate the provisions of the contract, still they
are unwiliing to surrender their absolute
right to improvement, and be in a condition
to have th privileges granted and then
rescinded, While the city gives the legal
right of way, yet there is not the moral right
accorded. Instead of granting the petition
as asked, the privileges are encumbered with
provisos and obligations which are too exact-
ing for the roads to accept. Colonel Mike
Burke, of the Mississippi and Tennessee rail-
road, has seen the officers of the other roads,
and asked them to come to some agreement.
In order to secure, if possible, a modification
of the grant, the Louisville railroad has post-
poned the building of its new depot un{i'i the
first of next month. Should the desired mod-
ifications be granted, Memphus will soon have
a union depot.

JUNKERMAN,

The Head of the Whisky Ring Fermed
for the Purpose of Hobbing the
Clity of Whisky-Saloon
Taxes,

How he Accomplished his Work—His
Ald, Buchignan!, the Once Famous
Husband of Mrs. Gen. Eaton,
whom he Hobbed and
Abandoned.

The case of G. A. Junkerman was con-
cluded by Justice Galloway yesterday, the
defendant being required to give bail in the
sum of two thousand dollars for obtaining
money under false pretences, and five hun-
dred dollars for conspiring with G. A. Buchig-
nani to defrand the State of revenue., It 1s
already known that Junkerman was charged
with obtuining money under false pretenses,
he representing himself as a depoty tax-
collector. The specific case on which he was
arraigned yesterday charges Junkerman with
felonionsly receiving from B. Malatesta fifty
dollars on false pretense. In this case Jus-
tice Galloway yesterday heard the evidence of
B. Malatesta, N. Devoto, J. Boggiano, John
Miller, H. Landeman, H. B. Cuilen, J. .J.
Shea, and James Rally, county court clerk.
The case was on tnal two days, and after
Leing argued folly was submitted to Justice
Galloway, who required the defendant to
give bond in the sum of two thousand dol-
lars. Another warrant, charging Junkerman
and (. A, Buchignani with conspiring to de-
fraud the State of ifs revenue, was then
served on the defendant. Justice Galloway
required Jupkerman to give a bond of five
hundred dollars in this case, which isa misde-
meanor. The evidencein the two cases is quite
strong, and so far points to the guilt of the
defendant. Junkerman, having been highly
recommended, was engaged by County-
Court-Clerk Reilly to do work in the office.
Junkerman's special duty was to notify sa-
loon-keepers when their licenses expired, and
to report all delinquents. From the evidence
in the case, it seems that Junkerman per-
formed one-half of his duty—that is, he noti-
fied saloon-keepers when their licenses ex-
pired, but did not so report them as delin-
quents. With the aid of the tax-list and the
city directery, Junkerman ascertained the
name of every saloon-keeper in the city. He
then began his work, and succeeded in col-
lecting money, as taxes, from thirty or more
persons.  Mr. Reilly lately lectured Junker-
man upon his tardiness in ascertaining and
reporting the names of delinquent tax-payers.
Junkerman, while withholding information
from Mr. Lieiliy,was using every hour to carry
out his wicked purposes. Mr. Reilly suggested
to Jankerman thie propriety of going to ever
hiouso in the city, and to continue his work
regularly pand systematically. Junkerman
said that method would require too much
time, but Mr, Reilly informed him that he
was willing to pay for the Hme. Junker-
man’s objections to this method of seeing de-
linquent tax-payers aroused Mr. Reilly's
suspicions, and he af opce made inguiry into
the matter.  Mr. Reilly then discovered that
Juokerman had collected money from daffer-
ent partics, without any authority, either
implied or expressed. He at once had Junk-
erman arrested, Justice Quigley issuing the
warrant tho thirty-first of August. A warrant

wwa for the arvest of G. A.
no is now absent, and will
bly not retorn. There are various re-
ports reiahive to the affair, and it 1s said that
several oiher parties will be arvested. It is
also intimated that some of the parties who
paid the moncy to Junkerman did
it in order to esca pay-
ment of taxes for six months or more. Should
Jankermon establish this as a fact, he could
not be adjudged guilty of receiving money
under fulse prefences, but for the misde-
meanor of conspiring to defraud the State
of its revenue. The case is of general inter-
est, und arouses very decided condemnation
of Junkerman and those who are implicated
with him. The case will be duly presented
to the eriminal court, and in the meantime
Mr. Reilly will make investigations as to
other parties, in order to bring them to pun-
ishment. Whether the money was paid
Junkerman with the belief that he was an
authorized collector, or in order to continue
buziness without payment of full license, re-
mains to be seen. It is probable that some
parties paid Junkerman in good faith, and
that others guve him money to keep from be-
wmg reporled as delinquents on the tax-list.
Mr. Heilly is determined to prosecute the
case, and to ascertain everything connected
with 1t.
_ Buochignani has led a wild and “eventful
life. He secured eighty thousand dollars
from the Eaton estate and took his present
wifg to PParis. Owing to a finaneial transac-
tion by which Buchignani adroitly obtfained
twenty thousand francs from a Frenchman,
he had to leave Paris. Going to Italy Buchig-
nani repeated his operations and fled to Can-
ada, He left the latter country becanse of
like conduct. Itis rumored that Buchig-
nani iz now indebted to a well-known cigar
dealer of this cty. At last accounts
Buchignani was on his way to Texas.
It 1s generally said that Junkerman was the
tool of DBuochignani, who inangurated the
scheme. Junkerman has always enjoyed a
good reputation, and was never known to be
guilty of a wrong. Warrants of arrest have
been 1ssued against some of the persons who
paid Junkerman and Buchignani money.

G. A. Bachignani is weli known in Mem-
phis, He t‘ormerc}g compounded medicines
and thereby gained the title of doctor. In
early life Buchignani married Mrs. Eaton,
widow of General Eaton, of Washington.
He subsequently got possession of her money
and then married his wife's granddaughter,
So it now happens that Buchignani’s own
children are his former wife’s great-grand-
children.
