—The plan of a new fire cistern, designed
Ly R. T. SBcowden, city engineer of Leuisville,
is said to possess unusual ment. This eistern
is entirely different from any fire cistern ever
used before. It is constructed to hold three
hundred barrels of water; the body of the
cistern, instead of being Ycr sendicular, is
horizontal, lying parallel with the course of
the street, cylindrical in form, the walls be-
ing ol brck and cement, thirteen inches in
thickness. The tank is sixteen feet long and
thirteen feet in diameter, with the crown
twenty-four inches below the surface of the
street, the two outlets being near the ends.
Che idea of this plan of cistern is to obtain
more than one outlet, which is impossible in
those now in use, so that a great number of
engines can be operated from one receptacle.
Another advantage claimed for it1sthat the
cistern, from the nature of its construction,
cannot be crushed in from the street above.
Every one who saw the test was much
pleased, and were ready to ackunowledge the
superionty of this cistern over those now in
use. It is likely that they will be extensively
adopted in the tuture.

fully speaks. Few persons inChicago, I pre-
sume, are aware of the fact that within about
two days journey of this city are located some
of the most valuable and extensive mming
regions of the globe. 1 allude to certain por-
tions of the States of Tennessee, North Caro-
lina, Georgin and Alabama, embracing the
most elevated and grandest spot of the great
Appalachian chain of mountains—the wvery
Switzerland of the eastern half of our conti-
nent.
