prise of the press furnishes them every day,
The tribute ot Judge West to the American
press is well merited. Vigorous, aggressive

. and enterprising journalism has given a vig
orous impetus to enterprise and busi
ness of every kind. As the captain
leads the column in the grand army of as-

sault, so do the newspapers lead the public
. in pushing forward every enterprise and in

assaulting ignorance, wicsedness, and public
indifference. They are always in the front

.Hi public interest in newspapers is demon
strated by the fact that the daily edi
tion has trebled in circulation, while

, the weekly paper has decreased. If the
newspapers of America were blotted out
of existence, the public heart would become
like stagnant water, impure, because not
stirred by the press. Without the newspa-

, pen there would be no commotion in the po--
litical waters, and inflammation and gangrene
would be superinduced. The information
whkh the press furnishes in regard to public

- affairs is as essential to the health and energy
of the political By stem and the great indus
trial interests of the country as circulation of
the blood ia to the health and energy of the

- natural body. The press is the instrument
that stirs the placid waters, and keeps healthy
the body politic and everything that concerns

- the social and religious world and all the sub-

stantial interests of trade. In a word, "it is
the grand fulcrum and lever that moves the
world." The press has not secured that util
ity and power which Judge West attributes
to it by accident, by the voluntary change in

. public sentiment demanding new enterprise,
but by spending money and creating a de
mand for newspapers, fresh each morning

. with news of the world's doings the previous
day. As evidence nf this, we have only to
refer to the fact that the newspapers now
pay many thousand dollars for telegrams
which oodt them a few years ago only a few
hundred dollars, and that the printers are paid
mare in one week than they formerly received
ia ire weeks, when each day's paper con
Ciined only a few columns of stale and unin-
teresting matter extracted from exchanges.
Great as has been the progress of the Ameri
can press, it will aspire to new efforts and
new triumphs.

" insurance companies and savings banks, and
is to the effect "that the government, which
has 11,700,000,000 of gold bonds ouhstand-ui- g,

shall offer to receive the savings deposits
and invest them in its own obligations. The
government is paying' six per cent, gold in-

terest on IS44.000.000 of bonds and five per
cent, gold interest on 1700,000,000 bonds.
These bonds are held all over the world. The
six per cents are all subject to call, and may
be taken op by the government at pleasure."

the rate of 3.65 per cent. With the money thus
deposited the six per cent, bonds called in
from time to time may be either purchased
or paid.

The
eost of management in England at present is
leas than one-ha- lf of one per cent. So far as
the government is concerned the transaction
would be merely a change of creditors, with
a redaction of interest from the present rates

It was he who
urged Diaz to send fifteen hundred men to
the Rio Grande, and he believes that they
are already in motion, r rom his report it
will be shown that tor two hundred miles
above Kagle pass there it no post on either
side of the river, while the Mexican side is an
unexplored desert where the defiles radiate
nrrrwH thin draert. He DroDOses to establish
Mexican posts above Matamoras, where the
cattle-thieve- s are herding forty thousand
stolen cattle: to construct barracks to confis
cate that property, and to hang them light
and leu until tne ooraer Decomes me quiet-
est part of Mexico. To apply this desperate
remedy to this desperate disease, he recom-
mends Diaz to declare martial law all along
the border for at least a year. He became
disgusted with the attempt to bring the
Mexican outlaws he had caused to be arrested
to punishment.

New York World: As the South Carolina
legislative and financial transactions were in-
tentionally muddled for eight years, it be
comes a matter of no slight difficulty for the
initiated to learn exactly what offenses were
committed. A summary of the charges con-
tained in the confession of the state treasurer,
Niles G. Parker, published yesterday, will be
found, therefore, of value.

D.miel H. Chamberlain, attorney-gener- al of
the btate ot South Carolina from lsba until
1872, and governor of the same State from
1S74 until 1376, is charged with the follow
ing offenses:

First That he, in his capacity of attorney-srenera- l

and legal adviser of the government,
authorized and approved all the financial acts
passed by the legislature during his term of
office, generally drafting the bills presented
himselt.

Second That, among other improper acts
so passed, bills authorizing the issue of bonds
to an unknown but extravagant amount,
were blindly voted upon by ignorant legisla-
tive assemblies at his instigation and direction,

Third That he advised the sale of con
version bonds in the market in direct viola
tion of the provisions of the conversion act.
which declared that these bonds should only
be issued for the redemption of other State
securities.

Fourth That he was a large stockholder
in the Marine and River Phosphate Mining
com pax. y and in the Greenville and Columbia
raihoad, ia connection with which notorious
ly disreputable bills were lobbied through the
legislature by his associates and immediate
dependents.

Fifth Thai he made a dishonorable agree
ment with the financial agent of the State to
share in all commissions received by said
agent.

Sixth That he received two thousand dol
lars directly from Parker for his connection
with some unknown but impliedly disrepu
table transaction.

Seventh That as a member of the finan
rial board he audited, among other dishonest
claims, that of the financial agent, knowing
them to be fraudulent or excessive in amount.

Eighth That as attorney-gener- al and
governor, he suffered gross offenses to be
committed bv his associates without nrotest.
and that his final tardy action was halt-hea- rt

ed and partial.
H. H. Kimpton, the State financial agent

from lBbe until loib, is charged with:
First Obtaining his commission as agent

by a dishonorable agreement with Chamber
lain and Parker, members of the financial
board.

Second Holding stock in the Greenville
and Columbia railroad, and lobbying disrep

Third Lobbying a number of financial
measures by corrupt means through the legis
lature.

Fourth Preparing a fraudulent set of
books and presenting a dishonest claim to the
hnanciai board tor audit.

John J. Patterson, United States senator
for South Carolina, elected in 1872, is charged
with probable embezzlement of the stock of
the Blue Ridge railroad company, while act
ing as its president, and with drawing orders
upon the State treasurer for scrip to be used
in bribing members of the legislature, and
lor other dishonest purposes.

Frank J. Moses, speaker of the house of
representatives from 1868 until 1872, and
governor of South Carolina from 1872 until
1874, is charged with the fraudulent issue, as
speaker, of legislative-pa- y certificates, and
with hiring and counselling a breach of trust,

Scott, Cardoza, Dunn. Neagle. Hurley.
Crews aud others are charged with abetting
and countenancing the improper measures of
tne ring.

The grand jury of Columbia county, which
was summoned to meet on Tuesday, August
28th, upon evidence furnished by Attorney-Gener- al

Connor, have already found indict
ments against fifteen persons. Classifying
tne oitenders by the offices which they have
held, it is found that two governors of the
State, one United States senator, one lieu
tenant-governo- r, four State senators, two
speakers of tbe house of representatives, two
members ot the legislature, two congress
men, two State treasurers, two comptroller- -
generals, one secretary of state, one judge of
tne supreme court, one clerk ot the senate,
one clerk of the house, one financial agent,
and one revenue collector have been indicted.
In making out this list, when indictments
have been found against the same person for
malfeasance in different offices, as against F.
J. Moses, each office held counts as one in the
total number on the list.

It is proposed to bring indictments also
against the members of the general assembly
wno may oe shown to have accepted bribes,
and against a number of dishonest county
officials. The investigating committee ap-
pointed by the legislature intend to prosecute
their worg in a spirit ot fairness, but so to
conduct it that no guilty man shall escape

GOVERNOR WADE HAMPTON'S VIEWS.
Chicago Times: ,(l see by the Times of

to-da-y, remarked Governor Hampton, "that
Miles C. Parker has made a confession touch
ing the iniquities of the Chamberlain admin
istration, iney are all confessing now.
Parker used to be (State treasurer. He was
once arrested, tried and convicted, but es
caped from the State. By the way, you know
a secret investigation is being made into the
crimes committed by in the
State of South Carolina. Some of the papers
are striving to create the impression that this

amounts to systematic persecution of
mnocut parties.. 1ms is a great injustice to
the people of our State, ane to the adminis-
tration of which I am the head.

"Now let me give you the facts," said the
governor. "A committee was appointed by
tne legislature to ascertain whether any tunds
had been misappropriated by officials or the
credit of the State improperly employed. The
resolution of the appointment of the commit-
tee was offered by a Republican, A majority
of the committee itself are Republican. The
grand jury, before whom the facts are being
laid, are nearly all Republicans, if I am not
mistaken. The inquiry, in short, is essenti-
ally a Republican measure, and when the ev-
idence against the rin esters is brought out
there will not be a Republican in the State
who will not sustain the committee and the
grand jury. The crimes of which those fel-
lows have been guilty embrace bribery, for-
gery, perjury, and all the forms of downright
thievery; and I tell you, sir, the official cor-
ruption and roguery of Tammany, or ofTweed- -
ism, were not conceived on a more liberal or
magnificent scale than that which pharacter-ize- d

the Republican administration of South
Carolina.

"Why. sir, just look at some of the evir
dence brought out by the investigation," con-
tinued the governor. ''Before the war it cost
about $450,000 a year to run the niachinery
of our State government. When these bad
men came into power they had a legirlaiure
which they manipulated at pleasure. In the
legislature one tension there were ninety ne-
groes who had been ordinary field hands, and
who could neither read nor write, this body
appropriated $350,000 to pay for the public
printing for one session. That was hardly
as much as it had formerly cost to run the
whole State government. This $350,000 was
put into the hands of a ring, styled the lie- -
publican printing company, which kept two
complete sets ot booKs one set designed to
deceive the public and the other showing
just where the stealings went to. Tbe inves
tigating committee have discovered tnat ot
this S350.0U0 the sum of $122,000 was paid
out in bribes to procure the passage of the
OUl lor tne appropriation. 1 uaye recently
been shown a list of thirty or forty legislators
who had accepted bribes. Opposite
each name was the amount asked by the
bride-take- r, and also the sum paid him. Un
der the single head of 'legislative expenses'
over $6000 was disbursed in the interest of
corruption. There is plenty of evidence
that the laces oi warrants were tampered
with. For example, one warrant issued by
the State called for $1100. The two first
firores were deftly converted into '44 swell
ing the amount to four times the original. A
fellow named a. I. W hittemore, who. you
will recollect, was'eipelled from congress for
uauiu ui vaucwMioi warn vv w mu.b)
of this gang of plunderers. And this man
1'arker, who now comet out with a comes--
sion, was in all the rings, and can, it he will,
let out some hideous secrets. A good many
of the robbers are turning State's evidence.
One chap, who was clerk of the senate, and
kept a complete diary ot all thieving transac
tions, is (telling all he knows, and he will
probably be the means of making large res-
titution to the SUa treasury."

WHAT CHAMBERLAIN HAS TO BAT.

New York Evening Post: "The law office
of Chamberlain, of South Caro-
lina, was visited this morning, for the pur-
pose of learning if he had anything to say in
regard to the recently published statements
of Niles G. Parker, formerly state treasurer
of South Carolina, concerning political cor-
ruption in that State during Governor Cham-
berlain's administration. Mr. Chamberlain
said that he had only just returned from tbe
country, and was suffering from a severe
cold. He had, therefore, only hastily glanced
over the long reports of Mr. Parker's asser-
tions, and was not prepared to make a state-
ment in respect to tiem, except that they
were all false so far as they imputed any im-

proper conduct to himself. Judging from
his cursory examination of the reports, they
contained lit tie or nothing which had not
been previously published. There was one
thing, a charge by Parker that he
(Chamberlain) had received two thousand
dollars for his connection with a transaction
which he had not seen published before. He
did not know to what transaction this re
ferred. As to the letter said to have been
shown by Elliott in the last South Carolina
Republican State convention, Mr. Chamber-
lain said it was understood at the time that
his enemies were trying to use a certain letter
to his detriment, ihis letter purported to be
one from him to Mr. Kimpton, but he never
knew wnether it was a genuine letter or not.
Mr. Parker, he remarked, was prosecuted
during his (Chamberlain's) administration,
and was understood to be a vindictive man
Mr. Chamberlain s id that he should look
over Parker's statements more carefully than
he had done, and if he found anything in
them worthy of an answer, he should
make it."

Ceremonies in Respect to the Late Kt.

Rev. AmadenH Kippe, I.I.. the
First Catholic Bishop or Cleve-

land, Ohio.

Uleveland, U., September 13. lhe re-

mains of the late Rt. Rev. Rappe
U.W., the hrst Uatneiic bishop .ot Cleveland
arrived here here from St. Albans, Vermont,
this evening. A committee of prominent
Catholic citizens took charge of the remains
at Buffalo and conveyed them hither in
special car, which was very tastefully draped
All the Catholic societies ot the city, togethe:
with large bodies of men and women from
the different parishes of the city.assembled at
the cathedral and marched in the procession
to the depot to receive the remains. The
casket containing the remains was carried
upon an elaborately-drape- d car covered with
beautiful flowers, and was surrounded bv an
escort of honor consisting of twelve members
or each ot the city parishes, bearing torches
The procession marched four deep through
tne principal streets to the cathedral, on Kne,
where the casket was laid on a beautilul cat
afalque, placed in front of the main altar,
and will remain in state until nine o'clock

morning, when a solemn requiem
mass will oe celebrated and the remains de
posited in the crypt beneath the altar
of the cathedral. The streets along the
route of the procession and at the depot and
tne catnearai were thronged with people,
Bishop Rappe was identified with the early
nistory oi cieveiana,ana many hospitals, asy-
lums and benevolent institutions arc monu
ments ot his energy and charity.

A Younjt Woman HeeKs Redress.
New York correspondence Cincinnati En

quirer: In December, 1873, Miss Josephine
Herley.of West Brighton, Staten Island, was
sbut up in tbe insane asylum at .Newton
Maryland; her brother, John Herley; her
brother-in-la- John Partington, and her
sister, Ella Partington, having signed and
sworn to a declaration that she was insane,
bhe remained at the Newton asylum until
August, 1876, when she was removed to the
Hospital for Incurables at Morris Plains, and
there detained until May last, when she was
liberated, but without receiving the proper
aiscnarge papers, ohe now says Bhe was
falsely imprisoned, and will bring suit against
her relatives. From her story her relatives
wished to get her out of the way on account
of her claim upon part of an estate left by her
grandfather in Jamaica, West Indies. Her
grandfather was Thomas KUis, a British of-
ficer, and the estate left consisted of several
thousand acres of valuable sugar and cotton
lands. The young lady ays further that she
had knowledge of certain matters concerning
the Partington family which her relatives
wished to hush up. She declares that on the
day before her arrest she suffered an extreme
insult from herbrother-in-Jaw.an- d that when
she screamed he silenced her by exhibiting a
dagger. To conceal his attempted crime was
an additional reason for swearing to her in-
sanity. Miss Hurley snys that she was treated
inhumanly both at lrenton and at Morns- -
town, and that the assistant matron, Mrs,
Roe, beat her cruelly and repeatedly. She
has placed hfr case in the hands of lawyers
in this city. Captain James Kent, a retired
lintish. naval officer, is executor ot the Jn
maica estate, upon which it is said the Duch
ess of Kent has a claim.

EnsUsh Trade Revival.
New York Bulletin: The latest English

mails advise us at a slight improvement in
some of the leading manufactures; and the
remark applies as well to the iron an- i steel
industries of Birmingham and Sheffield as to
the textiles ot Manchester, Leeds, H udders-fiel- d,

etc. The iron trade, however, has been
so long depressed that some makers were
still rather indisposed to acknowledge the
improvement, as it at raid that the increased
activity may be only of a temporary and
partial character. The improvement at Man-
chester is characterized by the Examiner as
fitful, the editor adding: "Nor can any
permanent or substantial improvement be
oo lied tor unfit the effects ot the terrible

famine with which the' south of India is
afflicted can be more certainly gauged. The
attitude of merchants and manufacturers
generally with respect to that event is still
one of cautious waiting and observance. Es-

timates of the commercial effect of the fam-
ine differ widely among the best informed,
and it is often confessed that past experience
teaches but little about the present case."

Saturday Rebecca Miller made complaint at
the police station that one Martin Murphy
had committed rape upon her. A warrant
was served to-da- y, and Murphy arrested. To-

day Constable Stevens arrested Miss Miller on
a warrant sworn out by Murphy, charging
her with perjury. He found the young wom-
an sickj in bed, but brought in a doctor and
forced her to submit to an examination, much
against her will.

San Francisco, September 14. The Ne-
vada bank to-da-y sold th government one
and a half million ounces of fine silver, on a
basis of fifty-fou- r and a quarter pence in
London.

The United States grand jury has found
four indictments against George M. Pinney
and Rufus C. Spalding, late naval pay in-
spectors, on charges ot conspiracy and fraud
ia issuing forged certificates for money against
the government. Pinney has forestalled his
arrest by the United States authorities by re-
turning to jail, one of his bondsmen on the
ndictment by the county grand jury having

given him up at a late hour this evening.
Snnlding has not been arrested, although a
V rrant is out for him.

Charges embracing the corrupt conversion
of money to his own use have been preferred
against United States Surveyor-Gener- al Rol-
lins, and were forwarded to Secretary Schurz
yesteruay, oy Senator liooth. henator Sar
gen telegraphed Schurz, demanding Rol
nns s removal, and to-d- ay he laid the matte
beiore the United btates attorney, lhe d
falcation amounts to about three thousand
dollars. Surveyor-Gener- al Rollins states with
reference to uie demand tor his removal bv
Senator Sargent, that he can show a clean
balance-shee- t, and clear himself of all the
charges against him. He admits he has not
deposited money immediately on its receipt,
but there is no rule of the service reauirini;
that, and being merely a matter of custom, he
had neglected it.

"The Priest In Absolution."
New York Eveninu Post: An Oxford un

dergraduate recently applied to the librarian
ot the Uodleian library at Oxford for a copy
of the notorious Priest in Absolution, and
wnen tue application was refused pleaded
that he "was reading for holy orders. The
plea did not avail him, and the librarian's
refusal became a subject of animated contro
versy in the university.
