COTTON.
Our market opened quieter yesterday and

closed quiet and steady. The demand, which
was good, came solely from spinners, to
whom 3C3 bales were sold. Smith, Ed wards
& Co.'s Liverpool cotton circular of August
31st contains the following: "The prospects ot
oar market have not altered mateiially since
the date of our last issue. As the danger of
serious scarcity during this autumn has pass-
ed away, owing to the reduced requirements
of the trade both herd and on the continent,
attention is directed more exclusively to the
growing crop in Amei ica, and the question
of price is considered on the broader basis of
the probable supply and dcmvnd for next
season. But while bad trade, the disas-
trous famine in India, the war in the east,
with the prospect of a large American crop,
have all tended to produce the recent de-
pression, and seem to point to a yet lower
range of prices, there are other influences
which will p impart a more cheerful
tone to business, and if they do not lead to
much advance may arrest torther decline.
The crop is still somewhat backward; veiy
little new coilon has yet been received at
the ports, and it is not likely that the early
receipts will be so free as last season. The
receipts last year, owing to the rapid matur-
ing of the crop i September end October,
far exceeds those of any recent years, and
whatever the ultimate yield may be, it would
not surprise us to see the receipts by November
100.000 to 200.0C D under lat season. It is
probable that the continent will buy eagerly
the first arrivals of the new crop, as their
stocks will be quite exhausted, and we expect
to see the proportion taken by the continent
considerably above that of last season, when
their reserves were considerable. The heavy
freight engagements that have been made for
grain will somewhat interfere with free ship-

ments by steamer, and we may see very mod-

erate clearances to this country at a time
when our stock is small, and when our spin-

ners have used np all their reserves. Under
such circumstances a disaster to the crop
such as an early frost or a cessation of the
war in the cast, would lead to a strong up-
ward movement in this market. The cotton
crops in India are reported to have suffered
but slightly, and there is so far a fair promise
for next season. The full effect of the drought
but year in the Madras districts is now show-
ing 1toe If in the reduced shipments from the
eattt of India, and it is probable that the ship-
ments for the next six months will show a
further deficiency of fully 50.000 bales as
compared with those of last year. In Egypt
the roo Drosnects are rood and a lull supply
is anticipated, but the critical period will not
be over tor some weeks.
