Urica, Septemler 12.—Though Sepator
Conkling keeps a close month, he has evi-
dently given Ins friends and political follow-
ers free leave to speak their minds, and they
disclose, in general conversation, un amount
of bitterncss, contempt for und resentment
toward the President which show that they
are quite ready for a row, and would appear
to show, also, that the senator himsell is
equally ready. Mr. Conkling is not to be
blamed for feeling sore over the political sit-
uation. He has met with some stinging dis-
appointments during the last year. In the
first place he was persuaded by his managers
and followers that his nomination at Cincin-
npati was very probable; he felt wimself sure
of Geneml Grant’s support, and he imagined
or was told that Grant could give him the
solid southern delegations and Pennsylvania.
Grant might have done this if be had began
carly enongh; but he gave up his own hopes
of a third term too late in the day. The
onfmnl ticket at the White House was Grant
and Hayes, and it was only in the last few
weeks before the meeting of the convention
that the White House people, seeing this to
be sure of defeat, began to concentrate on
the New York senator. - There was no time
then to marshal the forces, and Mr. Conk-
ling, persnaded by Cameron and Cornell that
he would surely win, was stung beyond
measure by defeat so total and overwhelm-
ing that it almost made him ridiculous.

ATTEMPT TO DEFEAT EVARTS.

Unfortunately this was not the last of lLis
mortifications. When President Hayes came
in, Mr. Conkllng put forward a friend of his
own, Congressman T. C. Platt, for a cabinet
position. Many of his friends thought him

Mayor Warden
sade them welcoma with many expressions of
warmth and kinduness, the President replying
briefly. ‘The government depot, the largest
in the conntry, was inspected, and Quoarter-
master-General James A. Ekin, in charge,
was complimented for the neatness and
completeness of its entire arrangement. The
lassworks and ship-yards were also visited.
The reception in Jeftersonville bore the im-
press of offection and sincerity, and could
not bave boen more general, The pardy re-
tarned to Lootsville under an  escort
of the wmiitary of this “eity. At
night the entire city of Louisville
was illuminated m honor of his excellency.
The display in this respect was one of
surprising magnificence. It had been ar-
ranged that all should attend the exposition
in the evening, and there bid a finad {arewell
to the people. The route thereto, lrom eight
to eleven o'clock, presented @ scene of unus-
val beauty nud splendor. Boch a sight is
rarely to be witnessed anywhere, most cer-
tuinly never before in the southwest. Any-
thing like a just description of the streets |
and iouses as they appeared in their decora- |
tive spiendor to-night is impossible to pen.
Even the people themselves are surprised
at the result of their efforls.
