A lurge crowd of
people received the distinguished visitors
with cheers and music; the maror of Char-
lottesville tendered the hospitalities to the
President, who returned thanke. The party
were theu conveyed to the Famish Thouss,
from the porlico of which the President was
presented to the crowd by Colonel Charles L.
Venable. ‘The President spoke as follows:

Covxry—We accept your imvitation with
great pleasure, and it now gives me great
gratitication to exchange salutations,. We
are now at the end of our ttgpoinl.ments. dur-
ing which we have paesed through five of the
greatest States of the Union, four of which
were large slavebolding States; and that
which rejoices ms more anything else is
the fact that everywhere we have found grow-
ing and increasing sentiments in behalf of
the Union, the constitution, and the adminis-
tration, which regards alike the interests and
thtﬁ of every section and every State, and
which regards alike and equally all classes
without distinction of race or color. The
equality under the laws of all citizens is the
corner-stone of the structure of restored hac-
mony, from which ancient friendship is to
arise. | am going the pathway where your
illustrions men led—your Jefferson, Mad-
ison and Monroe, and your Washington. Our
hope is that the people of the whole country
will unite to reconcile the feeling which pre-
vailed when the Union was formed. We
wish to seo the harmony our futhers gave us
preserved and transmitted to those who come
after us. This is the work of your futore.
Uniting in sentiments like these, there
is no vreason why there should be
any distinciion between the north and
the south. That wise man, whose home was
here, saw plainly the danger in the future.

His request
was granted, and, turning toward the spec-
tators, he said with some firmness: “Gentle-
men, [ bid you all good-bye.” The rope was
then cut, but Shifflett’s neck was not broken
by the fall, and he died by strangulation.

Committee from the Methedist Chuareh
Conveying Resolutions ef Con-
dolence to the Great Indi.

Ricumoxp, Ixp., September 25,—This
morning Rev, F. C. Holhday and Rev. Dr,
Bayless, two old personal friends of Senator
Morton, and leading members in the Metho-
dist charch in_this State, called upon the
senator in obedience to instructions from the
southeastern Indiana conference, and pre-
sented him with a series of resolntions passed
at their session yesterday, together with a
letter from Bishop Haven. 'I'he first resolo-
tion declares that the conference regarded
the senator's condition as an event of such
grave importance as to demand of it a formal
recognition. The second resolution puts upon
record their high appreciation of the eminent
services the senator hns rendered to
the State and nation boeth doring
and sinee the war; which bave commanded
their higheat respect and prompted the wish
that his life may be spared. The third de-
clares that the calamity that has overtaken
him is one belore which the clamor of par-
ties should be bushed by the voice of patn-
otic prayer. The fourth und fifth, that
Bishop Havenled the conference in prayer to
(God that Senator Morton may be spared, and
that two persoms accompany the bishop to
this ecity present these resolutions to the
senator in person. The bishop’s engagements
prevented his m:eompanqu the committee,
but he sent an antograph letter expressing
his deep regret at his iliness, and the hope
for his speedy recovery. The committee in-
formed the senator that the conference had
requested Rev. J. P. Newman, of Washing-
ton, who was in attendance upon the confer-
erence, to address the senator by letter, ex-
pressing the fellings of the charch at his af-
fliction and their anxiety for his complete res-
toration to health. The interview between
the senator and the committes was very af-
fecting, and fhe senator assured the commit-
tee that nothing in his personal history gave
him more pleasure or greater gratification
than to receive their resolations and visit.

Who Over-Issned Oune Million Dollars of

Stock and Swindled the Shareholders
of the Company Committed to
His Guidenee and Care.

—

He Tells the Story of His Rascality, and

Indicates Omne of His Copartners—
The Vietim of a Conscienceless
Broker, Who Fattened
on His Ruin,

Special o the Cincinnsti Enquirer. |

Pinmuaperpuia, September 23, —Develop-

ments to-day in the great Morton over-issue
of more than a million dollars worth of stock
have brought to the surface the fact that stock
speculations in the first instance were the
cause of the over-issve of the Market street
railroad stock by President Morton. A de-
cline of ten dollars & share on fifteen thou-
sand shares of ing was more than the
gentleman could meet, and the fraudulent
stock was issued in order to negotiate a loan
to puy deficiencies.
Willinmm T. Elbest, of this city, was Mor-
ton's broker, 's nephew, Nicholas,
about four years dgo, was mixed up in the
notorious Central insurance company forgery
of bonds for the purpose of convincing the
State insurance commissioner that the com-
pany was in a sound condition. Nicholas, by
the advice of his uncle, turped State’s evi-
dence, and was put under twenty thousand
dollars ball, Mr. Morton signing the bond.
Through Elberl’s testimony, the president of
the company was sentenced to seven and one-
Lalf years imprisonment, while the actual
forger got ten years, and both are mow in
prison, the informer getting off scot-free.

The uncle ciaims that he was wofully de-

ceived in Morton, who brought him to ruin
by his fraudunlent ower-issue of stock, and
that he was totally igvorant of the bogus
character of the stock, Mr, Morton meets
that charg: sguarely, and for the first time
gives an idea who Qis associates in this fraud
are. He -ays:
“1 am not a whitf surprised that Mr. Elbert
should muke such a statement to you for pub-
lication. but he is the last man who should
have donc so. 1 will tell you frankly that of
all the greutlemen that bave received any of
the over-stock he is the only one that, from
circumstances which are not necessary to re-
peat, conid have the slightest idea of there
being any fraud or wrong in the matter. 1
don’t say that I ever told him there was an
over-issue of stock in so many words, but he
must have known it He could not have
belped it. As u business wan he must have
made inquiries and found out all about it.

“My first transaction in stocks was with
him in 1570. He held for me fifteen thousand
shares of Reading, which | had purchased at
somewhere between fifty-two and fifly-four
dollars a share. 1 was at Cape May at the
time when the war broke out between France
and TNMussia, and Reading tumbled about ten
dollars a share. The loss was greater than 1
could meet, and Mr. Elbert was too weak to
carry 1t for me, so my stock was forced on the
market and sold. The securities 1 had placed
in Mr. Elbert’s hands were not all my own,
or I should have been perfectly wn!i’ing to
have let them gone, and stood it; but a part
of them had been loaned to me by a friend,
and hoping that | would soon be able to pay
off all my indebtedness, [ did that which 1
should not have done—I made the over-issue
of slock und negotiated a loan, and from
that day to this the same thing has been go-
ingon. I have issued ahout tem thousand
shares, and Mr. Elbert holds three thousand
of them, at this moment, together with a
number of bonds,

I have pever been able to get any state-
ment from Mr. Elbert as to how we stood.
He would always promise to prepare one, bt
would never have it ready. [ was cantioned
by friends to have nothing to do with him,
and get my securities out of his possession.
I bhad yielded to all his demands on me for
money. It was ulways a cry for money—I
must raise him money. At one time it wonld
be for cornmissions; anocher time to meet in-
tercst; bul nt all fimea it was money, money,
I am satisfied now that sinee 1870 he has
lived solely off me—in fact, I know it. He
did no other business but for me. When he
asked me to go bail for his nephew Nick, I
did it, althoug’: T knew at the time I was
bhurting myseif in the eyes of the people and
my friends. Why, Mr. Elbert was sued sev-
eral years ago, and judgment for five thoun-
sand dollars was obtained azainst him. He
came to me and asked me to become his
surety. [ did so, and in consequence had it
to pay out of wy own pocket. While the
constable bad posession of his household fur-
nitare, and even when his daughter was
married, the eheriff was in his house.

“Three years ago, after getting tired of
waiting for him to give me a statement, 1
questioned him eo closely that | cornered
him, and he confessed to me that he had
raised forty thousand dollars for his own per-
sonal v2e upon my securities. To prove to
fan_whether he was anxious to retire from
yusiness or not, and to show you how he has
hounded and bled me, listen to those notes
which he sent only yesterday morning:

* *DeEar MorToN—I want to see you at
once, if posmible. Several loans have been
called to-day, amounting to twenty-two
thousand and three hundred dollars. can
get off with twelve thousand dollars to-day.
If you have fifty sharcs of stock bring it with

And
bere, ruising his arm high in the air, with
bis hand cleached, Mr. Morton in the most
Litter tone of voice, tinged with resentment,
exglaimed: ““When | was trying to puoll for
shore and get out of this Lroub'fc honorably,
that man held the rudder and steered me
into the stream, where he kept me. No one
wus in ‘:_.f confidence—not even my wife—
and I had with my terrible secret in my own
bosom to fuce the world and carty on my
extensive ventures. Many times persons
have wondered at my energy, and asked me
how | could attend to the smaller details. 1
used to smile to think to myseif, **Ohb, if you
only knew what 1 know, and the canker that
1s preying upon my heart, you would see
that 1 have more to think of than business.”
I went through with that Union Line and
Chestnut-street bndfe fight with all this on
my mind. [ bave learned to conceal my
foelings. 1 would not do like Ralston, of
Califorma—commit suicide. I have de-
termived to stend 1t all and accept the con-
sequences, whatever they may be, 1 know
the ordeal I have to go through with, and
with my sensitive nature, it is a trial; baut i
wiil try to meet it like a man.""

William N. Swain, late proprietor of the
Public Record, and the third heaviest stock-
holder to the extent of one hundred and fifty
shares, was the direct cause of the exposure.
The first intimation of trouble in his com-
pany reached him thruugh Christian Grass,
who is a director in the Corn Exchange bank,
as well as in Mr, Morton’s railway company.
(Grass told hun jost a week ago, 1n a casual
chat in a street-car, Lthat there was a nole of
the compang amounting to fifteen thousand
dollars 1n the bank. Swain expressed sur-
prise, and upon looking into the matter,
without consulting Morton, found that the
latter had in the same bank two individual
notes—one lor twenty-two thousand and the
other for twelve thousand dollars, with four
bondred and thirty-three shares of the Union
Paczific stock as collateral. Samuel Baugh,
the heaviest stockholder in the road, was in-
formed of this. He had been led to suspect
that sowecthing was wrong.

Destructive Fire at Detroit.

DeTrrorr, September 25.—A fire broke out
in a small bmlding adjoining Hart’s flour-
