Racixe, Wis., September 22.—Racine lies
farther out in Lake than any other
city on the Wisconsin shore, and as near the
water's edge as possible. For three muiles it
stretches along the bay, and from every part
of the city one sees the billo waters with
their ever i colors—blae and beryl
green, tawny ow, somber purple and deli-
cate rose—broken near and fur by the restless
white-caps, and hears the roar of the billows
b ing against the shore. Uphere in Wis-
consin it is fashionable to give a city a nick-
name. This is called the Belle City of the
Lakes, and deserves its appellation. Yet it
15 not on the line of its matural attractions
that it has achieved its great repotation, but
the story of its fame is told in the clatter and
whirr of machinery. I out on a tour

There is a railrond—the Western Union—
which came very near ing all the farmers
from Racine to Rock Island; but itisina
prosperous condition now, and brings the
manufacturers almost next door to the river
cities, the air-line of the Northwestern con-
neets it with that net-work of roads, and the
harbor furnishes both travel and freight trans-
rtation. Some of the largest vessels on the
E)kes are owned by the business men of this
lace, and I bave seen more than one person
ooking for their ships to come in. Batitis
not always the owner who stands by expect-
ant for the ship to make its port; the waiters
by all shores have rarely sent out any vessel
but look to the fates to send some favoring
g:]es that will land a ship at their feet.
metimes, too, the watcher is an old sailor,
who loves the sight and sound of the water.
Every day, from my window, [ see an old
ﬁ-',"n eman, with a naval air, standing near
the shore walching the waves. Day after
day he occupies the same position, his mo-
tionless, compact fignre, attracting the atten-
tion of the passers-by, of whom he seems
perfectly oblivious. e is a native of the isle
of Guernsey, and has lived at Racine for the
last twenty years, with ap tly but one
object in life, to watch the waters of the bay.

The manufacturers
ad eﬂt!entlga:m de up their minds to dazzle
the outside barians, for even threshing-
machines and fanning-mills were sent out
silver-plated. They have silver-plating works
here, and almost everything geils dipped in
the silver vats, sooner or later, as an indica-
tion of extravagant prosperity. I've nodoubt
that Mr. Wakely Bull, the enterprising treas-
urer of the new steel-plow works, would
have that useful implement silvered over if it
would add anything to its appearance. The
establishment for making the plows was one
of the first that I visited, and I listened with
great attention to an explanation of the “New
Idea' plow, which, ins of the time-hon-
ored sltandard, has a corved beam fastened to
the mold-board and land-slide at the base,
and after I had gained a reputation for un-
usual intelligence I betrayed my woman’s ig-
norance, by asking to which end thmnt the
horses. Bubta wa is somethi I can
more readily understand, and when [ saw
the quarter-of-a-mile of red wheels drying in
the sun, in front of the factories of Mitchell,
Lewis & (o., I knew that their watchword
was “Onward!"” and when the green wagon-
bodies were fitted to the _nnder-geari.ng all
would be ready for the prairies and plains of
the wide west.

Mr. Blake has an eye to comfort in cold
weather, and manufactures such a quantity
of shawls und cloths that it seems there might
be a garment apiece all around, and nobody
need go cold. r.

The firm of Blake & Beebe disputes with
him the precedent of the first establishment.
Thore are eight or ten different firms in the
sawme business, and this city is ized as
headguarters for that specialty. re are
said (o be a bundred factories in Racine, cov-
ering | know not how many hundreds of
acres of ground; I only know t a journey
overeveu a of the field is a serious mat-
ter in regard to shoe-leather, and the ambi-
tious traveler is apt lose his soles in the ardu-
ous undertaking. It is therefore pleasant to
learn that there is a factory in whieh a pair
of shoes can be made in twenty minutes, so
there need be no fear of being left out in the
cold for want of a supply. ere is also a
trunk factory, where our unsmashable trunks
can be purchased. This institution is_espe-
cially interesting to professional wanderers,
who desire to carry all their home comforts
with them, for the trunks are provided with
all the modern conveniences. In one of the
fuctories which | visited I found a revolution-
MT principle in wood-work. The material is
called *‘veseer,” rather unfortunately, it
seems fo me, e name carries with it
asuggestion of apretense to something better
than it really is, but in the meaning of one
surface applied to another it defines the ma-
terial.

THE COTTON ORDINANCE,

Four Citizens Arrested for its Alleged
Vicliation — What the Clty Re-
quires of Dealers in the
Fleecy Staple,

Yesterday afternoon Supervisor Mosby
swore out a warrant, charging Messrs. G.
(Gratens, B, H. Hayden, E. M. Loog and John
Bolger with violating the ordinance regulat-
ipg the buying and repacking of loose cotton.
These gentlemen, on being arrested by Po-
liceman Cannon, put up a forfeit for their
appearance at the recorder’s court this morn-
ing. They are dealers in loose cotton, and
claim that their license permits them to con-
duct such business without paying ‘anything
additional. The ordinance regulating the
business of buying and repacking loose cot-
ton, which the above-named citizens are ac-
cused of violating, reads as follows:

SectioN 1. Be it ordained by the General
Aszgembly of the city of Memphiz, That any
person engaged within the corporate limits
of Memphis in the basiness of buying and re-
packing loose cotton, shall be deemed o mer-
chant or trader, and that no person shall en-
gage in such business except after taking out
a merchant’s license in the mode prescribed
for merchants generally, and compf ing with
the terms and conditions of this ordinance.

Sec. 2. No person shall engage in the busi-
ness aforesaid unless his license state on the
face of it that it is taken out with a view to
engage therein; and, in addition to the other
conditions prescri by law and ordinance
for taking out a merchant’s license, such per-
son shall give a bond in the penalty of one
thousand dollars, conditioned that he will
keep in a book, specially tgr{:w'ided for the
purpose, a daily record of the name of each
seller of loose cotton and the quantity of each
purchase, and that he will keep such book at
all times open to the inspection of the special
police hereafter provided. Falure to comply
with this ordinance, or the terms of said bond,
shall be deemed a misdemeanor, and shall
subject the offender to a fine of not less than
five nor more than fifty dollars.
siSec. I, The special police appointed by the
president of the cofton exchange for the bet-
ter protection of the cotion interests of the
citF shall be enrolled in and be part of the
police force, hnvm'g all the powers of regular
policemen, and subject to all the provisions
of law and ordinance applicable to the regun-
lar force.

The fire and police commissioners shall
have power to remave such special policemen
in their discretion.

The city ¢l Memyphis shall not be liable for
the pay or any othier expenses of such special
police force.

THE MARK LANE

Express on the Crop Nitaation—Pros-
pect for Liberal bat not Excessive
Shipments from this
Country.

Loxpox, September 25.—The Mark Lane
Eﬂ,-ress says the condition of wheat is gen-
erally bad, and in the north many samples
are selling as low as forty shullings and even
less. As damp weather comes on the condi-
tion of Eunglish wheat will render it almost
unfit for use and a large proportion of it un-
salable must be kept till epring.  The pros-
pects of the next crop are not favorable. It
now seéems probable that we shall receive
from India this year only half of the wheat
we expected. From Egypt also shipments
are on a lessened scale, and seem likely not
to equal the expectation. North Russia con-
tinues to ship fairly, but notso largely as pre-
dicted. Shipments from Americaare liberal,
but not excessive. Whether they will become
larger in the next few weeks remains to be
seen; but there is no longer the pressare to
sell which there was under the first belief of
an enormons crop. The truth of the mat-
ter as to the large surplus of the
American crop this year begins to he
more clearly onderstood. It may be
admitted that there iz a surplus  of
one bundred million bushels, yet with an
unprecedented exhaustion of stock through-
out the States, the uspal exports to otner
parts, a larger export to the continent, the
present modezate prices and the disposition
that growers will naturally feel to hold over
such fine quality at such prices, it is not likel
that the export this year to Great Britain wiil
exceed that of some former years, unless
prices should advance and offer some induce-
ments to growers to sell more freely.
