The only republican
government known to the constitution of any
American State, is a government chosen by
the people. 1 be question whether a case has
arisen requiring the President to employ mil-
itary forces to protect lawful State authority
against domestic violence, is, by the constitu-
tion, committed to his decision and to his re
sponsibility. Taking no issue with any deci-

sion of this kind which has been made by the
national executive in respect to the employ
ment of troops, and expressing no opinion in
regard to the. methods and attendant proceed
ings employed in any instance, we cherish
tbe hope that the action taken in relation to
. .,t II .Ittne soutnern states win result in peace, iran
auilitv and justice, and that no act of the Re'
publicans of New York conducive to its good
effects shall be withheld. We insist on
purity, trugality and efficiency in every branch
ot the public service, national and state, io
that end, we hold these requirements practi
cal and just:

First No needless office, or officer, or pub
lic agent shall exist.

Second Compensation for official serv.ces
should be fair and just, but in no case ex-

cessive.
Third Fit men, and no others, should hold

public trusts.
Fourth Every official, high or low, should

be required at all times laithlully to perform
his duty, and the whole of it.

Fifth No otficial or office-hold- er should be
subject to political or partisan assessments, or
to interference in any way with his political
rights or actions, and plain laws should tor-bi- d

and punish all attempts to make or en
force such assessments, or to control or
abridge in any respect that absolute freedom
ot political action which, in this country, be
longs to all voters alike. In connection with
this subject, we recur with satisfaction to that
portion ot tbe letter ot rxoeptance ot Mr.
Haves wherein he declares that the founders
of our government meant that the officer
should be secure in his tenure as long as his
personal character remains untarnished and
the performance of his duties satisfactory. In
furtherance of this view, we commend, as
worthy of consideration, legislation making
dicers secure in a limited hied tenure, and
subject to removal only as officers under State
laws are removable in this Btate on
charges to be regularly and openly
preferred and arijii'lged. We hold honest
service or labor u be the best and highest
exertion for Amenc in citizens, and those
who labor for others, whether lor govern-
ment or for private employers, are as fully
entitled as any citizen can be to absolute
freedom in all political, civil and religious
affairs. They owe full service, and they
agree to render it to their employers; they
owe nothing more. The constitution of the
United States, and of the State of New York,
and the laws establish equal rights for all
citizeus and all voters, and we deprecate as
unwarrantable and hurtful all attempts by
employers or others representing capital
or political power to encroach upon or coerce
others in the enjoyment ot any of their
lights, or the exercise of any of the duties of
citizenship. In the State ot New I ork the
whole number of national office-holder- s, in-
cluding clerks and subordinates ot every de
gree, is seven thousand four hundred and
sixty-hv- e. law is one national official or
subordinate to one hundred and fifty-tw- o
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voters. ui otate, county, ana town officials
there are in this State thirteen thou
sand five hundred and thirteen; this
is one State, county, or township
omciai to every eigne and voters.
When the potential functions of local officers
are taken into account, their nearness to the
citizen and their power over his property,

Sixth The public faith, honesty, industry
and general prosperity demand a sound cur-rin-ey

Seventh We oppose any further land grants
or subsidies to corporations and monopolies,
and hold that the public domain should be
reserved for free homes for industrious set-
tlors.

lite remaining resolutions arraign the

Osman
Pasha's position is now believed to be secure,
and the impression at Constantinople and
Sophia is that the Russians and Roumanians
are withdrawing gradually from any attempt
against 1 isvna.

Paris. September 26.' The radical social

ist republicans of Paris have issued a mani-
festo attacking the government and the sup-
porters of Gambetta. The manifestode--
mands amnesty for the communists, the abo-
lition of tbe budget of public worship, the
expulsion of the Jesuits, the substitution of
an armed nation for a standing army, and a
single progressive tax for all existing taxes,
and the abolition of the presidency and the
senate.

From Ijondon.
London", September 26. Special corre--

ppondents confirm the Turkish story that
t'levna was revictualed and reinforced on the
twenty-thir- d instant by twenty battalions of
infantry, two batteries of artillery, two thou-
sand cavalry, and an immense quantity of
food and ammunition. It is stated that rainy
weather is impeding operations.

It is reported that, by the czar s order, the
question of war or peace has been discussed
by the councU of ministers at St. Petersburg.
Grand Duke Constant ine, who presided, and
the minister ot war pronounced tor a contin-
uance of the war. The other ministers were
in favor of peace negotiations.

General Grant in replying to various ad
dresses which he received to-d- ay referred to
the American taritf. Ha reminded his hear-
ers that the United States had to raise money
to pay off the great debt incurred by war.
The duties from imports was regarded solely

a means of attaining that end. If the
United States were to abolish the revenue
from imports the foreign bondholders would
very soon cry out when their interest was not
forthcoming. He added: "We get along
well enough with the payment of our debt.
and will compete with you in your manufac-
tures in the markets in the world. The
more of your merchants and mechanics that
go to America the better. Nothing pleases
us more than immigration of industry and
intelligence. Of this community we have
room for all that will come, and we will try
to treat you as you have treated me to-da-y.

General Grant was loudly cheered.
A dispatch dated Constantinople at eleven

o'clock Wednesday night says that private
telegrams state that the Russian center at-
tacked Plevna on Tuesday and was reDnlsed
with a loss of seven thousand men and four
guns. This report is probably unfounded, as
no official confirmation has been received.

Editors Aiteak There has been much
said and written in the last few weeks about
our tcorthy and umcorthy poor. It does not
seem fitting that philanthropists or christians
should spend time in nnding fault with each
other, but should set themselves to work to
devise means for the removal or mitigation of
the evus that they so much deplore, ihere
is a necessity and a call for active, benewletit
missionary work in our city. Many are suf-
fering for even the necessaries of life, and
hundreds know nothing of its comforts; many
are sick and despondent; by whom a kind
word and a little temporal aid would be so
gratefully received. Dear christian women,
it seems to me I hear the Spirit's call, "Sepa

me the christian women of Memphis to
this work; and shall it ro unheeded Can
we not leave the stadyof fashions and fancies
for a time, and give a Part, at least, of . each
week to missionary work f The poor need
your prayers and your faith as much, or more,
than temporal aid, for we have yet to find the
brst true christian, or person in good stand-
ing in any chuich suffor'ng for bread. This
is remarkable, but it is a fact, and in fulfill
ment of the words of the I'suimist: "I have
been voung. and now am old) yet have I not
seen the righteous forsaken, nor nisseea peg-
ging bread." If this is hot literally true in
regard to the seed ot the rignteous, it is, at
least, true, according to our observations, in
regard to the righteous themselves. Now is
the time to find out and help the poor and
needy, before the winter is upon us; and you
can only find the most helpless and needy by
seeking them out. Many win almost pensn
with cold or slow starvation before they will ask
relief from door to door; and let us here
give you a piece of advice. Never give money
to those who ask alms at your door without
first visiting them, or reporting them to some
one who can, and making a thorough investi-
gation of their circumstances and claims to
aid.; for we have found them, almost without
exception, impostors. We have had three
such cases come under our observation in the
last month two on Poplar strett, near
Fourth; one family by the name of Dorf, in
which the ladies became much interested;
they secured them free passage to Little Rock,
where they said they had friends that were
willing to helothem: besides securing the pas
sage they gave them four dollars in money to
buy provisions on the way; but what was
their Buronse to hear themselves soundly be
rated for not fitting them up to travel. They
were poor, very poor, but can you say deserv-
ing or worthy. Another, a Mrs. Russel, who
goes by quite a number ot names, as it suits
her convenience, came to our door, repre-
senting herself as poor and sick. We visited
her and found, by comparing notes with a
friend, that she was in the habit of collecting
quite a little sum of money, and she and her
grown son getting drunk and remaining so
tor days together. She was particular in
begging, to ask for a little money to buy
medicine, etc. And the last was a M rs. Toole,
husband and child, who came to Memphis
last spring, representing themselves as hav
ing been burned out in Nashville and losing
everything they had. A dear christian lady
hearing and believing their story, kindly took
them in, incommoding her own family to
make them comfortable, even collecting money
to . send them to Henry county, Alabama,
where they said they formerly lived and
wished to go. When all was done that could
be for them, even the gentleman making ex-

ertions to get them a railroad ticket, they
rented a house and went to house-
keeping with quite a number of things that
have not been lost in the fire,, Soon the hus-
band got into trouble, and the Taw laid hands
upon him, ar.d lodged him in jail, when a
kind-hearte- d lawyer came to their aid, and
bailed him out, and aided them in other
ways, they wishing still to go to Henry coun-
ty, Alabama. That is a most inaccessible
county, but it was much pleasanter to spend
the summer in bt. r.iui, and migrate south-
ward when the frosts of September set in.
So, back again they come to Memphis, and,
strange to say, to the same friends who had
aided them in the spring; but this time the
husband had deserted the wife and babies.
saying "there were too many charitable peo-
ple in Memphis to let them suffer." It is
becoming quite fashionable for husbands to
desert their wives and children for us to care
for. So she had gotten rid of her husband,
and with him all recollection of ever being
burned out in Nashville. This last slip of the
memory caused us to be a little susoicious of
her; but we could prove nothing definite, eid
in the meantime she ingratiated herself into
the good graces of one of the most benevolent
ministers and churches in the city, and the
last I saw of her was as she was getting
ready to leave on the eleven o'clock train for
Henry county, Alabama.

Since writing the above I have seen and
talked withthe "deserted wife with four sick,
starving children" in front of the hospital. I
am sorry to say they are not a myth, as the
"twin babies" were, which, I believe, have
never yet come to light. I must say, from
the conversation with the woman, I do not
believe that she is any more deserving than
these other cases. She said she had been a
member ot the Methodist church for eighteen
years, and when asked if she had united with
a church here, she said no. She had had a
letter from her church, but her husband had
torn it up. "Can't you get another?"
"No; I nor none of my children can write."
So I offered to write for her, and she had to ask
the oldest little boy what was the name of
the church and minister, and with a confi-
dent air she said it was the "Methodist Epis-
copal church," but, I Baid, "all Methodist
churches are called in that way." At last
she made out to " believe it was the St. John
Methodist church," and I wrote to the
church, or rather to the postmaster of the
town where she said she lived, inquiring if
such people had lived there and were mem-
bers of any such church; and if so, to please
ask them to send another letter. She wanted
to mail the letter. I told her I would attend
to it for her. I then asked what she need.-- d

most. She said she wanted work. I told
her I would call and see her, and do what I
could for her, but I was confident she was not
Lying as a professing christian should, or
she would not be in her present condition.
And these are only a few of the many cases
with which our city is afflicted; and it is in a
great measure because we have no concert of
action in our alms-givin- g. No one knows
what his neighbor is giving or doing; or, if
he does, it is by mere accident. And can't
this be remedied ? The Ladies' christian as-
sociation, a representative body from the dif-
ferent churches, has offered to do what it
could to help us in this matter; but the offer
has not been cordially accepted. Some of the
churches and ministers still look with suspi-
cion and distrust upon this organization of
christian women, and shake their heads and
say, "I don't believe it will do. I haven't
faith. This work ought to be done in the
churches." This is just what we have asked
for; even begged the different church socie-
ties, under the direct supervision and direc-
tion of their pastors, to undertake this syste-
matic visiting and care of the poor, and to
give once a month a synopsis or report of their
work what cases have come up ;
what attention needed ; what aid ren-
dered, etc. We think this is the
only way to detect deception and
and expose hypocrisy and fraud, as well as to
attend to the demands of all that are really
needy, whether worthy or unworthy. If this
plan could be cordially and fully adopted, we
feel that it would do away with much fraud
and deception, and force many persons now
living on our citizens to go to work or seek
some more congenial clime. We have a lady
employed as a teacher or missionary who
will devote at least one-ha- lf of her time to
this work, and we will gladly give any assist-
ance to churches or societies wishing to enter
upon this plan of work. There is a daily de-
mand made upon us, as an association, to
help the poor, especially since the citizens'
relief fund has been expended; but we have
no fund tor that purpose outside our work at
the intelligence office and temperance lodg
ing-room- s. W e are now refitting the latter
tooms, and hope to be able to open them in a
much improved condition on the first of Oc-

tober. These rooms are for lodging those
who are, for the time being, without a home
and unable to find employment. If they
have any means they can board cheaply at
(be temperance restaurant or lunch house, in
the same building, and when they have noth-
ing our association has paid their board. Be-
cause we have had to bend every energy to
the successful prosecution of our work, we
have been unjustly assailed for not embracing
every class in our charity, as if our resources
were unlimited. We would gladly dispense
charity to all, if we had the means, but out
treasury is empty, and whatever has been
done for the outside poor has been out of our t

individual pockets. We have no special fund
for the poor, tor have we ever offered to care
lor them except upon certain conditions. But
bow. as thers seems to be no fund or organi
zation that has for its special object
the cae of the poor, we are willing
to givp time ana means as tar as entrusted to
us; and ft the furtherance of this object we
wouia very submit to the gener-
ous, philanthropic public sundry ways and
meaus for Treating a fupd forthe poor; tf be
entrusted to the Ladies' christian association,
for which we will, at any time, exhibit or
iurmsn a renort r;- - uu expenditures

Second The monthly reunions of the La-
dies' christian association, as advertised, are
tor the purpose ot jree-un- ll offerings for the
poor. Now, dear friends, don't continue to
slur and wound us any longer, but come and
make your offering, and we will see to it that
it is well dispensed and to the worthiest poor
we can find; Ihe meeting for this month
will be held at the residence of Mr. T. W,
Brown; on Poplar street, Friday; September
28th, from four o'clock to eleven o clock in
the evening. V e give our friends a cordial
invitation to come and help us.

Third WO appeal to the merchants of our
city for material domestic, cotton cloths,
flannel, and voods of every description that
eaiAe mad-4t- 0 clothing lor the poor and
we will have it prepared and given out to
poor women to make up one dollar's worth
a week to each person paying for it a living
p:ice. lhis win at least keep them from
starving, and help them with clothing if
needed.

Fourth We appeal to the Howard associ
ation, whose generosity has been extended to
us for another branch of our work, .to come
to our aid. Give us of your abundance at
least one thousand dollars, to pay these poor
women for the sewing, and to feed those who
seek lodging with us until they are able to
find employment. .This is not confined to
anv class all creeds and .nationalities are
embraced and if the good and charitable
people of Memphis would only consider aud
feel that this is our work, just as much as it
is the work of those christian women, then
would it prove a success. We do hooo and
pray that these appeals will not fall unheeded
on the hearts of those who can help the poor:
tor if they do, it will be worse for us than
tee had never appealed. And remember, we
do not give any person the liberty or right to
refer persons to us, unless they have contrib
uted. Don't imagine that some one else has
contributed, if you haven't, and thus attempt
to quiet your conscience, but make it a per-
sonal matter and let each give "as God has
prospered him." For the promise is sure:

Give, and it shall be given unto you, good
measure, pressed down and running over."
And now.

Fnthly and lastly We appeal to the press
of our city to make common cause with us.
Can't you feel that it is your duty, as weU as
ours, to help our common fallen humanity?
It is not us you are helping. It is true it
gladdens our hearts, but it is the poor, whom
Christ says "ye have always with you," that
are the beneficiaries of your generosity. We
can't give notice of our monthly meetings or
advertise our reunions in but one paper in the
city I mean daily papers without having
to pay for it, and when we havn't the money
we must needs let the notices and advertising
go. Sundry bills are staring us in the face
now that we thought were arranged for, and
we will pay them, but we can't make any
more. We know it takes time and labor,
which is money; but we give nearly all our
time, labor, and money, and we therefore
feel at liberty to ak all to help us. We will
close this long article by recommending to all
the earnest perusal of the fifty-eight- h chap-
ter of Isaiah.

Washington, September 26. General
A. C. Jones, who made an extended and
official tour through the southern States,
represents that everything throughout the
south bears the appearance of growing pros
perity and reviving trade. President Hayes, m
an interview, says that so far as he was able to
judge, the southern people were as enthusi
astic and loyal to the representative ot tbe
general government as any, and he hoped
there was no particular south; that southern
and northern interests were identical, and
that the main object to be considered was a
unity of interests in improving the material
prosperity ot the country, lie desired to
earn the wants and conditions of the people

throughout the Union, and that the people
were the best judges. Ot the effect ot his
southern visit, he summed it up by saying:

.Nothing could be pleasanter than my trip
throughout. The country is apparently re-

covering from its extreme business prostra-
tion, and the agricultural portion of the
south seems to have felt hard times less than
others; and I believe the era of good feeling
between the north and south is permanent,
and that they are sincere in their expression
of a community of interest.

of the Republican p'arty, in withdrawing
capital from taxation, increasing the burden
of the public debt by declaring currency
bonds payable in gold, demonetizing silver
in the interest of the creditor at the expense
of the debtor, and attempting to force re-

sumption when it will bring ruin on the
general business interests of the country, and
demands instead that the property protected
by the government pay its just share of the
expenses of the government; that silver de-

monetized and the present resumption act be
repealed, and resumption be postponed until
the financial condition cf the country will
permit it; declares its opposition to a
longer continuance of the national
