Complete History, Setting; Forth the Con-

nections and Relations of all the
rarties Mentioned Affldarit of

the DefendantJAdmlUing

Her Fall, and Charging the Paternity of
the Child to Mr. C. A. LefJlngwell,

who Answers and Produces a
Black-MalUn- g Letter

From the Plaintiff, who Offered to Con
done with hla WHe for Fire Thou-san- d

Dollars Absolute Divorce
Granted by the Court.

The sensational divorce suit of Otto
Clausen r. Mary M. Clausen was ended yes
terday in the circuit court, by Judge Heiskell
crantinir the petition of the plaintiff, and
ordered the following decree to be entered:
Otto Clausen m. Mary M. Clausen:

lia it remembered that this cause came on
to be heard and determined before Hon.
C. W. Heiskell. judtre of the circuit
court of Shelby county, on this twenty-sixt- h

day of September, 1S77; on the bill judg-
ment pro conesso proof on file, and the oral
testimony introduced at the hearing of the
cause; and it appearing to the court that the
complainant is entitled to the relief sought,
it is therefore decreed that the bonds of mat
rimony hitherto subsisting between the com
plainant and the defendant be and the same
are hereby dissolved.

THE HISTORY OF THIS CASK

has already been given the public. Mrs.
Mary M. Clausen ref used to come into court.
but in her unswer made the following affida
vit: "I. Mary M.Clausen, aired nineteen years.
wile ot Otto Clausen, and defendant in the
above-name- d cause, do make the following
statement: That I was married to my hus
band. Otto Clausen, as stated in the petition
tor divorce, on the twenty-fourt- h of Decem
ber, 1876; that 1 was delivered of a child
(female) on the thirty first ot July, 1877; that
I did not know my husband, utto uiausen,
carnally previous to our said marriage, and
that the child born on the thirty-tirst-ot July,
1877, of which I was delivered, was not be
gotten by the said Otto Clausen; that he was
not the lather of the said child, but that one
C. A. Leffingwell, whom I knew previous to
my said marriage, is the father of tne said
child, begotten by him previous to my mar-
riage with the said Clausen, and that my con-
dition was unknown at the time of marriage
to said Otto Clausen : and 1 have every rea
son to believe, and do state, that he was not
aware of the wrong I had committed until
the birth of the child.

"MRS. MARY CLAUSEN."
- THIS SHAMEFUL STATEMENT,

of course, had the effect of establishing Otto
Clausen's right to a divorce in a legal sense,
though the moral phase of the case could not
be and was not reached. Mr. Leffingwell,
upon learning that such an affidavit had been
made, asked, through his counsel, Mr.
William H. Carroll, to give his evidence
and that of other witnesses, besides a
letter in which Otto Clausen demanded of
him five thousand dollars. Mr. Leffingwell
was. and is now. prepared to prove conclu
sively that he is not the father of the child,
but that this affidavit was induced by the in-
fluence of parties other than Mrs. Clausen.
His request was refused by the court, as Mr.
Leffingwell was not a party to the suit. Mr,
Leffingwell claims that Otto Clausen attempt
ed to blackmail him, and offered in support
the following

LETTER FROM THE PLAINTIFF,
which is sufficiently explicit:

Memphis, Txmh., August 2, 1877.
C. A. Leffingwell, City:

Sir 0, seducer, that you are, may the
God that is now above us curse you, and let
you suffer all the pain I have suffered till the
last day; amen. My wite, alter seven months
marriage, has borne a girl, strong and healthy

ten pounds day before yesterday, and has
acknowledged you, C. A. Leffingwell, to be
the father. Oh, I have been wild, and if not
for the sake of her you would be a dead man
now. She pleaded for your life, although
you do not deserve it. Now to facts. I have
loved and adored my wife, and hate to leave
her, but if you do not come to my terms in
full, then I shall sue for a divorce and leave
the revenge to a rather, whose child has been
ruined for life. Of course, we cannot remain
in Memphis, and shall, in a short time, leave.
1 hat takes money. Now, I want from you
five thousand dollars, and I will (rive the
child my name, educate her, etc., and let her
go lor my own, lor Mary s sake, jnow, tnere
is no foolishness about anything. 1 want you
to understand what I have said I mean. I
must have the money before five o'clock this
evening, or else a father's revenge may be
eaual to a husbands. 1 want you to send me
word by the bearer whether you will or not
comply with it. otto Clausen,

Address, care los ropiar, curuer r umiu.
P. S. If vou would beware in future years

ever to mention anything about it, I swear to
God 1 11 take revenge.

THE OTHER BIDE OF THE CASE

h is not come to light, but it is in part set
forth in an affidavit which Mr. Leffingwell's
attorney presented. The court permitted the
affidavit to be read, which is aa follows:
Otto Clausen vs. Mary Clausen.

Charles A. Leffinarwell represents to the
court that on the day of , 1877, Otto
Clausen filed a petition in this court, asking
that a decree be granted him, severing the
bonds of matrimony subsisting between mm
self and the defendant, his wife. The grounds
laid in the said petition as tho reasons why
said....decree should be pronounced are, that

- t - isaid Mary uiausen, previous to ner marriage,
had been unchaste, and had erven birth to a
child seven months after her marriage; that
the child was berrotten out of wedlock, al
though born in wedlock, and that a fraud had
thus been perpetrated on said Utto Clausen.
Petitioner further represents to the court that
on the twenty-fourt-h of September last past,
said Mary made an affidavit in this court.
wherein she says petitioner is the father of
her child; that by reason ot tne averments
contained in the petition for divorce, and the
said affidavit, it has become publicly known
that this petitioner stands charged in this
cause with being the seducer of a female, the
father of an illegitimate child, and the de-

stroyer of the domestic happiness of more than
one household. Petitioner respecuuiiy says
that his character being brought thus in ques
tion in an unenviable way. and in a proceed
ing where there was no opportunity for him
to be heard in its vindication, this court, in
view of the great wrong which would be in
flicted noon him in case ot collusion existing
between the parties to the suit, ought to per
mit him to be called to testify. Petitioner
further represents to your honor that on the
second of August last said Otto Clausen de
manded ot petitioner the sum ot hve thou
sand dollars as satisfaction tor an injury
which said Otto Clausen alleged petitioner
had done him. ihe demand was made by
letter herewith filed as exhibit A, and prays
to be taken as a part of this petition. Your
petitioner refused in writing to accede to this,
or to any demand whatever, on the ground
that he had not in any way, shape or form,
directly or indirectly, or remotely, by word.
act or deed, injured either the said Clausen
or his wife, either before or after his mar
riage with her; that he was innocent of the
charge, and could so prove beyond the ques
tion of doubt. And petitioner now avers
that such is the fact, and, if permitted, he
can prove in this court beyond controversy
that such is the case, inereiore, m view ot
the magnitude of the issue to the character
and standing of petitioner, and the discre
tionary power of this court, he prays that he
may be allowed to intervene so tar as to tes-
tify and furnish witnesses to prove his inno
cence.

otto Clausen's romance
as set forth by current report, was published
in the Appeal, August 15th, as follows:
Otto Clausen has filed a bill of divorce
against his wife, nee Miss Mary M. Taylor, to
whom he was married in this city, December
24, 1876. Clausen, it seems, has been the vic-
tim of a young woman's folly and crime, for
in his divorce petition he alleges that the de-
fendant, Mary M., was pregnant at the time
of said marriage, by another person, without
the knowledge of the petitioner, and has since
said marriage been delivered of a fully ma-
tured child, viz: on the thirty-firs- t of July,
1S77. 1 he petition goes on to state as fol
lows: " Considering the fraud practiced and
wrong done, your petitioner prays that a sub- -
pena issue to compel the defendant to appear
and answer the bill, and that the bonds of
matrimony subsisting between them be dis-
solved and the marriage declared void." Two
years ago the clerk of the Commercial hotel
went to Cincinnati for the avowed purpose of
marrying a German girl whom he cad never
seen. Ihe story is a romantic one, though a
sadness and a shame are connected with its
result, More than two years ago Clausen
was clerk at the Central hotel, in this city.
and there came to that hostelrie a stranger
German, who sickened, grew worse, and died.
Upen examining his trunk, the picture of a
beautiful young girl was found. Letters from
her were also found, and gave her residence

a town in Germany. Clausen at once wrote
the beautiful woman and informed her of

the death of her betrothed husband. How
she received the sad intelligence is not known.

the course of time a correspondence en
sued between Clausen and

THE UNKNOWN BEAUTY OF eSBMAHY,
the result being an offer of matrimony by
the Memphian, which was accepted by the

woman. As Clausen, who in the meantime
ui become clerk at the Commercial hotel,

could not go to Germany, the young woman
was induced to cross the sea and come to
Cincinnati, where he was to meet and marry
her. Clausen proceeded to Cincinnati, and
his departure was duly chronicled in the
Appeal, a singular feature being that he had
gone to wed a woman whom he had never
seen. Clausen returned with the woman to
Memphis, but never married her. Disap-
pointed in what is to woman her greatest
and her loftiest hope, broken-hearte- and, if
we may believe rumor, ruined forever and
covered with man's everlasting shame, the
unfortunately confiding woman left Memphis.
Clausen also left and went to Chicago, but
upon returning to this City, married Miss
Taylor. The result of this marriage is illus
trated bv the allegations of his petition
Clausen can lay no claim to sympathy, for, if
what is said be true, he is bevond the chanty
of the pity of men and women. The way of
the transgressor is hard.

Clausen's denial and defense
of the above was published in the Appeal of
August 16th. and is as follows:

"Editors Appeal In yesterday's Ap-

peal appeared a very slanderous article
against my character, and you have done me
great wrong. Your informer does not state
the real facts of the case, either with the in'
tention to injure me or not knowing better
himself. I need not be ashamed, nor have
to cast down mv eves: I have done no wrong.
neither to man nor woman. 'The real facts
of the case are these: A cousin of mine died
here, in Memphis. After his death there
aame a letter from Copenhagen, Den-
mark, from a lady to whom he was
engaged. I sent her the sad news
about the death of her betrothed. She
wrote again to me about some letters, which
1 sent her. and in short, a correspondence be
gan between us. After some time, she wrote
that she very much would like to see me in
person, but that she was too poor to pay for
a trip to America. I told her my position
did not allow me to go to Europe, but as I
also myself felt interested in her, that I would
pay the expense lor a trip over and return
She accepted, and I sent her the money by a
check on Copenhagen, bought at the German
national bank here. She came, and I met
her at Cincinnati and brought her here to
Memphis, where she staid on a visit to my
parents for some time. Alter getting ac
quainted, we found that our mutual hope
could not be realized. We saw that we did
not like each other as well personally as we
had while corresponding. Was that a crime ?
Instead of going back to Copenhagen she
concluded to stay in this country, which she
hked, and went to some friends in Chicago,
where she is now at least she was about half
a year ago, when she wrote me that she was
doing well. We still remain friends. These
are the true facts, and not like your informer
says broken-hearte- d, ruined, etc. God
knows 1 have not injured any one, but have
tried to act honorably with every one, and
think my past life (seven years) in Memphis
speaks for itself. Hoping yon will do me just
ice, i remain, respecuuiiy yours,

THE above publications
give an insight into this case, which has ex
cited so much attention because ot its scan
dal, and, if investigated as desired by some,
would have revealed facts ot no ordinary mo
ment. As to Otto Clausen's conduct in de-
manding five thousand dollars as the price
ot an immoral secret, there is general con
demnation. How any sum of money could
atone for outraged affections and blasted
hopes, or give the sanction of legitimacy to
the child, is a question too abstruse to be com
prehended. Mr. Leffingwell. if permitted.
would have shown that he was not the father
of the child, and that there was collusion be
tween plaintiff and defendant in the suit.
About eighteen witnesses had been sum
moned, but their evidence was not admit-
ted, as he was not and could not be made a
party to the suit. The affidavit of the de
fendant does not in any manner establish the
fact nor create the belief that he is the father
of the child. That this is true would be
proved by the evidence which Mr. Leffing
well has, and the manner in which Clausen
tried to obtain five thousand dollars from him.
Had Clausen been as judicious in the selec
tion of a wife as he was anxious to hush the
matter up by obtaining five thousand dollars.
he would have escaped the unpleasant results
attending this atiair. Ihe following is

entire satisfaction, and beyond all doubt, his
entire innocence. Clausen refused, in the
subjoined note, to meet him. Since then he
gave the matter no further attention, having
learned that the admission ot Mrs. Clausen
had been wrung from her, and that she had
so stated, and that she said also that they
were untrue. Mr. Leffingwell regards the
whole affair as a blackmailing scheme of
Clausen. The note is as follows:

acted in an unauthorized manner. Not only
i ies Hackett admit that he went to Arkansas
as an officer, but he evidently boasts of the
unlawful feat. It is a well-kno- fact that
the Appeal is not a favorite with the police,
from P. K. Athy down to the men who sleep
on duty and otherwise neglect their sworn
Obligations, it is also known that this ma
licious spite originates from several facts.
among which is the avowed Democracy of
the Appeal and its failure to praise the in
efficient and politically prostituted system.
The recent wife-murde- r, wherein Kuhn
stands before the law, is not forgotten. The
Appeal stated the facts in this mur
der case, and this brought down
the condemnation of Kuhn's friends.

Mr. .Hackett and
all other policemen who attempt to impose on
citizens, when there is no cause or authority
for it, will find some intruder, and the next
time such a trip is made to Arkansas the
governor of that State will take due no
tice of it, even if he permit the act of last
bunday to pass unnoticed. Hackett s state
ment of his conduct is false, and was pub
lished not only to conceal the truth, but to
damage the Appeal.

A. Cohen, and William Hootes, arrested on a
warrant charging them with violnting the
ordinance regulating the business of dealing
in loose cotton; had a hearing before Record-
er Duff, and were discharged. The ordi-
nance provides for the execution of a bond of
one thousand dollars by each person engaged
in the buying and repacking of loose cotton,
aid dealer being required to keep in a book,

specially provided for that purpose, a daily
t?cord of the name of each seller of loote
cotton, and the quantity of each purchase,
the said book to be kept open; at all hours,
for the inspection of the special police. The
dealers in loose cotton claim that this is in
conflict with their license, which per-
mits them to do business without paying
any additional license. The case was ably
argued by counsel, and Recorder Duff ruled
that the ordinance could have no app'ication
to dealers who had obtained license before it
was passed. As to persons who had obtained
license since the passage of the ordinance, he
gave no opinion, as this question was not be
fore him. bo far as we h?ar no determma
tion expressed that these cases will be ap
pealed to the supreme court, ia order to get a
nnai adjudication as to the application and
legality or the ordinance.
