THE TOOLS USED BY RADICALS

It is & singular fact that Mississippi, which
suffered so long and so seriously from Radi-
cal rule, should be the first southern State to
aid in restoring the vanquished plunderers.
South Carolina was the last southern State
freed from Radical rule, but she is first and
foremost in devotion to Democracy and in
warring upon Radicalism, whether represent-
ol by carpetbaggers or their successors, the
Independents. The Democrats of Charles-
ton are preparing for the municipal elections,
and they are harmonions and junited. We
regret that it has been reserved to Mississippi
to furnish a den of vipers ready to sting to
the vitals the Democratic parly, which has
redeemed all the southern States from the
corrupt rule of Radicalism. In many coun-
ties of Mississippi the Radical monkeys are
using the paws of Demoerats to pull the
roasting chestnuts out of the fire. The Mis-
sissippi carpetbaggers are trying to profit by
the example of the monkey in the fable, and
the cregtares they use will live to learn
that the part of the cat in the
chestnut hunting is neither profitable nor
pleasant. We hope the true and reliable De-
mocracy of Mississippi will crush out the ren-
egades who, to secure office, are ready to
strikea dishonorable bargain with the party
repudiated by the people in the last two elec-
tions, Surely such a faction as compose the
Independent movement in Mississippi canmot
trinmph over the Democratic party, which
routed Radicalism when backed by the pa-
tronage of the nalional and State govern-
ments, The fall elections, which commence
in Ohio on Tuesday next, will speak in tones
of thunder for the cause of Democracy and in
econdemnation of the apostates in Missiszippi.
The National Democracy will ascend to pow-
er as rapidly as time will permit, and we
would say to the old party dray-horses, and to
the patriotic, ambitions young men of the
State, “*stand by your colors; that he who
Joins a faction against his party and seeks to
destroy it by an alliance with the blood-
stained enemies of our people, with those
who have crushed and robbed us, who have
murdered our sires, manacled our sons, and
made our dsughters and wives weep great
tears of poverty and sorrow, is rumning in
the face of destiny, By the aid of his ene-
miss he may possibly trinumph in a few local
offices, the value and honor of which may be
swept from under his feet by the Democratic
legislature at will; but such a victory, while
giving him a short and uncertain period of
bitter trinmph, will give him a lifetime of de-
feat and regret.”” We can understand and
respect a faction which protests against vio-
Intinns of party usage. But we have no tol-
eration for that meanest of all factions which,
failing to secure a nomination in the Demo-
cratic party, throws itself into the arms of
Radicalism and strikes a disreputable bar-
gain for the purpose of securing office. An
open and avowed Radical is to be preferred
to such a treacherous friend.

THE MISSIMSIPPI RIVER.

The surveying party under the command
of Captain Henry M. Adams, of the corps of
engineers, United States army, arrived yes-
terday, and will enter at once upon the
work of surveying the river in this vicinity.
Captain Adams has for assistants Lieatenants
Lockwood and Powell, also of the engineer
corps. These gentlemen have had several
years experience on the lake surveys, and
therefore cowme to the work before them with
some degree of preparedness to push it in-
telligently to as early a conclusion asthe
present appropriation by congress will per-
mit. Unfortunately for us, as for them, this
is too small to admit of their doing all they
would like to do and we want done,
Twenty-five thousand dollars—the amount
of the appropriation—will mnot carry
them far, not farther than Helena, where
a halt will be called unless our renresenta-
tives at the extra session of congress, which
meets on the fifteenth, insists upon a farther
approprintion of $250,000, which, with the
$25,000 on which the present work is based,
will be about equal to the sum suggested, we
believe, by Generals Humphreys and Abbott.
This they can readily accomplish if they will
but move in the matter with the same en-
thusiasm and determination, after definite
results, as has characterized our representa-
tive, Hon, Casey Young, in all that he has
said and done for river improvement. Pro-
vision can be made for it by the insertion of
& clause to that effect in the army bill, the
passage of which is the principal purpose of
the Executive in calling the national legisla-
ture together. By doing this the work of
survey can be so facilitated as that an ap-
proximate estimate can be reached of the
cost of levee and other improvements neces-
sary to make the river safely navigable
throughout its whole length. To this there
can be no reasonable objectian. It is asked
for in the furtherance of a great public work,
snd has neither taint of subsidy nor job.
The great river ought to bear to the gulf the
products of the twenty million of people who
inhabit the valley it drains. That it may do
50 it must be put in navigable order, as the
St. Panl convention will insist, from its
source to ita mouths. Beside this, the lands
now subject td overflow must be redeemed, if
not by the plans laid down by General
Humphreys or Captain Eads, then by a com-
bination of both, or by some other which
shall commend itself to competent and relia-
lle engnneers, The work is a national one.
It is as wuch 50 us the surveys and improve-
ments of the coasts and harbors of the likes,

the gulf, or the Atlantic and Pacific. The
bome or inter-State commerce of the
country i far more valoable than the

foreign, and claims, as it should have,
ws much of its fostering care. No one can
truthfully or honestly claim that the man
who owns a steamship is more entitled to
lighthouses and safe harbors than he who
owns A river steamer. Safe cavigation is as
much & desideratum ‘n the ore as 'n the othir
cuse, and, then, there is ten  dollacs ricked in

tt.:elnl.kr more than in the first case. Mr. |
Young, of the bureau of statistics, in his re- i G

port on the internal commerce of the United !

States, setting down the total cost of the
Louisville and Portland canal at $3,258,603,
says that *‘the commercixl advantages, real-
“* jzod from it i a single year have greatly
“exoreded this large expenditure.”” Can
any words more eloquently plead for the im-
provement of the great route contemplated
as a result of this preliminary survey by Cap-
tain Adams? Again, setting forth the valge
of nver transportation, ss compared with
ruilroad, Mr. Young says, in the same re-
port: *“The cost of transporting coal from
** Pittsburg to Louisville, and to New Or-
“leans is (ouly) about one-half of one mill

““per ton per mile. Thia is only ome-
“winth of the rate which prevailed
“during several months of the past

“ year for the transportation of grain from
 Chicago to New York, namely 20 cents per
** one hundred pounds, or 43¢ mills per ton
“ per mile—a rate less than almost any other
“ pail-rate known in this country, and be-
“lieved to have been unremunerative and
“ maintained only as the result of a railroad
“ war."” Nolanguage can add to the face of
this fact. It is eloguent as to the necessity
of putting the Mississippi in a condition
which will admit of safe navigution at all
times when ice does not impede. This done,
and we shall have the grain, lamber, and
other products of the great west secking a
market by this the natural channel for the
drainage of the valley down to the sea. No
greater or grander work than this can enguge
the minds of our legislators. To them we
appeal, in the name of the people, to sopport
and sustain every movement, little or big,
that looks to its consummation. The appro-
priation of $250,000 herein suggested will
enable the party now engaged in the survey
to push their work to a speedy concluosion.
More men can be employed, and a division of
labor can be made that will greatly fucilitate
to this end. The redemption of millions of
acres of our mosf productive lands, as well as
the commerce of the greatest States of the
Union, demand it.

RAILWAY FREIGHTS.

A Lively Meeting of the Frelght Mon
in New York—Nothing of Impor-
tance Accomplished -Am Ad-
vanece of Five FPer Cent
Assured.

NEwW Yorg, Uctober 5. — It is stated that
the meeting of railroad freight men here to-
day wuas lively in character, and bLetimes
demonstrative. It appears that the repre-
sentatives of the Grand Trunk railroad, of
Canada, are holding out against the proposed
schedule of east-bound rates, and are not
satisfied with the existing arrangements eon-
cerning the transportation of live stock. The
officers of @ number of western roads arrived
during the night and on the early morning
trmuns. The corridors of the hotel ‘were filled
with groups of railroad men, who, from their
eager conversation, seemed to have very im-
portant business on hand. They were all
very reticent when questionsd as to the ob-
jucts of the meeting, and refused all informa-
tion.,

The presidents of the trunk lines were
assembled in the same botel, and when the
meeting of freight representatives adjourned,
word was received from Colonel Scott that
nothing of any importance to the pablic had
been done.  Responsible railrond men say
that although an advance of five cents will be
made on _certam classifications of freight, a
decline of five cents will take place on other
classifications, which will make the aggregate
receipts from freightsabout the same as here-
tofore. It is intended to abolish the special
class, embodying all goods heretofore earricd
under this head in the grade known as the
fourth-class, the rates of which are to be low-
ered to meet the change. Many articles here-

tofore carried as fourth-class will be truns-
ferred to third. and =0 on, antil the whole list
is re-arranged.

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FOREIGN NEWS.

The Ruossians Acknowledge the Loss of
Fifty-Two Thousand Men up to
Date —The Raussian Grain
Crop Unsatisfactory.

Additional Particulars of the dattle be-
fore Kars—The Disastrous Repulse
of the Russians Conflrmed.

Loxpoxs, October 5.—A Berlin dispatch
saye that the Russians officially acknowledge
the loss of fifty-two thousand men up to the
twenty-seventh of September. The same
dispatch says that the Russian grain harvest
is disappointing both 1n quality and quanti-
ty. The wet weather in Aungust is assigned
as the cause of the short yield.

Further particulars of.the battle before
Kars make it evident that the Russians as-
saulted the Turkash positions along the whole
line, and were repulsed with heavy loss. The
main action was fought on Tuesday. The
Torkish line extended from the Great and
Lattle Yagni to the fortified hills on the
Kurskada plains as far as Ani, on the Arpa-
chai river, with the center advanced toward
the nver and resting on Kizl-Tepe. The
Husgians, reinforced by new troops and
those lately employed agninst the Cancassian
imsurgents, began the battle at daybreak en
Tuesday by an assault on the Great Yagni, the
extreme ootworks of Mukhtar Pasha’s forti-
ficntions, twelve miles east from Kars. The
Turks seem to have been taken by surprise.
A vingle Turkish battalion, defending the
Great Yagui, was ent to pieces or eapturad
t1_n'it.l:| thr_'h Lht after tnqr h(il:l'ﬂ obstinate de-

ense, which gav urks an opportunit

The Turkizsh official dispatch says: “A
great battle ensoed, lasting thirteen hours.
Repeated Russian attacks were repalsed with
heavy loss."

.-\Yluusnu: bulletin from Grand Duke Nich-
olas’s headquarters at Karajal, dated fourth
mstant, says: “*After the capture of Great
Yagni it was found that Little Yagn: was so
strongly fortified that the attempt to assauit
was  considered ‘pmlmlture. After thirleen
battalions, sent from the ['urks to reinforce
Mubktar Pasha, had been roﬁm]aml, onr
troops fortified themselves in the positions
oocapied. Our loss Tuesday was three thon-
sand and sixty-nine kill and wounded.
The enemy’s loss was not less. We captured
two hundred men,™

The Turkish account as to repeated attacks
after the capture of the first Turkish position
seems correct, otherwise there conld not have
been six thousand killed and wounded., The
two bundred captured by the Russians were

robably the remnant of the garrison of Great
fagni. The Rusmans also attacked the cen-
ter, at Kisiltrez, but were repulsed. Simal-
taneously the Russian force, moving from the
direction of Ani, endeavored to turn the
Tuorkish right and get between Mukhtar Pasha
aui Kars, This movement is referred to by
a correspondent, saying: ‘"Hopes are enter-
Lg.mu%' of cutting off Mukhtar Pasha from

ars.,

Of this aftair the Turkish bulleting say that
after five hours fighting the Russian force, of
six battalions of infantry and {wo regiments
of cavalry, was driven rgack and pursued to
the banks of the Arpachai.

Tne Russian bulletin says: **A lodgment
was effacted on the Turkish nght flank, and
the Turkish attack on the next day (Wednes-
day) was brilliantly repuleed and the enemy
driven as far as the outer line of their camp.
I'he Russian loss here is three hondred killed
and wounded." From these conflicting slate-
ments it 1= apparent.that the lodgment was
not of any importance, since the subsequent
assaull by the Turks only resulted in bemnz
driven to the outer line of their camp. Final-
ly the Turkish bulletin concludes: "QV(* have
gained a brilliant victory and inflicted a loss
of over five thonsand on the enemy.”" The
Russian bulletin concludes:  “To-day, Thurs-
day, our right flank will withdraw from the
positions occupied by them on Tuesday on
account of the difficulty in obtaining a supply
of water."

The Turks estimate the Russian force en-
gaged against their left at thirty-five battal-
1008 of infantry and nine regiments of caval-
ry. Little Yagni was five times assanlted,
taken and retaken, and the movement against
the Turkish right flank came 8o near suc-
ceeding that Muokhtar Pasha'’s communica-
tion with Kars was one ume actually severed,
Eventually, however, the repulse along the
whole line was complete, and the Turks re-
mained in possession of the field, which was
covered with the Russian dead. Grand Duoke
Michuel commanded in person.

A Berlin dispatch says the imperial ukase
sanctions the conversion of the share-capital
of five of the principal Russian railways from
metallic to paper standard, at the same time
reducing the guarantee of annunal receipts to
the sanme standard measuore. This inlficbsu.
serious loas on the sharcholders and creates
apprehension.  The measure is to be extend-
ed to other lines, and even to government
bonds. It is said that the shares subscribed
abroad, and in foreign gold, will not be ex
empted from the operation of the ukase.

The Gireat New York Forger—Who he
is nud the Extent and Neope of
his Crimes—He In Supposed
{0 have Suaiclded.

New York special to~the Cincinnati Fn-
quirer: It was learned to-day that Mr. Nix-
on, Mr, Gilman's aged clerk, sent a note to
Gilmau after the discovery of Talmadge, and
Gilman returned a reply that he would be at
the office by and by. Daniel C. Gilman, late
vice-president of Yale college, and now presi-
dent of the John Hopkins university, Balti-
more, and Rev. Edward W. Gilman, of
Flushing, Long [sland, secretary of the board
of missions, are (iilman’s brothers. Gilman’s
motive, and how he disposed of. the money,
m;ﬂlﬁnue to puzzle his friends and vic-

Mr. Nixon says positively that he
never knew him to bave any stock transac-
tions outside of his legitimate buosiness, ex-
cept one, and that was the porchase ountright
for cash of one thousand dollars worth of
the stock of n warehouse company. It is
thougit that Gilman’s case will be found to be
gimilar to Huntingdon’s. Huntingdon secretly
conducted enormous speculations on money
raised throogh forgeries, and confined his
operations to a single brokerage firm. One
day be was taken sick, and his misdeeds were
discovered, und his brokers, who had fleaced
him roundly, #aid nothing until hLis dealings
with them were found oot mm another way.
No clue was obtained yesterday to the fug-
tive's whereabouts, Those who knew Gilman
best say that they believe his course was from
hiz home to the East river, To-day’s devel-
opments make it reasonably certain that the
gross amount of Gilman's forgeries will not
exceed $250,000, of which £21,737 bave been
brought home to him. On Tuesday it was
umpossible to learn the names of parties hold-
ing #90,050 of the raised securiti's in the
parcels of £25,050 und $74,000. It is now
discovered that the two amounts, and also
the rmsed bank stock, had been accepted on
eollateral by a ringle concern, the Commer-
cial maotual fire and marine insurance compi-
ny, on the same block as Gilman's office,
The victimized company is regarded as a very
solvent concern, and the general opinion 1s
that it will be amply able to stand the loss.
Mr. Talmage made a thorough examination
of such of Mr, Gilman's papers as he could
get ut to-day, including the contents of the
small safe mn the pnvate office, the key to
which was obtained from one of Mr. Gil-
man’'s clerks, bat he discovered nothing cal-
culated to throw the least light on the forger-
ies. There remains another and larger safe
in the vuter office, the key to which Mr. Gil-
man always carried, and which 15 yet in his
possession.  AMlr. Talmage hesituted whether
to burst this open or not, and finally decided
to apply to the court for permission to do so.
It 15 understood that a permit has been given,
and that the safe will be opened to-morrow.
It 1# surmised that among the contents wiil
be found private check-books and memoranda
that will explain the mystery that still envel-
opes the motive of the forgenes, and the
use that was made of the fraudulently-
obtained money. Among Gilman's letiers
was one from Rev. Dr. Houghton, acknowl-
edging the receipt of $130, the balance of
$300 due trom Gilmun for one year's pew
rent in the “*Little Church
ner,'”’
was exceptionally fortunat® in its dealings
wilth Gilman. It loaned him $17,000 on At-
lantic mutual serip, and all their certificates
were found to be upaltered. It is stated on
excellent anthority that two private parties
have $25.000 and $20,000, respectively, of
raised Atlantic muatual scnp, which they re-
ceived from Gilman as culﬁlt-n] for loans,
but tae scnp has not been presented at the
company s office for verification. At the office
of the Atlantic mutual ivsuranee company, it
was stated that no further forgeries had besn
direovered up to the hour of closing last

Gil-
man's first fur[:e.-r‘y was probably committed
just previous to January 16, 1876, as that is
the date of the first power of attorney at-
tached to the certificates—one raised from
£50 to £5000, that has been sent into the At-
lantic mutual company, It is a noticeable
fact that Gilman's bhandwriting on these
fraudulent documents s of a bold, dashing
character, without the slightest evidence of

MINISTER SEWARD.

Consul-fseneral Meyers Makes o Clean
Breach of the Unuses of his Mus-
pension -Meward's Hostility
FPrompted by Improper
Motives.

Sax Frascisco, October 5.—The Chronicle
publishes the statement of John C. Meyers,
the suspended consul-general (o [China, rela-
tive to his suspension by Minister Seward,
which he claims was prompted by improper
motives, and that Seward's hostiity was due
to the fuact that Meyers had opposed him 1n
corrupt and improper transactions; that Sew-
ard was interested in building roads and mil-
ways in the vicimity of Shanghai, and used
lus official influence to force those enterprises
upon the Chinese paople, in contravention of
the principles of international law und treaty
obligations: that Seward leased the consul-
ate buildings and vented them to the United
States at a profit of four hondred dollars per
month; that one of the United States mar-
shals, John Phoenix, bad been serving five
years under a temporary appointment at an
annual salary of one thousand dollars, while
the fees of the office had been appropriateg
Ly Seward and Bradford, vice-consul a
Shanghai, and that the same course had been
pursued with Phoenix’s predecessors, and
that the records had been mutilated to cover
up those illegul practices. These and other
transactions were dispovered by Meyers, and
met his opposition, which occasioned Sew-
ard's hostihty. The s!atement was prepared
by aid of his counsel while Meyers was re-
contly in this city, and with accompanying
docnments will be presented to the senate
cominittee,

A LEADING LAWYER

Of Baltimore Charged with the Heduae-
tion of & Poor Youug Woman, and
Placed Under Three Thousand
Pollars Bail to Answer.

Baltimore special to the Cincinnati Fn-
gquirer: William C. Schley, a prominent
lnwyer with a large practice in this city, mar-
ried and the father of three children, was to-
day held in thres thousand dollara bail be-
fore u justice of the peace, charged with the
iape of Mollie Fitzgerald, a prepossessing
and modest-looking girl, on the twenty-ninth
of September, in his dwelling, on Maryland
avenue, Miss Fitzgerald testifiel that she
was an orphan, twenty years old. She came
to Baltimore three years ago, and went to a
religious institute; tju! was & dress-maker Ly
trade, and a few weeks since was employed
by Schley as a seamstress in his family. His
wife and children have been for some time in
the country, and she and another girl were
together in the house with Schley. A few
days before the cutrage was commilted the
other girl was sent away, and she remained.
On Thursday last, during the evening, Schley
called to her where she was sewing on the
upper floor, and requested bher to come down
and set in the parlor, as the gas in her room,
he said, was escaping, On seating herself
in the parlor be showed her obscene pictures,
and read aloud to her from an indelicate
novel. She remonstrated with him and en-
deavored to leave the room, when he seized
her and attempted to kiss her. She escaped,
however, and reached her room. The follow-
ing day he again summeoned her to the par-

lor on the pretense of desiring a needle. He
again tried to read to her from the
book referred to. She told bLim she

did not like it, and retired to her apart-
went. Later in the evening, as she was
passing the bath-room, he came out in a
state of nudity, and, seizing her, carried her
to his own apartment, where he tied her face
with a handkerchief, and tore her clothing
from her. Here he outraged her three or
four times, keeping her until five o'clock the
following morning, when he allowed her to
go to her room. H=, howaver, followed her
and repeated the outrage, threatening that he
would kill herif she cried out. *As soon as
he left the house, she went out to a lady re-
siding in the neighborbood, and related her
story. In her company she went to a second
lady friend, who advised her to call upon
Rev, Father Kelly. The three visited that
gentleman, and repeated the story, and. act-
ing upon his advice, she caused Schley’s ar-
rest. Futher Kelly and the two ladies cor-
roborated the yirl's testimony as far as re-
latedd to themselves, Schley, when put upon
the stand, said her visits to the parlor were
entirely unzolicited by him; that on her ar-
rival {1»: was reading a French novel. She
requested him to continue, and said she
rather liked it. When he came to any in-
delicate passages he would omit them until
requested by her not to do so. The indelicate
pictures, he saud, were found in the book, and
ehe requested him to allow her to examine
them. As fo attempting to kizs ber, and
committing the outrages she charges him
with, he called upon God to witness his in-
nocence, aud appealed to the juslice, with
tears in his eyes, not toriin him. The judge
said he could not but believe the girl’s story,
and notwithstanding the high soceial position
of the accused, he would be compelled to
hold him in three thousand dollars bail upon
the charge. The bail was promptly furnished.
Schley is about forty-four years of age, and

1am Schley. one of the most prominent mem-
bers of the Baltimore bar, a man ranking
with vard‘\; Johnson, noted for having
spent doring his lite prineely fortunes upon
lotteries.

Gearge W. Teackle, one of the best-known
citizens of Maryland. All his connections
are the best and wuuh_ii_f‘at seople in the city.

New Yong, October 5 —The insurance
agency of the Alliger Brothers, of this city,
is :u delault about one hondred and thirty-
five thovsand dollars with the Commerecial
Union assutance company of Epgland. The
agency 18 indebled to other compaunies, bat
for small amoupts, The Commercial Union
have taken complete possession of the
agency, its books, sccounts, cash, ete., and are
temporanly condoeting its business, In ref-
erence to the deficiency of the Alliger Bros.
in their accounts with the Commercial Union
company, Mr. Brown, who represents the
company, this morning saad that it was difi-
cult to state the exuct amonnt of the loss, as
it would depend considerably on the result
ol this year's business. Alliger has been en-
titled to commissions on premiums collected
and to a percentage on profits. Alliger had
bondsmen, believed to be good, for seventy
thousand dollars. [t was possible also that
he might be able to make some restitution.
Mr. Brown said that the chief regret of the
officers of the company was not om account
of the money loss, but because of the betray-
al of its confidence. It is not the intention
of the Commercial Union company to prose-
cute the Alligers criminally.

The Late Archbishop Bayley.

James Roosevelt Bayley was born in New
York city, Aogust 23, 1534, He came of
good stock. His grandfather was one of the
most eminent American physicians of the last
century. The doctor's dusghter, Mrs, Sea-
ton, was the founder of the Sisterhood of
Chanty in this country. The foture prelate
was educated at Trnity college, Hartford,
took orders in the FProtestant Episcopal
church, and served in a parish at h;lgurs-
town, Maryland, where he was received into
the Roman Catholic church, prepar=d for the
priesthood at St, Sulpice, in Paris, and was
ordained in New York in 1842, In 1853 he
was consecrated Bishop of Newark, New Jer-
sey, where he ruled for nineteen years. In
July, 1872, the popeelevated ham to the arch-
bishopric of Baltimore and the primacy of
the church in the United States, the see of
Baltimore being the oldest in this country.
He has been in il health for the last half
dozen years, and his death was expected and
awaited.

Porrsvinig, October 5 — An excursion
train from the Pennypacker reunion, held
near Schwenk's hill, yesterday, on the Pick-
ering Valley rulroad, when near Pheoenix-
ville, last nmight, between nineand ten o'clock,
was badly wrecked by the rains washing oat
the track for some distance. There were
about two hundred persons on the train. Up
to half-past nine o'clock this morning dis-
patches show that twelve persons were killed
and about fifty wounded. Owing to the con-
fusion and excitement, it is impossible to ol
tain the names or exact pumber killed and

. spoedily passed away, and a short period of

wounded,

Prrrstox, October 5.—The names of the
killed in the Pickering Valley railroad disus-
ter whose bodies have becn recovered are
follows: [Isaac Tuetin, Jonus Tustin, Wm
Hollman, Mrs. Wm. Hollman, Frank, K:l-
ney, Geo. Griffith and Nathan Pennypacker.
The number of wounded found, up to one
o'clock this afternoon, is forty-three, the list
including six Pennypackers killed and wound
ed, mostly residents of Phoeaixville, Three
pussenger-coaches and the engine were badly
wrecked.
