New York. October 12. William C. Gil
man, the forger in insurance scrip, indicted
by the grand jury yesterday surrendered
himself to-da-y, and appeared before Recor-
der Hackett, where he pleaded guilty and
was sentenced to five years in the State pris-
on. Gil man's counsel read a statement in
extenuation, in which Gilman says his de
cline in business was bad investments, heavy
expenses botn business and domestic and
personal extravagance had betrayed him.
He loved better to give away money than to
spend it on himself. His thoughts and in-

terests were more with charitable works. He
himself was to blame for the expenses at
home and business. His wife never per-
suaded him to any extravagance from the
time he began business. He had placed
in his hands, by friends who
trusted him implicitly, sums ranging
from ten to twenty thousind dollars on in-

terest at seven per cent.; he never speculated
or lost or won any money by any wager; he
made investments in enterprises which prom-
ised well, but all turned out bad; long pos-
session of the money of his friends made him
look upon it as his own, and losses and ex
penses caused encroachments upon it; times
grew worse, and the failure of the Sun Mon-
treal insurance company and the necessities
of other companies impaired confidence in
everything but the Atlantic, and competition
for that had carried prices so high as to leave
no margin for profit and had made the com-
missions thoroughly inadequate to meet the
scale of expenses on which he did business
and lived prior to the panic of 1873; he had
made improper use of the trust funds under
pressure of declining business and the troubles
of that year had involved him in additional
losses. After that time he must have put
forth the first raised certificates. He had
suffered, on thinking of his business, in
abusing the confidence of his friends. Hoping
that the next step would extricate him, he
plunged deeper and deeper. He had not sold
any iraudulent securities, but bad borrowed
on them. He alone was responsible for every
wrong act, and no human being ever had a
suspicion of it. Suicide had been much in
his thoughts. Oilman's statement was ad-
dressed to his brothers and sisters, who lose
seventy-fiv- e thousand dollars by his opera-
tions, to Rev. Dr. Houghton, his brother-in-law- ,

and rector of the Little Church Around
the Corner, and other friends. The scene in
court was affecting. The counsel who read
the paper did so with a trembling voice, and
Mr, Lane, who followed, was deeply affect-
ed, and said that Gilman left his wife at
home on the verge of insanity. District-Attorne- y

Phelps, with tears coursing down
his cheeks, and with a choking utterance,
said : "Ho had known the prisoner, and this
was the saddest case he had ever had any-
thing to do with.1' Recorder Hackett, in
passing sentence, was much affected, and
wiped away a tear. The detectives turned
their backs upon the tearful spectacle, and
hurried Gilman to a coach in waiting, and
drove to his office, which he leaves this even-
ing a convict for Sing Sing, for a term of five
years, at hard labor.

A FATAL. LOVK

Causes a Han ta Hatclda A V,daw
Write a Cold Letter ta her Ad-pilre- r,

William Werner.

The Yicksburg (Miss.) Commercial, of the
ninth, has the following; The following is
stated as a cause for Werner's suicide: Short-
ly after the deceased came to this city, he
had in his employ a painter by tbe name of
Grass. Grass died altout four or five months
ago, leaving a widow and two children, all
of whom Werner undertook to support. He
furnished them with board and lodging, and
all the necessaries of life. He seemed to have
taken a deep interest in their welfare, and
when the widow and children took their de-
parture for .Cincinnati, a short time ago, it
was contrary to his wishes and desires. He
continued to correspond with her and send
her money, and it appears that a contract of
marriage was arranged between them. Mrs.
Graes led Werner to belieye that she was
visiting relatives in Cincinnati. About
a week previous to bis suicide, Wer-
ner received a letter from this lady,
asking for some extravagant amount of
motuy. He wrote back that he was unable
to immediately coptiply with her request, but
would do so in a fe w days. Che answered his
letter, telling him not to trouble himself
about the money, that she did not want it,
and that she was engaged to be married to a
gentleman in Cincinnati. Werner received
this letter the day previous to his committing
suicide, and reaq it to a gentleman in this
city, and told him all that had transpired be-

tween this lady and himself. The next morn-
ing his body ca? at the bottom of the Missis-
sippi river, and no one seemed to know why
or what reason induced him to become the
destroyer of his own life. No letters or pa-
pers or a pnnsequence could be found about
his person, after thu Recovery of the body,
nor in bis trunk; and yet it is cirtuyn that he
communicated regularly, by letter, with ihu
lady. It is probable that before he committed
suicide he destroyed all his ccrfesporjdence
and valuable papers, in order to allow no
Jiving one to pry into the secrets of his life
and C'rcumstanu.

the first of January, 1879. From the effects.
of that speech there was no recovery. It was
an attempt to bulldoze the people of Ohio
into an indorsement of that law.

KnoxviUe Tribune (Dem.), 11th: The
victory is complete and crushing.
