OF Democratic Hembers of Congzress
Nomioate Hon. Sam Randall on the
First Ballot Almosi Unani-
mously.

The Nomination Made Upanimous—Mr.
Raudall’s Speech of Aceeptance--
The Oiher Nominations.

Wasarxerox, (October 13.—A large nom-
ber of persons interested in the resnlts of the
Demiocralic cancus  were in the lobbies of the
house to-night. This afterncon the New
York delegution voted and withdrew the
pame of 8. 5. Cox as a candidate for spaaker,
Willis and Potter unly voting in the nega-
tive. Uox was not ot tho mecting. This ac-
tion left but three candidates—Randall,
Goode and Sayler.

Shorlly after the cnens was called to  order
by Mr. Clymer, AMr. Stephens, of Georyia,
nominated Mr. Randall as a candidate for
spenker, referring to his past record in pub-
lic affairs and his qualifications for presiding
officer of the house. Mr. Goode, of Viaginia,
and Mr. Sayler, of Ohio, were then vespect-
ively placed in nomination, the former by Mr.
Douglas and the latter by Mr. Ewing, but
neither gentleman was at the cancnz. Mr.
Sayler was in the lobby, Mr. Goode was in
the room of the committee on ways and
means, and Mr. Bandall was in that of the
commitiee on approprintions. This room was
erowded with friends, and as soon as eeventy-
seven voles had been read out for him his
friende rushed in with the news which everyons
eaid secured his election, and Mr. Randall
was congratalated. As soon as the result of
the balloting was brought in—Randall 109,
Goode 23, Bayler 12, and one blank—con=
gratalations were renewed with n general
shaking of bands, Mr. Randull bowing and
smiling his thanks. The cancus made the
nomnation unanimous, and appointed Mesars,
Wood, Goode, and Sayler a committee to
communicate the result and invite Mr. Ran-
Jdall into the hall. When heappanred he was
grected with o hearty round of applanse.
Mr. Randall said:

nominated by acclamation for re-election,
Hartridge, of Georgin, nominated Colonel
Adams, present incumbent, for clerk, and
Forney, of Alabuma, nominated Colonel
Caldwell, of that State. On ballot, Adams
reovived 79, and Caldwell 69 votes, and the
former was chosen candidate,

There were three ballots for doorkeeper,
the last resulting: Colonel Polk, of Mis-
souri, 101; M'Cey, of Maryland, 21; Baroum,
of New York, 13; Patlerson, of New Jersey,
12, Colone! Polk was warmly congratulatad.
J. M. Stewart, of Virginia, was nominated
tor re-elechion poslmaster of the House, re-
ceiving 79 volns; Goodall, of Illinois, 43;

There were at
least {ifteen hundred or two thousand people
present, and from the untinng interest man-
ifested inthe speech, they are thoroughly
alive and heartily enlisted in the good
cause of honesty and reform. One of the
most striking features of the occusion was
the large number of colored people present.
They listened with marked attention, and
throughout the speeches gave  fre-
gquent and  hearty manifestations of
their genuine approvul. Governor Stone is
a great favorite with our people. His

hearts of Mississippians. He was received at
the depot last night with masic by the Gre-
nada brass band, nnd the cannon was fired in
honor of the arrivid of oar distinguished vis-
itor.
