port af the Committee

on Caaona. Ete.

Boston, October 15. The Episcopal church
convention to-da-y, on tne subject ot shorten'
ing the forms of service in the book of com-
mon prayer, after a long discussion, adopted
resolutions prescribing that the committee on
prayer-boo- k act jointly with the committee
on the part of the house of bishops. This
action virtually instructs the committee's ac
tion in the matter, whereas, by previous ref
erence, the committee on canons were only
instructed to consider the expediency of the
action of the committee on prayer-boo- k, and
reported it inexpedient to make any altera-
tion in the prayer of the President of the
United States. A number of delegates from
the west have left for their homes.

The report of the committee on constitu-
tional amendments, that no revision of the
lectionary was necessary, brought out a long
discussion. The proposed amendment for the
revision of the lectionary is as follows:

Resolved, That the proposed amendment
be in these words: "Provided, however, that
the general convention shall have power, from
time to time, to amend the lectionary, but
no act for this purpose shall be valid which is
not voted for by a majority of the whole num-
ber of bishops entitled to seats in the house
of bishops, and by a majority of all the dio
ceses entitled to representation in the house
of deputies."

I ne discussion ot the amendment was sud-
denly brought to an end by the decision of
the convention to take a vote on the question,
and the result was the adoption of the amend-
ment by the following vote: Clerical depu-
tations number of dioceses represented,
forty-fiv- e ayes, 531; noes, 9; divided, 5.
Lay deputations dioceses represented, thir
ty-ni- ayes, 23; noes, 12; divided, 4.

The committee on canons presented a re-
port opposing any amendments to section 1,
canon 12, title 2, which was adopted.

lue committee on amendments to the con-
stitution, to whom were referred many pa
pers and memorials relative to the proposed
change in the name of the church used in
the constitution, reported adverse to such
a change. The committee, in their report, ex-

press themselves to the effect that grave doubts
were entertained by some as to the result of
any change of name upon the legal right of
the property of the church. The committee
considered the present title of the church,
"Protestant Episcopal church' in the United
States of America, as sufficient. The com-
mittee states that only for the defference due
to several dioceses interested no report on the
subject whatever would have been presented.

THE BOARD OP MISSIONS

continued its annual meeting this evening,
Bishop Bedell, of Ohio, in the chair.

The committee appointed by the board to
confer with the American church missionary
society upon the proposed amalgamation of
both organizations reported. The report
stilted that both committees were in accord
with the proposed union and the principles
relating to the same. These principles were
that the board ot missions retain its organ-
isation and character and control the funds
entrusted to it; that the church society be-

come a recognued ajjijiary to the board, and
that the church society halj, upon consulta-
tion with the domestic and foreign commit-
tees, occupy the fields and stations at home
OX abroad, as might be arranged by mutual
eonoeut. The committee reported a resolu-
tion which was unanimously adopted, "that
the board agree with the spicm proposed, and
that the foreign and domestic committees
should have full power to make the necessary
arrangements for this object.

There was an
extra session of the cabinet to-da-y to consider
nominations to be sent to the senate, the
Republican members of the house, in caucus
this morning, nominated Garfield, of Ohio, for
speaker; Rusk, for Wisconsin, for
clerk; Ordway, of New Hampshire, for ser- -
geant-at-arm- s: Harrison, of lennnessee. for
door-keepe- r, and fcherwoou. ot Michigan, tor
postmaster; J. il. liutler, .District of (Colum
bia, for chaplain. The nominations were
made by acclamation, except that for clerk,
General Harry White nominating Seward
3yers, of Pennsylvania, who received seven

republican votes and was then with
drawn ; whereupon, rvustc s nomination was
made unanimous. General Gar held was
placed in nomination by Monroe, ot Ohio.

the cases ot Kepublicans involving contests
to-da- y were brought before the caucus, which
agreed that they should hold firmly together
in tneir Denaii; ana uarneid, uaie, uonger,
VViLiams I Mars.

were appointed to take the lead
in the management of the various contests.

and never, in point ot tact, exercised or per
formed the functions of that office, it is not
deemed necessary to make here any state
ment concerning the regularity or irregular
ity ot credentials coming from that source.
Another set of credentials were signed by
William fitt A.euogg as governor or Liouisi- -
ana, with the seal of the State attached, all
bearing umerent dates, and all ot which
reached the hands of the clerk through dif-
ferent channels, declaring persons elected
from each district except the second, as
to which district no certificate
Beems to have been issued by Governor Kel-loe- e

to anyone. The law of Louisiana pre
scribing the character of credentials provides
that as soon as possible after the expiration of
the time ot making the returns ot the elec
tion for representatives in congress, a certifi
cate of the returns shall be entered on the
record by the secretary of state, signed by
the governor, and that a copy thereof, sub
scribed by those officers, shall be delivered to
the persons so elected and another copy trans-
mitted to the clerk of the house of representa
tives. These credentials signed by Governor
Kellogg are in no sense a compliance with
the requirement of the law ot .Louisiana.
They do not even purport to be a copy of the
certihcates; on the contrary, they are a sim
ple declaration by Governor Kellogg that cer
tain persons vere elected, without even stat-
ing the sources of his information, and they
no more constitute credentials, within the
meaning of the law of Ixmisiana, than a sim
ilar statement from the treasurer or other
State official would do. They cannot, there
fore, be recognized by the clerk. The ether
set of credentials are signed by Governor
Nicholls and Secretary-of-Stat- e Arm go, with
the seal of the State attached. They declare
persons elected in each ot the districts ot
Louisiana, and conflict with the certificate
signed by Governor Kellogg in reference to
two districts only, these credentials comply
with the laws of Louisiana in every respect,
and the clerk has accordingly placed on the
roll the names ot the persons contained in
them."

Texas American Citizens
Abandoning their

San Francisco. October 15. The Union
has the following special from lucson: Ad-
vices from El Paso show a most serious and
threatening Rtate of affairs. The entire lower
portion of El Paso county is in the possession
of a mob, and the Americans throughout the
county have abandoned their homes and fled
to El Paso for safety.

without Disturbance.

The Result a Dlsanoolnlment to Both
Sides The Government Party Makes

New York. October 15. An Associated

and forty-eig- ht republicans and one hundred
and seventeen Macuahomtes. in eight ar- -

rondissements a second ballot will tie reauired.
Thus far the republicans-los- e thirty seats and
gain fourteen. Among the deputies elected
are Gambetta, Grevy, Paul de Cassagnac, and
ixmi8 rsianc.

The following additienal names have been
received : Grevy, moderate republican, from
Besancon; Bennet Duverdier. now in prison
ior libeling MacMahon. from Paris, in place
of Pascal Duprat, moderate republican; ftou- -
lier, tsonapartist, trom Kiom; Kichard Wad
ding-ton- , moderate republican, from Rouen,

defeating the government candi
date, Delamarre; Baron Haussmann. Bona
partist, from Ajaccio, defeating Prince Napo
leon. Gambetta was elected by 13,872 votes
against 1611 for his opponent.

Paris dispatches report the elction of three
hundred and hi teen republicans and one
hundred and ninety five conservatives.
Eleven arrondissements require a fresh ballot.
The result in twelve is still uncertain. The
government gain thirty-3eve- n seats. There
was considerable excitement last night in
front of the Figaro office.

COTTON STKALINC;.

Measures Adopted In New York City
A Simple and Efficient Plan Pro-

posed to Prevent Theft.

So prevalent has the stealins of cotton be
come while in transit and handling, that ev
ery important cotton market is making the
matter one ot earnest consideration, as own
ers will not send their cotton where it is sub
jected to dishonest proceedings. A New York
exchange paper reports tbat an informal
meeting ot the receivers and exporters of
cotton was held in the cotton exchange late
Saturday afternoon to devise means of pre
venting the stealing ot cotton while in pro
cess of handling at this port. The question
has been agitating the exchange for a long
time, but the opposition ot the speculators,
who did not wish to be taxed for what did not
concern them, has hitherto prevented any
definite action. In the meantime the evil is
driving consignments to other ports, and is
,ast lrD(( tQe supremacy ot the metropolis
as a cotton depot. Mr. U. U. Watts, vice- -
president of the exchange, was chosen chair
man. Mr. Al. hi. i leldm? spoke in favor of
some immediate remedy, and suggested as a
simple and effectual plan that certain ware
houses be designated for the storage of cot
ton, the owners to be members ol the ex
change or licenced by the board of managers;
the owners to have entire supervision of the
cotton while in warehouse; the cotton to be
weighed and sampled under their direction:
no weigher or sampler be permitted to leave
the warehouse with cotton in his possession ;

the warehousemen to have chaice of all
samples drawn, and after weighing them, to
forward them in sealed packages to the ear--
ties in interest. Mr. Walter T. Miller
thought the number of warehouses should be
unlimited, but that the owners should be re
quired to give bonds.
