This has been occasioned by the fact that
congress has frequenlly appropriated less
than the wanis of the service demanded.
This was especially the case last year. The
secretary continues: That it has been sup-
posed necessary sometimes to borrow tem-
porarily from one fund to aid another, but it
dowvs not seem that there is any such justifi-
cation in cases where borrowing 18 designed
to make up delicient appropriations for
speciul purposes. Such a course, he thinks,
would be manifestly attended with sach con-
sequences that it wounld enable the secretary
to substitute his own official diseretion for
the requirements of law, and there would be
no legal limit to this discretion—the defi-
ciencies would exist or not, accordmg to his
pleasure, He is unwillivg to assume this
reaponsibility, but prefers to admimster the
affairs of the department in stnet obedience
to the will of congress, He
states that he has not allowed any
porticn of the appropriations for the present
nscal year to be expended before the year
commenced. His object, primarily, was to
secure a system of admimstration by means
of which the annual appropnations of the
department can be more easily and accurately
ascertained, and the canses of a deficiency be
more cortuinly and satisfactonly known. The

secretury does not think it right that the de--

parlment shall seek to accomphsh results not
contemplated or divected by congress. The
department 18 o creature of the law, and ex-
ists only at the will and pleasure of the law;
is responsible for not doing what the law di-
racts to be done, but it is not responsible for
failing to accomplish what the law does not
direct. The secretary states that, acting on
this principle, he found it necessary to omit
the pay of the officers and men of the navy
for the last quarter of the lust fiscal year, as
the appropriations made by co were in-
sufficeent, and it was not possible to make the
payments without drawing upon the appro-
printions for the present fiscal year in ad-
vance, o he hes regarded it as a better course
to treat the deficiency as belonging to the
last fiscal year, to avoid any deficiency for the
present year, unless it necessarily
arise out of an omission to make
the wecessary appropriation. This re-
gult - cannot " be fully accomplished
without the aid and direction of congress, to
be 50 rendered as 1o enable the buosiness
chargeable properly to the last fiscal year
to be closed np, as far as possible, by the
payment of the existing indebtedness to the
officera and men of the navy, so that the de-
pariment will be enabled to confine all the
appropnations for the fiscal year to ohjects
and within the amounts fixed by law. If
thercby some of the branches of the service
suffer tempotarily, and some objects remain
unaccomplished, it ia better they should re-
main so until additional appropriations are
made than that the depurtment should exer-
cise the descretionary power of creating the
deficiencies. The present deficiency in the
fund for the pay of the navy has continued
from year to year, back to the late war. Itis
not therefore chargeable to any one year, but
has been occasioned Loth by insufficiant esti-
mates and insufficient appropriations, the
latter having been for eigiutof the last nine
veurs considerably less than the estimates.
This state of facts suggests the inguiry how
has the department been enabled to pay for
a series of years a sum larger than the ap-
propriations for the same years. The solu-
tioe can only be reached by ascer-
taining how and from what appropriations
money has been placed in the bunds of pay-
masters on foreign stations. After entering
into 2 lengthy discussion of the manner in
which money for the pay of the officers and
mwen hias been borrowed from one fond and
another, Lhe secretary states that the amount
annually dae officers and men of the navy is
settled by statote, and the department has no
conirol over it, and has no such dircretion as
will ennble it to economize in the annnal ex-
penditure, even if desirable to do so. Consid-
ering all the embarrussinents of the sitnation,
and to place this fund in the position desired.
so that the amount of the appropriation there-
for could bLe advisedly made by congress,
withliolding payments for May and June last
was absolutely unavoidable, unless a portion
of the appropriation for the present fiscal
year had been applied to that purpose. If
this had not been done, the deflaiency wonld
have been chargeable to the present year,
where it does not properly belong. instead of
last year, where 1t does properly belong.
There is now due on Uus account the sum of
£1,146,65%, for which it is necessary fo
ask an appropriation by congress. There is
also dae for the same quurler the sam of
$311,953, advancaed for foreign service by the
fivancial agents of the government in Lon-
don, exclumive of the sum shown on the pay-
rolls. These sums added make $1,752.641.
There is also due to officers on aceount of ar-
re e and difference of pay $150,000,
which, added to the foregoing, makes #£1,-
908,641 due for the pay of the navy, and

ciency %1,955.641. The pay of the officers
and enlistedd men in the marine corps was
deficient at the ciose of the lnst fiscal year by
the sum of $45,219, for which an appropna-
tion is pecessary. This, ndded to the amount
above stated, makes the total deficiency asked
for by the secretary $2,004.5%61. This ap-
propriation, it is believed, will eq.able the
department to avail itself more satisfactorily
ofthe advantages arising from a more prompt
settlement of the accoonts of paymasters, in
making up its annual estimates of expendi-
turez, and thereby enable congress to ascer-
tain with grealer accuracy the sums anpuall
necessary for the sgpport of the navy. It is
also believed it will secure greater economy
in expendiiures.
