whole the revenue honestly and economically
collected. The commission in regard
to the mint that its bullion an coinh;i:lpe -
ations are faithfully and efficientiy co
ed, and in bringing them into their pres-
ent_high state of e y Superintendent
LaGrange has ed his full share of du-
ty, and 1s entitled to credit therefor. They
sy, however, that while the clerks generally
have been competent and efficient, it s be-
lieved that a number of incompetent and in-
efficient persons have received appointments
in the gneml depactment of the mint, and
retained through political or other considera-
tions, but not of a pecuninry .
regurd to the charges made by Pinney
against mnmr‘:g the alleged
frauds on the government in the sale of old
materials, ete., they say that Pinoney was, by
his own testimony,an accomplice in Lhe erime,
if any were committed; that he received the
money,and that no portion of it has been traced
by uny evidence except Pinney's into the
hands of ngrm‘T.-.

Pamis, Oetgber 17.—The Official Com=-
munique contradicts the romors of the rm:p
nation of the ministry.

Loxpox, October 17.—A Times special

A Paris correspondent telegruphs as fol-

ment.  All governmental candidates used
white paper for their placards. The left here-
by intend to lay down a principle linding on
themeelves as well as on their opponents, and
to inflict solemn condemnation on the official
candidacy backed by unblushing eoercion.
They also announce that if' the cabinet 1s not
formed from the majority they
will pass at the very first
sithing, a vote of want of confidence after
insuring the payment of interest on the na-
tional debt, and supphes for the army, public
works and purely administrative purposes,
they will refuse all votes necessary to the
working of the cabinet, such as secret service
money and salaries of functionaries, and do
everything, in short, which can oblige a cabi-
net acting within the law to abandon the
struggle. The conditions on which the mem-
bers of the leit who mwight be summoned
would agree to form: a cabinet are also
spoken of, but it is too late now
to discars these, for mnobody is at
present in a position to formulate them
authoritatively. The great question is what
will the present ministry and, above all,
Marshal MacMahon do? The rumors as to
their intentions vary continually. The latest
are to the effect that the ministers are in-
clined to resign, but the . marshal’s private
advisera hold that the marshal cannot wield
to the dictates of the democracy with-
out hreaking his oft-repeated pledges;
but that he will ascept the left center
if it severs itself from the rest of the left;
that he cannot advance toward the left cen-
ter while it retains its present alliance, as such
a step would lead him finally having to accept a
radical mimstry. It is not surprising, con-
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sidering the dangerous counsels offered to the
marshul, that vague rumors of a coup @ efat
circulate. For two dayz business has slack-
ened, and the situntion, inpstead of improv-
ing, seems fo be bLocoming more gloomy
and disquieting, aod there are evidently
men who have an interest in driving the
warshal to extremes. The correspondent
says, in conclusion, that he believes the mar-
shal incapable of prolonging the agitation,
which, 1f much protracted, would be fatal.
The bulk of the nation desires a settlement
by an understanding with the marshal.

A correspondent who has just inspected
the Ruoseian route of communication from
Giurgevo to Simnitza, telegraphs from Sim-
nitza that the road the whole distance is al-
most impassuble; that the mud varies from
two Lo four feet in depth, and that wagons of
arms, munitions and provisions are hopelessly
slock at frequent intervals,and that the sides
of the road ave hiterally lined with skeletons
of horses and cattle. The state of affairs in
Simmitza is  indeseribable. The mud
renders walking in town impossible.
Half of the inhabitants and a
large yrkion of the military have
Danube fever, typhus or dysentery. The bridge
across the Danube is very shaky, and does
not look asif it would last many days. The
Giargevo and Simnitza ralrond is progress-
ing slowly, and there is not much prospect of
its being ready this winter.

DYING FROM REMORSE.

Ferrible Agony of n Mpiritaalist Con-
demned for Murdering His Wife.

St. Louis Globe-Democrat: At five minutes
ast four o'clock yesterday afternoon, Wil-
iam Morgan. who bad been confined in the

city jail since July 31, 1874, for murdering
his wife, died quietly in cell No. 1, in pres-
ence of Jailer Conway and Guard Stover. He
had been ailing for some time, but for the
st two or three days his condition was very
ow and feeble, and yesterday morning when
Head Turnkey Sigismund paid him a wvisit,
the prisoner was barely able to converse with
him. However, he rallied, and after taking a
glass of whisky, partook of a lgrht breakfast.
Toe guards watched him closely during
the day, and at a few minutes before four he
was o low: that Jailer Conway was sent for.
As soon as the latter saw the old man he sent
to the dispensary for medical assistance, but
bafore a physician arrived he had passed easi-
ly away. Morgan was arrested July 27, 1874,
or kiling his wife, and on the following day
was charged with the crime of murder in the
first degree. On the fifth of March following
ne was convicted, and a motion for a new
trial was overruled in the eriminal esurt on
on the third of April followiny, und on the
tenth of that month he was sentenced
to be hanged on May 28, 1375. The
case was taken to the court of appeals, which
aflirmed bis sentence. An appeal to the wu-
preme court was finally made, which was
pending at the time of his death. He was
In many respects a peculiar man, and for
some years previons fo the commission of the
crime he was a devout believer in spiritual-
1sm, and as a medium of considerable power,
he was the center of a coterie of believers,
who used regularly three times a week to at-
tand his private seances. The three weary-
ing years of jail life told heavily both upon
his physical and mental powers, and of late he
e exceedingly morose and sul-
len. The condemned man, who is of
a highly pervous organization, suffered
terribly from attacks of remorse, which fre-
quently  deprived him for weeks
together of sleep. Frequently, on hearing a
moan from his cell, the night guard would
rush to the spot to find Morgan seated upon
his pallet, qguivering with great fear, and
gazing with horror-stricken eyes into vacancy.
OF late these symptoms had become aggra-
vated, and the might before last he awoke
with a scream that echoed all through the
building, and drew up all the guards in the
building to his bedside. There they found
him trembling and staring as usual. When
he saw them he sank upon his bed, and
moaned in gasps, “1 dreamt—dreamt
4 man was after me—with a knife—
and I—I—told him if he didn't—put away
the koife—I'd hang him.” When it is re-
membered, in connection with this utterance,
thit the murder was committed with a knife
and that the man was under sentence of
hanging for the crime, an idea can be ob-
tained of the solitary nfon of the long,
sleepless nights passed by ﬂ‘;is man in his
more than three years occupancy of a jail
cell.  An attempt was made three weeks ago
to have the court of criminal correction issue
an order for his removal to a hospital, but
there was no legal means of accomplishing
the change.

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STORM-SWEPT.

A Terrible Nirocco In England-Im-
mense Damage Throughout Great
Britain, and to the sShipping
on the Thames—treat
Less of Life Feared.

By Cable to the New York Herald.)

_Loxpox, October 16.—The Herald predic-
tion regarding the arnval on the DBrtish
coasts of the first of a series of four storms
bas been fulfilled to the letter. On Sunday
night, October 14th, the most sudden and
violent storm experienced for many years on
the European coast burst over the Brnitish
wslands. e rapidity with which the tem-
pest extended in area was extrnordinary, and
creates the utmost astonishment here,

THROUHGOUT ENGLAND
the da cansed by the storm is very
great, and reports reach London from all
parts of the country describing the destruc-
tion of property of every description. In
London the storm resembled a sirocco, burst-
ing out of a clear sky, after a placid, beauti-
ful farm day—sunch weather that invites the
thousands of this great city into the parks
and public promenades: The atmosphere
during the day before the storm broke was
brilliantly clear. 'The storm and gale struck
London about ten o’clock on Sunday night,
and raged with unabated fury until five
o'clock on yesterday morning. The wind
farly howled over the city, tearing every
movable object from its place and whirling
the lighter ones like dead leaves throngh the
streets and over the houses. Although the
force of the storm was felt at don in an

extraordinary and alarming degree,

was exhibited in the suburban districts still
more markedly. Exposed buildings, such as
detached cottages and villas, were unroofed
and otherwise wrecked. Chimney-stacks
went down before the blast as if they were
bult of card-board, and the tiles nmfs!nt»a
were torn off the roofs and scatiered in
showers over the ground and roadways ad-
Joining to the damaged buildings. It was a
dan, us experiment to venture out of doors
while these deadly missiles were falling on
every side. The ornamental shrubberies in
the &ers' and even large trees in many parts
of London, were uprooted and scattered in
fragments. Some of the fallen trees displayed
on their torn trunks and branches curious
marks of the force of the storm. On the
broad reaches of the river below London
bridge the gale was fearfully heavy. Many
lighters and small vessels, secured in the or-
du:lary way, were forced from their moorings
an

or driven ashore. As yet no correct estimate
can be formed of the amount of damage in-
flicted on the shipping in the Thames, but
everything indicates that it i very great. In
another of England the gale amounted
to a perfect hurricane, destroying telegraphic
communication by blowing down the lines,
delaying trains on nearvly all the railroads,
and unroofing buildings of every kind. At
Bristol the storm furiously, causing
heavy damage to buildings and shipping.
Old residents of that city state that rarely
within their memory has such a destructive
gale prevailed at Bristol. The devastation
was great at such well-known cities as Ox-
ford, where the university buaildings were
damaged and many residences injured; Cam-
bridge, where similar destruction occurred;
Bath, though 1n a comparatively sheltered
position, suffered, and Windsor, where many
valuable trees were overturned in the royal
parks. At Oxford the great glass-roof of the
Great Western railroad station was blown
away, and the building otherwise damaged.
The splendid elms of the famous Christ-
church walk at Oxford were uprooted, and
hundreds of buildings damaged.

The
gule extended over licland and Scotland, in-
terrupting telegraph communication and
spreading destruction over a wide area. At

enzance, Cornwanll and the Sicily islands,
the gale incrensed to a hurricane, and many
distressing rumor= prevailed as to loss of life
and property along the coast, The general
direction of the gale which caused se much
throughout the south of England
was from the southwestward. After the
storm it veered to the northwestward with
diminishing force. It is impossible yet to es-
timate the extenl of the damage caased by
the sivrm, the los= of I'fe and property, and
the shipping disasters thot have unquestiona-
