State on the Tuesday next after the first Mon-
day in October, instead of November; and
that the electors shall meet and give their
voles on the fint Wednesday in Jannary,
next after which they are appointed, instead
of the first Wednesday in December as re-
quired by the present law.

Senator Merrimon also introduced a bill to
repeal section 4761 of the revised statutes so
as to restore to the pension rolls the names of
;..Il thto-e stricken therefrom on acoount of dis-
oya'ty.

At the expiration of the moming hour, the
consideration was resumed of the resolution
submiilied by Seoator Thurman, to discharge
the committee on privileges and elections
from the further consideration of the creden-
tials of J. P. Eustis, of Louisiana, and Sena-
tor Tharman spoke 1n favor of the claims of
Mr. Eunstis.

During w somewhat extended debate, Sen-
ator Davis [I1l.] made a speech, in
which be said that he knew nothing about
the claun of Mr. Enstis, having been a mem-
ber of unother branch of the public serviee
during the discussion in the senate of the
Louisiana controversy. He was unprepared
to vote to-day upon this subjeet, and fa-
vored an investigation by the committee,
Last March it was refe to the commttee
on privileges and elections, and his friend on
his left [Hoar] said the committee would re-
port soon. The question involved was purely
u legal one, and he did not want to give an
upinion on it until it should be further inves-
tigated, He voted yesterday against refer-
ring the credentials of ?ﬁo ord, because he
thought the senate, in e light of recent
events, conld decide the question itself.

Senator Thurman said it having been in-
timated that the committee would =oon re-
port on the subject, he therefore withdrew

the mohion to discharge the committee from
the further consideration of the credentialy of
Mr. Eustis.

Be it enacted, ete., That there lshall be
from time to time coined at the mints of the
Unled States silver dollars of the weight of
412%¢ grains standard silver to the dollar, as
provided for in the act of January 18, 1537,
and thut said dollar shall be a legal-tender
for all debis, public and private, except where
payment of gold coin is required by law.

both metals, but are unable to agree upon the
legal relation which should be established
between them. Third, as to the policy of
continuing the legal-tender notes currently
with metal stan and the effects
thereof upon the labor and wealth of the
eountry, the commission do not suppose that
it is possible to maintain paper in actual con-
earrent circulation with coin, unless the pa-
per is made equal in market value to coin by
actual convertibility,into it. Fourth, as to the
best means for providing for facilitating the
resumption of specie payments, the commit-
tee holde that the remonetization of silver is
a measure essential to specie “payments,
and to make such payments prachicable;
that the problem of resumption is not an
easy one under any conditions, but the ener-
gies of the Amernican people may be found
equal to do it if they are not deprived from
half of their ancient constitutional money.
The uttainment of a gold standard becomes
difficult precisely in proportion to the num-
ber and importance of the countries engaged
in striving after it, To propose to the coun-
try a contest for a gold standard with the
Egropean nations is to iproggm. to it a race in
reducing the prices of labor and commodi-
ties, in aggravating the burdens of debt, and
in the diminution and concentration of
wealth, in which all the contestanis will suf-
fer immeasorably, the victors more than the
vanquished.

THE CIGAR-MAKERS'

Sitrike—Higher Wages Demanded by
Over Five Thousand Men—No Hope
of a Compromise at Present—
Meeting of the Employers
und the Workmen.

New York Tlimes, 16th: The resolution
passed by the cigar-makers on Sunday after-
noon, to strike for an increase of wages, as
published in yesterday's Times, was carried
mnto effect yesterday in the most systematic
manner. lhe joint committee appomted by
the English-speaking. German and Bohemian
unions made their formal request upon the
several manufacturing firms to comply with
their demands, and upon receiving a refusal,
they gave a preconcerted signal, which emptied
the various manufactories of their workmen
in a very few minutes. Krebs & Spiess,
Second avenue and Fifty-fourth street, wern
waited upon by ome of these committees,
whose demand, of course, was refused. Step-
piﬁ out on the sireet one of the committec
di ged a pistol in the air, upon which
seven hundred men and women left their
benches and the factory. The rendezvous of
the strikers was at Concordia hail, No. 23
Avenue A, and at this place a meeting was
held yesterdsy alternoon at two o'clock,
Each manufactory was represented by
from one to three delegates, accord-
ing to the number employed by a
firn, The number of strikers through-
out the oty aggregated over 5000, which
weredistributed as follows: Straiton & Storm,
600; Levy Brothers, 100; Cohn & Cowden,
100;: F. DeBarry & Co., %2; Loopold Cobn,
80; Cloccon & Scholler, 60; Mendel Brothers,
140; Jackson & Co., 25; Wangler & Hohn,
140; Isaac Deutschman, 12; M. Jacoby, 100;

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COTTON MILLS

Must be Brought to tire Cotton—Valu-
able Food for Heflection by the
People of the Seuth.

The Boston Adeertiser prints the following
very ioteresting private letter from a reta
merchant and munufacturer of that city. His
views afford valuable food for thought to the
people of the south: *“The shipment from
Great Britain of cotton yarns, called there
twist, is vastly greater than is generally un-
derstood here. Steawm-power there never can
be as cheap us it bas been, and must
gradually grow dezrer as coal diminishes
and one hundred and twenty-five million tons
a jear is a frightful quantity when the sup-
ply 15 limited, as was proved in Mr. Glad-
stone’s premiership. Great Britain has paid
millions, through Br. Livingstone and others,
to discover a climate and soil which would
yield a cotton fibre to compete with that of
this country, but without su-cess. It would
seem that the Maker of all things gave a
patent to our southern States to produce
cotton. Where this cotton grows are some
waterfalls equal to any in existence for mo-
tive power. Why not a portion of the
four and hall million bales of
cotton, now mostly sent from the
States where grown, be spun into yarns
by a power cheaper than England ever knew,
and shipped to countries vow supplied by
England, where motive power iz made from
coal mined, in some instances, three thousand
feet below the sucface of the earth? No one,
south or north, doubts that the culture of
cotton will go on increasing till the qmux
is six Limes greater than at present. Wi
black labor in the cotton-fields and white la-
bor in the mills, why should not our southern
States become the great cenier of cot-
ton manuofacturing within a reasonable
time? England is now in this branch of in-
dustry. At our peace with her in 1753,
eleven million pounds were spun yearly,about
twelve days spinning in this country now.
The south is spmning low numbers of cotton-
yarns as cheaply and skillfully as Old or New
England are domng 1t. The highly protective
tanft of 1816, which has made the great cot-
ton industry here what it is, was carried
through congress by the inflnence of Messrs,
John C. Calboun and Lowndes of South
Carolina to do precisely what it has
done. Who can doubt, if the south-
ern States now take hold of this busm-
ness, as their great leading statesmen
then intended, that the wealth of the
United States, within half a century, will be
largely with them. 1 have corresponded
with some prominent s>utheérn men upon
this subject, and it 18 most favorably thought
of. A great deal of cotton inery for
the =south has gone from eastern machine-
shops within & year. Polibeal partiea are
breukin& u;il. and new combinations are form-
ing. Would you be surprised to see Wade
Hampton in a high political position? Presi-
dent Hayes is domg marvelously we!!é -
