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MHISTORICAL PARALLEL-—DENO-
CRATIC LEADERS -THE NEED OF
A CENTRAL ORGAN.

There is a vary striking similarity, in some
respects, between the condition of the Demo-
cratic paety at the time of Johm Quincy Ad-
ame's accession to the Presidency and the
present time—a similarity which cannot fail
to escape the notice of students of history.
Then, as now, the Democratic party had a
large majority of the country at its buck, but
then, also, as now, the Democratic party lost
the rightfully-won Presidency through bribery
and chi . The “bargain’’ between Clay
and Adams—although so vehemently de-
nounced by their respective friends—was then
as loudly denounced as the findiog of the
electoral commission has been in our day.
Then, as now, likewise, the Democratic party
guined in popular estimation and strength by
a rendy submission to the law, DBut here the
similarity ceases, and a notable difference, un-
favorable to the condition of the party at
present, is apparent. Then the organization
had a wigorous and resolute leader in Andrew
Jacksop, while to-day there are a dozen men,
and more, who aspirve to the leadership of the
Demoomtic party, Lut who are unable to
grasp the top-rung of the political ladder be-
cause they are held back by their rivals,
Then, too, the Democratic party had the rare
good fortune of being able to count among
its members some of the most eminent
stalesmen and politicians who  have
counsdled the country since the days of
Thomas Jefferson. Geperal Andrew Jack-
son, John C. Calhioun, Thomus H. Benton,
Felix Grundy, Edward Livingston, Martin
Van Baren, Lewis Cass, James Berrian, James
Duochangn, William L. Marcy, George
M'Duffie, James K. Polk, are Lot u few among
the many who need to Lo mentioned, whose
names live in history, and who, every one of
them, was the peer of the leaders of this day.
Not that it is requisite or intended to belittle
our great colemporaries, for, in their case, it
can be fairly urged that, because the Demo-
cratic party has been out of power for twenty
years, it has not been able to give its adher-
enla opportunities to distinguish themselves
save upon the opposition benchies in the halls
of congress, or at home in their respective
States. Thus it happened that (iovernor
Tilden was less known to the American peo-
ple, before the St. Louis convention met, than
either Mr, Thurman or Governor Hendricks,
and s0 are many others. But there is
good stock, as good us ever, within the Dem-
ocratic ranks, and looking at the persomnel of
the two houses of congress we will find ascore
of Democratic names well and favorably
known throughout the country. The Demo-
cratic side of the senate is especially
sirong in pont of talent, and, in
this respect, it almost painfully over-
shadows the Republican opposition,
from whose seals we miss such men as
Bumner, Trumball, Fessenden, Henderson,
Grimes and Schurz. Now-a-diys, generally,
Mr. Edwaunds has to oppose single-handed,
Tharman, Bayard, Beck, Hill, Harris, Lamar,
M'Donald and Kernan, all men of talent, of
great experience and, also of strength, be-
cause they have the right on their side. In
the house, the one figure which will be missed
mest painfully—now more than ever—is that
of Michael C. Kerr. Had Providence spared
him o his country, there is no man who had
a better chance—no man who deserved it
better—than Michael C. - Kerr to reach the
White House. Beck and Lamar, and Payne,
ol Ohio, are also no longer in the house; if
they were there, their claims to the leader-
ship could not be gainsaid, As it is, it must
be confessed that among the ome hundred
and fifty Democratic names, which the clerk
of the house besrs upon lus roll, there is a
lamentable deficiency of suitable material for
lendership, There are, for instance, Samuel
Coxand Fernando Wood, of New York city,
prominent and talented both, yet neither fit
to be the lesder. Neow England, formerly so
prolific in this respect, sends no Demoeratic
leader, and bat w few reliable rank and file.
A prominent New England Democratic con-
Rgressman s getling to be a canosity, at least
we do net remember any since the death of
Robert Rantoul, jr. Neither has Pennsylvania
as strong a Democratic delegation as she
could send, none being any way prominest
except Mr. Speaker Randall. It is the mis-
fortune of most Pennsylvanians that they are
too bound up with Pennsylvania; that they
think it is necessary for the existence of the
Keystone State that iron and coal and calicoes
should be protected at the expense of every
other interest, and they are therefore very
seldom able to take a broad, national view of
the political outlook. Maryland, also, has no
men like Louis M'Lane or Reverdy John-
son in oongress at present;  Dut,
## is true, such men are not bom
every day. Virginia semds a faur dele-
gation, among whom Mr. Goode and Ex-
Governor Walker may be considered as above
the average congressman. North Carolina
sends mostly new members, who must be
tried before judgment can be passed upon
thesn, South Carolins will have some Demo-
crats in the present congress—an improve-
ment, certainly, upon the mecally set who
bave disgraced and misrepresented the Pal-
metlo State for the past tep e, Georgia
seads an unbroken and tronyg Democratic
delegation to copgress, all men o note, from
Alex. H. Stepbens down. The same may be
smid of Texas, whose Mills, Giddings and
Schleicher—the latter a German—ure among
ibe ablest men in the house. Lousiana and
Alsbama send only average delegations in
point of talent, while Mississippi, on the con-
trary, will, with such men as Hooker, Man-
ning and Chalmers, be listemed to
with attention and pleasure. Arkansas,

i sends her old delegation,
while Misouri sends more Radicals than
usnal, besagse of Democratic dissensions,

Tennesses bas some good workers in At-

kins, Bright, Whitthorne and especially

Young, who may be classed among the

leaders.

v THE RADICAL SENATE,

It scems the two political parties in the
United States senate are perfectly organized.
A fvw weeks ago the Democratic party was
threatened with a calamity more dire than
the loss of the President they bad elected.
It was intgmated a few days ago that Patter-
son, Conover, Dorsey and Spencer were for
sale.  Bat the Democrats regurded such glts
ns worse than the wooden horse of Troy,
meaning hopeless disaster, and the Démo-
cratic party spurned the deadly pollution of
a contact with the scoundrels, who are
still in the senale, voting with the party that
defended them while they were robbing the
people of the money by which they purchased
their way into the senate. Every man who
desires peace and oblivion of sectional hatreds,
will read with regret the account of the
scenes that occurred in the senate on Thurs-
day. The debate shows that the Democratic
party is still for reconcilintion, and the Re-
publican party is still for sectional hatreds.
The Democrats were anxious to take the Lou-
isiana trouble out of politics forever, and
thus terminate a fruitful theme for discord.
In discussing this question one party was ac-
tuated by a noble patriotism, and the other by
the passions of other days. After reading the de-
bate, the country will have no difficulty in
deciding which party favors true, genuine
reconciliation, and which proposes to per-
petuate sectionnl sirife. Read the patriotic
words of Senator Bayard. He said: *'If
there ever was o time when it was for the
interest of the commonwealth that the discus-
gsion should end, surely that time had come.
The affirs of Lonisiana had, in the minds of
the American people, received absolute and
finnl settlement. He [Bayard] knew how
nearly balanced the political power in the
senate stood, and yet he begged senators to
believe him when he declared that he would
not, by any questionable act, give the weight
of his little finger to obtain power for the
party with which he acted. The man was
blind who did not see that the drift of pablic
opinion in this couniry was against all
scheming. Did not the intevest of this coun-
try require that the best energies of every
senator should be bent in  behalf of the peo-
ple, nnd those passions aroused by party strife
be hushed? There was no need of further
argument. There was no need of further
evidence in the Louisiana case. Senators
could not turn their backs to facts which no
one denied.” These patriotic utterances will
find a response in the heart ol every southern
and northern Democrat., Afler perusing these
wornids contrast them with the old contempti-
ble party whine of Senator Wadleigh, who
said: *“If it was expected by the senate that
the decision of the committee on privileges
and elections on this case should be final, it
was asking too much of the committee to re-
port by November 1st. It might be that he,
ns a member of the committee, would not
come to the conclusion that the removal of
the State government :n Louisiana by mili-
tary force counld settle for the senate the ques-
tion of who was entitled to u seat therein.
He did not think that the white league of
Louisiana, with 1ts bayonets, revolvers and
gans, could decide for him who was entitled
to o seat ia the senate from that State, But
for the pressure of the league, the Packard
government wonld have maintained itself as
thd governggent in fact, as he believed it was
mn law. He argued that the proceeding, un-
der which Kellogg was elected senator, was
valid and correet in form. The testimony in
the Louisiann case covered thousands of
pages, and the committee could not examine
all of it and report to the senate by Novem-
ber 1st.”" Here is a hoisting of the bloody-
shirt in the senate of the United
States, Bayard appealed to  the
patriolism of the country, Wadleigh to
its party prejudices. Thus has it
been for the last tem yemis. Bayard
was indorsed in his utterances by every Dem-
ocrat in the senate; but Wadleigh was sup-
ported by Patterson, Dorsey, Conover and
Spencer.  So it seems that the Democratic
party is to be congratulated on the fact that
Patterson will not knock at the Democratic
door, pale with haunting dreams of thve peni-
tentinry, and that the Republican party is still
to be cursed with Dorsey’s, Spenoer’s and
Conover's good will. The first debate and
vole of impoertance in the senate are full of
significance. They show that the Democrats
will be us true to the cause of peace and re-
concilintion as they have been during the past
ten years, and that the Radicals will labor to
keep alive those sectional hatreds, withount
which the Republicans cannot live.

BOGUS PATRIOTISM.

Truly may it be said that the cry of patri-
ofism is the last refuge of the scoundrel.
Many Republicans joined Hayes in his adop-
tion of the Democratic policy of reconciliation.
They pretended to be actuated by a loity pa-
triotism and elevated statesmanship, but it
seems they were influenced by low, grovel-
ing party selfishness. They saw that the Re-
publican party, by its persecutions of the
south, and the weight of its own corruptions,
had been repudiated by the American people,
and with the hope of breathing new life into
it, they indorsed the President in his adop-
tion of the Democratic policy of reconcilia-
tion, and, as u last refope, bousted of their
patriotism. But since the conversion of
Hayes to Democracy, he has weakened the
Republican party, and made the north Dem-

a  determination to aban-

sertion of Hayes, on account of the failore of
his policy to strengthen the Republicans, is
led by the New York Times. This paper ad-
mits that the new departure which it bas
hypocnitically sustained, while preaching pa-
triotism us the motive, wus inaugarated with
the sole wiew of infusing new life into the
Radical party. It saye:

In the first place, the Republican organiza-
tion m the southern States bas not received
any of the promised benefits. The accession
of old Whig deserters from the Democracy is
not forthcoming. The crows that were to
rully around the Republican banner, in token
of grateful appreciation of the of a
HRepublican President, have not been heard
of in any State. The sopposition that the
local Republican organizations would sud-
denly expand into a grand administration

My Dear 8. H. C's—In order to make
proper connection at Norfolk it was necessary
to leave Bristol on the night train, and thus
we missed much delightful scenery through
Virginia. Morning found us at Salem, the
spires only of the town being visibie as it
stands back, a mile or =0, fromm the line of
railway.
