That ea-radlas Badge."
Editors Appeal The wit who com-

mands the light artillery of the Avalanche,
mistakes his home-mad- e maxims ior wisdom,
and is becoming unamiable. He descends to
personal epithets. He will excuse me if I
do not imitate his style. The A ralanclte says:
"Whenever theAralanche dons thedegrading
badge of servitude as an organ of any polit-

ical party, it may perhaps champion that
party." This is exceedingly nch, coming
from such a source. Which is the nobler
work to be the honored organ of a great
party of the people, or to be the organ of one
man, who confers or withdraws his patron-
age and pap according to hia whiius? Bah!
The Avalanche is the last paper in the south
to talk about "degrading badges." Strange
that it has never been independent enough
to give one word of approval of the earnest
and patriotic efforts made by Democrats to
rid the south of bayonet-rule- . Stranger, still,
that, as soon as Hayes complies with the
Democratic demand for an abatement of this
Republican outrage, the Avalanche springs
to ihe front, and cries "Bravo for the Repub-
lican President!" The conversion of the
Avalanche was almost as sudden as
that of Paul, and was doubtless equally as
unselfish. What could have caused it? It
says, "The Avalanche supports the Presi-
dent's southern policy and his efforts to in-

Now let us look into the case of J. Madison
Wells, of New Orleans. From one end of
the Union to the other, from center to circum-frenc- e,

his name is regarded as a synonym
of fraud, knavery, chicanery and perjury.
He is the "chiefest" of all modern rogues,
for he is the thief who stole the Presidency
and transferred the stolen article for a stipu
lated reward. He is universally regarded
by all honest, decent men as the knave who
manipulated the election returns of Louisiana,
fraudulently changed the votes of the people
of that State from Tilden to Hayes, and then
committed a premeditated perj iry by swear-
ing to the frauds. The crime stands out in
bold relief, as unparalleled in any previous age,
and the criminal should be d mined with a
public reprobation as deep as his crime. Yet
this scoundrel, shingl d over with infamy as
a merited leprosy, has been promoted by
Hayes to an important and lucrative office.
Was that, too, in the interest of "civil-servic- e

reform;" or was it to reward
Wells for having safely delivered the stolen
Presidency, according to contract? The
knave is under indictment for his villainy,
and yet Hayes rewards him! Cornell, guilty
of no crime, but only ot an indiscretion, is
dismissed in order to enforce "civil-servic- e

reform." Wells, whose crimes and infamy
no man doubts or defends, is actually re-

warded, and, of course, in the interest of
"civil-servic- e reform;" and the great and
good Avalanche indorses Hayes as much for
rewarding Wells as it does for dismissing
Cornell.

Harlan and Hayes.
Editors Appeal I carried the evening

papers home last night, and from them
gleaned that General Harlan's nomination for
the supreme bench is likely to be confirmed;
and that "southern senators" would vote lor
it, tearing, if they did not, that a northern
man would get it, while they knew and ad-
mitted that he was "a partisan Republican."

I don't believe it, as to southern sena-
tors; for if a Yankee is objectionable to them,
then a "home-made- " one should be infinitely
more so, and I am loth to think "southern
senators" would swallow this one on so
shallow a pretext. It is a dangerous
thing when a partisan' of any climate
seeks a place on the supreme bench,
and doubly dangerous when he is nominated
by a President whose tenure rests upon the
ground occupied by Mr. Hayes. With what
respect could such an occupant of the seat of
Marshall or Taney be treated? I am and
have been a Democrat, true to the faith under
any and all circumstances, and cannot lock
on time-servi- ng with the least degree of al-

lowance, and so beiug, I spurn now, as ever,
the shallow pretense that Mr. Hayes is the
President of the whole people, or that he has
repented himself of his bigoted ideas and na-
tive animosity toward ths once slaveholder.
It may be that he has some conscience, and,
having accepted a position procured through
fraud (which he was prepared to assume by
force), he thinks a few words, some neutral
appointments, and a little swinging around
has palliated the great wrong; or it
may be that, hearing the rumbling
discontent of starving thousands (who were
and are willing to shout for anything if there
is hope of relief in it), he took it to be the vox
populi condemning the party to which he
belonged, and of which he was a partisan
member, so nominated and so installed, and
seeing, that while Democratic members were
willing to sacrifice the right, in order to avoid
what might have ended in civil war, that
they yet were partisans enough to cloff his
action or palsy his projects, he threw his
friends overboard, and insane or adventurer
that he is, he thinks to make a party, or par-
tisan Republican as he is at heart, he dis-
guises himself as a patriot and vainly at-

tempts to break the party which has been
and is the only party of the people, and the
party which has made and saved the United
States of America, whatever they may be.
Hayes and Harlan! arcades umbo, both
have gone back on their friends.
"A fellow feeling makes us wondrous kind."
And now, after the whole country has, by the
eight to seven commission, been taught to
question the supreme court, and nave actual-
ly lost confidence in our ordinary tribunals,
Mr. Hayes, the Trojan horse of these woes (a
whole people demoralized), proposes to add
insult to injury, and fill the vacancy with
another partisan. I would vastly prefer a
slraight Yankee from Boston, if a good
lawyer; for if a good lawyer, he would
hardly prostitute himself or his position tor
Earty. Then let us have a latcyer on this

if not a true southern, then a true
northern man, and be done with politicians
and partisans. "Southern senators' are hard-
ly in favor of this nomination, or if they are,
they have studied human nature to little
advantage ; for he who has proven
false to his friends will add wound
on occasion. The south wants
nothing from Mr. Harlan, and Mr. Hayes
knows well that she will get it. There are
questions brewing in South Carolina and
Louisiana which will become historical, and
they may be passed on by the supreme court;
and, if so, history will look to the composi-
tion of that court. t.

Since writing the above, I see in the Ap-
peal of this morning that Bristow might
have received the nomination but for the in-
trigues of Harlan. 1 don't think Bristow is
"a partisan Republican," but I believe he is
"a home-made- ." Mr. Hayes may be a true
convert to Democratic principles, and if so,
he will forgive me. as I mean for the peace
and prosperity of the people north as well as
south.

Discussion. Subject: "Grammar, ".a paper

written by W. Foute, of Memphis, suggest-
ing novel views and proposing radical changes
in grammar, was read by Prof. H. F. Scott,
and answered by Prof. Boals in quite a
lengthy, instructive and well-arrang- scien-

tific discussion. Hon. J. A. Manson indorsed
Prof. Boals 's position.

EVENING SESSION.
Song Moonlight on the Lake. Essay by

Miss Clara Conway; subject: "Education
from Root to Flower," a most excellent pro-

duction upon the subject of education. It
was enthusiastically received by her intelli-
gent and appreciate audience. It was full of
beautiful thoughts clothed in faultless rhet-
oric. The following is a synopsis of the paper:

Only now we are beginning to recognize
the truth of the educational principles advo-
cated by the early philosophers; only now to
practice the teachings of Socrates, whose
fundamental idea was that the teacher should
induce his pupils to obtain knowledge by
their own efforts. This idea lies at the basis
of the kindergarten work, and forms a sure,
solid and lasting foundation. Only a half
century ago Frederick Frobel gave definite
form to theories that had floated through the
brains of eminent men in preceding ages. It
was he who made a perfect exposition of the
"new education;" he who first followed in
the way of old mother nature. She rears the
plant of her love, giving air and sunshine ac-
cording to its needs. Nature does no cram-
ming In her processes; there is no grinding
out, no artificial stalling, no constant pouring
m, filling and refilling; hers is a slow, sure
and steady growth; the taking in
of heartfelt, life-givin- g food, and a gentle,
gradual assimilation. Ifyou would study in-
tellectual science, says E.nerson, you must
study natural history. Every law you de-
duce from the phenomena of nature is a prin-
ciple of the mind. And, says Frobel, who
has bf en justly called the Columbus of a new
interior world, "Every law of nature is a law
of education." Acting upon this, he would
surround each little life with the conditions
necessary for a full and harmonious growth.
It was he who first registered the phenom-
ena of child-life- , from root to flower. His
system boldly makes war upon the worn-o- ut

theories of schools and pedants; it takes
away from books aud study the driving spirit
of compulsion, and substitutes the law of
love, of work, of true, honest, productive
tilling of each child-min- d. Frobel's own
desolate childhood led him into the study of
child-lif- e, its nature, needs and development,
ana snowea mm uie emia in a
three-fol- d aspect, as a moral, an intellectual,
and a physical beingt requiring for the com-
pletion of its nature on even and harmonious
growth in each direction. He mistook not
feeding for growing, not the accumulation of
facts for educatin. The chief law of growth
is the law of self-activit-y. Upon this sub-
ject Prof. Hailman writes: "Each child
must do his own growing; no one can do it
for him." And this applies with equal
force to all the directions ot his be-

ing. Only what he eats, digests
and assimilate can add substance to his
body; only his own exercise and practice can
impart strength and skill to his muscles,
grace and directness to his movements; only
his observations, experiences and investiga-
tions can fill and invigorate his mind; only
his feelings and emotions and desires can
direct his actions. Men grow neither wise,
nor strong nor good by proxy. This funda-
mental law of self-activi- suggested to
Frobel's mind the means to be employed in
bringing out a full, ripe and independent
humanity, and lrom the successful execution
of his plans came the kindergarten, the
child's garden, the paradise of childhood. I
have a picture of one in my mind a true
kindergarten "not one of those fungous
parasites feeding on the popularity of the
name, where elementary school training of
the worst kind is salted down with Frobel
occupations," but a pure kindergarten, filled
with an atmosphere of childish joyousness.
Pictures hang upon the walls, flowers bloom
in the windows, birds add their sweet notes
to children's songs, strips of bright carpet
protect the little feet from fear of cold.
Each child fills a tiny chair, low tables are
closely drawn together, and around them are
gathered busy little workers. It is weaving
day; strips of paper of alternating colors,
white and red, green and black, blue and
gold, are woven in and out into a pretty mat,
all being done by direction of the teacher.
Often the children are permitted to select
their own colors for this work,
provided there be no positive violation
of the laws of harmony in their choice; as
the little fingers busily weave in and out, by
ones, by twos, by threes, their previous lesson
on color is being emphasized, fixed, nailed to
stay forever. You may be sure that the
kindergarten never sends out color-blin- d

boys; when Johnny Jones reaches man's es-
tate, the color blindness of his father and his
father's father will no longer be a family herir
tage. A3 the children weave, the little
hands are being trained to skill; they are
learning to count as well these little ones
by ones, by twos, by threes. To-nig- yon-
der baby sister will help her brother with his
multiplication lines. She knows it all, of
course, in her own sweet baby way; the
pretty strips of paper told her, as they went
weaving in and out, by ones, by twos, by
threes. The strip itself gives them the idea
of a line; woven together, they make a sur-
face, and at once they are busy finding out
lines aud surfaces around them in the room.
Thus you see they are not only thinking and
observing, but comparing as well. Twenty
minutes work and then comes play. "Birds"
is the game, and as the little heads are
tucked down like "nestled birdlings," there
is a pretty song; then a talk about the birds;
the habits, nests and kinds are lisped about,
and baby-eye- s begin to look with newly-awaken-

wonder upon the little bird in the
window, or listen with a fresh and pure de-
light to the notes of the one within, "with
the earth-ting- e on his breast and the sky-tin-

on his bock." Thus is given "a new
interest in the fields and rocks, a new moral
and intellectual tonic, a new key to the treasure--

house of nature;" more air, more sun-
shine, more healing fragrance and coolness.
There is a kindergarten song next, newly
learned, in which one does particularly
well a bright, handsome little boy and
when he is done, each tiny right
hand is raised as a sweet token
Chat he should be praised. They all sing his
praise with one voice, and he, with a grace
becoming a young prince of the olden time,
bows his head and waves his dimpled hand
with a sweet "I thank you!" Then the third
gift, the divided cube, from which they learn
something of form, sizes, resemblances, dif-
ferences, as well as order, neatness and pre-
cision. Tbe cubes are carefully replaced, and
kindergarten's almost done. Lunch-tim- e

comes. A bright cloth covers the table; the
dainty meal is spread upon tiny plates, and
the little ones sit down to eat, talk, and be
merry. There is a generous division of each
little store; a sroilinjar "Thank you" for each
gracious act, and a kindly "Welcome'' in re-
sponse. So the work goes on day by day;
the gradual unfolding; the sweet, fresh
awakening of every good, and the uncon-
scious repression of every evil tendency.
Who shall say that kindergarten
is not the paradise of childhood?
Nay, more; who shall say that its object is
not to elevate humanity upon a higher and a
better plate? Of its introduction and growth
in this country, a Bon of Frobel wrote in 1836:
"We must emigrate to the country that offers
all the conditions for the existence of genuine
family life, which alone rendeis the develop
ment ot pure humanity possible. All these
conditions and hope we find in the United
States." Thanks to tbe energy, enthusiasm
and devotion of two noble women, his proph-
ecy is being fulfilled. Miss Peabody, of
Cambridge, Massachusetts, prepared it war
in the east; the exertions of Miss Susan E.
Blow in the west have secured for the St.

Louis public schools twenty-si- x kindergartens.
in which over twelve hundred little children
"enjoy the greatest blessing of which child-
hood is capable the blessing of vigorous,
sound, full, all-sid- growth.'

IS IT A GHOST?

About a week ago a young fisherman
named John Glenn, whose boat is anchored
near the landing at Friars Point, Coahoma
county, Mississippi, informed the community
that he was nightly ennoyed by a ghost.
Glenn was evidently alarmed, and told the
account ot the ghost's operations in a frank
and simple manner. lie says that every
night the ghost is to be seen riding on the
waves, now and then coming so near the boat
as to inspire dread. The favorite occupation
of the ghost is in the mud along
the banks. The ghost has evidently bsen
well tutored in the manual of science, for it
makes countless mud balls and throws them
with great force against Glenn's boat. At
times a perfect shower of mud balls strike
the bow and sides of the boat, while hun-
dreds fall in the water. Wednesday night
the story of the ghost created so much inter-
est that forty-eig- ht men armed themselves
and went to the place where Glenn's fisbing-bo- at

is anchored, their object being to ascer-
tain and explain the cause of the mud-ba- ll

shower. Among the citizens of Friars Point
who composed the party were Judge H. P.
Reid, Major Priddy, Jackson Kirkman, editor
of the Coahomian ; J. M. Crestmore, George
R, Alcorn, J. G. Chism, W. L. Canfield, S.
B. Chism, J. H. Sudduth, and Frank N. Al-

len. The party felt a deep interest in tbe
matter, which had already elicited such gen-
eral interest and caused intense excitement in
the community. The excitement spread rap-
idly, and at once the existence of the ghost
found credibility in the superstitious minds
of the negroes, not a few accompanying the
party of citizens in their expedition to the
boat. After waiting on the bank an hour for
the appearance of the ghost, Judge Reid
proposed that the party have a little fun, and
run up tbe bank. This was done, the mem-
bers of the party shouting, "Look out for the
ghost!" About twenty negroes, who had
congregated on the bank near by, be-

came frightened and made a rush for
town. The alarm was all the greater
because of a pistol which Canfield fired. The
negroes were truly tern tied, and, in their
haste to get away from the haunted spot,
several jumped into the mud at the edge of
the bank, and had to be extricated by the
white men. The rest soon reached home,
where they spread the news of their won-
derful adventure, and are still in a state of
feverish alarm. The belief in the existence
of the ghost is not only entertained by the
negroes at Friars Point, but has spread
through the county, causing intense fear and
general excitement among those supersti-
tious people. Several persons, who remained
on the bank of the river, after the departure
of the crowd, swear that the ghost appeared
and threw mud-bal- ls at Glenn's boat till one
o'clock in the morning. Another investiga-
tion into this mystery will be made by the
citizens of Friars Point.
