—Speeches by Governor Stone, Gen-
eral West and Colonel Walters.

1

The Present State Administration and
Redoced Taxes—Faets for the Con-
sideration and Determination
of the People.

From a Stafl Correspondent of the Appeal.]
Lasmanr, Miss., October 22.— Su.turday was
a great occasion for Holly Springs, as it
witnessed an enthusiastic ering of the
Marshall county Democracy. About two
thousand persons were present to hea: (he
speakers who bad been invited to address
tha people upon the pohtical questions re-
lating to State politics. Judge Harris, in a
happy manner, introduced Governor Stone,
who made a plain but effective speech.
Geperal A. M. West spoke next, and was
followad b Cuionel Walters, who dealt the
** Independents *' (Radicals) a severe blow,
inasmuch as he told the truth and showed
how they are inimical to the true interests of
Mississippi. Colonel Walters made an elo-
quent appeal to thenegroes, advising them to
adhere to the Democratic party and unite
with the intelligent people of Mussissippi for
the preservation of their rights and to secure
thereby the enjoyment of their nghts. Gov-
eruor Stone's speech was by far the ablest he
bas made during the present canvass. In
Ins remarks Governor Stone was uncompro-
misingly Democratic, and gave additional
evidence of devotion to the grand party
of which he is a trusted and worthy repre-
sentative. 1 deem him a DBourbon, double
distilled and rectified. He is true to every
principle of Democracy. He is unwaverin
in purpose, energetic in zealous effort, auc
uncorruptible in honest principle. *“‘Inde-
pendents,” who know that their thirst for of-
tice is not patriotism, have no consolation in
Governor Stone’s speech.  Men who belie the
term “lnde[.-endeat by secret combinations
with dethroned Radicals and] effete politi-
cians, plunderers and adventurers, corrupt
and vitinted speculators upon the misfortunes
of the people, will not find favor with the in-
telligent citizens of Mississippi. Here and
there these political pirates may elect an cifi-
cer or secure a legislator, but they can never
secure power nor gain control of the Missis-
sippi people. Governor Stone does not count
the favor of such men, nor does the Demo-
cratic party seek their support. In his speech
Governor Stone truly says that free schools
exist in every county, and ample facilities are
afforded for the education of the children of
both races. The legislature, in Apnl, 1576,
extended the public school term from four to
five monihs, and in some localities the free
schools are tnught for ten months in the year.
Financiaily, the exhibit 1s simply wonder-
ful, und shows the difference between carpet-
bag misrule and a Democratic administration.
Governor Stone also made a correct finan-
bind exhibit of the State. In 1873, us he
truly stated, the State tux was 121¢ mills on
the dollar; in 1874, 14 mills; in 1875, 9%
wiils; in 1576, 6%¢ m:il-t and for the present
yiur it is only five mills, or but two-Sfths of
what it was in 1573, and little more than
one-third what it was in 1874, In 1875 the
receipts were $1,801,189 1§, and the disburse-
ments $1,430,192 83, In 1876 the great re-
duction in the tax levy caused a decrease in
the receipts of 5981,373 24; but the disburse-
ments for current expenses were cut down to
$515,709 03. From 1871 up to the first of
January, 1876, the warrants of the State
were worth from sixty to eighty-five cents on
the dollar; during 1876 they were worth from
ninety-five to ninety-eight cents on the dol-
lar, and since Janu 1, 1877, they have
been at par, there having been at all times
since then money in the treasury to cash
them when presented. On the first of Jann-
ary, 1577, the entire indebtedness of the
State proper was $1,100,242 21, This sum
has since been reduced to between £600,000
and §700,000, and within two years the en-
tire bonded deht. will have been paid. The
“fndﬂ[]wmlputa who seck to reinstate the
Republicans should ponder the above facts.
They who have felt the iron heel of Radical
oppression for years, found not justice,
nor mercy,nor even humanity in the adminis-
tration of Republican villainy, should look at
the above figures, (Good men, who have re-
gard for the true interests of Mmmss:ppl they
who respect honesty and seek prosperity for
the futore in Mississippi, should ponder these
fucts and conscentiously determine their
course, (iood men, whether white or black,
should and will be actuated by lofty wotives
which look to the continued improvement of
their State. Would the revitalized Repubiican
party continue this but recent prosperity?
Have the Republicans in Mississippi ever
done anything for the good of the people in
Mississippi? Has the Republican party in
Mississippi ever lost an opporl.umt.y to plon-
der and further defﬁml the people of the
State, over which the misfortunes of war
swept with such terrible effect?

Vaughan,
Fox and Sayder testified as to the cause of
death, which was from overdoses of mor-
phine and veratria. Testimony was presented
In the shape of prnme letters to show what

caused the deccased to take his lite; but as
other evidence prou-d s0 plainly that he did
commit suaicide, Judge Toale excluded it.
The jury brmu.-bt in n verdict of suicide. The
body was turned over to J. B. Cuffrey, the
undertaker, to awaitthe arrival of the friends
of the deceased. His trunks and other per-
sonal property were turned over to the sheriff
for sate-keeping. Afterward Dr. W, W,
Clark received a telegram from the father of
the deceased, residing at memnnh, asking
him to sl:up his son's remains, which was
done, and the bod _r sent by express yesterday
morning.

GILM AN THE I-‘OB(: ER.

The New York HBroker, in a Counvict's
Garb, Behind the Iron Bars of
Sing Sing Prison,

Philadelphia Press:  William C. Gilman,
the New York insurance-scrip forger, who
was sentenced on Friday, by Recorder Hack-
ett, to five years imprisonment in the State
prison, was taken to Sing Sing on  Saturduy.
In the bleak receiving-room, when Gilman
entered, there were the six other convicts who
had been brought up hendenffed. Gilman
quetly awaited orders. He looked quickly
at the other convicts, but without any ap-
pearance of repulsion. ‘‘Fold your arms;
stand in line, with your faces to the wall, o
snid the clerk  The men ranged themselves
in line. Next to Gilman stood a negro who
was under sentence for larceny. “Gilman
stood at the end of the line neaest the clerk,
and the first mquiries were put to him:
"W’hat lﬂ your name*”  “William C. Gil-
man.” *“‘How old are you?' *Forty-three
rears.”” “What is your buriness?" “A
roker.” **Where were you born?"  “‘Nor-
wich, Connecticut.” ‘“*‘Have you ever been
arrested before?”  “[ have never been ar-
rested at all.” **What!"" exclaimed the clerk
in o lond voice, as he looked up at Gilman in
Mlomahmf’nt “1 have never been arrested
at all,” Gilman quietly replied. *‘Never been
arrested!” said the now bewildered clerk.
“Then how comes it that yon are
here 7" To this question made
no reply, as it was a  ques-
tion lhat the clerk was not autl:onzed to
ask. The convicts were then taken into the
stateroom to be shaved and have their hair
cut. But as Gilman'’s face was smooth and
hia hair closely trimmed, he wns passed by,
but was kept in the room until the other con-
vicls were attended to Wy the barber. Then
he was taken to the bath with the others,
and ufter he had removed his clothing 1t was
tak=n away. By the side of the bath-tab lay
the coarse, striped prizon clothing, which was
ut on after the bath had been finished.
uring all this Gilman showed no feeling,
and, excepting that there was a set look upon
his im:v, seemed unchanged. In the yard
the seven convicts in their striped clothing
were placed in Indian file, Gilman at the
head. Next to Gilman a negro was placed.
“Put your hands on the shoulders of the man
in front of you," said the keeper. The negro
put his hands on Gilman's shoulders. *‘Now
march, kt‘epln;i step.”” The convicts marched
a few paces, halted, torned, and marched
back again. This drill was kept up for about
half an hour, aod, although (iilman had not
eaten any tbtng since an early hour his step
did not Hag. His conduct made a good im-
ression on the prison officers. When this |
rill was ended, Gilman and the others were
taken to their cells. Thus the Pine street
broker l.avl.:'m his prison hie.
