A New Departure

THE VERGENNES MURDER.

A Baplist Deacon Charged with Mur-
der — Mis Mistress the Dead
Wile's Nurse — Damag-
ing Testimony.

New Yok Herald, 26th: Aboutthe middle
of last Aogust the wife of Deacon Eua P.
Smith, of the aty of Vergennes, Vermont,
died wt'er an iliness of eight days. During
her wsickpess the doctors had treated the
womun for cholera mworbus, but immedtely
alter her death suspected that she bad been
poisoned. Hefore any legal nb'DQ had img:n
taken to investigate the matter, it was dis-
covered that Mrs. Mary Champlin, a neigh-
bor, who had been the purse of Mrs. Smith,
and the deacon had left town. Soon a num-
ber of dreumstapces eame to light, which
satsfisd the public that, for tha six months
revious tu the death of his wife, the deacon
Eud been improperly intimate with the woman
Champlin. This fact, together with a report
that Smith had drawn from the firm of waich
he wis a member large sums of money and
his flight, induced the authorities to take
action. Im the meantime Smith sad-
denly returmed. The body was ex-
bomad and a detective employed by
the State to work up the case. At mudmght
on Monday of last week, Smith and Mrs.
Champlin, who had beeq traced to a house in
Burlington, were arrested, On sccount of
the lhigh s=ocial position of Smith and the
wealth of himself and connections, the case
bids fair to be one of the most important
criminal truls ever held in Vermont. After
the return of Smith be stated that he had
been to visit some relations in Canton, New
York, and had not seen Mrs. Champlin_dur-
ing Ins absence.  The detective soon discov-
ered, by means of intercepted letters, that
this was false, and that Sinith had left in
company with Mrs. Champlin; been with her
most of the time, and hadonly left her on the
morning of his retarn to Vergennes. More-
over, from these letters,and from otber sources
he discovered the criminal relations exishing
betweenthe two. When confronted with this
evidence Smith acknowledged the intimacy to
the detective, but desied having anything to
do with the poisoning. The detective secared
a number of valuable presents given to Mrs.
Champlin by Deacon Smith, and the parties
acknowledged to bauve entered into
an engagement, conditional on each
of the sarties obfaining  their
freedom. Smith is a wan about forty-five
years of age, and his unimpeachable charac-
ter previous to this seems to make many of
the residents of Vergennes think that he can-
not be guilty,. He has two children, one a
boy, lntely married, about twenty, and a
daughter some few years older. No differ-
ences between himsell and wife ever existed,
and for all that is known, with the exception
of this ona lapse, he has always been a dati-
ful and affectionate husband. Mrs. Champlin
is not strikingly pretty, although, perhaps,
her ladylike ways might make many forget
the defects of her personal appearance,
When talking, her eyes seem to convey as
much, if not more, than her language. She
is tall, thirty-one years of age, and rather
silm. She ﬁ‘m‘cn our inleresting children,
the cldest thirteen, a boy, and the youngest,
three years, a pretty little girl. Notwith-
standing her sin against her husband, hesays
if she is not guilty of murder—and he thinks
that this crime must be laid alone at Smith's
door—he would giadly take her back. *‘Her
love for her children,' says Mr. Champlin,
“‘cun  mever be  entirely eradicated.
Some time the motberly instinet will as-
sert itself.” This is not her first scandal af-
fair. Six years ago a prominent lawyer of
North Adams, Massachuseits, was discovered
by the hosband to have been too intimale
with his wife, and a famiiy explosion was the
result, A bundle of letters told the oft-
repeated tale, and a collision was the result
belween the seducer and the husband of the
seduced. Blood was not shed, owimng to the
coolness and presence of mind of the Baptist
minister of that place, who unmsrt-lled the
husband to put up his drawn revolver. The
remains of Mrs. Smith were cent to Prof.
Peter Collier, of Burlington. The chemical
analysis will not be completed for some weeks,
but the professor reports that he is satisfied,
from the partial examination already made,
“that the stomach ot the woman was sulyect
to the action of an irritant poison.’"

A STEANGE STORY.

Backed and Gagged from Pittsburg to
New Orieans, and Home agaln
Insane.

New Urleans Democrat: Willis M. Hateh,
of New Wilmington, Pennsylvania, accord-
ing to his statement, is the wvictim of a most
daring and diabolical outrage at the hands ol
a beantiful woman and three ruffians; bat,
although his storyereads well, as ™
actual fact, =0 far as pertains to his adven-
tures in this city it will not hold water.
Hateh, a young man of exemplary habits,
and the prohibition candidate for Lawrence
county, Pennsylvania, with seventeen hun-
dred dollars 1 his ion, on the four-
teenth of September left the Young Men's
home in Pittsburg, with the expressed pur-
pose of buying a farm. From that time until
the fourth of October Hatch's movements
were unknown, despite the search of the de-
tectives throughout the State, who worked
with that zeal and energy only inspired by
the offer of aliberal reward. On October
4th a letter reached Hatch's relatives,
informing them that Hatch was at a
woint eighteen miles west of Gales-
Illinois, where he was sought
and foand, but in a terrible condi-
tion. His mouth was lacerated by the gag
used to stifle his cries; his body bore the
marks of most violent treatment, but, worse
than all, his mind was unhinged, and instead
of the intelligent young man he was wont to
be, a helpless, semi-demented creature was
ull that remained. His account of himself is
to the effect that as he was on the Duquesne
Way (in Pittsburg); a lady met him, and
stating that she was lost, uhl{ed his guidance
to the Union depot. As she was young and
beautilul, in pity for her trouble so besecch-
ingly expressed, he assured her he would see
her safely to her destination, and tfogether
they started. Near the cormer of Liberty
street he was suddenly assailed and robbed
by three men, who bound him with thongs,
sinking deep into his flesh, and ged him
almost to suffocation. ln that condition he
wns hurried to the Union depot and placed
in the cars. After that he could not collect
his faculties,. He has a vague recollection of
traveling on the cars, then a broad expanse
of water, then a dreary blank, until awakened
by the broad glare of a southern sun, to find
himself on the levee in charge of a policeman,
who took him to the hospital. Shortly after
his arrival at that institution a boy brought
him his watch and some papers. While he lay
there a man named called, and saying
he was o friend of the family, made arrange-
ments to forward Hatch to St. Louis. This
was done as soon as Hatch was convalescent,
and upon his arrival at St. Louis Reed met
him and took him to within eighteen miles of
Galesborg, where he left him in charge of
some friends. The other side of the story,
the result of an investigation by Detective
Pecora, goes to show, firstly, that no soch
name as Reed is borne on the hospital book;
secondly, no man answering his description
wias a pafient there; thirdly, no watech and
papers were delivered to the hospital clerk for
any of the inmates; fourthly, no Dr. Sisson
was ever attached to that institution, or 15
there a doctor of that name in the cily. Last-
Iy, the nn!‘y unknown man picked op by the
police on the levee during the month of Sep
tember und up to date in October was a la-
borer ill with fever, who was found at the
head of Montegut street, on the second
instant, by Officer Hurley, and who is now in
the hospital.

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OREGON’'S FOSSIL-BEDS.

urg,

A Large Basin Filled with Remaius of
Frehistoric Animals—Where the
Elephant, Camel and Reln-
deer Dwelt when the
World was Young.

A correspondent of the Kugene City (Ore-
gon) Guard gives the following account of a
visit made by himself and another person to
the so-called fossil-beds of Lake county, in
that State: *Silver lake and Sammer lake
both lie on the confines of the great desert,
by the crossing of which so much suffering
wiis expenienced by some of the early Oregon
pioneers, the desert lying north and east of
these lakes. Silver lake is encompassed by
‘rim-reck,’ except on the northwest. On the
east there is a gap which leads into a basin
nearly cironlar, and which is probably thirt;
miles indinmeter. This basin is surrounde
by rim-rock on the south, southwest and west,
rising to the hifht of several hundred feet,
with occasiohnl breaks or canons, sloping
into the basin. On the north and northeast
of the basin the ascent 8 more gradual, but
at 4 distance presenting an uninterrupted
barrier,  The surface of this basin 15 com-
paratively level, being subjecied, however, to
slight in¢qualities in the form of hillocks or
}]ow 1:1}(.1;;9&1t rm:ialg but a few feet, the whole

eavily set wi or artemissia, grease-
wood, and other amﬁl but kindred growths.
The soil—if we may call it soil—seems to be
composed of light sand and volcanic ashes,
with a percen of vegetable mold, into
which a horse will frequeatly sink to his fet-
locks. Near the center of this basin, and
about eighteen miles from Silver lake, in a
northeast direction, is Christmas lake; eight
miles from Christmas Iake, in thesame direc-
tion and apparently on the same level, are the
Fossil lakes.  About five miles yarther on, in
the same direction, ure two springs of tol-
erably good water. These springs are about
Lialf a mile apart. I heard the most north-
erly called Duncan’s spring, and we called
the other Mound spring. The rocks about
Silyer lake and Summer lake, where strati-
fied, appear to dip to the north. From
twenty to forty miles in a northwest direction
from the Fossil lakes, set in the lava moun-
tains, or rather mountains of lava. It
would eeem that these fossil remains might
have remained buried from four to ten feetin
the earth, and therefore unknown to the pry
ing eyes of the wind. There seems to bea
constant current of wind from the southwest.
All that space where bones are found appears
to be scooped out to the depth of several
feet, and carried, some of it, to a dis-
tence of five or ten miles, where it is piled up
in every conceivable form, evidently by the
action of the wind; conclusive evidence of
this is found in the numdrous little moun.ds
still remaining and able to resist the action
of the wind by the aid of the roots of some
more vigorous bunch of sage or greasewood.
es2 mounds present a beantiful example of
stratified formation, often five or six strata,
ranging from three to eight inches in thick-
ness, very clearly marked. On the lower ley-
els of this excavation are where the fossils are
found. We found fosil bones of the ele-
hant, camel, horse and elk or reindeer, the
orse being wuch more abundant than either
of the others, but all being so clearly marked
as to leave no doubt as to their identity.
There were other bones, apparently of large
animals, but your correspondent was unable
to name the animal they once belonged to.
Among the fossils found the smaller quadru-
peds bad a representation; bomes answering
in size to the fox and wolf were found; also
others unswering to the sheep or goat 1n size
and appearance. Remains of birds were very
tlenhful. some very large, others quite small.
Vaders, swimmers, scralchers, and probably
climbers were recogmized. The vertebra or
backbone of fish of some other animal with
a backbone like the fish are found in great
ﬂenty; also bones like nothing I ever saw
fore, therefore 1 will not nndertake {o de-
seribe them., The fossil remains lie scat-
tered over the earth for a distance of four or
five mules in the direction of northeast and
southwest, the strip being probably a mile
wide. Near the southwest end of the deposit
are two small lakes or ponds, highly impreg-
nated with alkali, the water baving a mil
appearanc, with a disagreeable taste an
smell.
