Starting
life as u poor boy, destitute of those adventi-
tious circumstances which have helped to make
others great, he hewed Lis own destiny b
the courage of his heart, the wualor of his
principles, and the energy of his character.
When the great orator of Mississippi pro-
D wd toe enlogy upon the greatest son of
Kentucky he had occasion tostate that ** great
men, grand homan objects scattered l:samtl,ﬁ
throughout time, should be painted with
truth and not with the hand of liction.'
When Oliver Cromwell, the greatest of all
Englishmen, sat to the painter, Lely, for his
portrait, he said: **Paint me as 1 am; leave
not out a single scar or blemish; 1 wish to go
forth to the world as [ am, not as [ seem to
be."" This noble utterance wes one most ap-

licable to the character of General Forrest,

his distinguished son of the south wanted
tbo go forth as he seemed to be.  And if we

and recognize what he was, there will be
none to condemn in time his life, and the
deeds which made that life so theroughly in
unison with the purest excellencies of the
greatest manhood. A manhood which, with-
out fear of anylhing earthly, was yet tem-
ed by the kindliest and best dispesition
tpl?;tevcr animated human action. man-
hood which, scorming wull that was wrong,
bat allied to the true and the nght, defied
the temptations of wealth and power,
and ever suljected the flaltering am-
bitions of military remown to the
true usefulness and more honorable require-
ments of life. The very type of manly chiv-
alry, the marvel of military genius, the unta-
torad champion of patriotic chivalry, and the
perfection of man!y nobility, General Forrest
was indeed the just recipient of a national
admiration. And who to-day will tell of
THE MANY VIRTUES
which graced his character and shone forth
resplendent ever amid the sorrows of an un-
fortunate and desolated land. He was a
sound, and honest, and sincers man, and
labored with a true heart and steady purpose
for the advancement of those interests which
he deemed important to his country. He saw
what was true, he admired what was beauti-
ful, he followed what was good; a brave sol-
dier, an honorable citizen and christan gen-
tleman—what higher eology can be pro-
nounced of eny man? The merits of such a
man, one who studies the interests of his

" fellow-creatures, and devotes his life to the

advancement of their weifare, are far more
commendable than the action of those
whose counding efforts are directed to the
emancipation of races and the civilization of
savage continents. General Forrest was a
philanthropist of the rcason, and not of the
mmaginallon, for he could discover the illu-
sioms of virtas as readily as he lnid bare the
impostures of vice; hence, he was frank and
sincere, rigid and honest. He concerned
himselt with those matters which are nearest
and most constant, and least observed in their
action, and which, therefore, ure most effect-
ive in their influence npon rational and social
character. For this reason was General For-
rest regarded as decisive and positive. The
sell-deceptions of a specious piety, the ex-
cesses of fanaticism, the errors of an irra-
tional thongh plansib y vain and socially por
ular philosopby, he avoided. It may troly
be zaid of General Forrest, as it has of other
men, that his mind was entirely free from

which too much enslave the politics and
morals of the day; those parrow-minded pre-
judices of parties, sectz and schools, which
indicate the presnmption that thought, in-
stead of being the fredst and boldest toing in
the universe, 1s the most fettered and cowardly.
General Forrest in an eminent degree pos-
sessed and exercised a prond freedom of
thought, a disposition to beheve, the ten-
dency to recognize and a readiness to submit
individnal wisdom to the higher and grand-
er sugacity that dwells in society and is
evolved by expenence—the habitudes of sym-
patby, and love, and reverence—which have

“ever been characteristic of the guiding spirits

of the race. Ueneral Forrest possessed the
loftiest and rarest quelity of mind-judgment.
In the exercise of this faculty he exemplified
what has been proclaimed, that judgment is
above imvention, lx:f‘oud eloguence, and is
more than logic. His ragacitghas been so
often displayed and approved that there was
probably no man whose opinion upon a ques-
tion of mlitary merit had greater influence
with the intelligent minds of the country. His
shrewdness, his achievements, and his faime
need no comment Lere. No wonder, then,

The
military companies Odd Fellows drew up
in line, and the coffin was borne silently into
the church, the band playing a dirge. The
church in the meantime was filled to over-
flowing, every available foot of space being
occupied. e church was not draped in
mourning. There was nothing in its appear-
ance to indicate an unusual event. But there
was in the earnest look and sad expression of
the hundreds of people gathered something
more potent than words and more sigmficant
than crape. The procession reached the
church at a quarter to twelve, and the fact
was soon made known the mournful
strains of music by the band without and the
subdued tones of the organ within. At the
proper time Rev. Dr. Staioback, of the
Court street Cumberland Presbyterian church,
Rev. S. B. Suratt, of the First Methodist
church; Rev. Eugene Damel, of the lzgyla.r
street Presbyterian church; Rev. David Walk,
of the Linden street Christian church; Rev.

It was by far the best
ffort of any yet made by Dr. Stainback
since his pastorate in Memphis. The oration
was simple and chaste in style, beautiful and
elavated in sentiment. Being a warm per-
sonul friend of General Forrest, whom he
had known for twenty-five years, and the
En_im'agr vg};aoinh:;lc?een'dmagd inl:.'imle with
im, Dr b eyiden 1is own ap-
preciation of the deeeIned & wanner cgin.

Hewas dignified, but
earnest and artless in his manner of s ,
which was listened to with undivided atten-
tion, and created a protound impres-
sion, causing countless eyes to be
dimmed with tears. The following is

T'he text which I have selected, my hearers,
as a foundation fyom which to pronounce to
you at this hour the funeral oration of my
deceased friend and brother, you will find in
the foprth vérge of the eleventh chapter of
St. l‘;::‘l's ngm&e el;relw's—-‘.' @ be-
ing , ¥ eth.” This language was
spoken by the Apostle Paul in reference to
Abel, who, four thousand yenrs before his

than for any other State in all the Confed-
eracy—come along her citizens—come and
bow down in sorrow at the death of Bedford
Forrest. Did I say. wmy hearers, that the
whole southern people were to-day mourners
athisbier? Ah,T go further, and say that the
whole country mourns with us to-day the death
of thws man—one of the dest of earth’s
militury captains. While he marshalled
our men on the tented field of the south, and
from the beginning {o the end kept that sa-
ber unsheathed, and rode at the head of his
conquerng battalions a terror to his enemies
—yet, when, the time came for surrender, with
honor and manhood and everything that was
noble and grand in his nature, he sheathed
that sword; ﬁe surrendered it, and it was an
honest surrender. And from that day to this
he has sought to heal up and mollify the
wounds and  bruises of the war,
and Iis enlas patriotism and de-
votion took old of the whole re-

nblic, and he was as true to it, and would
Kﬂ\rebeen as troe to ‘t, if his sword had been
wanted, as he hindered it on ome occasion:
as true to the banner against which he lead
his devastating cohorts as he was against it
on that memorable field. Hence I say,
amopng all true and good and noble men,
among all true soldiers, whether the soldiers
who wore the gray or the soldiers who wore
the blue, the name of Bedford Forrest is
loved and honored, and they mingle their
:&o;n'ows and tears with us at his funeral to-

5. He speaks to us in his simple faith and
trust in the world's Redecmer. On the four-
teenth day November, 1875—it was a calm
Sabbath evening—1 saw General Forrest and
his beloved wife enter my church quietly and
take their seat in their psw. My text for the
occasion was the parable of the two builders
—the close of the Savior's sermon upon the
mountain. The text is as follows: *“There-
fore whosoever heareth these sayings of mine
and doeth them, I will liken him unto a wise
man, which built his house upon a rock; and
the rain descended, and the floods came, and
the winds blew and beat upon that house;
and it fell not; for it was founded upon a
rock. And every one that hearsth these say-
ings of mine and doeth them not, shall be
likened unto a foolish man, which shall build
his house on the sand; and the rain de-
scended, and the floods came, and the winds
blew and beat upon that house, and it fell,
and great was the fall of it.”

At the close of the discourse, on reaching
the door of the church, I found General For-
rest awaiting me. We shook hands, and I
locked my arm in his and descended to the
pavement. Isaw he was silent and seemed
somewhat agitated. [ did not suspicion the
cause. Presently he stopped abruptly, and,
fixing his piercing gaze upon me, said: *'Sir,
your sermon to-nighl bas removed the last

rop from me. [ am the fool who has bailt
bouse upon the sand. 1am a miserable,
lost sinner.”" Andwith that this iron-hearted
man reeled against that house there, and
stood there trembling like an aspen leaf,
while the great big tears ran down his cheeks,
Said I: **General Forrest, thank God for
this. When a man realizes the tact that he
has been building his house on sand he is
clearing the way to get it on the rock.” Yes,
and the reason why so many of yon to-day
are poor, dying sinners, why you are buulding
your house npon a foundation of sand, which
shall be swept away when the sto:ms and
tempests come, is because you do mnot feel,
you do not realize, your miserable condition as
did this man. He was calm. There was no
excilenrent in the church that might. Find-
ing him in this condition, I immedintely com-
menced conversation with him. I brought to
bear npon his mind some passages of God’s
word, especinlly the sixteenth verse of the
third chapter of John. I quoted to him
where it is an epitome of the whole gospel
scheme: “God so loved the world that ge
gave His only begotten Son, that whosoever
believeth on Him should not perish, bat have
everlasting life.” I then directed him for
prayer to the filty-first Psalm, and told him
to read and think about it, and said: “I will
come to your rooms to-morrow night, Gen-
eral, and we will read the word of God, and
I will pray with you, and we will
falk over this whole matter.”” At
the gappointed time 1 repaired to his
room on Madison sireet, 'and bhe was
waiting for me. We commencad reading the
Word of God, and talked of this great ques-
tion, and after a while engaged in prayer, At
the close of prayer he raised his head and
said, *‘I am safisfed. I feel that all is right.
1 accept Jesus. Igua my trust in him alone
for ealvation." He commenced next morn-
ing to hold his devotion, took up his cross,
and went to God in prayer. This ﬁe keptup.
And now, my friends, since that time Gen-
eral Forrest has said a good many thingsthat
didn't look much like a christian. He has
done a great many things which didn't look
like he was imitating the Master much. All
that no man could have felt more keenly and
deplored more sincerely than (General Forrest
himself. He so told me last Thursday, He
acknowledged it all. He said he had not been
living as he ought to have lived; that he had
said and done a great many things in the pres-
enceofothers whichhe sincerely regretted and
deplored, as he feared he had therely hurt
the cause of his Master, *“*But,”"said he, “*1
want you o understand now that I feel that
God has forgiven me for all;"" and then,
lifting up his emaciated hand, and pointing
his finger to his breast, with a smile upon
his face, said: “*Just here I have an indescrib-
able peace. All is peace within. 1 want
ou to know thal between me and my God,
tween me and the face of my Heavenly
Father, not a cloud intervenes.” I am using
his own language. ‘'l haye put my trust in
my Lord and Savior.”" And, my friends, he
discoursed upon that subject n sucha wa
that 1 was overwhelmed. His emm:iutei
hand "was lyiniﬂ:: wine, and | bowed my
head upon that d and wept—wept for joy.
And 1 said, “lt does my soul good, sir, to

Confederates on Fool,
Carriages with Cltlzens,

THE SOLEMN CORTEGE,

in the above order, proceeded up to Second,
thence to Poplar, thence to Main, and down
Main and out Vance to Elmwoud cemetery.
This was one of the largest, and certainly the
most imposing funeral procession ever wit-
nested in Memphis. [t 1s estimated that six
or seven thousand persons gathered in and
around the chu on Court street. There
were over a hundred vehicies in the proces-
sion. The mayor and city council having met
yesterday morning, resolved to join the pro-
cession, and did so. The police, the firemen,
the military and Odd-Fellows, all paid their
respects to the memory of the illustrions dead.
All the courts and schools nadjourned,
and many, if not the ma-
jority, of the leading business houases
were closed. The I"egbody hotel was draped
in mourning. As the cortege sed along,
the pavements were jammed with people,
there being not less than twenty thousand
citizens out. This was not confined to a few
localities, but was along the whole route of
the procession. No tuneral ever aroused
such general interest or created so much re-
gret. It was that of a truly great man, and
all, wrrespective of race or color, joined to do
honor to his memory.
THE BOOMING OF THE CANNOXN
and the tolling of the bells announced the
coming of the procession from the church.
The finng of the minute guns was under the
direction of Major J. C. Thrall, who had
charge of General Forrest's artillery during
the war. Major Thrall was a gallant soldier
and & fine officer, enjoying the confidence and
winning the admiration of his commander.
Yest y he who had so often fired his ar-
tillery in battle gave a farewell salute to the
man who had neverlost a gun or surrendered
a banner. The mournful musie, the solemn
bell, and the boom of the cannon all blended
with the melancholy feelings that pervaded
those who beheld the fnnelﬁstmin on
ITS WAY TO THE GRAVE.

The procession, as bafore stated, proceeded
out Vance stréét. The battalion of three
compznies were commanded by Captamn
Cawmeron, of the Blufi City Grays. Lieaten-
ant C. A. gwell commanded the Grays,
Lieutenant James Richardson the Chicka-
saws and Captain Richard Allea the Mem-
phis Light Guard. The battalion marched
with reversed arms and furled ban-
ners draped in crape. Though the
march to the cemetery was more than
three miles, the members of the companies,
as well as the Odd-Fellows, did not weary.
They moved along in silent ranks. The an-
nouncement of General Forrest’s death cre-
ated a knell throughout the land. As the

ublic gazed on that solemn cortege yester-

y —the plain hearse, with its black crape
and dark coffin containing the remains of the
noble dead—they realizad all the more that
there was in the news of his death that which
would arrest the steps of the thoaghtful and
melt the hearts of the feeling. And yet what
can we say or even feel commensurate with the
demands of the scene. FEre the procession
arrived

AT ELMWOOD CEMETERY,

a large crowd had thered at the grave,
which is on Chapel hill, overshadowed by
stately oaks gnd beautiful magmolins. There
hundreds had gathered, and among them the
teachers and pupils of the State female col-
lege. Soon LEe procession reached the burial
spot, and the coffin, being taken from the
hearse, was rested above the grave, On one
end of the coffin was a silver plate, engraved
with the following words: **N. B. Forrest,
died October 29, 1577, aged 57 yeurs." (in
the other lid was a silver plate with this in-
scription: “‘Chickasaw lodge, No. 8, 1. 0. 0,
F.; by card December 27, 1847. Gayoso en-
camprient, No. 3, April 4, 1853."

THE COFFIN WAS THEN LOWERED
to its last resting-place in the grave, which
the Odd-Fellows proceeded to §ll up. At its
conclusion the battalion fired a salute of
three rounds. The grave was then covered
with floral emblems, consisting of rare and
beautiful flowers, offered by the sorrowing
friends and- admirers of the dead hero,
Among the floral tributes was a handsome
bouquet sent all the way from Alabama by
the daughter of General Joseph Wheeler,
wmavalry officer who served in the
Confedernte army. Another floral gift was
an anchor of tube-roses, violets, rose-gerani-
ums, heliotropes and bouvardias, donated by
the young ladies of the State female college.
Wreathes of immortelles and any number
of bouquets were placed on the grave. After
the military salute the sad crowd retived,
each person filled with grief and sorrow.
His grave will ever be green; may he rest

fully ‘neath the bright sky of the sunny
and for which he fought.
