THE WAR ON THE ADMINISTRA-

Pending the elections which came off Tues-
day, prudential comsiderations induced the
two great political parties in congress to act
with great circumspection. But now the
astatus of both parties toward the adminstra-
tion will be made known to the country. For |
three weeks Conkling has been bursting with
fiery indignation, and will avail himself of

* the first oocasion to give vent to his consum-
ing wralth. The mwore prudent Republicans |
are endeavoring to patch up a hollow truce
with the President, but such a result seems
to be impossible, as Sherman in his speech at
Richmond said: “So help him God, the Pres- |
ident will carry out that policy to the end.” |
There was no need of this impions assevera- |

tion, as the policy which has been adopted
in obedience to the voice of the American
people and the teachings of the Democratic |
party for ten years, is irrevocable. The troops
have been removed, and the Democratic doc-
trine of home-rule has been adopted ; and the
“stalwart’’ Republicans must either advocate |
the removal of Hampton and Nicholls by
military force, or acquiesce in what has
been done by Hayes. We presnme the
latter course will be pursued, but the dis- |
gruntled Republicans can no more stay their
hatred for the President than Mount Vesu-
vius can stifie its smouldering fires.

They may go to him,
if they want to, but there is very little prob-
ability that he will attempt to go to them,
and itis for them to decmde whether they
can get along without bim. The “stalwart™
Republicans will not, they dare
not attempt to undo the Democratic
policy to which the President has been con-
verted after opposing it for ten years. Bat
they will seek reveange by availing themselves
of every occasion to annoy and belittle the
administration, just as the Whigs did the ad-
ministration of John Tyler in 1841. A cor-
respondent of the New York Tribune says
that Hayes “will be driven to imitate John
Tyler, and will soon seek sapport from the
Democrats; and still others think that he will
adopt a neutral ground, and administer the
government without partisan bLins, witnessing
unmoved the schemes and strifes of parties
for the succession, | have no prediction to
offer.

| supervision had in drawing shipmeuts to this

market., That was a reform benefinal to
the truest and best interests of the producer,
und it serves as an intelligent illustration of
the influence of such measures in promoting
the truest and best interests of factors.” We
are only just getting the system into work-
ing order in Memphis, but itssupporters may
rely upon the experience of New Urleans as
ample proof that they are on Lhe right way; a
wiy that will prove of incalcalable advantage
to Memphis; a way that cannot now be aban-
doned without leading to an inference Mem-
phis cannot afford to have made. In conver-
sation with a gentlemian who ships a large
amount of cotton to the Memphis market
every year, we asked his opinion of the effect
of the supervising system upon the minds of
the growers. He assured us that its estab-
lishment had greatly increased confidence in
the Memphis market, and was inducing ship-
ments in this direction. He also stated that,
for his own part, if he had before him two
merchants to whom he could ship, and one
belonged to the supervision association, while
the other did not, he should choose the mem-
ber of the association withouta moment's hes-
itation. The article in the New Orleans
Tlimes, from which the above extract is made,
contains other facts well worthy of the atten-
tion of our cotton merchants. The Times
says: ““To draw trade we muost patron-
ize 1t with light charges and easy
facilities; we must levee it with pro-
tections that inspire confidence, and
assure the producer that the profits of his in-
dustry will not be wasted or absorbed in un-
reasonable or needless expenses. We must
make it the interest of every producer to send
his crops here in preference to sending them
elsewhere. _This we can do, not by cutting
off reasonnble profits, but by preparing our-
selves for handling the crops with as few and
light expenses as possible. Every dollar
saved in that way would be a dollar in the
pockets of the producer, and every dollar
thus placed 1s that muoch weight thrown into
the scale that must always determine our pre-
ponderance as a market, and as a receiving
and shipping port.”

THE COTTON TRADE.

We publish this morning an extract of the
very interesting annual review of the cotton
trade of Europe, by Ellison & Co., of Liver-
pool. This repert always commands atten-
tion from the character of its authors, the
care with which it is made, and the influence
it has among merchants and manufacturers.
The present report is gloomy in its tone, and
shows the trade of England to be in a
wretched condition, and bad enough every-
where else, especially in Germany. The fact
comes out that the actnal spinning power of
the world outside of England is greater than
that within it. This is a fact of importance;
the more s0 as the ratio against England is
an increasing one. It appears likely that
the world’s cotton supply this season will be
lurgely below its wants, but the heavy stocks
of manufactured goods, bad trade, and war
shut ont any hope that the price of cotton
will increase in proportion with the deficiency
of supply.

Tugr St. Louis Republican makes the agree-
able announcement that a continued move-
ment is going on of corn to New Orleans for
export to England, and that orders for corn
for that country, without limitation, are held.
Want of sufficient barges delays shipment,
out immense cargoes are on the point of
starting, towed by the John Gilmore, the
Port Eads, and the A. J. Baker. This is
good news for the corn-growers, and is a
foretuste of the increased trude thatis going
Lo pass up and down the river, now the Eads
Jetties have fully opened the South pass,

Excrisa papers give despondent views of
trade there. Manchester papers report over-
production in almost all departments, with
slow demand, no encouraging news, and a
failure of expedients proposed for reducing
production. From Sheffield accounts of the
hardware manufacturers are gloomy in almost
all branches; the steel trade is so bad that
further restnetion of production is looked for.
In the north of England the pig-iron trade

conjectures.

Tue following, from the New York Bul-
letin, is significant: *“‘Failures have quite
recently become unusually frequent, even for
these bhankrupt times, Apparently, the
prospect of a repeal of the bankrupt law, or
at least of an amesdment of it in the interest
of the creditor, is stimulating insolvents to
hasten to shelter themselves under the exist-
ing law.”

Ellison & Co.’s Cotion Report.

A London dispatch says that the London
Times, in its city article, hassummarized the
annuval review of the cotton trade just issued
by Ellison & Co., of Liverpool, and saya: It
is full of evidence that the trade has been
dull and draggmg, and the immediate pros-
pect is far from bright. During the first
threc or four months of last season there
were some signg of reviving activity, baof
these were all swept away by the cutbreak
of the war in the east. Production has
therefore kept throoghout ahead of con-
sumption, and the result has been that citer
enduring much loss, through selling at unre-
munerntive prices, manufacturers were driven
to work on short tima during the third guar-
ter of the year. Latterly, through the re-
duction of stocks which this has induoeed,
and because of the strike at Bolton, the
trade bas been placed on a little better foct-
ing, and full time, bas, in many instinces,
been resumed; but business is still far from
satisfactory. The report furnishes abundant
evidence that the state of the trade is the
same almost everywhere, Messrs, Ellison &
Co. have sent queries to all the seats of cot-
ton e in Xurope, and, almost without ex-
ception, the replies way be summed
up in the ome word—unsatisfactory.
Singular to say, Russia appears to offer an
exception, the trade having been good there,
especially for yarps, but also for cotton goods,
home prodocers having been assisted by the
fall in the exchange, which has prevented im-

rtation, as well as by the enormous duties,

e trade of Norway and Sweden appears
also to have been fair. The political conflict
in France has had a most injuricus effect,
both on French trade and on that of its near
neighbors. Perhaps, however, the worst
reports of all come from fhe vanous manu-
facturing centers of Germany, where the
trade has been almost uniformly bad through-
out the year, and where the prospects are
most discouraging. Production will have tc
be reduced in  Prussia, Saxony and Alsace,
unless there should come a favorable change,
of which there is at present no sign. Sev-
eral countries have slightly increased the
number of their spindles during the season,
but the increase has been insignificant and
almost counterbalanced by suspensions, de-
struction through fire, and lesseming in the
outturn. The entire continent possesses
19,500,000 spindles, agamnst 39,500,000 in the
United Kingdom, but the consuming power
of the continental spindles iz  greater
than our own. They take 53 pounds per
spindle, while our rate appears to be only 33
ponnds, The United States have 10,000,000
spindles, and thewr capacity is greater still,
reachin Blipoundeperspindlu.lncc-n.«au«{ut:ncr-
of this the annual consnmption of the United
States reaches 630,000,000 pounds, and that
of the continent 1,035,500,000 pounds against
1,305.500,000 of Great Dritain. The actual
spinning power ot the enlire world i thus
higher than onr own, although we have a
greater number of spindles.  Speaking of
future prospects, Messrs. Ellison & Co. esti-
mate the yield of the American erop at abount
4 500,000 boles, of which the United States
themselves will take 1,500,000 bales, leaving
3,000,000 bales for export. The estimated
supply from India is 1,432,000 bLales (a slight
increase on last vear), and other smaller
sources of supply may be expected to send
about the same quantity as last year, ora
little more, Taking the entire sources of
supply, it is estimated that Euarope may
receive 5,200,000 bales of colton, of an aver-
age weight of 411 pounds, or 2,176,000,000
pounds of cotton, and as the full require-
ments of the trade, working only up to the
present dill level of productive capacity, are
estimated at 2,253,000,000 pounds, it follows
that the coming season would show a defi-
ciency of' some 77,000,000 pounds. In the
ordinary course, and were this estimate to
prove accurate, it would lead to some in-
crease in prices, but with the trade as it 1=,
no such rise is to be looked for. As Messrs,
Ellison & Co. justly remark, the strong sta-
tistical position of the raw material is weak-
ened by the knowledge that stocks of goods
are large, that the position of producers is
very unsatisfactory, that general trade shows
no signs of revival, and by the fear of new
political complications. With so mach
aguinst it, the cotton trade of Europe is like-
ly to drag on for some time as 1t has done,
So far as can be seen, nothing short of a
speady is likely to give if more than
spasmodic activity. All that a short supply
of raw cotton can be expected to do, there-
fore, is to prevent an accumulation of stocks
to a ruinous extent. Consumption and pro-
duoction may be brought nearer to each other
by the end of another season, but with so
much against the trade more can hardly be
looked for, unless Earope becomes settled,

A Hrave Man Dead.

The ex-Confederate general, N. B. For-
rest, was buried on Tharsday. He was one
of the noted cavalry leaders of the south,
He was about fifty years of age, and had
been in ill health for a long time.  In person-
al appearance, in war times, he was Lhe
bean 1deal of physical marhood, and a cav-
alry officer of the finest type—large in size,
and sinewy and lithe as a cat; easy and grace-
ful in carnage. The wnter of ti:is. four or
five years since, had the pleasure of meeting
tieneral Forrest, and ha(r a long chat with
him, in which he particularly referred to Fort
Pillow. His story of the massacre would
greatly exonerate him from the charges
against him, and perhaps he was not so
much to be censared after all. He impressed
us as being a bold, frank and courageous
man, amd socwally one of the truest of gen-
tlomen. Than the tribute he paid to north-
ern soldiers, we have never seen a more
graceful from amy pen or heard from any
eulogist of the men who fought on the side
of the Union. One of the bravest of brave
men  himself, | had a keen apprecia-
tion of true courage in others. He told us
that on one of his raids the cournge displayed
by the color-bearer of one of the Union reg-
iments =0 won his admiration that though
the color-Uearer was far in advance of his
regiment, and his appeal, by waving his flag,
was urging his followers on to the moat des-
perate of assanlts on his (the general’s) lines,
b ordetvsd his men not to rve on the gallant
soldier, but to spare him.
