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A POLICY THAT In IRREVOCABLE.

The eterna) hate-ites do not despair of
revoking the Democratic policy which the
President has adopted. They still array the
southern people as traitors and felons, and
would gladly see them again placed under
military rule. 1f half & dozen negroes had
been killed pending the election in Missis-
sippi, on Tueaday last, the Republi-
cans would have reconciled their divisions
and be found united and co-operating
under the “bloody-shirt'" banner. Buat, for-
tunately for the country, under the poli-
¢y of bome-rule and the wise and
peaceful counsels of the Democratic adminis-
tration of the State, there were none of those
scenes of violemoe which pervaded the Slate
of Mississippi while it was ruled by the
plundering carpetbaggers, and the enemies
to reconciliation have been deprived of the
pabulom on which they have so long sub-
vistad, The eternal hate-ites will seize upon
any excuse that will aid them in inducing the
Presideat to revoke the Democratic policy to
which he has been converted. They tell us
that *“‘the Presideat’s so called southern
policy is not irrevocable. It is based condi-
tionally upon the respect paud in the south to
the rights of all classes of people, without re-
gard to race, color or previous condition."
This kind of nonsense strikes no {terror
to the southern people. It is equiv-
alent to saying that if the south
will abandoa the Democratic party and join
the Republican party they will no longer be
molested in their rights by either the military
or the carpetbaggers. But the southern peo-
ple are not alarmed by these threats, since
they have their old friend, the Democratic
party, at their backs, and are sustained by the
President, who has become a convert to their
opposition to bayonet rule and their policy of
reconciliation. In discussing the possibility
of revoking what has been done in Lonisiana
and South Carolina, the Philadelphia Times
says: “‘If there is anything irrevokabie about
this administration 1t is this southern policy.
It is based, mot upon any pledge, but upon
the constitution itself, which General Grant
in this respect disregarded, and General
Hayes scrupulously observed. Fuorthermore,
it was demanded by the popular veice in the
olection of 1874, and repeated in thunder
tones m that of 1878, The conditions of
peace were stated in the fourteenth and fif-
teenth amendments to the constitution, and
when they were accepted by the insurrec-
tionary States the good faith of tLe general
government necessitated the withdrawal of
the army from the south, and ils complete
rehabilitation in the Union. No pretext will
Justify the political use of the malitary again,
and Presideat Hayes is nat weak or wicked
enough to attempt it. There can be no
change of policy in this direction without
raising a storm of indignation that an ad-
winistration a great deal stronger than the
present could not withstand., 1t civil-service
reform were as securely established as a pacifi-
cation, the eountry would feel more kindly
toward President Hayes and belter satis-
fied generally.” The Thnes takes the
correct view of the sitoativn. I the Demo-
cratic policy of home-rule and reconciliation
had been adopted as proposed by Andrew
Johnson, the war would have been forgotten
soon after the surrender of the Confederates.
When Grant was first elected Premident, the
south had implicit confidence in his honesty
and patriotism. Bat, instead of gradually
drawing together the two great sections of the
Union, and the two great political parties
whose mncor was engendered by the war, he
separated them inore and more. He made
the bloody chasm wider, instead of attempt-
ing to bridge it over as it has been bridged by
Democratic pelicy, adopted by Hayes. Bat
the Radical party can no longer live upon the
sectional hatreds which has been its breath of
life. It can mno longer make ecapita!l by
persecuting and slandering the defenseless
and impoverished people of the south. The
time and the hour has come for the work of
strife to cease. The bitterness of sectional
hatreds has become a stench in the nostrils of
patriotic men in al! parts of the Union. The
country is sick of the prolonged saturnalia of
sectional hate in the north and the wicked
persecutions of the south. The stamina of
hate has given out. The south has nuthing
to fear. Evea if Hayes should recant, and at-
tempt to undo the Democratic policy he has
executed, like a good little man, the Demo-
cratic party will see to it that the bayonets
will never again be placed at the throats of
the southern people for the purpose of forcing
them to obey the cxactions of thieving plan-
derers.

STILL OUT OF THE UNI10N.

It seems impossible to secure peace and a
restored Union ueder Radical rale. Where
the Democrats have secured power we have
tranquility and that order and regard for the
constitution which existed before the war.
But anarchy follows the rule of Radicalism
just as naturally as devastation is found in
the track of the tornado. It has been over
twelve years since the surrender of General
Robert E. Lee and the Confedernte army,
still, under Radical rule, the Union has not
been restored.

The Democrats of
the house of representatives voted Lo seat two
negroes from South Carolina, in preference
to two while Democrats, because they
l.?mught the blacks had a better prima _ffrn'r
rurh_t. Bat a semator from South Carolina is
!hmwd bis seat. Patterson, the thief and
indicted villian, who purchased his seat
by hnbmg members of the legislature,
has no trouble in retaining the seat he dis-
graces. But Butler, honestly elected by the
legislature which the President has recog-
pized as the valid legislature, is refused
his plalue in & body wherein Patterson is
recognized as o leading spint. In Loumsi-
any the outmge is still more infamons, and
forcibly demonstrates the inability of the
Hadical party to restore the Union.  Thers js

no lawlessness in Lomsiana, it has bevn

twelve years aince the last gun was fired in
the war between the States, and yet Louisi-
ana is still considered out of the Union, and
lias mno representative in the senate. The
question could be decided in an hour, just as
the Democrats decided the contest between
two negroes and two white Democrats. Bat,
for wile party purposes, the Radicals are clos-
ir!,_' the doors of the senate 1n the face of three
senators elected by the legislatares of two
sovervign States of thi= Upion. Esery day
that these two States are unrepresented the
spirit of the constitution is violated. In dis-
cussing this sulject, the New York Tribune,
a Hepublican paper, says: *““We wonder if
the senators who are tuking things easily at
Washington, sitting an hour or =0 a day, and
comfortably killing time while waiting for
the house to send them an appropriation
bill, ever read section 3 of article 1 of the
constitution of the United States,  That arti-
e says: ‘The senate of the United Stales
shall e composed of two senators from each
=iate, chiosen by the legislature thereol for
mix years; and each senator shall have one
vote," Now, in point of fact, the present
scaute is not thus composed. The State of
South Carolina has only one senator, and the
State of Louismiana pone at all. 1t woaold
seem as if this condition of things would
trouble the members of the body, and that
thiy wonld make haste to fill the empty seats,
lest a question shoold be raised as to whether
they are a valid senate, within the meaning
of the constitution. They do not seem to be
at all worried. however. In secure possession
of their own salaries and easy chairs,
they are waiting until a dilatory committee
shall tell themn what they had better do about
the vacancies., The committee, meanwhile,
instead of deciding at once on the questions
of prima facie right, is going into the merits
of the contests, and getting on about as rap-
idly as a chancery court. Passing over the
Sonth Carolina case, let us look for a moment
at that of Lowsiana. From January, 1873,
to March, 1877, the State was allowed, by the
action of the senate, only one representative
on the floor, and since March last it has been
wholly excluded. Thas Louisiana is placed
in the attitude of being half out of the
Union. Her people are represented in the
house, but the State itself is cut off entirely
trom direct relations with the general gov-
ernment; for it is only-in the senate that a
State, an orgamzation, participates
in the affaire of the government.
Lonisiana has no vowce in  the
confirmation of Federal appointments,
and none in the ratification of treaties, and
she has only half her rightful voice in the
levying of taxes, the voting of appropria-
tions, and the general legislation of congress.
It will, perhaps, be said that she is herself to
blame; and that she owes her exclusion from
the senate to her violent internal dissensions,
and her fondness for revolutionary proceed-
ings. Bot profound peace now prevails with-
in all her borders, and her government has,
since March last, been complete and stable
nall its departments. Her right to two
seats in the senate is as absolute as that of
the State of New York. For the seat, now
four years vacant, but one applicant appears,
M. J. B. Enstis.  His election, although by
an undisputed legislature, was irregular, be-
cause the sennte had not at the time for-
mally rejected Mr. Pinchback's claim, and
his credentials are not in due form, wanting,
us they do, a certificate which Mr.
Kellogg, then governor, refused to give. If
he 18 entitled to admission on the credentials
be presents, he should be admitted at once,
and if not, the senate should say so withouta
day’s delay. so that the governorof Louisiana
can name some one to occupy the seat until
the legislatare meets. Instead of taking this
conrse, the senate sends Mr. Eustis to the
commitiee on privileges aud elections, and
that committee tells him that he must wait
until the more recently-arising contest for the
other seat is disposed of.

EADNS'S RIVER IMPREOVEMENT
THEORY.

Captain Eads, in some of his late addresses,
Las explained how the jetty system, that has
proved so successful at the mouth of the
river, would be equally 2o in Lthe course of the
river itself, The Mississippi river carries a
lurgre amount of eediment. The amount car-
ried at any point depends upon the current
there. If the current is brisk, a large amount
of sediment is held in sospension; if slow,
there is a deposit of sediment that had been
taken up where the current was swifter. The
relative rapidity of the stream depends upon
the comparative width of the river. Where
the river is narrow, as a rule, the stream will
be swifter; where wider, slower; where very
wide, much slower. Putling rocky places
cut of the question, where the carrent is swift
iL will clear out a comparatively deep chan-
nel; where wide, a deposit of some portion of
the suspended matter will cause the channel
to shoal. If an average width was decided
wvpon at which it 18 desirable the river should
remain, by placing at the margins of the
wide spots willow mattresses, such as consti-
tute the jetties, the flow of water would be
confined within the required space, and the
current would become quicker, as the whole
body of water would pass through a narrower
channel. This narrowing would bring up
what had been a sloggish flow to an average
The water would then carry anaver-
age amount of sediment, and the chaanel
would be worn down to an average depth.
The whole of the system is—regulate the
width of the stream, that will regulate its
spead, and the speed will regulate the
amount of matter held in suspension.
Where that amount i3 fairly regulated, there
will be no depositing of soil at the wide parts
of the channel, consequently no tormation of
shoals, Experiment has alveady proved
that, when the river passes on two sides of
an island, and is shallow in every part, by
stopping the flow on one side, the whole
amount of water being sent along the other
will necessurily run swifter. This increase of
apeed in the carrent will cut away the bar
and leave anavigable channel. These views of
Cnptain Eads are awakening much interest,
and may result in bringing about that im-
provement in river navigation that so deeply
concerns the interests and prosperity of
Memphis.
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Ix Fraxce, in Switzerland, in Russia, and
elsewhere, not omitting New York, thereis
Litter complaint of the spread of communism,
of the dissemination of ideas opposed to the
safe possession of private property. Condem-
nation and vituperation will do nothmg with
this dangerous social outbreak, It is an out~
break that shows a perception of something
wrong respecting customs and laws affecting
property. That wrong is expressed by the
now popular saying—the rich are becoming
richer and the poor poorer. The pith of this
saying is that existing systems of distributing
property favor ome class of society rather
thun another. If that be so, it is possible
to make laws that shall favor no particalar
class rather than another, and which shall
check the tendency for wealth lo center ina
few hands, while the balk of mankind re-
main poor, with a large portion verging on
destitution. It is certainly possible to legis-
late in favor of the diffusion rather than of
the concentration of wealth, and when that
1s done, communism has no excuse for ex-
1sting.

dred, and privilege taxes on merchants the
same, All other privileges are tixed and cer-
tain. If the present ten cents levy and the
privilege taxes would pay current expenses,
and the additionnl tax were placed at forty
cents, a surplus of one hundred thousand
dollars would be denved from privilege
taxes, which would give an annual sinking
fund to that amount. It is possible, however,
that the ten cents tax will not quite pay the
carrent expenses, and in this event this
amount will have to be increased. The total
amount of taxes necessary to be levied would
depend very much upon the amount of sink-
ing fund to be provided for. The following
is a tabular statement of the aggregate tux of
1877, as compared with that of 1376:

KHeport of Commissioner of Customs,

Wasmixerox, November 8. —The com-
missioner of customs, in s annual report,
snys that six thousand seven hundred and
thirty-five asccounts were adjusted the past
year.
