SENATE.
Senator In galls, from the committee on In-

dian aHairs, reported with amendments the
senate bill to enable the Indian to become
citisens of the United State. Placed on the
calendar.

Senator Conover introduced a bill to grant
additional Homesteads to settlers upon the
public lands in the States of Alabama, Mis-
sissippi, Louisiana and Florida. Referred to
the committee on public lands.

Senator Maxey, at the conclusion of the
morning hour, called ud the resolution sub
mitted by him a few days ago, instructing
the committee on military a Hairs to inquire
into toe expediency 01 constructing a system
of defensive works on the Rio Grande fron-
tier of the United States, and spoke at length
in regsrd to the raids from Mexico into
Texas and the necessity for such defensive
works.

Senator Windom, from the committee on
appropriations, reported with amendments
the house bill making appropriations for the
support of the army, ana it was, placed on the
calendar.

The Vice-Preside- laid before the senate
a communication from the President, inclos-
ing the report of the secretary of state, in re-
ply to the senate resolution of the eighth in-
stant, in regard to the rescue ot prisoners by
an armed bond from Mexico from the jail in
Starr county, Texas, in August last. Re-
ferred.

Senator Windom asked unanimous consent
to proceed with the consideration of the army
appropriation bill.

Senator Cockrell said he would not object
to the bill being taken up now, with the un-
derstanding that its consideration be deferred
until It had just been printed,
with the amendments, and the senators had
not time to examine it.
, Senator Windom accepted the proposition
of Senator Cockrell, and the army bill was
taken up with the understanding that it
should come up as unfinished business to-
morrow.

Senator White submitted an amendment
to the deficiency appropriation bill, appropri-
ating seventy-fiv- e hundred dollars for con-
tinuing the operations, under the direction of
the United States fish commission, connected
with the propagation and distribution of shad
and other food fishes during the present fiscal
year. Referred.

Senator Windom submitted an amendment
to the same bill, appropriating twelve hun-
dred dollars for expenses of preparing for
publication and indexing a volume contain-
ing the proceedings of the electoral commis-
sion and of the two houses of congress in re
gard to counting the electoral vote. Referred.

Senator Hamlin introduced a bill author-
izing the purchase of a picture known as

Polaris" in her winter quarters, in Robeson
channel, providing the cost of the picture
does not exceed ten tnousand dollars. Ke- -
ferred.

The Vice-Preside- nt was authorized to fill
the vacancy on the committee on pensions,
occasioned by the resignation of Senator Da-
vis; and on the committee on transportation
routes to the seaboard, occasioned by the res-
ignation of Senator Saunders; he thereupon
appointed Senator Voorheea to fill both va-
cancies.

After executive session, the senate then ad-
journed.

HOUSE.
Mr. Wright offered a resolution instructing

the committee on banking and currency to
inquire into the propriety of so amending the
banking laws as to require, in the election of
directors, the principle of cumulative voting
in a State where such laws may exist, and
also as to the propriety of amending said
laws as to a limited efficiency of proxies of
two months. Referred.

Mr. Townsend offered a resolution instruct-
ing the judiciary committee to inquire into
the facts of the imprisonment of Robert
Smalls, colored, member of the house, of
South Carolina, and to report whether such
imprisonment is or is not in violation of the
constitutional privileges of the house.

Mr. Butler offered, as a substitute, a reso-
lution giving the judiciary committee power
to send, for persons and papers in making
such an investigation. Adopted.

Mr. Wood, chairman of the committee on
ways and means, reported back the resolution
for the final adjournment of congress on the
twenty-secon- d instant at six o'clock in the
evening. He said he would not call for
present action, but would call it up in a day
or two.

The he use then resumed the consideration
of the bill for the repeal of the resumption
act.

Mr. Keifer offered an amendment that
nothing in the resumption act shall be con-
strued to authorize or require the secretary of
the treasury to erase and cancel legal-tend- er

notes that may be redeemed on or after the
first of January, 1879, or that may then be in
the treasury uncanceled, or that may after-
ward come into the treasury otherwise than
by redemption ; but that such notes may be
used in the payment of all debts against the
United States, or in exchange for coin or bul-
lion.

Mr. Deering offered an amendment to post-
pone the act of resumption from 1879 to
16--0-; also, to authorize the reissue of legal-tend- er

notes, and to make them legal-tend- er

for all debts, public and private.
Mr. Ward offered an amendment that

nothing in the act shall affect the payment
of debta due on the first of January, 1879, in
the payment of wages or in debts that may
become due after that for the payment of
wag.-- - of labor; but that such debts shall be
legally payable only in such coin or notes as
shall be legal-tende- r.

Mr. Bell favored the repeal of the resump-
tion act because he thought it would be im-
practicable and impossible for the govern-
ment, on the first of January, 1379, to redeem
the legal-tende- r notes now outstanding; and
even if it would be practicable it would be
unwise in policy and ruinous in results to do
so. I f the country could be saved from the ruin
to which the resumption act was precipitating
it, by the early repeal of that act, and if Ameri-
can statesmanship was equal to the emer-
gency, there would be little difficulty in re-
turning to specie payments within a few
years.

Mr. Felton favored the repeal of the re-
sumption acL He inveighed against class
legislation and opposed strikes of laboring
men. Labor had no right to make war upon
capital, but it was equally wrong for capital
to conspire against labor. The act demone-
tizing silver dollar waaaa unjust and wicked
aa the famous strikes which had recently
startled and alarmed the country. That act
demonetizing silver was the most deliberate
and inexcusable attack upon labor ever known
in legiilative hi dory, but that did not quite
make New York and New England the
owners of the cotton fields of the south, and,
therefore, the black scheme of contraction
bad been consummated just as the wild de-
lirium of war was subsiding into reason.
All encouragement was withdrawn and finan-
cial ruin ensued. During the- war the banker
of New York, and those antiquated ibylocks,
had spent every dollar not expended in pay-
ing for substitutes in buying United
States bonds, and they became clamorous
for contraction. Tbev cared not for
the return ption of specie payments. That
wa lint, a pretense whw-- h thev had trniuoed
up, and agitation had sent down the price of

labor to Btarrai5n wages. The gentleman
from Sew York (Mr. Chittenden had said
yest-ida- y from this perch (the clerk' deskj
that gamblers, loafers and bankrupts de-
manded the repeal of the resumption act.
The gentleman from Ne York mmt have
kept a ledger, on one side of which the poor
man was put, and the man who owned three
or four hundred thousand dollars in govern-
ment wcuritie on the other side the side
which was grinding down the laboring man.
f Encouragement on the Democratic side

Mr. Chittenden, as soon as he heard him-
self alluded to, crossed oer to the Democratic
side of the houe, in order to hear more dis-
tinctly what was said about him. He made
several attempts to interpose a remark, but
was not permitted to do to--, m he himself
gave notice yesterdny that h would not al-
low himself to be interrupted.

Mr. Felton went on with his denunciation
of capitalists, addressing himself direct-
ly to Mr. Chittenden, who was stand-
ing in one of the aisles on the Demo-
cratic side, the butt of jests and laughter
on that side. He said: And yet you under-
take to comfort the country by telling it that
all these things will right themselves. Yes,
1 know that; these things will right them-
selves when they have touched the bottomless
pit of despair and poverty. Look yonder at
that storm-drive- n ocean. Hurricane and
darkness are upon the deep; signal guns are
firing every minute; ships are going down by
the hundred ; thousands o fprecious lives are
being engulfed and in the midst of all the
ruins, there pointing over to Mr. Chittenden
stands the wrecker outbursts of laughter and
applause on the Democratic side waiting for
the spoils, and assuring those in peril of de-
struction that all these things will right them-
selves. Continuation of the applause on the
Democratic side. J

Mr. Chittenden, still standing on that side
of the chamber, asked a minute to reply to
Mr. Felton.

Mr. Douglass No. not half a minute to
the wrecker. Laughter and noisy demon-
strations.

Mr. Tucker proposed, jocularly, to have a
recess of a few minutes, until some restora-
tives could be applied to the corpse of New
York meaning Mr. Chittenden.

Mr. Hardenbergh, who was entitled to the
floor, yielded five minutes of his time to Mr.
Chittenden.

Mr. Chittenden, speaking from his own
seat, said : "I will net return to the argu-
ment There is no man who knows my life
who does not know that when I went to that
unusual place the clerk's desk to speak,
yesterday, I went there to bpea It the truth,
according as I understood it. The gentleman
has referred to me as a capitalist, as owning
government bonds, and, therefore, as inter-
ested in this matter. It is more than eight
years since I have been able to hold or own a
government bond, and although I spoke yes-
terday of national banks, I parted with my
last snare of stock, which I owned in a na-
tional bank, five years ago. I do not make
this statement to conciliate anybody, but I
make it to explode and expose to the world
that idea. The question before the house is
before" the world. It is a question now
whether the credit, honor and integrity of
the American people shall before all mankind
be sunk into a bottomless pit. I therefore
say that any man that aims blows at me as a
holder oi government securities, and as being
interested in a national tank, mistakes his
mark. I have not come here and dared to
utter anything on that subject which I have
not considered. If I had time I could ex-
pose the fallacies, the misstatements, the er-
rors and the nonsense of the last speaker.

Mr. Felton So, then, no man who is capa-
ble of forming an honest judicial opinion on
any great question can possibly make any
mistake about it? There never was in a dis-
cussion in a deliberative body, as has been
shown in this discussion, so much
of ignorance, so much of passion,
so much of that spirit which will surely de-
stroy the integrity of this nation, so much
that was absolutely wrong, absolutely ruinous
and leading only to utter dishonor. Ap-
plause on the Republican side.

Mr. Hardenbergh made an appeal, as a
member of the banking and currency com-
mittee, for national honor and national faith.
It would be a poor spectacle to give to the
world that a government founded upon the
libjrties of men was unable lo redeem its
promiaw and its plighted faith. Congress
must build up, and not destroy.

Mr. Bacon said the country was now in a
condition to resume, and if no obstacle were
interposed it would soon arrive at that much-desire- d

result.
Mr. Townsend N. Y.J, said that resump-

tion had come within a hair's breadth. The
national imports of last year had been less
than the exports by one hundred and eighty-thre- e

million dollars, and it was this that had
carried gold down toward greenbacks by some
eight per cent.; the crops of I he year would
next year bring two hundred and fifty million
dollars from Europe, and that would do the
rest of it. There was an abundance of crops
in this country, such as it never had before;
north and west ot the Ohio, north of Missouri
and north of Kansas there were twelve thou-
sand million bushels ot corn. The country
had a crop of wheat such as it never had be-

fore, and a crop of cotton equal to the best.
Europe must have it, and must pay for it.
The country must enjoy this prosperity in
spite of the" mistaken politician and political
harpies, and of the self styled friends of the
people. Laughter.

Mr. Cox asked Mr. Townsend whether he
considered that that passage of the silver bill
was or was not a step toward resumption,
and whether he did not believe silver was
coin, according to the constitution, and,
therefore, that the public debt could be paid
in silver.

Mr. Townsend replied that when the bonds
were negotiated, both silver and gold were
coin of the country.. He had no doubt of the
moral and political propriety of paying the
national bonds and private debts contracted
before 1873 with what was the coin of the
country at the time when these debts were
contracted, but he was not in favor of coining
silver to an unlimited extent.

After further debate the matter went over
without action, and the house adjourned.

Ucarral Items.
ALL ABOUT THE SILVER BILL.

Washington, November 14. A delega-
tion of New York and Philadelphia bankers,
brokers and merchants, opposed to the house
silver bill now pending in the senate, had an
interview this morning with the President.
There were also present Secretaries Sherman,
Evarts ' and Schurz. Meters. Babcock,
Stewart and Low, of New York, severally
addressed the President, their remarks being
to the effect that there would be a deprecia-
tion of public credit if silver was made a
legal tender and the national debt authorized
to be paid in it; and, lut ther. that the pas-
sage of the bill would be injurious to all
kinds of industry, the views ot the speakers
being similar to those presented last night be-

fore the committee. The delegation asked
the President to exercise his power to protect
the integrity of the country as to its credit
before the world.

The President said that while thev knew
there would be manifest impropriety in now
expressing his views upon the subject, he
would do what they had requested him to do,
namely, give to it due, full, and candid con-
sideration whenever the question should be
presented to him in official form for his deter-
mination.

Alter leaving the President the delegation
called to pay their respects to the secretary of
the treasury, at his office. The secretary, in
the course of conversation with one of the
delegate, said: "I hope, sir, that your visit
to the President has been satisfactory." To
which the banker repl ied : "If we have done no
good, we have certainly done no harm. We
bankers and brokers can protect ourselves,
but we desire that our fellow-citize- gener-
ally shall not be injured by such legislation
as is proposed on the silver question." The
secretary responded : "I am happy to hear
that you can protect yourselves, while there is
no doubt that others can do the same."

THE AMENDED ARMY KILL.
The army bill, as reported to the senate

to-da- y from the committee on appropriations,
is amended by the entire omission of a clause
inserted by the house which provided that
four cavalry regiments should be recruited to
the full force of twelve hundred men each,
and kept in seiTice on the Texas frontier, but
that the total number of men on the army
rolls should bo limited to twenty thousand.
The senate committee recommend the inser-
tion, in place of the mandatory provision con-
cerning the use of troop in Texas, of the fol-
lowing clause: "Cavalry regiments may be
recruited to one hundred men in each com
pany, and kept a n.-- aa practicable to that
number; and a antficient force of cavalry
naii in rinpioviMi m tn der.-n- or the iuex

lean and Indian ftontier of Texa." The

committee do not recommend any increase in
the amounts voted by the house; but, on the
contrnry, propose a reduction of fifty thou-
sand lollars in the item for the conversion of
smooth-bore-s to rifled cannon; fifty thousand
dollars m the amount tor hospitals, and five
hundred dollars in the appropriation for the
office of the commanding general.

DISASTROUS FIRE

In Chicago, by Which Property Valued

at Orer $1,000,000 Is Destroyed
Bad Management of the Fire

Department Cauecs

One Known and Several Probable Fatal
Accidents, Besides a ' umber of

Firemen Seriously Injured
Theories Concerning

Its Origin.

Chicago. November 14. At five minutes
after eight o'clock this evening an alarm of
hre was sounded trom the corner ot btate and
Washington streets, a fire having been dis
covered in Field & Leiter's retail establish
ment. By a fatal mistake, nobody was at
the box when the Cremen arrived, and they
were misdirected to another building.and had
almost concluded that a fa lie alarm
had been sounded, when flames were seen
bursting from the upper story of Field &
Leiter's large store. By this error of judg-
ment fully fifteen minutes were consumed,
and the fire had gained much headway betore
the first stream was directed on it. The ori-
gin of the fire is in doubt, some saying that
it began in the pressing store, and some
that it was first , found in, the loft
above. It quickly communicated by
means of an open elevator and hatchway with
the lower floors, and at ten o'clock almost the
entire stock of dry goods was completely de
stroyed by hre or by water. The building
see in8 to be completely gutted except on the
lower floors, which remain less injured than
the others. An accident happened to the
firemen, by which one was killed outright,
and four others were taken from the ruins so
badly hurt that they will probably die. No
list ot insurance can be given

Ihe hre originated, according to an eye
witness of its incipiency, near the stove, and
probably from it at the north elevator, and
was soread. not only by elevators, but by
light shafting in the middle of the building,
which extends trom tne garret to me base-
ment, and is forty by fifty feet in extent.
The building was owned by
the Singer manufacturing company, and
cost, when built, some five years ago,
seven hundred and fifty thousand dollars,
and 19 worth now at least half a million.
The walls, which were impaired by an earlier
fire, have not been as strong as they should
be, and are now so shaky that they will
doubtless come down. The building may
therefore be considered very nearly a total
loss. The stock is variously estimated from
1750,000 to $1,00,000. Mr. Field himself
estimates it at about $1,000,000 on the
btock. The manager of the retail de-
partment says there was a retail
stock in the store of about $750,000,
and from a quarter to half a million of whole-
sale stock stored in the basement. The in-

surance on the building is not known, but it
is stated to be over " two hundred thousand
dollars, aad is placed bv a New York agency.
The stock is believed to be insured for at
least tvo-thir- ds of its value. The
accidents were numerous, and scarcely
one of the firemen escaped without bruises.
The following are the known casualties:
Charles A. Dudly, of San Francisco, but
tormerly a member ot a Chicago hre com-
pany which he was assisting
killed: a watchman in the building, name un
known, killed; Lieutenant J. H. Shauenberg,
fareman, roiured dangerously, internally;
Frauds Flannagan, internally hurt and as-

phyxiated, dangerously; R. C. Payne, col-
ored, fireman, head and mouth, severe-
ly; Jerome Bailey, pipemau, bad-
ly, about the face and bands.
The following are missing: John O'Rourke,
Klncrene Sweenv. a niof man suDrjosed to be in
the ruins, but - possibly may be alive. Pat.
Smith, an employe, was hurt badly by falling
timber, which struck him on the head. All
the injured are more or loss burned. The
injuries, however, resulted largely from
falling stairs and the elevator, which
fell ou account of the breaking of a rope.
Three men were under it, and two were prob-
able killed. One hundred and fifty persons
are thrown out of employment by this disas
ter. Ot them one hundred and htty are
women employed as dressmakers, fellers, etc.

STATEMENT OK MR. FIELD.
The fire originated in a sort of demi-stor- y

or attic in an unoccupied part above the fifth
story. Its origin cannot be accounted
for on any theory. Only one man is known
to have been killed outright, and his body
was recovered. He was the fireman whose
name has already been Rent. The fourth and
tilth stones are gutted, the stock entirely con-
sumed, and the masonry valueless. The
lower three stories may be repaired at con-
siderable outliiy, bnt it would be nearly as
cheap, and safer, to tear the whole structure
down and build anew. The stock of the lower
stories in utmost entirely destroyed by the
water, but some of it may be worth twenty-fiv- e

cents on tb: dollar. The package goods
in the basement are less injured, but none
intact. Perhaps $100,000 worth of
goods were carried out. The stock of wholesale
and retail was worth from $900,000 to
$1,200,000, but probably nearer the former
figure. The insurance was $950,000 on the
stock. The insurance cannot be stated

as all the books are locked up,
and any list would necessarily be imperfect.
The wholesale department, being several
blocks away, was not affected. Mr. Field
says that the retail business will be resumed
as soon as suitable quarters can be obtained.

FRANCE.

A Long Debate In the Chamber of Depu-

ties on Grevy's Motion to Inrestigate
Elect ion Abases.

The Government Warned that there is
yet Blood in the Veins or the De-

mocracy Exciting Scenes

Versailles, November 14. In the cham-
ber of deputies to-d- ay debate was resumed
on Grevy s motion for the appointment of a
committee to inquire into election abuses.
De Fourtou, minister of the interior, said he
would forget what was offensive in Grevy's
resolution; he would not consider the words
and measures which it seemed to preface.
He denounced the principle of government
intervention in elections by historic prece-
dent. He called to mind the dispatches of
Gambetta, ordering the prefects to interfere
in elections, and said if ever intervention by
the government was necessary it was under
the government of Marshal MacMahon. It was
necessary to have, official candidates and to
avoid false official candidates. Besides, when
the press and assemblies are free, when an
opposition, systematically organized, attacks
and offends the government, should the gov-
ernment sustain all assaults without being
able to repulse any of them? It was too
much forgotten that the constitution was the
result of a compromise. One portion ot the
conservative party admits the principle of a
republic, and reserves to itself the clause of
its revision. The guardianship of the con-
stitution was confided to the marshal. He
had called to power men who gave them-
selves out as conservative republican, but
who, yielding to the pressure of the majority
of the chamber, misunderstood the conserva-
tive interests. The marshal has the right to
recall the terms of the constitution, and make
an appeal to the candidates of all parties.
Fourtou proceeded to justify the govern-
ment's electoral action by pointing to the
activity of the socialist propaganda.

Mendetta insinuated that the socialist
manifesto issued during the elections was
concocted by the police.

Fourtou also cited the language for which
Dunerdier was imprisoned. He incidentally
remarked that the demand for his release was
inconceivable. In twenty departments the
mob had cheered for the commune and reign
of terror. To ward off this danger President
MacMahon had summoned the devoted mem-
bers of the right, and the ministry could
count upon them as they could upon it. The
government was desirous that light should be
thrown upon its proceedings during the elec-
tions, but it would not have the one-side- d in-

quiry desired by the left, which would be usur-
pation of judicial functions and a violation of
the constitution. He declared that the govern-
ment had made it a point of honor to have
recourse to no exceptional measure, ., whereas
the opposition has misrepresented the cabi-
net's policy, threatened officials, dismissed
workmen and abused the liberty of the press
and the right of public meeting. The oppo-
sition had obtained four million three hun-
dred thousand votes, and the government
three million six hundred thousand votes;
this almost equal division showed that it
would be better to seek some common link to
bind the parties together than that one great
party should strive to oppress the
other. The government did not men-
ace the peace or the constitution.
He said, in conclusion, that France wishes for
a government of order, peace and stability,
under the protection of the marshal whom
the whole country asks to stay, without com-
promise or submission, at the post where he
11 and will remain.

Fourtou was warmly applauded and con-
gratulated by the members of the ri;;iit.

Jules Ferry replied that he treated with
scorn Fourtou 's assertions as to the pressure
exercised by the republicans on the electors.
The success of the clericalists would lead to
an alliance between Germany and Italy
against t ranee, lor which the way was already
paved.

This assertion caused a violent scene, and
Duke Decazes declared it untrue. M. Paris
told M. Ferry to go and speak in the ricchstag.

M. Ferry resuming, recapitulated instan-
ces of the government's illegal action, and
accused them of having caused President
MacMahon to use factious language.

M. Ferry, on a remonstrance of President
Grevy against the use of this language, sub-- ,
stituted the epithet "unconstitutional" for
"factious." He then proceeded, declaring
that another dissolution would be a coup
d'etat of hypocrisy, a dangerous experiment,
to which France would not submit, and con-
cluded with the following words: "The gov-
ernment must take care. The democracy has
some blood in its veins. The public peace
and the country itself are at stake."

When the speaker took his seat there was
prolonged cheering from the left. The latter
part of the speech was delivered amid a scene
of great excitement, the interruptions coming
from the right and the applause from the
left. The remainder of the sitting was spent
in personal altercations, during which violent
lauguage was exchanged. The constitution-
alist senators, on whose action the govern-
ment's ability to obtain a second dissolution
will depend, have declined to enter into any
negotiations with the left concerning the
election of life senators, as they wish to
preserve perfect liberty of action.
