Mr Clark [In.], offered a subsiitute amend-
ing the third section of the resumption act so
as to repeal the luw lhmihing the aggregate
amount of nutional bank circulation, aed to
provide that as ofien as bank notes are issued
the secvetury shall redeem legal-tender notes
in excess of three hundred and fifty millions,
to the amount of eighty per cent. of bank
notes 80 issued, and to continue such redemp-
tion until the limit of three hundred and
fifty millions of legal-tender notesis reached ;
also authorzing the accumulation in the
trensury of two hundred millions in coin as
n gpecial fund to be used for the redemption
of legal-tender notes, and then, afterrpublic
notice, authorizing the redemption of legal
tenders when presented for purpose.

MK, HAYES AND THE REPUBLIUAN CAUCUS.

Wasmnerox, November 12.—Senator
Mathews on_ Saterday eveming, Senator
Cameron, of Wisconsin, to-day, and others
this evening, conveyed to the President, it is
understood, in a conversational and informal
way, the sentiments of the Republican cau-
cus of senators on Saturday re, ng ap-
pointments to office and the confirmation of
the spine by the senate. The burden of their
friendly messages was mare of complaint
over the appointment of Dep ocrats to office
in the south than in the nature of exceptions
to any nominations from thsit section or any
other part of the country. In fact, the dis-
cussion 1n the caucus ouly referved in a gun-
eral way to the latter, and did not provoke
comment on any special wppointment. Mr.,
Conkling, tor instance, whitle going over the
ground generaliy, took especial pains not to
appear to present any persopal grievance,
and did not mention even the names of those
of his friends who are to be displaced in the
New York costomhouse by the nominations
now before the senate. The New York ap-
pointments  were  not  mentioned n
the cauens by Mr. Conkling or auy one
else, if the Republican sepabors  who
are willing to tell what did not take
place can be believed. The President, it is
understood, appreciates the consideration of
the Republican senators contained in the de-
cision not to mnake any stund agaiost the noni-
inations which he has made, and is willing to
agree that in some instances he should not
only consult but solicit the co-operation of
senutors in making certain appointments,
This he hatl done already in the soath, as
weell ps tiie north, and instsmced the case of
the Georgin marshalship, about whicli so
much had been saul in the cancns. The ap-
pointment there had not only been made on
the indorsement of the two senators from that
State, but of the entive delegation in the
house, while over & dozen other candidates
conld neither bring proper Republican, or for
that matter, sufficient Democratic support to
satisfy the government or the people of the
State. The President was understood to say
very decidedly that he had conformed here-
tolore to the spirit of the conclusions of the
cuucus, and intended to continue to conform
to it in the foture, and not appoint Demo-
crats to office in the south where capable and
trua Repablicans could be found.

THE PROPOSED DEFPARTMENT OF COMMERCE.
The bill introduced by Senator Windom to
establish a Jdepartment of commerce is the
measure for the enactment of which the
National board of trade has recently memo-
rialized congress, thereby repeating their
recommendation of last year. 1t provides for
the creation of a new executive department,
with a secretary and assistant secretary, to be
appointed by the President and confirmed by
the senate, the anid department to be charged
with the supervision and care of the commer-
cial, agricultural, manufacturing and mining
interests of (he United States, in so far as the
same are confided to the national government
by the constitution. The bill provides, among
other details, that this new department shall
Le charged with the execation of all the laws
of the United States relating to trade and
commerce, both foreign and domestic, to cus-
toms duoties and ioternal revenue taxes, to
navigation, lighthouses, rivers and harbors,
ete., and that it shall collect and tabulate
statistics relating to the agrienlture, com-
merce, manufactures and winmmg of the
United States, and thal it= vecretary shall
report to the President, foy the information of
congress, the information wﬂmted.smther
with such recommendations as be
deemed of importance to the public interests,

COMMITTEE WORK.

Albert H. Walker, of Chicago, spoke
before the semate committee on patents to-
day against Senator Wadleigh's bill pro-
viding for an extensive revision and amend-
ment of the patent laws.

The hounse commitiee on private land
claims referred to a sub-commuttes the pe-
tition of Mrs. Myra Clarke-Gaines for the en-
forcement of the decree of the United States
sapreme court, granting her a title to certain
portions of New Orleans.

The house commitiee on foreign affairs has
agreed to recommend the passage of the bill
providing for American representation at the
Puris exposition, with a clause providing for
a display of the vanous methods of cooking
corn.  The bill as now agreed upon proposes
a total appropriation of about one Eundred
and sixty thousand dollars.

The howse committes on education and
labor met this morning and instructed their
enairman 10 prepare a bill reimbursing
William and Mary eollege, of Virgima, for
loases incurred during the war.

The house commitiee on appropriations to-
day, after considering a communication from
the postmaster-general relative to existing
deficiencies n the payment of ies of
postmasters dunng the f years ending
June 30, 1870 and 1877, amounting to six
hundred and eighty-one thousand six hun-
dred and eighty-one dollars, agreed to report
a bill providing for the payment of this
amount oot of balances covered into the
treasury during the years in which the de-
ficiencies occurred.

EATON'S AMENDMENT TO THE CONSTITU-
TION.

The joint resolution offered in the senate
to-day by Senator Eaton, nmendatory of the
copstitution, provides that the following
articie be proposed to the legislatures of the
several States as an amendment to section
first, article second of the constitution of the
United States, which, when ratified by three-
fourths of the said legislatures, shall be valid
as a part of said constitution, viz.:

A lribunpal for the decision of all conlested
issuea arising in*the choice of electors of
President and Vice-President shall be ap-
pointed in each State in the following man-
per: Not less than twelve months prior to
the time fixed by law for the choice of elect-
ors, the governor of each State shall, by and
with the advice and consent of the senate of
such State, appoint not less than five persons
learned in law and otherwise duly qualified,
to whom shall be referred, in such manner as
the legislature of tie State Il direct, all
cases of contested elections _in refer-
Eem to electors of President and Vice-I"resi-

nt.
The tribunal 30 constitoted shall hear and

voles, their decision therein to the proper re-
turning officer or officers of the Stute, and
also transmit an authenticated copy thereof,
under the scal of the State, to the president
of the senate.

An accompany-
ing letter from Umted States Treas-
urer  Gilfillan, explains that in  the
first portion of this statement silver coin and
bullion are includéd because the coin balance
of the treasury is made up of silver coin,
and beeause the coin and bullion in the bul-
lion tundd; which is a part of the balance,
canpet be given in detall with accaracy, ex-
cept at the annual mint statement, which
takes place in July, as the bullion containing
silver is not separated. In the second por-
tion of the statement the accrued interest is
not charged against the gold coin in the
treasury, for the reason that, not being due, it
iz not deemed an obligation, but will be met
as it becomes payable from time to time by
the cown receipts of the government.

. CONDITION OF OUR ARMY.

The annuval report of General Sherman
shows that on October 12th the regular army
was composed of:  General officers, 11; gen-
eral staff officers, 566; hospital stewards, 156;
engineer battalion, 199; ordnance, enlisted
men, 346; enlisted men of staff corps, T31.
Ten regiments of cavalry—Officers, 4.3, en-
listed men, 7911: total cavalry, 2500, Five
regiments of udiiler{—Oﬂicnrﬁ. 2%4; enlisted
men, Z321; total artillery, 2605. Twenty-five
regiments of infantry—Officers, 877; enlisted
men, 8778; total infantry, 9655; besiles
which there are reported as non-commis-
sioned, staff, upnattached to regiments, wnili-
tary ucademy. recruits unassigoed, Indian
scouts and prison guards, amouanting to 1877
men; signal corps, 404; retired officers, 301,
and captain Umted States army, by act of
congress, 1; aggregating, officers and men,
24,501 ; of which the force available for war
is made up of cavalry, artillery and infuntry
regiments amounting to 20,601 officers and
men, to which should be added the 11
general officers und the officers of the general
staff serving with them, together with the
970 Indian scouts.

The general details the operalions of the
army during the year, referring specially,
and in high terms of praise, to the conduct
of the officers and men during the Indian
war, and at the time of the recent riots. [t
appears that General Sheridan, in recom-
mending an increase of every company in the
service to one hundred men, expressed the
opinion that had this been done some
time ago, the Indian troubles would have
been settled promptly, with a stron
robability that they have not ocenrred at all.
reneral Sheridan adds: *“The Indian troubles
in this division are over for the present. |
cannot say that they are finally ended. Com-
plications are still hable to arise, and our ex-
perience should teach uvs to be belter pre-
pared than we have hithertobeen.” Sherman
agress with Sheridan’s  recommendation,
wlhich would raise the army to nearly fifty
thousand men, but despairs of success in
such application to congress, and therefore
urges such legislation as will give twenty-five
thousand men for {he regiments of the line.
This would make for the present four han-
dred and thirty companies at an average of
fifty-eaght men  to a  company. I
believe it to be wrong and damaag-
mg to iocrease the cavalry at the
expense of the artillery and intantry. The
latter do as good service as the cavalry, are
us necessary, and cost much less for mainte-
nance. A areequalll; necessary, and should
be on a par, but the President should have
the right to increase the companies which are
stationed at exposed points at the loss of
others not similarly situated.

A portion of the report is devoted o an ac-
count of Howard’s movements in pursuit of
the Nez Perces and final capture by Miles.
Sherman says: “Of course Colone! Miles and
his officers and men ae entitled to all honor
and praise for their prompt,
skillful ~and successful work, while
by  their long, toilsome
pursnit are entitled to corresponding credit,
becanse th made that suceess possible.’
