The tenor ot the Liverpool
accounts were much less favorable than had been
Doped for and calculated upon, aitd grew worse. If
anything, as the day advance J. and this was proba-
bly the key-no- te to the reaction, but the 'bulls' found
further adverse lnttu noes In the general movement
of supplies at the potts, ami 'too much cotton' com-
mences to make Itseir felt to some extent. Tbe re-

cent sharp advance also produced a number of 'long
contracts for a quick turn, audi hes- - were unloaded
freely on the turn of values downward, and there
was also said to be quite a number of orders from
the south to sell against Incoming cotton." Mr.
Charles A. Euton bas compiled an estimate of the
total cotton ciop, based umiu the reports of
the exchanges: the result Is 4.034 177. against
4.474,O0U bales last season.

It
Is designed to hurry up the money. The natural pro-
cess hits given us twenty-on- e feet already, and, If un-
aided by the dredge, will slowly but surely gives us
twenty-tw- o three four five nine feet. But the
dredge will accomplish this result so much quicker,
the interest on the immense sum at stake will more
than pay for her cost to the contractors, to noth-
ing of the valua of time to the whole commerce of
the Mississippi valley."

Montana Jitdepettdeut: "A 1? porter yesterday In-

terviewed Mr. James A. Dunlevy. a cl 11 engineer,
who recently completed a survey of tbe Missouri
river from Gallatin City to the Great Falls, and the
following facts were elicited: Mr. Dunlevy, who is
In the employ of a Pittsburg company, of whom
Captain James Reese, formerly engaged In quartz
mining and milling on Indian creek. Jefferson
county. Is a member, and the leading spirit In the
enterprise. The river tvas found to have a good
stage of water at all points. Slight obstructions weie
found at four or five points, but these do not mate-
rially retard its navigation. In no case are the rap-I- ds

worse than those of Dauphin, and none are so
long. At no place was there less than three feet of
water found, and the average was five feet. The
portage around the falls was found to be nine and
three-quait- miles, but a half mile in distance can
be saved by a bridge not exceeding seventy five feet
In length and twenty feet In hlght. The road can be
constructed at small expense. Mr. Dunlevy
having made bis reimrt to the com-
pany, he Is advised that It was so sat-
isfactory that a contract was at once let for
the construction of a steamer to ran above the falls.
It will have a carrying capacity of 125 tons, and
draw but twelve Inches of water without a cargo. It
will be shipped In sections and put together above
the falls. It Is expected that It will reach Benton as
soon as navigation opens. Two light draught boats
will ply In connection with It from the foot of the
falls to Bismarck. When the line gels fairly In op-
eration II Is tbe Intention or the company to keep
one boat at Benton during the winter and one at
Bismarck, that advantage may be taken of the
opening of navigation to move both up and down
freights. The company hits abuudant wealth to
carry out the project, and we have no reason to doubt
that they Intend to. If carried out successfully It
will be of Incalculable benefit to central and south-
ern Montsna.
