Resoli A. Bill Introduced In
the Senate Preridinff fur

Cheap Transportation of Freight between
Tide-Wat- er on the Atlantic and the

Mississippi Valley Several
Other Bills Introduced

in the Senate.

The Paris Exposition Appropriation Bill
Consumes the Day In the House

Full Text of the Bill as Passed
(General Topics.

WxeHiWiToy-- , November 20. During the
lnortiifvr hour keTM'al bills were introduced
and relemd. when the bill to enable Indians
to VcvToine citizens vaa considered and

by Senators Thurman, lngalla and
VVhyte. 'the discussion lasted till two o'clock,
when the further consideration of the bill
was postponed until tho tenth of December
next. The senate then went into executive
session.

When tlte door were opened, Sen.tor
Thurman submitted a revolution that the
committee on orivilecss and elections be dis
charged From further consideration of the
credentials of W. C. Butler as setw.tot From
Nulh Carolina.

Senator Conklibg suggested to his friend
from Ohio I Thurman 1 that the resolution lm
withheld until morning, unless
someminp was to be gained by taking, it up
this evening. The motion to discharge the
committee wai unexpected, and several sena-
tors who would like to be heard in reward to
this matter are not here to-rla-r,

Senator Thnrman Said he merely desired
to have the resolution taken up now, so that
it would come up as unfinished business to-
morrow. If there should be other business
then of more importance, a majority oi Ihe
senate could lay this rerohition aside. He
said he offered this resolution with reluctance,
because he knew the members of the com-luilt- oe

Wonld be apt to regard it as a reflec-
tion upon them; but the State of South Caro-
lina had had but one senator on this floor
since the fourth of March last. Five weeks
of the present session had elapsed, and no
report had been made on the credentials of
Mr. Butler. He did not propose to go into
the merits cf tho case now, but, as far as he
had been informed, there was no controversy
whatever between the contestants Irom South
Carolina Messrs. Butler and CorbinJ, about
the facts, so there was no necessity ot going
outside ot the record to loam the facts. He
had also been informed that it was not the
desire of either of the contestants to go out-
side of the record or to take testimony
aliunde. This delay in the South Carolina
case was a reproach to the American senate.

Senator Wadleich, chairman of tho com-
mittee on privileges and elections, argued
that it was not a question of privilege to
move to ulscharge the committee from the
'ther consideration of the credentials of
one claiming to have been elected senator.
No member of the committee, who knew
what the work had been, would stand up in
the senate and say the committee had been
guilty ot tardiness. Tho cases of Kellogg
and SporFord were first taken up by the com-
mittee because they thought it right to do so,
and tbey did not think it would be proper to
lay asiide these cases and take up another. In
nig opinion, the desire to take this case Irom
the committee was caused by the fact that
the work of the committee on the SpoH'ord-Kellog- g

case was nearly closed. In one or
days the committee would be prepared to de-
cide that case. Upon the Republican side of
ihe chamber the senators supposed the But-
ler matter would be inquired into and
reported upon by the committee, and
not a senator had prepared himself
to discuss it in the senate, having relied upon
the committee to present the whole case,
hence the motion of the senator from Ohio
Thurman was unjust to the Republican sen-

ators. Too committee on privileges and
elections had shown no desire to delay, and
he hoped that they would be allowed to re-
port on this case, or at least time should be
given for tho senators on this side of the
chamber to prepare themselves for discussion,
and he felt it to be his duty to object to the
consideration of the resolution to-da-

Senator Thurman said that the chairman
ef the committee on privileges had stated that
the committee felt it to be its duty to con-
sider the Kellogg case first, but why the com-
mittee considered this case in preference to
F.uHtis's case, he was at a loss to know.

Senator Mitchell said when the committee
on privileges and elections first met, a motion
was pending in the senate to discharge the
committee from further consideration of the
Kustis case, and therefore it was thought
best to take up the Kellogg-SpofFor- d case,
and not consider the Eustis case while the
motion to discharge the committee was
pending.

Senator Thurman said it was he who made
the motion to discharge the committee from
further consideration f the Lustis case, and,
after discussion, withdrew the motion him-
self. It was all done at one session of the sen-
ate, and therefore could not have been pend-
ing when the committee took up the Kellogg
cai--e

Senator Saulsbury, a member of the com-
mittee on privileges and elections, said that
the motion of the senator from Ohio Mr.
Thurman J in the case of Mr. Kustis was made
on October 16th, while the committee on
privileges and elections did not meet until
October 151th, po that all the cases were be-

fore the committee when it met. In reply to
Senator Wadleigh, the chairman of the com-
mittee, he paid that a member of the commit-
tee had called the attention of its members
to the fact that a motion would be made to
discharge the committee from the further
consideration of the Butler case; and, there-tor- e,

the senators on the other side of the
chamber knew it, and had time to prepare
themselves. The chairman had said that the
committee had been diligent, but he Sauls-bur- y

must say that the committee bad had
ample time to dispose if the Eustis and But-
ler cases, and ftill have nade the same prog-
ress which it had made in the Kellogg-- S pot-for- d

case. He made a motion to take up the
Eustis case, but it was lost.

Senator Wadleigh renewed his objection,
and Itirther consideration of the resolution
went over until

The following bills were introduced and
referred: Senator Whyte, from the printing
committee, reported, with amendments, the
resolution to print twenty-fiv- e hundred copies
of the narrative of the North Polar expedi-
tion by the United States steamer Polaris.
Agreed to. By Senator MT'herson (by re-

quest): To provide for the cheap transporta-
tion of freight between tide-wat- er on or near
the Atlantic to the Mississippi valley. Sena-
tor Cameron Pa. presented a memorial of
the select ana ceainion council of the city of
Erie, Pennsylvania, in favor of an appropria-
tion by congress for the erection of a public
building in that city. Referred.

The Vice-Preside-nt appointed Senators
Davis W. Va., Beck, Allison, Ingalls and
Uameron Pcnn I, as a speciul committee to
examine the books and accounts of the treas-
ury department in regard to the alleged dis-
crepancies, etc., authorized by the resolution
of Senator Davis agreed to yesterday.

After the reading of the journal, the house
went into committee of the whole, Mr.
Springer in the chair, on the Paris exposition
bill, the pending amendment being to strike
out the clause providing that the allowance
to the commissioner-gener- al shall not exceed
fiv thousand dollars, and that of the other
I wo commissioners not to exceed one thousand
dollars. After debate the amendment was
rejected.

Mr. Lnttrell offered an amendment pro-
viding that the governors of each State shall
nominate, and the President appoint, two
honorary commissioners; and that the Presi-
dent shall appoint r honorary

who may report oa a special sub-
ject .in. I wrrtie without ry. And providing
l'ii tln-r- , that, in tn. the authorities of any

State shall appoint commissioners to repre-
sent the interests of such State at the eshibi-tio- n,

said commissioners shall have the same
status in the commission as the honorary com-
missioners provided for by tSe bi!:, and shall
not be entitled to any compensation. Adopted.

Mr. May ham wived to strike out the whole
of the font-il- l section to the bill, which ap-
propriated one hundred and fifty thousand
dollars for necessary expenses.

Mr. Blair N. II. said that some members
were willing to vote one hundred thousand
dollars but were not willing to vote one hun-
dred and fifty thousand dollars.

of the bill should cease. The house then
again went into committee of the whole,
and the various amendments that were after-
ward offered were disposed of without discus1-sion- .

Alter further debate, the house again rose,
debate on Mr. Hamilton's substitute ceasing
immediately. The house then went into com-
mittee of the vhnle, and Mr. Hamilton's sub-
stitute, allowing representation but making
no appropriation, was carried 166 to 42.
The object of the majority in voting on this
proposition in committee of the whole, was to
defeat the amendment onered by Mr. Cox
LN. Y'.J, anr! for which Mr. Hamilton's was a
substitute. The vote was then taken on Mr.
Cox'b amendment as thus amended, and it
was rejected 99 to 124. This effectually
disposed of both Mr. Cox's and Mr. Hamil-
ton's propositions. The committee then
rose and reported the bill to the house, when
Mr. Monroe moved the previous question.

Air. Cox N. Y. appealed to his own side
of the house not to second tho previous ques-
tion, which would preclude him from offering
his amendment in the house. The previous
question was seconded (125 to 99), and the
main question was ordered. The several
amendments adopted in committee of the
whole wSre agreed to, and then the bill was
passed yeas 139, nays 124. The following
is a text of the bill, as passed:

Whkrkas, The United States have been Invited by
the Republic of France to take part In a universal
exposition of the productions of agriculture, manu-
factures and One BrtV.to be held In Paris, In 1878;
therefore

That the said Invitation Is accented, and
the governors of the several States and Terrltoilts
be and are hereby requested to Invite the people of
their several mates and Territories to assist In theproper representation of the productions of our in-
dustry, and of the natural resources of the country,
and to bike su;h further measures as may be neces
sary In order to secure to their respective States and
Territories the advantages to be derived trom this

beiiellc-n- t undertaking.
Sec 2. That the President be authorized to appoint

a commissioner-genera- l to represent the United
States In the proposed exposition, and. under the
general direction of the secretary of s'ate. to make
all needful rules and regulations In reference to
contributions from this c mntry, and to control the
expenditures incident to the proper Installation and
exhibition thereof, and for the preparation of the
reports on the exposition; and that the Presidentmay also appoint twenty additional commissioners:
prunided, that no two said commissioners shall be
appointed from one State; of whom three shall be
practical artisan experts, three shall be skilled
representatives of commerce and mapiifjictures,
fourshall be practical agriculturists, niiie shall be
sclentiHc experts, corresiiondlng to and specifically
assigned to report upon the nine groups Into which
the exposition will under ollielal regulations be
divided, and one to report upon the exiiosition at
large and the general results thereof; that ihe al-
lowance to the said commissioner-genera- l for salary
and personal expenses shall not exceed five thousand
dollars for his whole term ot ofllce; and the allow-
ance of the twenty additional commission
ers, for salary and for personal expenses,
shall not exceed the sum of one thousand dollars
each, not Including such clerical service as may be
allowed by the commissioner-general- ; and the gov-
ernors of the several States shall nominate, ano the
President may appoint, two honorary commission-
ers from each of the several States, and the Presi-
dent shall apiiolnt twentr-fou- r additional honorary
commissioners, among whom there shall be at
least one resident of each of the Territories,
which said honorary commissioners may report on
special subjects, and shall serve without pay or other
expense; and It Is further provided that In case the
authorities of any Stats or Territory shall appolDt a
commissioner or commlsslonets to represent the
Interest of such State or Territory at such exhibi-
tion, said commissioner or commissioners so ap-
pointed shall have the same status in the commis-
sion as the honorary commissioner provided for
herein, but shall not be entitled to either pay or

out of the money hereby appropriated;
provided altmrjn, that no person appointed by virtue
of this resolution shall have any pecuniary Interest,
directly or Indirectly, In any article exhibited for
competition, or act as agent for any exhibitor, and
no more than one of the commissioners entitled to
compensation, nor more than five of the honorary
commissioners, shall be appointed from any one
State or Territory.

Sec. 8. That the President be authorized. In his
discretion, to assign one or more of the public ves-
sels to transport to and from France, free of cost,
articles which may be offered for exhibition by citi-
zens of the V nlttsl States, and that the several de--
partments of the government which contributed to
the Centennial exhibition In Philadelphia, may
place under the control of the commissioner-genera- l
for exhibition such articles as shall be deemed de-
sirable to make a proper collective txlilbit on be-
half of the government of the United States: and
said commissioner-genera- l shall cause the same to
be returned to the several departments at the close
ef the exhibition, and the expenses thereof shall be
defrayed out of the moneys herein appropriated.

Sec. 4. That in onler to defray the necessary ex-
penses above authorized, and for the proper Installa-
tion of the exhibition, and the expenditures of the
commissioner-genera- l, made under direction of the
secretary of state, and with his approval, and not
otherwise, there be hereby appropriated, out of any
money In the treasury of the I'nited States not other-
wise appropriated, the sum of one hundred and fifty
thousand dollars, or so much thereof as may be
necessary for the purposes herein specified, which
sum shall be exiended under direction of the secre-
tary of state, and the commissioner of agriculture
shall collect and prepare suitable specimens of the
agricultural products of the several States and Ter-
ritories for exhibition.

Sec, 5. That It shall be the duty of the secretary
of state to transmit to congress a detailed statement
of the expenditures which may bave been I named
under the provisions of this resolution, together
with all the reports called for under section 2, which
reports shall be prepared and arranged with a view
to concise statements and convenient reference.

Mr. O'Neill presented a petition from all
but one of the Philadelphia national banks
and certain trust and saving fund companies,
against the unlimited circulation of silver
coin.

COMMITTEE WOIiK.
The Ren ate finance committee to-da- y re-

sumed consideration of the house bill for the
remonetization of silver. Amendments were
proposed, and in succession rejected by the
uniform voce of four against three, providing
for a limitation of the lecal-tend- er power of
the silver dollar to the amounts of ton, twen-
ty, or fifty dollars in any one payment. An
amendment providing that silver dollars shall
be legal-tend- er only tor the same purposes as
the existing United States notes or green-
backs was also voted dowu. la lieu of tho
free coinage clause, heretofore stricken out,
an amendment offered by Senator Allison
was adopted, making it the duty of the sec-
retary of the treasury to purchase, each and
every month, a sufficient amount of silver
bullion to enable the department to coin at
least two million, but not more than four
million, silver dollars per month ; and bullion
so purchased is to be immediately coined.
For this purpose he is authorized and directed
to use any funds in the treasury not other-
wise appropriated; provided, that the total
amount of U nited States notes thus employed
and withdrawn from the treasury shall not
at any one time exceed five million dollars.

The amendment is silent as to the dispo-
sition the department shall make of the silver
dollars, but in view of the foregoing require-
ment, and as they are to be a legal tender for
the payment of government indebtedness, the
presumption is that they will be promptly
paid out for current expanses, if not inierest
on government bonds. These purchases and
coinage of silver bullion at the rate from
two million to four million dollars per month
are. by the terms of the amendment, to pro-
ceed indefinitely.

Another amendment was offered providing
that, after tho enactment of a bill, a com
mission fhall le appointed to confer with any
similar nmmiisnons tnai may ue appointeu

by other nations using the double metallic
standard, for the purpose of recommending
the adoption by ail such nations of some uni-
form relation of value between the metals.

THE PRESIDENT'S WARNING TO ARMY OF-

General Sherman has issued a general or-

der from headquarters of the army, in which
he says: "The President is much concerned
to find before him for action proceedings of
courts-marti- al in several cases where officers
have been tried for violation of the thirty-eight- h

article of war, which provides that
any officer found drunk on duty shall be dis-
missed from the service. The President de-

sires it to be made known to the army that
he cannot be lead to underrate the magni-
tude of the evil which the Crime alluded to is
likely to produce in the service; No person
addicted to it can expect to be trusted with
any responsible duty, and a person who can-
not be trusted had better not be continued in
office. It must, therefore, be understood that
any clemency which may have been hereto-
fore extended, by mitigation or commutation
of sentence, cannot hereafter be relied upon
as a basis of hope for liko favorable action.
After this solemn warning a vigorous execu-
tion of sentences imoosed in due course by
courts-marti- al may be expected."

full Particulars) of the Destruction of
the Confederate Monument by

fiends at Chattanooga.

Chattanooga Times, 20th: "This commu
nity was shocked from center to circumfer-
ence on Sunday by the report that some fiend
in human shape had defaced the monument
at the cemetery which was in course of finish
ing to the Confederate dead. We heard it
early in the afternoon, and though it ap-
peared to be well sustained, the vandalism of
the act in a community so noted as Chatta
nooga tor reverence tor the dead, was too
great for us to credit. We could but believe
that there was some mistake that some ac
cident, thfe fruit of carelessness, had occurred.
instead ot sucn a piece oi aiaooiism as was
reported. In company with a prominent
merchant we went to see for ourself. We
found that four large dressed stones, forming
the pedestal of the monument, and a still
larger dressed and moulded stone,
intended as a part of the cap of
the pedestal, had their top and bot-
tom corners knocked off, while some of the
raised letters on the slab were defaced. There
was the work to speak for itselt, and there
lay the instrument, an iron crowbar, with
which it was done. There were many ladies
and gentlemen present to see it, but not a
word escaped a soul. It seemed as if, in the
presence of a deed so black and infamous as
that, every tongue was robbed of utterance.
Among ail civmzeu nations, auu aoiung
nearly all savage tribes, everything pertain-
ing to the dead is held as religiously sacred.
Even in times of war. however fiercely the
spirit of hostility may rage between contend
ing peoples, memorials oi tne aeaa are snei-ter- ed

from mutilation, and guarded with a
vigilance which bespeaks the nonor ia which
thev are held. No trait shows more perfectly
the grace and loftiness of human character
than this reverence for the dead, and for the
mementoes which' loving hearts and hands
bave erected to them. In their presence the
bitterest jealousies and enmities are si-

lenced. ' Under their sacred a'gis, hands
that have' been withheld or coldly given, are
warmed afresh with love, and clasp as ten-
derly and as truly as ever hearts that have
been estranged grow as soft and tender as
ever they were before a single wave of discord
swept across them. There are guardian
angels around such memorials, in whose pres-
ence nothing but a glwul could come without
being melted into unwonted love and rever-
ence. To the erection of this monument
some of the purest and noblest women of
Chattanooga have devoted time and thought
for years. In thu labor ot love, they had the

jirom many wno, in tne past., were arrayeu in
deadly hostility to the fathers, and husbands,
and brothers and sons, to whose undying
memory it was to be erected. All enmities of
the past were forgotten in this noble work to
help perpetuate the lame of those illustrious
men who fell in the defense of a cause which,
while the world shall stand, will be invested
with an imperishable glory.

Remarkable Preservation of the Dead
Soldlet-'- s Bemalna-Bkct- elt of his

. Life, and ha4fcter t ihe
Pulpit and In the War.

Yesterday the body of Colonel Wiley M.
Reed, of Forrest's cavalry, was brought to
this city and shipped last night, by G. H.
Hoist & Co., to Nashville, Tennessee, for re-
interment. Colonel Reed, who commanded
a Mississippi regiment, was wounded three
times at the battle and capture of Fort Pil-
low by General Forrest in 1S64. His body is
in almdst a perfect state of preservation;
although it has been thirteen years since his
death. The features preserve their identity,
while the complexion of the dead soldier is
not unlike it was in life. The
head is turned to the left, and only
the right side of the face is visible. With
the exception of the end of the nose and the
lips, which are slightly decayed, the entire
face is preserved and wears a natural appear-
ance. The hair and heavy dark brown whis-
kers, sprinkled with gray, are the same in
appearance as when this gallant soldier was
alive. The Confederate uniform of gray in
which the body is dressed also looks nat-
ural, the large - brass buttons be
ing partially covered with mould,
though not sufficiently to enace
their brightness. The black cravat, as it is
tied, is also preserved in a natural state.
The merino undershirt and pearl collar but
ton show no signs of decay. On the coat
collar are seen two gold stars, indicating the
rank of a colonel, but- - these are now black
with mould. Colonel Wiley M. Reed was a
native of Giles county, Tennessee, and when
the war commenced was pastor of the t irst
Cumberland Presbyterian church in Nash
ville, lennessee. If we mistake
not, the new and handsome church
of which Dr. Baird is piistor, occupies the
site of that church on South Summer street.
Rev. Mr. Reed raised a company and joined
the Fifth Tennessee regiment, with which he
was present in many battles. At Shilol',
where the lamented General Albert Sidnev
Johnston was mortally wounded, he took a
prominent and. active part. 11 is bravery
led to his promotion, and Colonel Reed
was placed in command of a Mississippi
cavalry regiment. At the resistless charge
of Forrest s cavalry on Fort Pillow, Colonel
Heed was one ot the foremost leaueis. J ear-
less of the shot and shell from gunboat and
rampart, he drew his sword, and seizing the
Confederate rlag, mounted the earthworks.
While waving the Hag, and pointing his
sword toward the enemy, Colonel Reed wajj
struck by three inmnie bullets, which pro
duced fatal wounds, one being in the neck.
Colonel Reed was taken to Jackson.Tennessee,
where he was left because of his wounds. In
three weeks this brave officer died. His body
was inclosed in a plain metallic coffin, and,
after remaining in a vault at Jackson, was
removed and buried at the old White home-
stead, on the Poplar boulevard, seven miles
east of this city. Yesterday, as above stated,
the corun was exhumed, but the wooden case
had decayed, and the damp earth covered
the metallic casket. Upon removing
the lid, the friends and relatives of the dead
soldier were surprised to see that the re
mains were so well preserved. Yesterday and
last night hundreds of persons visited the es
tablishment of G. II. Hoist & Bro., No. 320
Main street, and gazed upon the lace of the
dead soldier. Colonel Reed was a brother-in-la- w

of our well-know- n citizens Dr. E. A.
White and W. B. Waldran. He left
a wife and seven children. " The
oldest son, Mr. Edgar Reed, came
down for the remains, which were forwarded
last night to Nashville, where they will be
received by the Masons to-da- y and interred
with the rites of the order at Mt. Olivet cem-
etery. Colonel Reed was noted for his ex-
emplary habits of life and exalted character,
not only as a modest and useful citizen, but
as a brave and gallant officer and a christian
gentleman.
