ENGLISH MONEY TROURLE.

A Cry of Waraing about the Condl-
tion of the Bank of England—
Emnglish Borrowers ¢ézo0lng
to the Bank of
France.

I'ne London Times raises o cry of warnin
about the condition of the Bank of England.
The Bank of France is resorting to financial
tactics superior to those of the Bank of Eng-
land. While the latter has raised its rate to
five per cent., the Bank of France keeps its
nominal rate at two per cent., and transacts
i good deal of business at still lower rates.
The consequence is that English borrowers
go to the Bank of France with their dis-
counts, and the latter institution is gaining &
much better control of the loan market than
the Bank of England. The French com-
mand of the available gold is further in-
crensed by lurge sules in London of stocks
from Pans. This state of affairs makes the
position of the Bank of England very diffi-
cult. That institation has been trying to
raise the market rate of discount by lE‘mr—-
rowing on consols; but this wenk manenver
bas had no effect, in consequence of the
abundant supply of funds from the Bank of
France. The Times looks forward to a drain
of gold to Amenca to pay for corn and cot-
ton, as it does not believe shipmentsof bonds
and other securities {0 America can be made
in sufficint quantity. The prospect leads it
to say, with unusual emphasis; *There is, in
a word, still considerable danger ahead,
which the continued ease of the houie
money market should not blind us to, and,
whatever hardship it is to the Bank of Eng-
land to lie out of the market ns it now does,
there seems very little probability that it can
revert to lower rates for some time to come.”
The Paris correspondent of the London Times
wlcfmphn that the National Bank of Hol-
land has rased the price of its stock of Na-
|l)oln.-om (twenty francs) from 16571 florinsto

660 Horins a thousand. ‘The object is to
check the export of gold coin to England and
France, its stock having been reduced in
three weeks by nearly eleven million florins,
The tlorin is equal to thirty-eight and a half
cents in American gold.
