EDUCATIONAL.

Miate Maperintendent’s Institute and
Convention of Teachers of the
Ninth Congressional Dis-
irict, at Treaton.

Resume of Busicess Transscted and
Resolutions of Thanks— A Word
about Pabliec Mchools and
Taxew.

From an Oceasiopal Corresprndent. )

Treston, Texx., November 24.— The
State superintendent’s institute and conven-
tion of teachers for the ninth congressional
district, met here on Thursday morning. the
twenty-second iost. After an opening prayer
by Rev. J. C. Arm trong, the convention was
called to order by State Superintendent Trous-
dale.

Superintendent A. S. Carrey was chosen
vice-president, and the following gentlemen
slected secretaries: Superintendent Wm. F.
Shropshire, I'rof. 1. N, Stephens apd John
W. Paolett.

A roll of counties being called it was ascer-
tained that there were about forty delegutes
present, including seven county supenntend-
ents,

An admimble eddress of welcome was dee
livered by Kev. G. R. M'GGee, priocipal of the
Peabody high school. i

State Superintendent Trousdale replied in
a speech which proved hun to be thoroughly
scquainted with the sulject of edocation.
He seconded the views expressed by Prof.
M'Gee, that the teacher most know how to
teach before the people can be well taught,

Among the many interesting guestions dis-
cussed on the first day of the session was that
old ope in regard to corporsl punishment.
Prof. M 'Gee thought it would not do to abol-
1sh corporal punishment allom-!Ler; thought
about five per cent. of the children needed
whipping. Supetintendent Shropshire sad
he was a living example of the ewnil effects of
whipping, and his experience was that the
use of the rod lowered the digmty ol the boy
or girl. The discussion was pretty generaliy
participated 1n, and the prevalent dea
seemed to be that flogging in the schoolroom
was a relic of barbansm.

“Srady of Latin and Greek ™ was ably
handled by Piof. J. C. Armstrong, of the
Peabody high =chool 2

Superintend-nt Shropshire, of Obion, read
a well-prepared paper, calling attention to
some mneeded reforms in the public school
system. Shropshire is one of thore charac-
ters bard to describe because of his distinctive
uvlikeness to any one else. He is a good
<chool officer and is well prepured to suggest
reforms.

I'he convention adjourned yesterday morn-
ing to visit the Peabody high school. The
saperinténdents and teachers were delighted
with the discipline of the school and the
alulity shown by its teachers. On last pight
thers was a literary treat in the discussion of
* Whose Fault," by Miss Clara Conway, of
Memphis. She showed conclusively that it
i2 not the fault of tuithful, competent teach-
ers that the cause of education does not
progress, Until the people prefer good
schioolhousea to fine conrthouses and
strong jails there can be mno great
advance in real education. The fmr
esaayist took a cheeiful view of the future,
and thought the time was coming when the
doors of science should fly wide open; when
the little child should not be compelled to
say to the twinkhng star, “How 1 wonder
what you are,”” but when he can boldly af-
firm: “‘I know exactly what you are.” The
reading of the essay was preceded bya
speech from Judge Freeman, of the supreme
court, which was eminently practical inits
nature. He urged the great necessily of ed-
ueated labor 1n order that our State may once
more stand in the front ranks. There will
e a session of the convention to-day, the ex-
ercises closing to-night. Excellent music bas
been daily and nightly furnished by the ladies
of the Peabody high school.

Closing Day.

Sarunrpay, November 24 —The institute
closed to-night with an address by the State
superintendent, followed by select readings
irom Miss Conway, of Memphis, and Miss
Hanna, of Dresden. Many questions of im-
portance wers discussed duoring the day,
among which “‘School Discipline' received a
large share of attention. The views of Miss
Uonway were particalarly good, and showed
her to be thoroughly familiar with the ques-
tion. She seemed to think the best govern-
ment is that which develops the moral sense
of the pupils.

Superintendent Shropshire thought kind-
ness was the only way to govern, and that
the more enlightened the teacher the less
would he be disposed to use the rod. State
Superintendent Trousdale thought the time
was coming when the rod would be entinely
abolished. *““How to conduct recitations in
the primary branches” was explained by
Prof. M'Gee. He thought the most impor-
tant thing was to have system and good or-
der, to begin with. The teacher ought not
to forget that he is (or ooght to be) far in
udvance of his pupils, and he ought to have
a large nmount of patience.

After'the reguiar exercises were through
with, the State superintendent called his
connty superin'endears together, and elicited
valuable juformation in regard to the work-
ing of the public echool system. It wds as-
certnined from these reports thal the system
worked well in every connty where the county
vonrt heiped the people by supplementing the
school-tax,

Not «xr meant no scheols, or schools of an
inferior character und short duration.

I um happy to inform you that the conven-
tion of teachers jusl closed was a decided
success, The laree attendance of superin-
tendents and teachers, and the turn-out of
the citizens, showed an interest in edacatic nal
watters which proved that the people are not
asleep on the subjrcl.

METAPHYSICAL LECTURE

On the Nature and Comparative Ten-
deney of Platonle Love and Free
Love, by Rev. Adolph Thomas,
of the German EKvangeli-
eal Protestant
Church.

Below we give a synopsis of the interest-
ing lecture on ‘‘Platonic Love and Free
Love,”" delivered Sunday night by Rev. Mr.
Fhomas, at the German Protestant ehorch on
Third street. The lecture was well received
by the audience, Mr. Thomas heginning his
remarks with the statement that Platonic
love, a romantic and mystic sentiment glit-
tering in & celestinl light, seemingly revolts
frum the gross touch of bodily appetite. Re-
fining the sensual enjoyments and ourifying
from earthly passions, it may be called a hal-
lowing sympathy or a spinitual regeneration.
Its modifying influence, hawever, has been
highly over-estimated by erratic enthuosiasts
inebriated with its magie dreams.  The ud-
vocutes of the free-love theory went even so
far a# to indicate the aovsola'e reculations
and the sovercign government of sexual rela-
tivus to this impetuous muster passion, and
to plead for its emuncipation from legal con-
struant. Tre pructical ulterations, as implied
in this theory, are based npon an erroneous
view of love, Love 1 in 1ts origin a savage
and seifish passion, whoss excesses before the
udvent of law and order made the world the
scene of vwlence, oppression and murder;
whose pature requires the firmest control and
the strictest discipline. Modern avilization
itself would not check its permicions out-
breaks. In its actual aspect modern love dis-
plays horrid devastations of human well-
being and life. Even in ita most refined
form, which is comsututed by the pas-
sionate mysticism of religious enthusi-
asts, love apparently is unable to pre-
vent caroal excesses The hstory of
religions mysticism represents Platonie love,
not as & spinitoal guide, but as a mysterious
invention of amorous passion, through which
nature deludes into the burdensome state of
parentage. Free lovers think it a moral reg-
nlation that deserves nnbound freedom. But
the troth is, it 1 a senspal stimuolaot ina
showy mask that requires control and precau-
tioo.
ting the ecnsomy, it stimaluting magic -
fAaming the passions of vor nature, makes a |
corroboration of legul control and domestic
discipline & paramount reqguisite of our age.
We do nol want lesa law, but better laws 1)
improve the sexusl mormhty, the source of

pational virtns, This necessity 1» indicated
by nature itself, who means to regulate the
extravagant promptings of the Platonic love
ipstinct by the boly edicts of another ‘ove, in-
tuition, implying parental respomtality. Tho
serions duties enjoined by the parental state
are holier than the divine raptures of the
bridal state. Consciestious obedience to the
domestic obligutions of dutiful love 15 the
most sacred decres of nature revealed in the
loving mother, Sentimental indulgence in
the Platonic gratification of free-love ought
to be sacrificed or subordinated to this su-
preme umpire in all sexual v lations. Who-
soever pretends to be true to nature, love and
wmstinct, has to repel the perversive tendencies
and specions fallacies of the free-love theory.
