That
is to say, Trevlno will command In case General
Manuel Gonzales Is not sent; Gonzale Is a native
or ramaullpds, and aa one of the objects of sending
these forces Is to reduce Canales to order, he may be
sent In command of them, although at present It Is
asserted that he will be minister of war. I am In
formed that it Is the lnteutlou of the government to
station eight thousand men along the Rio Grande
from Brazos ds e.antlas'O to Paso del Norte,
la order to make It Imposslb e for raiders
to cross Into Texas, yet It may very well
be that these forces are sent to the front la
order to be prepared for any emergency. Indeed,
the organization of four new battalions of Infantry,
when tbe Mexican army already numbers about fitly
thousand men. looks aa If something more than
tbe patrollng of the front er Is anticipated. There
la a grtat deal of bustle about the government work-
shops and warehouses fitting out Trevlnc's army.
The uniforms which he Is to take cost ninety-tw-o

thousand dollars, which the friends of the govern-
ment are constantly repeating as an evidence that
tbe treasury Is not bankrupt. In a conversation a
few evenings ago Trevlno used languiige highly com-
plimentary to General Ord. He said tnat it was pos-slb- .e

to get along pictBcally with him, as he is an
amiable gentleman' and lust man, but that he had
lound to his sorrow that It is lusposslole to have any
satisfactory dealings with the local Texas author-
ities. He confessed that the local Mexican author-
ities were quite as unreasonable as their brothers
across the river, and for this reason be had urged
the Mexican government to take all International
questions out ot their hands.

The debt is accumulating at tbe rate of four thou-
sand dollars per day, and If the present condition
of affairs continue, it Is an easy calculation to deter-
mine how soon the debt will gain volume enough to
destroy tbe prosperity ot the State and bring dis
credit upon all oi its citizens.

THE VALIDITY OF THE DEBT.
No question can now arise as to the validity of tbe

public debt with the exception ot the Inconsiderable
amount Issued to the Mineral Home railroad, which
has been declared fraudulent; the people of Ten-
nessee through their representatives have In the
most formal and solemn manner recognized It by
tbe bonds of any series being declared receivable In
payment of the purchase money for delinquent
railroads. It was again recognized by the funding
act of 1873, by which tbe obligation of the State
waa renewed to pay Interest on the entire debt and
the principal at maturity, and tbe validity of the
several series of bonds have been recognized by tbe
thirty-nint- h and fo'Ueth assembly by being declared
receivable 1ndlscharge of debts due to the State, and
I assume that no judicial tribunal would now pro-
nounce against the runded and registered bonds.

But the New York arbiters say In the report made
to the general assembly, after a full discussion with
the legislative committee, -- when all the circum-
stances under which the debt was Incurred, the pe-
culiar condition of affairs In the State, together with
Its present ability and Its future resources," that the
compromise recommended by tbem Is ' Just and fair
both to debtor and creditor." Tbe adoption ot this
recommendation of a tribunal so dlslii'erested and
distinguished without consulting tbe holders of our
bonos, would relieve the State of the suspicion of
unfairness or ot tbe charge of repudiating an ac-
knowledged liability. But such a number of the
bondholders have slgnlned tbelr willingness to ac-
cept the terms of the adjustment as to satisfy me
that It It is made it will be generally ac-
cepted. I transmit the proposition ot tbe
bondholders. The terms ore liberal to the
etate, the creditors voluntarily make
the suggestion, and It Is consistent with the dignity
ot the etate to accept the abatement. The financial
condition of the Slate Is the only barrier to Imme
diate prosperity. Its greatest want Is capital and
Immigration, ttotn win avoid us unless tne puonc
debt is provided for. Men do not buy wheie the
tenure of Drooerty Is Insecure, or where public obli
gations are disregarded. One of the highest duties
ot the citizen Is tue maintenance of the public cred-
it; without It lltUe Is left worthy of public preserva
tion.

THE ABILITY OF THE STATE.
There Is to my mind no question as to the ability

of the Slate to meet tbe Interest on tbe debt. If ad--
Justed upon tbe terras offered by Its creditors. Tbe
present assessed value of the property of the State
is S23rt.000.0HX. and Is an unusually liberal one to
tbe r. Tennessee contributes to the mar-
kets of the world, with her cotton, grain and tobacco
aa largely, ana is as ncn in sou minerals ana pro
ductlons as any State in the Union. Tbe value of
the principal crops raised in Tennessee during the
year 187rS amounted to 847,120,310, not less than
one-tuir- a oi wnicnwas surplus, roe proauciions
of the State ot Kentucky for tbe same period was
$2 187,660 less. Tennessee produced SI 7,000,000
more man Virginia. SJ.uw.uiw more man ueorgia,
more than Maryland and South Carolina com-
bined, more than Alabama and Florida, and
917,000,000 more than North Carolina, while the
difference In population is in favor of Kentucky and
Georgia, and Man land and South Carolina com-
bined. The productions of tbe State for the year
1877 amount to over So2.(KXMou, witn an in-

creased surplus of cotton, wheat and tobacco, and
tne value of farm products Is greater per capita la
Tennessee than It Is In any of the States named,
and greater, according to the last census report, than
It Is !n the rich States of New York. Pennsylvania
and Missouri. There are other productions of the
state cattle, mules, burses, sheen, bacon, fruit.
marble. Iron from which large revenues are de-
rived, with an Increasing area and capacity for pro-
duction.

Tbe bonds ot the State were issued for purposes of
internal Improvement, very m ny of them were s id
aoove par, and are now held by the original pur-
chasers, by educational aud charitable Institutions;
among the latter class Is tbe Pea body Institute, at
Baltimore, Maryland, which has signified through
the proper officer a willingness to accept the terms
ot the proposed amendmeut; the greatest American
philanthropist, George Peabody, left as part of the
endowment to this Institute that bears his name,
S3tt4,000 In the bonds of the State of Tennessee.
Slnoe lKrW the children of Tennessee have received
Irom tbe Peabody trust fund, tor thelreducatlon. the
aura of S191.nr). and for the year 1878, an appro-
priation that will make it exceed $200,000. TLe
State of Tennessee cannot, in my opinion, accept
this abatement, or that proposed by the holders of
bonds l.sgued for ibe erection of the eapltol,
those held by educational institutions, by charities,
or by persons whose guardians made tbe Investment
In pursuance of our statute authorizing the Invest-
ment of the estate ot minors In the bonds ot tbe
btate. -

It the adjustment recommended Is adopted, I
recommend that the new bond shall bear date July
1 , 1 878, to carry Interest from that date; provision
for a sinking fund can with propriety be postponed,
but In case of a surplus in the treasury after llqul-didl- ng

tbe appropriations made by law. It would be
well to provide for Its investment In the bonus of Ibe
Slate, and In this way Inaugurate a system for the
gradual extinguishment of the principal of the debt,

THE COLLECTION OF THE REVENUE.
Tbe comptroller of tbe treasury. In his biennial

report to the genet al assembly, states that "It Is be-
lieved that tbe compensation allowed trustees Is In-
adequate to tbe labor and responsibility of the office,
especially In the smaller counties where there is lit-
tle or no municipal taxes to be collected." Experi-
ence has confirmed tbe wisdom ot this recommen-
dation: In one of the counties of Ihe btate there la
no collector, no one being willing to accept Ihe
oilVie for the compensation allowed bylaw: in sev-
eral others resignations have been tendered. The
revenue cannot be effictenely collected In the smaller
counties for an inadequate compensation, and I re-

commend such an amendment to tbe statute as will
secure this result

It will be necessary to provide by law for tbe ex-
penses ot this extraordinary aesslon of the geotal
assembly. '
