Madrid.
Madrid, December 6. A council of min-

isters to-da- y approved the intended marriage
of the king with Princess Mercedes.

Constantinople.
Constantinople, December 6. A Turk-

ish division from Osman Bazar, under Sales
Pasha, yesterday occupied Kesrova after
some cannonading. Six battalions of Rus-
sians, fearing isolation, are retreating from
there to Tirnova.

conduct the negotiations to the point of form-
ing a ministry, but is unwilling to accept
office. The Figaro names as among the
probable ministers: Batbic. minister of jus
tice; Waddington, minister of the interior;
Leon Say, minister of finance, and Christo- -
phle. minister of public works.

1 ho. .trench ministry tendered their resig
nations at this morning's council, and Presi
dent MacMahon has accented them.

The following are the conditions on which
td. Uufaure agreed to attempt to form a cab
inet: lhat the ministry shall have entire
liberty as to all official appointments; that
the marshal shall agree to the bills re-
stricting the power to declare a state
of siege and modifying the press restric
tions, and thall send a message to the cham-
ber guaranteeing it against capricious disso
lution.

A Paris correspondent publishes a letter
from a person holding a position of trust
and connected with one of the highest per
sona of the Ottoman empire, declaring that
the Turks are hopeless of success, and as
soon as Ezeroum is taken they will treat sep
arately with Russia and cede a free passage
of the Bosphorus to the Russians rather than
permit them to advance on Constantinople.

A correspondent at Vienna says the dis
missal or Edhem Pasha from the vizership
has been virtually decided upon. This does
not imply a change of foreign policy, but
great confusron prevails in othcial circles rela
tive to interna affairs and a great change is
not improbable. Other reports deny the ex-

istence of a crisis.
The case of the Countess Lambertini, who

claims to inherit as a daughter of -- the late
Cardinal Antonelli, was before the court in
Rome yesterday, but the hearing was ad-
journed until after Christmas. A correspond-
ent says that the judgment will be certainly
against the plaintiff, unless she can produce
her mo' her in court. This her counsel has
engaged to do if absolutely necessary.

The steamer Mizpab, from Seville for
Leith, collided yesterday with an unknown
vessel off Beachyhead. Both vessels sunk,
and so far only one man is known to be
saved.

Fire fit Detroit, in which a Woman laNearly Maffoeated.
- Dktboit, December 6. A fire this morn-
ing at Jackson. Michigan, almost totally de-
stroyed the drug store of Mr. N. W. Wood.
Loss on the stock will reach ten thousand
dollars; insured for fifty-si- x hundred dollars.
The loss oa the building, which was owned
by Allen Bennett, is four thousand dollars;
fully insured. Mrs. Haboger, who lived in
the building, was badly suffocated and was
rescued in an insensible condition. The
Jackson city bank adjoining, was damaged to
the extent of about, live hundred dollars
worth. Dunham & Co , grocers, and Weeks
Bros., undertakers, sustained light losses. A
private dwelling was also burned, together
with one hundred and seventy-fiv- e dollars in
money which was in the bouse.

The Bom hern Province of Mexicofavoring Lerde'e Caane.
San Francisco, December 6. A Tucson

dispatch says that letters from Guerero and
Michoncan, states that General Alvarez has
issued a pronunciamento in favor of Lerdo.
He has six thousand soldiers, and the move-
ment is considered important, as it is a
change of opinion among the more southern
provinces of Mexico, which until now were
considered safe for Diaz. Generals Jose
Urren and Jesus Belanzas are in Tuckson, in
favor of the Lerdo party, and are ready to
operate on Sonora and Simoloa. The pre-
vailing opinion is that active operations will
take place very soon, and here
seem to be very confident of success.
