Batoum and Kers, and the free navigation of
the Dardanelles. The free navigation of the
Dardanelles means free access to the Medi-
terranean from the Baltic, the very thought
of which makes the English shudder. Free
navigation of the Dardanelles means ac-
cess for Rossian vessels to the very
walls and quays of Constantinople, and
that means the possession of Comstan-
tinople by the Turks enly on sufferance.
When Russia chose, Constantinople would be
its own. All thisis gall and wormwood to
the English; what will they do? Telegrams
received last week from Berlin gave a piece
of news upon this sulject that would sound
improbable, did we not know that Disraeli,
now Earl of Beaconsfield, loves surprises, and
has often won victory for his schemes by bring-
ing into play the onexpected, as when he got
hold of the Suez canal. The Berlin news is
that Eoglund has opened negotiations with
the Turks for the purchase of their fleet. This
would furnish the sultan with “the sivews of
war;" and give England the domination in
the Black sea and the Mediterranean, securing
them from danger by the Russian acquisi-
tions, and putting into their hands one of
the finest navies afloat, which includes
twenty ironclad “ships and seventy other
steamers, most all of them built in British
ship-yards. There are also sailing vessels,
twelve ton Armstrong rifle guns, and every
moderate requisite for marine warfare. But
how would the Russians view such a magnifi -
cent stroke of policy? We may readily sur-
mise how, when we know that Russian states-
men have already urged upon their govern-
ment the importance of its taking possession
of the Turkish fleet, as one of the fruits of
victory, because Russia herself having no
fleet in the Black sea, the free navigation
gained through the opening of the Bosporus
would be useless to them for years to come.
Prince Wassiltchikoff, a man of position and
influence in the czar's court, not long since
published a paper, in which he advocated the
policy of seizing the Turkish fleet. He ac-
knowledges that British hostility would Le
excited by doing so, and perhaps its
armed resistance offered, but he says: “By
disarming Turkey and by takiog the neces-
sary measures for the defense of our coasts
aguinst the English fleet, we should retain
the command of that sea, which is ungues-
tionably the chief artery of our political and
economic organism,” We see, by what has
been said, that the question of what the En-
glish will do in the present contingency, is
becoming one of intense interest and impor-
tance.

LIEUTENANT BULLIS'S RALD, |

Our Moldiers Ambushed by Mexleans,

Wasnixarox, December 7.—The anxiety
which has been manifested as to the safety of
Lieutenant Ballis and Colonel Young, with
the troops under their command, who left
Ringgold barracks, on the Rio Grande, over
two weeks ago in pursmit of a band of Mexi-
can raiders, will be somewhat allayed by a
telegram just received by Geperal Ord. It
will be remembered that the United States
authorities, and Lieutenant Ballis, one of the
most vigilant officers in the service, was seat
after the marauders, a band of Mexican [u-
dians. He struck the trail of one of the par-
ties of raiders and followed them across the
river, but coming upon them, he found that
the force of Mexicans was too large for bis
small detachment of troops to cope with, and
bhe retreated for reinforcements. Colonels
Davis and Young were also dispatched,
with sufficient troops for any ordinary emer-
gency, sin quest ol other bands of raiders,
which had committed several muorders and had
stolen several hundred horses. It appears from
the slight advices received here that Lieuten-
ant Bullis with his force immediately crossed
the Rio Girande, and went as rapidly as pos-
sible to the point where he was compelled to
retreat by the superior numbers of the raid.
Whether he found them at the same place or
has perseveringly followed the trail into the
unexplored mountain fastnesses of northern
Chihuahua is not known. The latter seems
most hkely, as had be fallen in with the raid-
ers and escaped | annihilation some deffi-
nite information of the results of his pursuit
would probably have appeared before this.
In the event o} attempling to follow the trail
of the Indinns into the country comparatively
unknown except by the robbers and murder-
ers who dwell there, his task mught occupy a
month. Colopels Davis and Young went
along the river seeking after the trail of
the raiders, endeavoring to find the point at
which they the river. To gain this
information they crossed and recrossed the
river at such points as they deemed most
likely to discover some traces of the fugitives,
The upper part of the Rio Grande flows
through deep canons, and in doﬁling through
the narrow trails along the river, the troops
were fired upon by a party of Mexicans prob-
ably lying in ambush. No information has

received whether or not any of our
troops were killed, or even whether the fire of
the Mexicans was returned. Neither is 1t
known whether it was the command of Bul-
lis, or that of Davis, or that of Young, which
was attacked by the Indians. General Ord
is of the opinion that an engagement of some
description has taken place between the
Mexican Indians and our troops in the canons
of the Rio Grande, but he says that the
United Stales troops are of sufficient strength

Opinion of Seolicitor Raynor. of the
Treasury Department, In Faver of
Paying her a Year's Salary.

ynor, of the treasury department, ren-
dered an opinion with reference toa claim of
Dr. Mary Walker, which lays down a novel
principle. In March, 1873, Dr. Mary was ap-
pointed to a clerkship in the treasury depart-
ment by Secretary Richardson, passed the
usual examination, was duly sworn in, and
ordered to report for duty to Treasurer Spin-
ner. She did so report, but some ladies of
the department ohjected to Dr. Mary, unless
she would leave off her mmi-q:nscglme at-
tire, and assume the dress which mreco;f-
nized as pro for women. The female
clerks carried their protest to Secretary Rich-
ardson, who informed the eccentric doctor
that she must dress as other ladies, or he
could not assign ber to a desk in the treasury
department. ﬁ'nhe doctor would not abandon
her reform  motions about female
dress, and in consequence wWis
never assigned to duty, although she reported
regularly at the department for two years, as
¢he avers. As her appointment was not re-
voked by the aEpoint.mg power, sbe claims
compensation at the rate of nine hundred
dollars per annum from the date of the ap-
pointment to the date of her formal resigna-
tion. In his written opinion Solicitor Raynor
refers to these facts, and says: ‘'l conceive
that the only question submitted to meis
whether the applicant bhas any just claim for
redress upon the treasury department. 1
think she bas, inasmuch as the appomtment
was to be on the temporary roll, and owing
to the peculinr circumstances of the case,
which, it redressed, must be done by an ar-
bitrary standard to meet which there is no
special provision. I sabmit the opinion that
the applicant should be allowed one year's
salary at nine hundred dollars. In passing
upon this application for redress, [ have
locked st the mere abstract merits of the
case. 1 have notallowed myself Lo be swayed
or in any degree influenced by the sex of the
applicant, or by her well-known peculiarities
of manners or dress.'”
