(JENERAL TRADE.
There was a fair degree of activity in the

market yesterday, but less than on Monday;
the weather continued to be delightful. The
Baltimore San speaks as follows of trade
theie: "Trade continues quiet in commission
and wholesale circles, transactions being gen-
erally limited to the immediate wants of pur-
chasers. Caution is the principal feature in
the mercantile situation. Speculation seems
to have come to an end, ana the temptation
of low prices fails to induce distributors to
increase their stocks. The holiday special-
ties are moving with the accustomed activity,
and dealers expect a teinunerative season.
