We have discouraged "inde-
pendent" candidates, and insisted on al-

legiance to party action. In this severe

adherence to party "drill and disci-

pline," we have doubtless seemed to many
intelligent persons proscriptive. We have

been sneered at as "party hacks." We have

been charged with exacting too much in the
way of subordination to patty control for in-

dependent thinher$. Our insistance on

adherence to party in political ac-

tion is based on ft thorough conviction that
party organization is absolutely essential to

the success of any proposed policy or desired

measure. An organization once formed and

compacted, whose general line of conduct

has been advantageous to the public and the
community, is not to be lightly thrown away.
Tf Km, labor, and much thought to

construct one of these organizations, through
which the destinies of communities and States
are shaped and wielded. In truth, a party, in

the accurate sense of that word, can only be the
work of tune and thought. It is nothing un-

less underlaid with great principles. These

are only the product of conscientious thought
the slowly-accumulat- alluvia of flowing

years the deposits of experience drifted by

the currents of popular reflection as they
sweep over the necessities of government and

the wants of the people. On the other hand,
a faction is but tho exhalation of the mo-

ment the malaria of a day's popular dis-

tempers. It can rise in fearful power, but
generally only with pestilential vigor. It
disappears as suddenly as it rises, its exist-

ence marked alone by the ruin it wrought.
With such views, is it surprising that we
have pressed so vehemently the duty of main-

taining the party column that we have de-

nounced stragglers and deserters? It is of
no consequence whether, at any particular
time, the enemy may not be in the field. If
ft party organization has done good work in
the past, if its principles and general prac-

tices have promoted the public interest, it
should be preserved and cherished, and not
be dissolved simply because in its march to
victory a momentary rest has been found.
Let not ft pause in the struggle be converted
into ft Capua to relax and destroy party dis-

cipline. When no principle is at stake, when
no policy is involved, when it is purely a mat-

ter of office-gettin- g, what respect, what con-

sideration can be extended to those who seek'I m a yauy uereiy to suuserve

Tba last correspondence published from the

interior of Plevna, whooe fall appears likely
to crush Turkey, was dated November 4th.
The writer, among many interesting details,
menf.ion the following: "An old Jewess, of
a very advanced age, is the only one who
amid the general consternation manages to

' look after her own interests and profits by the
occasion. She goes by tho name of Sarah
and is a fortune-telle- r. The door of her

. Louse is open from morning till night, and
the house itself is filled with officers and sol-

diers, many of the former being of high rank,
who come to consult her on their future lot.
She derives an immense profit from this
soarcc, especially since her predictions of the
death of officers in one or two cases, and pro-

motion in one or two other instances, have
been verified. It is even said that Osman
Pasha himself has not disdained to consult
the ancient Sarah, who has predicted for him
a most brilliant future, provided' he is not
made prisoner before the twelfth of Decem-
ber." The same writer adds the
following details, which are the more painful
in view of the fact that the English Red Cross
society urged upon Omnan Tasha medical aid
and skilled surgeons, which that man refused,
leaving his own soldiers to torture and death.
"It is a matter of daily occurrence for men to
die from sheer want of the most simple at-

tendance in the most awful agony. Since the
Stafford house doctors left, there is not now,
to my knowledge, one single European doctor
in Plevna, and the wounded depart this life
without the slightest attempt being made to
save their lives, for you can hardly call the
almost childish measures resorted to by the
Turkish doctors remedial ones, when they
actually, for instance, in the case of a gun-
shot wound in the thigh, bandage np tightly
a man's leg from the foot to the groin, there
by stopping the circulation of the whole limb,
and causing the unfortunate patient to die of
a disease foreign to the one he was nnder
treatment for. The Turkish soldier, however,
deserves better treatment, were it only in the
cause of humanity."

That the Mexican squabbles on the Rio

He cited similar instruction
issued in I860 to Colonel Robert E. Lee. and
that in 1817 Generals G aines and Jackson,
in obedience to orders from the war office,

followed the Seminole Indians into Span-
ish territory. At the Terr time
this was going on. United Statue troops were
within the Mexican border. The pacific at-

titude of Diaz, tho unrecognized president of
Mexico, may, howerer, prevent disastrous re
suits, lie has sent a special en toy to Wash
iofton; expresses approval of the United
SUtes military operations on the Kio Grande,
and declares that Mexican forces are

with those of the United States, and
will continue to do so, and facts have been
presented to the government that are affirma
tively conclusive on this point. General Ord,
who is operating in the very midst of the
troubles, has given testimony before the
military committee of the bouse that is not
encouraging to the promoters of war. He
expresses his belief in the sincerity of Diaz's
efforts to suppress raids from the Mexican
(id. He states that Mexico will soon have
nearly seven thousand soldiers on the spot.
while the United States will have five thou-
sand.

restored. While, however, our troops are
crossing over into Mexican territory, to the
rage of the objecting Mexicans, we cannot
tell what a day may bring forth.

THK JETTIE.
News from the jetties at the South pass

continues to be encouraging; daily numbers
of vessels pass up and down, and if "the
proof of the pudding is in the eating' this
is an evidence irrefutable that ships are reg-

ularly sailing where the depth a while ago
was only seven and a half and eight tcet.
Tho New Orleans Picayune, of Saturday,
said: "A survey of tho jetty channel, made
yesterday, shows the twenty-two-fo- ot chan-
nel to have a least width of one hundred and
twenty feet through to deep water, with
twenty-tw-o and a half feet through the mid-

dle of it. The twenty-four-fo- ot channel only
lacks one hundred and twenty feet of being
through to the deep water."

Cotton MaanTaetnrlna:,
New York Times: It must be admitted

that the south has many natural advantages
for cotton manufacturing which are not pos-
sessed by the north.

The streams that
run tlieir spindles are never frozen, and up to
this time they have nevr seriously been af-
fected by the droughts of summer. The
climate is particularly adapted for the first
manipulation of tho delicate raw material,
la the north the air is frequently so dry that
steam has to be introduced into the weaving-room- s

to keep the threads moist and prevent
them Irora breaking. Such an expedient is
never necessary in the south; even in the
summer the air is always sufficiently humid
to aiiow tne spinning and weaving process to
go on without interruption. Further than
this the southern mills require less gas and
and lesj fuel than their northern rivals, and
me original cost ot weir construction is in-
variably much smaller. Their owners derive
still greater advantages, however, from the
fact that they can buy the raw material at
reduced price, and can have it delivered i

their doors from the fields without any charge
ior ireigni, oroKerage or l actor s commm
sions.

inson and Mr. William II. Mann, both of
whom are firm believers in spiritualism,
learned that a Mrs. Nichols was holding ma
terializing seances at the house of Dr. A. T.
Weymouth, at the corner of Eliot and Tre-mo- nt

streets, and Rt the earnest solicitation
of a friend, Mr. William B. Walker, they
visited the seance in good faith, not doubting
its genuineness. During their Visit, however,
thev were far from being favorably impressed,
with the actions of the medium, and suspi-
cions were aroused in their minds that all was
not right. They said nothing, however, of
their suspicions, and continued to visit the
eeancesonce a week for three weeks. Dr.
Weymouth was taken sick, and it was de-
cided to hold the seances at the rooms of Mrs.
